Vegetables just out of the garden
taste best when simply cooked —
steamed, boiled or baked— and serv-
ed with a litle <alt, butter, milk or
cream. Often a heavily seasoned
sauce covers up the more - desirable
vegetable flavor.

. Overcooking of vegetables impairs
their flavor. Very _delicate flavors
are destroyed, while vegetables with
very strong flavors, such as cabbage
‘or onions, become disagreeably ™vong
is cooked too long. Overcooking also
destroys the attractive color of some
vegetables. .
. Cook summer vegetables as soon
after they ‘are gathered as posible, in
order to preserve the flavor. If they
must be kept over keep in the ice box
or some other cool place.

Let wilted vezetables soak in cold
water or freshen them. If yegetables
must stand after paring, cover with
cold water to prevent wilting and dis-
coloration.

Before cooking put head wegetables
and greens in cold water for one h0ur
with a tablespoon of vinegar to re-
move insects, then wash very care-
fully.

Drain all boiled vegetables as soon
as tender—they become soggy if al-
lowed to stand undrained after cook-
ing. The water drained off may be
saved for soup stock.

Most vegetables are better when
cooked in a small amount of water be-

LAYING A CABLE

A Costly and Troublesome
Operation. -

¢

When we reflect that the world is
served by no less than 1,050 distinct
telegraph cables, sunk beneath the
waters, costing £120,000,000, and that
nearly the whole were made in Lon-
don and belong to British capitalists,
it may be worth while to consider
for a moment the operations involved,
says Answers.

First, the route of the proposed
cable must be determined. In most
cases this can easily be done bd ref-
erence to the existing charts, If,
however, no reliable charts of the
region exist, a special surveying ex-
pedition is sent out /t(pdetermine a
path for tke cable.

The object is to secure, at the least
possible depth below' the surface, a
fairly level platform, free , from
ridges, which might chafe aml cut
the cable; and from hollows or ra-
vines, across -which the cable might
not be able to support its own weight
At the same time, it is of the utmost

Cable ships are twin-screw steamers
of very great size, with their holds
occupied by immense circular tanks.
‘A very large number of men are
carried—fishermen and the like— 2at
low rates of pay, for the rough heavy
work; while for the electrical and
navigating work a large staf of high-
ly paid officers are carried.

All being ready, the cable ship pro-
ceedes to the point where the laying
of the cable is to begin. Th shore end
is landed, spliced on to the deep sea
portion, and connected up toi a set of
instruments in a hut on the shore.
Part of the electrical staff is left in
this hut, and a series of signals is
passed to and fro between the ship
and the hut all the time that the cable
is being paid out. As the cable often
is two thousand miles long, it may be
imagined what unrimitting attentign
is necessary on the part o@f the
tricl

S&ange Customs
of Tahiti

‘When the boyse of Tahiti came
marching home trom the world war
the dancastic native dancés, the
“himinies” or fo.x songs whica have
been compared to Wagnerian opera,
and the aucient fire-walking cere-
mony, were revived to welcome them.
Thege customs, all but suppressed oy
civilizing French influences, were
among tns most interesting practices
of Poiynesian peoples.

Tahiti women were extolled by
early travellers ag being the most
beautiful in the Pacific Islands; their
inen still are fine physical specimens;
and the earily civilizaticn of this iso-
lated people has been ofie of the wan~
ders of &cience.

“Mhe Tahitians' knew eome of the
constellations, navigated by the posi-
tions of the stars, made progress in
music which iz starting, yet preserv-
ed many savage custcms, such as
plucking an eye from 2 human be-
ing to b2 placed in the mouth of a
priest as an acceptable offering to
their gods, and encouraging their
‘women to suckie dogs, pige and other
animals in high veneration. X

There are eome inieresting facts
in the diary kept by the late 8. P.
Langley, who visited the island near-
ly twenty years ago and heard old-
time songs and ‘saw native dances and
rites, which have 'been revived to
honor the men who fought under
Allied colors in France.

“The native women eing ‘himi-
nies’ with some very striking effects,”
he wrote. ‘“The voices have some-
thing .plangent and metallic in them,
yet are melodious and in harmony.
In the first song, at the end of each
verse, all s&topped esuddenly, giving
the effect of the ‘couac’ of the opera
singer. In 2l] the verseg there wae
an undertone beneath the song. This
undertone continued alone for a few
seconde at the end of each verse,
after the superposed song was finish-
ed and died out separately and slow-
ly, like the drone of eome great bag-
pipe. The natives gave names to
each of us, mine (eing ‘A-to-hi,’
which means ‘qui a les lauriers.’

“l went out to the public dancing
and singing, in competition for
prizes offered by the Government. It
takes place in the square be}ore the
Government House, and evcrybody is
there, either performing or looking
on. Almost the whole population of
the island has come.

“The chief interest among the is-
landers se to lie in the competi-
tion of sﬁng ‘himinies,” ond next
to that, is the dancing, which is
pantomimic as much as regular. As
2 public ehow, moest of the native
dances are unpresentable; o that, I
have understcod, the authorities
have had some difficulty in finding a
dance which will do for such omn oc-
casion. Savages are here from the
neighboring islande, a fine-looking
chief from Cook Island taking a part,
and a woman from the same island
gave a little of the presentable part
of the ‘Hoola Hoola.” Her body would

denly grow rigid as a statue—a not-
ably odd effect.

Perhaps of all the winter bird friends
the nuthatch is most interesting, not
because he wants to be chums as does
the friendly little chickadee, but owing
to the unique and distinctive man-
ner in which he roams where he will,
up or down tke trunks of trees, or
under and-over its branches. There
is impudence and daring in the very
length of his bill and the tilt of his
head as he lifts it on a downward
Journey of a tree to peer at one with
inquisitiveness and disinterested curi-
osity. He is timod about accepting
the hospitality of the window feedi
board, and makes many experimen
visits before he decides to partake of
the feast outspread. His food con-
sists largely of eggs and larvae of
insects and spiders, which he seeks
on parts of trees that cannot be
reaclled by other birds. His claws
are provided with sharp little hooks
that catch in the batk and make it
quite as possible for him to run down
the trunk cof a tice as to climb up-
ward, and very cleverly he avoids
snow or ice on the limbs of the trees
by running nimbly ciong underneath.

The nuthatch is a wise provider for
a hungry day and has a mcst surpris-
ing habit of carrying food to a nearby
tree, and in the holes and crevices of
the bark he hides his unneeded food
against times of want. This is the
origin of his name. He hides nuts in
tree trunks, and often inhammering
his treasure securely into its hiding
place, he breaks the nutshell with his
strong, sharp beak, and perhaps as a
reward of his labor tastes a morsel of
the meat. it is interesting to note a
tree hiding-place of a home nuthatch,
with the ark pierced in so many
places with "bits of food. The  colder
the day the busier and happier he is,
and though there is nothing appealing
in his queer little chatter, he has an
interest of action and a striking beauty
of plumage that make the winning of
his notice well worth while. The
white-breasted nuthatch has a glossy

Something About a Canadian
Product,

Although Canada s the great pro-
ducer and exporter of asbestos, that
article, which is yearly coming into
wider use. is found in many parts of
the United States. There are deposits
in Maryland and Virginia within a
few miles of Washington, and-many
of the deposits of this country are
worked on a commercial scale. Des-
pite this, however, the American, in-
dnsttrn;es dependent on asbestos rely
on the Jnines.or the Cana-
dian quarries for their supply.

Asbestos is a curious substance that
has beem known for many cent-
uries. Many of the peorles of ancient
times used it, and it .was sometimes
wrought into soft and flexible cloth,
which was used as a shroud for the
dead. There are many varieties, and
a large number of common and des-
criptive names have been applied to
these varieties. Ligniform asbestos,
popularly called “mountdain wood,” is
a variety presenting an irregular fila-
mentous structure like wood. Other
varieties are )opularly called rock
cork, mountain leatheér, fossil paper
and fossil flax.

Asbestos in modern times has come
to be very extensively manufactured
into incombustible cloth, gloves, felt,
paper and other articles of common
use, and is much used as a covering
to steam boilers. and pipes, ‘= the
manufacture of gas stoves, and, mixed
with metall’: pigments, it is employed
as a paint for wooden structures,
roofs, partitionc and the like to ren-
der them fireproof or fire-resistent.

It is found in most parts of the
world, chiefly in connection with tur-
pentine. Scientifically, it is described
as a highly uscful mineral, a fibrous
variety of several members of the horn
blend family, composed of separable
filaments, w th a silky lustre, the fib-
res sometimes being delicate, flexible
and elastic and at other times stiff
and brittle.

DISEASES OF WATCHES.

To ‘most people the whims and
caprices of a watch are a deep mye-
tery. The many parts of the time-
piece apparently enter into a conepir-
acy to the end that the owner may
misg trains, ferries and-business ap-
pointments.

When a~falrly good watch leaves
the hands of a reputable watchmaker
it is always in finst-class condition,
and if it does not behave itself after-
ward it is generally the fault of the
man or woéman who owns it, /

One . very common cause of the
watch gaining or losing is the dis-
position made of it at night. If you
wear a watch next to your body dur-
ing the day and place it on a cold
surface, as a marble mantlepiece, at
night or anywhere in a cold room, the
watch is sure either to gain or lose.
Cold causes contraction of the metals
used in the construction of the watch,
and the watch consequeniiy gains.

When tne neat of the body causes
th:ﬂparte to expand the pivotg and
bearings will tighten up and the
watch will lose time. Thus your
watch is slow when you retire and
fast when you get up. It will vary
accordng to the temperature in which
it is running. An expensive watch
which has a compensating balance, is
of course, not affected by changes. of
temperature. Some metals expand in
cold and others contract, and the com-
pensating balance is made of both
kinds of metals, eo that the contrac-
tion, of one may balance the expansion
of the other.

properly oiled. Never attempt to oil
Your watch. Let a watchmaker at-
tend to it

In exatnininig a watch brought in
to be repaired the w: ‘near-
ly all follow the eame course. Firet
they examine the hande to eee if they
are caught, thén they take out the
balance wheel, look at the pivots and
the ruby pin. Next they let lown the
mainspring and examine the wheels.
The last part they examine is the
escapement, which is almost alwayse
in good order. Sometimes a wagch-
maker will puzzle for days over an
irregular watch. One of the most per-
plexing faults to find is a little burr
on ‘the tooth of a wheel. This rarely
happens, but when it does it causes
a good deal of ¢rouble.

Women and watcheg do not agree.
In proportion to the wnumber sold
there are twice as many watches re-
paired for women as for men., Wo-
men rarely wind a watch up regu-
larly. A watch should always be
wound every morning, éo that the
epring ehall be at. its etrongest ten-
sion during the day, when the watch
will be jolted more or less. At night
the -weak spring has nothing to dis-
turb ft. \

zLondon Cable—Former
to the House of Commons for Paisley,
spoke scathingly last night of Irish
conditions betore the *‘Eighty Club,”
of which he was re-elected president.
Never in the memory of the oldest
club members, he said, had the meth-
ods of Government in Ireland been so
reactionary, or denial of the elemen-
tary principles of civil and political
liberties been so complete, so defiant,
so insolent, as to-day. He charged
that a very large proportion of the
crime in Ireland was due to the sense-
less policy of the present Government.

While he and the Liberal Party
were pledged not to apply coercion to
Ulster, they were equally pledged to
the Home Rule Act now on the statute
books, and he would think, himeelf
worse than a traitor if he asked the
Irish pecple to accept any form of
self-government less than was con-
tained in that act. tae

The great obstacle to frank and
friendly co-operation between Great
Britain and the TJnited States, he as-
serted, was Britain's failure to apply
to Ireland the principles they had
both agreed at the Peace Conference
were the governing principles of civil-
ization.

Referring to Turkey, the former
Premier declared that the massacre
in Cilicia ought to be the last chap-
ter of Ottoman rule.

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NOTE TO POLAND

Follows Quickly On Defeat
of Bolsheviki.

Explains Moves Caused by

Fear of Attack.

Warsaw, March 9.—The Soviet
Government at Moscow yesterday
sent a second wireless peace note to
the: Polish Foreign Office. The
communication, which is signed by
George Techitcherin, the Bolsheviki
Foreign Minister, expresses a desire
for peace not only with Poland, but
with the other border states.

The Soviet Governmeni declares
in the note that the previous pro-
posals of the Polsheviki hold good,
and asks where and when the peace
delegates of all the interested coun-
tries may meet.

CHAOS IN WAKE
OF DENIKINE ARMY

British Officer Tells of Aw-
ful Retreat.

Bodies of Men, Women and
Children Hanging.

London - Cable — Chaotic con-
ditions in the wake of General Den-
ikine’s army as it retreated in South
Russia before the Bolsheviki are viv-
idl; described by a non-commissioned
officer with the British expeditionary
force.* The British soldier had nrcen
as far north as Taganrog, on the Gulf
of Taganrog, an arm of the Sea of
Azov.

“Never have I seen or participated
in spch a scramble in my life” the
soldier wrote in a letter to the Daily
News, telling of the flight. “We were
lucky to get away atall; and the worst
feature of the whole business was
that the townspeople of Taganrog
‘turned Bolsheviki to a man at tae
finish. They looted everything, even
taking away the switchboard from tke
telephone room at great headqua.tars.

The whole scene was cuacted in a
blizzard of snow and. sle2t, so you
can imagine the plight of the women
and children.
