Roman Oatholic priests were standing by the hustin
snd when & Roman Oatholio voter had given his vote for
the Protestant candidate, e was asked by them whether
he had net another vote to give for his religion and his
Church. But nearly all refased to respond to this appeal.
In fact, & very large number of Roman Catholics have re-
cently shown themselves determined to be guided in such
matters, not by the wish of the priest or of the bishop,
but by their own opinion; and ttil is one great in
the right direction. | may just mention ome fact which
remarkable. Two years ago a friend of mine,
who was travelling in the west of Ireland, met witha
Roman Catholie, well acquainted with the country, who
said, “ I have travelled ghree counties ; in most
of the Roman Catholic houses [ found Bibles, and if an
election comes, the people will follow their landlords, and
will not follow the priests.” . I'made a note of the obser-
vation at the time, and the result has proved that it was
literally correct. [t is impossible to say that the olungo
has been effocted entirely throngh the operations of the
Irish Church Missions, but we have done everything in
our pewer to induce the Roman Catholics to think for
themselves, and not to be led by the priests. To see this
spirit manifested in politics isvery cheering. Our efforts
to circulate the Scriptures have also been very successfal.
The Society-has distributed within the last four years,
63,079 Bibles, Testaments, and portions of the Scriptures
in the Authorized Version.
The distribution of handbillsand placards has also been
very extensive. A gentloman who resides in the south of
Ireland, obtained two of the Society’s placards in Dublin,
and exhibited one in his own window. A Roman Catho-
lio preparing Yor the priesthood came to the window and
read on it, that the name of the Virgin Mary was not to
be found in sny of the Epistles in the New Testament. He
obtained a New Testament in order to ascertain whether
that statement were true or not, and this led to his becom-
inga Protestant. It has pleased God that tbrough this
instrumentali eat number of persons have become
converts, and died in the faith.: I hope that yeur minds
are deeply impressed with the responsibility attaching to
this important work. Souls are perishing in Ireland.
You cannot have listened to the details given by Mr. Grif-
fin, without feeling that those who are victims of such su-
perstition are perishing in their ignorance and sin. Oh
that we were all more ﬁoeply impressed with a sense of
the value of the soul, for then we should realize the neces-
sity of greater exertions! We have indeed reason thus
far to thank God, and feel highly encouraged ; and [ trust
you will lend to this cause your cordial and increasing
