Raising the Wind in France.

The French Government, finding itself
unable to inerease the ‘taxation, which
is heavier per capita in Krance than in
any other country in the world, has de-
cided to resort to the convertion of its
treasury bonds or rentes from 3 per cent,
to 2 1-2 as the easiest, and, indeed, the
only available! means of increasing the
revenues of the state. The ground is
taken that as the national cred.c 1s suen
that thé government has recently been
able to secure temporary loans at 14
‘per cent,, the interest charge on treasury
bonds is far too high, and that a con-
vertion scheme would respond to the pre-
sent state of France’s nautional eredit.
That the latter should stand so high is
surprising, when it is remembered that,
although in the last (twenty-six years
France’s peopulation has only inereased
by 298,000 inhabitants, or at the rate of
about 11,500 a year. (England having
doubled hers in the last forty yearsj, v.e
consolidated national debt of France has
grown from $3,00.,0)C,000 to $7 000,000,-
000, while the taxation both .direct and
indirect, has more than doubled.--New
York Tribune.

Stung by Cactus Plants.

Several men employed about Horti-
cultural Hall, in Fairmount Park, are
nursing very sore hands, and one of them
ignot just sure that he is out of danger
from blood poisoning from stings re-
ceived in handling prickly cactus p.ants.
All summer the tall, slender cacti have
stood with soldierly erectness in a bed at
the east end of the hall. When frost
threatened the head gardener gave
orders for their removal into winter
quarters, and the men having the job
went about it without the usual precau-
tion of wearing buckskin gloves. They
were stung in many places by the needles
that bristled from the stocks, but as the
puin af the time was not great, they kept
at work until all the ecacti had been
housed. A few hours later their hands
began to p%ff up, and soon swelled tc
ungainly proportions, as the poison of the
stings took effect. They suffered intense-
ly for several days, and even now, alfter
a week has elapsed, have to use their
hands in a very gingerly manner ind2ed.

SOAP BUBBLES.

Their Color and Their Wonderful Thin-
ness Determined.

The extreme thinness of the bubble is
indeed wonderful. It is estimated that
the tilm in some places is only one three-
millionths of an inch in thickness. Frob-
ably few of us can conceive of such
thinness., Let us express 1t in another
way. The Old and New Testament
contain some three million letters. Now
one three-millionth is such a part of an
inch as the first letter of the Bible is
a part of the sum of all its letters.

The bubbie, however, is not of equal
thickness at all points, and it is for this
reason that it has the various coloss.
KFor instance, . wherever the fitm -is
orange-red it measures about. three one-
millionths of an inch; where it is blie,
eighty one-millionths of an inch; and at
a point where lemon-yellow is prominent,
about twenty one-millionths of au inch.
Perhaps you wonder why the colors
change from one part of the soap bubble
to another. This is because the film.
of the soap-bubble evaporates and grows
thinner, but unequally so at different
portions. A greenish blue wih a pale
rose-red spot near it indicates an extreme
thinness, and at such a point &he film is
ready to give way at the least jar.

You will be glad to know the sourze
of the beautiful colors. . Everyone is
delighted with them, even i& not interest-
ed by the explanation of their origin.
We may say that they come rrom tne
light. Light gives color to all objects,
but not exactly as it does to the soap-
bubble. White light from the sun can
be broken into the seven colors which
we have seen in the rainbow. In that
instance, the raindrops separate it into
its parts. A glass prism will do the
same, as you may prove by looking
through a glass pendant from a hanging
lamp. When the light reaches the sur-
face of the soap-bubble a part is retlzct-
ed from it ,and we isee images on 1ts
surficée as if it were a curved mirror,
Anothersportion of the light, however,
enters the film and is separated so that
a part of the seven colors are thrown
into the bubble, and we can see them
at vidrious portions of the opposite sur-
face. Another part of the light, after
being bkroken by the film, is retlected by
-ts inner surface back to our eyes, so
that we see colors at the point where
the light entgrs.—Jacob I. Butcher, in

Elcee'ﬂcltv nade ar Home,

It has been discovered that if a steel
knifes and ‘a silver fork are inserted in
a large orange an electric current will
be generated. If the end of the fork
and the end of the knife sticking from
the orange are connected fwith an elec-
trie measuring instrument, quite a per-
ceptible current will be seen to pass.
The same kind of a battery can be made
by substituting a cucumber in place of
the orange, in fact, any acid fruit can
be used. :

In order to make a voltaic pile it is
only necessary to procure ten or more
pieces of zinc about ome inch square,
- the same numbey of pieces of copper, and.
a like number ok pieces of paper.
paper should be thoroughly soakad
vinegar. s

First, take a piece of zine; on it place -
a piece of vinegar-soaked paper, then
put on a piece of copper, then a piece
of paper, then another zinc and then
paper, and so on until all the pieces of
zine, copper and paper are used up. It
is important that a piece of zinc should
be on one end and a piece of copper
on the other, After the pile is com-
pleted, again soak the whole slightly in
vinegar, then clean it off on the outside.

If (the forefinger of one hand is held
against one end and the forefinger of
the other hand is held on the other end
of the pile, quite a perceptible curreut
will be felt. If several persons clasp
hands and the persons each éend of
the line touch the voltai¢ pile, the cur-
rent will flow through the bodies of all
those in position.

Artificiagl Diamonds.
About a century ago the great French

derful gem known as the diamond is
really composed of the same material as
charcoal, namely carbon. At once it
was suggested that it might be possible
to make diamonds out of coal. DBut
most chemists scouted the idea—the dia-
mond was a natural mineral and na-
ture’s processes could not be duplicated
in the laboratory. Recently, however,
M. Motsson has taken up the subject,
and has actually succeeded in making
true diamonds in his forge. The gems
thus manufactured are very small, it is
true, but the prineiple has been tound,
and who can doubt that its application
will be extended until gems of any de-
sired size are made at will? It would
be nothing surprising if within the next
generation or two diamonds equal to
the finest jewels were to be turned out
from factories by the ton and sold at
so many cents an ounce, instead of so
many dollars a carat.

The ex-
posure lasts from three-fourth of a min-
ute to two minutes, not more than a
dozen applications—at intervals of three
or four days—bein ; necessary in any case.

To Find Out it a Room is Damp.

To ascertain whether or not a room
is damp, a kilogramme of fresh imme
should be placed therein, after hermeti-
cally closing doors and windows. In
twenty-four hours it should be weighed,
and if the kilogramme (2.204 1bs.9 has
absorbed more than  ten grammes of
water (that is, more than one per cent.),
the room should be considered damp and
classed as unhealthy. The question of
the dampness of dwellings is a frequent
cause of dispute between landlord and
tenant, and is naturally solved in the
negative by the former. The question
can be settled in the future by the test
of the hydration of lime, which will
give irrefutable proof of the validity of
such complaint.

‘WILL THERE BE WAR WITH stsu?—enzu
BRITAIN THREATENS TURKEY—ENGLISH
AND FRENCH CLAIMS IN THE NILE VALLEY
—ANTI-JEWISH RIOTS IN FRANCE—MR,
GLADSTONE'S HEALTH—DR. JAMESON'S
PREDICTIONS,

The British Gover:ment has taken a

firm stand agsinst Russia snd Germany
in regard to affairs in China.  The posi-
tive statement made by Sir Michael

Hicks-Beach in his speech at Bristol, that |

there should be nio fooling’ ‘with British
interests in China by any other power

‘has caused a mighty outbreak of patriotic

feeling. And at Swansea Mr. Balfour
has reiterated the sentiments of the Gev-
ernment, that China must be kept open
to free trade, even if in order to do se
war must be declared against those who
are opposed to such an arrangement. The
position that has been assumed by the
Government against Russia has the hearty
support of the masses and of all parties
in England. The people feel that the
time has arrived when it is necessary to

™4 demonstrate that they are prepared to

wage war to maintain their rights and the
position of Great Britain among the
powers. The enthusiasm in London is
unbounded. Patriotic and war songs are
nightly howled and shouted by the audi-
ences in the music halls. The British
newspapers are unanimous in their sup-
port of a strong policy and are in favor of
war if other means will not prevail to
bring Russia to terms. Englishmen have
not been slow to notice that for years
Russia has been’ preparing to test her
strength against Great Britain, and that
now the time has arrived to force Russia
to declare her intentions. The N. Y.
Times summons up the situation in the
following editerial: ‘‘The British declar-

ations and demonstrations in. respect to’

Chinahave already had one good effect.
They have forced Russia into showing her
hand. The English offer, if it has been
made, of negotiating the Chinese,- has for
its\purpose not to put China under special
obligations to England so much as to re-
lieve her of special obligations to Russia.
By attempting to threaten and bully
China into rejecting the British demands
Russia admits that she desires something
more than the ‘‘equality of  opportun-
ity” which England insists upon for her-
self and concedes to other powers. She
wants exclusive privilegs and concessions.
She regards China not as a field for free
commercial competition, but as a field for
conquest aud colonization.- ‘She takes the
barbarous and reactionary and leaves to
England - the cmllzed and progressive
position. Luckily her power in the Paei-
fic is as inferior‘as is her purpose to that
of the more enlightened nation.”

Great Britain has been obliged to take
a fipm stand against Russia on account of'
the endeavor of Russia to intimidate the'
Chinese Government and prejudice it
against acceptin} a British loan.” Russia
has also intimated that she will not accept
the propositions made by Great Britain
that Port Arthur be made a free port and
that the surrounding country he thrown
open to free trade.

We have the adsurance of Sir Mxoluel
Hicks-Beach that the navy is in a first
class condition and is fully prepared to do
its duty against any foe. ‘From the list
issued by the Admirality which states the
whereabouts of British warships, we learn
that the first-lass twin-screw armoured
cruiser Undaunted and the twin-screw
sloop Algetine are in Kiao-Chan Bay.
There are but two of the thirty-one ships
belonging to Efigland now on the Chinese
station. She bas also their six torpedo
boats. Russia is credited with having in
Chinese waters thirty warships and seven
torpeao boats; France, fifteen ‘warships;
Germany, five, which are to be reinforced
by the two ships' under Prince Henrys
command. Spain has” a fleet near the
Philippine Islands of thirty-nine cruisers
and gunboats.

Japau recog nizes that she must be pre-
pared to defend her’ interests in China
and that these interests are meénaced by

Russia more than by any other powér. It.

was Russia who compelled her to give up
some of her fruits of victory after her
war with China, and it has been Russia
who has eudeavored to rob her of her in-
terests in Corea. Japan 1s in-good condi-
tion to tight but she is somewhat like a
young bull in a china-shop, one that feels
his strength and knows how to usg it.
The danger is, that Japan may attempt
to smash things at the wrong moment.

‘The St. James Gazette speaking of Japan

navy says: ‘‘Even with Great Britain a
mere sympathetic onlooker, it is probable
that Japan could finish off all the Russian
and German warships ecast of Suez in
short order. Great Britain, even includ-
ing the Powerful, has not a vessel in th>
North Pacific capable of standing in bat-
tle-ships which Japan possesses.” .

So much has beeh heard lately about

the unfitness of the English army to go to |

war that it is reassuring to have a state-

ment in regard to it from Lord Wolseley.

‘At a banquet recently held in London he

resented the attacks that have been made
upon it and asserted that if war was de-
clared at once there would be ready two
of the finest and most fullly equipped
corps to be found anywhere, ‘.and' befere
the ships were ready to embark the men
for distant lands the soldiers would be all
ready to march ahoard, He believes that
if the soldiers were better paid there
would be no difficulty in obtaining re-
cruits. Parliament will be asked to in-
crease the strength of the army by the
addition of fifteen thousand men.

The report that Russia ordered English
men-of-war out of Port. Arthur is denied
from London. It is stated that the ves-
sels merely touched their in the course of
their ordinary cruises. In order to test
the-facilities for quickly loading warships
with coal at Portsmouth extensive opera-
tions with this end in view wiil be con-
ducted theve.

A very important statement in

to affairs in Turkey was recently made by
Joseph Chamberlain at Liverpool. He
said that the British Government was
seriously considering the advisability of
taking independent action in regard to
the Armenian and Cretan questions. , He |
stated that: ‘“The impotence of the
European concert is a discredit to all the
powers. The position is becoming intol-
erable and cannot be allowed to continue
indefinitely.” Reports from Constanti-
nople show only toe ‘plainly that the
Turks are again harrasing the unfortunate
Armenians. Many of them have been
arrested at Van and several thousands of
them have been expelled. Owing to the
fact that the Armenian Bishop is power-
less to help his people he has resigned
his pesition. The Cretans are in a desti-
tute condition and an appeal has been is-
sued for money and clothes fer them.
The appeal calls attention to the fact that
.eleven thousand of their homes have been
burnt, that they are living in caves and
dens in the mountains, and they are sub-
sisting on roots and herbs.

Some timé ago it was' stated that a
French expedition had started from Sene-
gal, French Africa, which was endeavor-
ing to reach Khartoum before the British-
News é:onow been received that the ex-
pedition has been massacred by some ‘of
the African natives. Following ave ex-
tracts from the N. Y. Evening Post deal-
ing with the subject: ‘‘The'news of the
massacre of the Marchand. expedition is
confirmed by a letter from the British
Congo. This was a French enterprise
under the command of Capt. Marchapd,
having its start in Senegal, West Africa,
and whose aim was to get a_ foothold on
some part of the upper Nile vnlley béfore
the English could eover the'whole of it
/The French l‘govermnent was not avowed-
ly responsible for the expedition, al-
though prepared, perhaps, to. avail itself
of any advantages secured by it. The
expedition was composed of twenty-three

and two.hundred native carriers.. How
the latter were obtained i8 told ina letter
written on the 27th of August by a non:
commissioned officer, and published in the
Depeche of Toulouse. ““We ‘took them.
by force,” he says, *‘and- they took" out
for every opportunity to escape, but we
shoot or hang every one we ‘cateh:”  Wo-
men were impressed in this way u well
ugmen. writes continnes: £
“We gave thein each sixty-six po\mds

natives deserted their villages. In that
case I fired one er two huts. This brought
back everybody.
chief hand and _ foot until” he gave' us
‘slaves as carriers. At other times noue
of the natives came back. Then we car-
ried away all the food we could find in

[ the villages and gave it to the native car-

riers in our expedition ‘who were starving.
‘We kept watch over them at night, but.
they would sometimes run away en masse
ds it was difficult to slaughter everybody.
All this has tided and disgusted me. You
must not be too.astonished at what I am
telling you. -It is the only way of gettmg
anything out of these brutes.”

~ ““This method of intreducing civiliza-
tion into;the Soudan is very ‘old. It was
the custemary mode of prosecuting the.
slave trade in the last century.: Itis the
Arab method now, and itf is no wonder
that ‘the Arab trader fails to understand
the objections to it wher- he sees the
white man doing the same: thing when-
ever he has/ an+ object to gain by it. .
The Arab’s object is to make money. The
Frenchman’s is to "distance the English-
man in 8 foot race. 'This expedition is
the third or fourth of this kind that h
fallen victim to the endeavor to carry t;

March, 1896, Sir Edwdrd Grey, then
Under-Secrétary for Foreign Affair, re-
ferred in the House of Commons to a re-
port that a French expedition was start-
ing from West Africa with the intention
of penetrating to the valley of the Upper
Nile. He refused to- credit it because,
he said, a French advance across the Con-
tinent “‘into a territory over which our
claims have been known for so long
would be not merely;an inconsistent, and’
unexpected act, but it must be perfectly
well known to the French government
that it would be an unfriendly act, and
would be so viewed by England.” This
statem.ent was warmly applauded and was
emphatically approved by Mr. Chamber-
lain and Mr. Curzon. The contention
of Lord Rosebery’s’ government as well
as that of Lord Salisbury was that the
whole of the valley of the Nile, from the
great lakes northward, lay either in the
Egyptian or in the British sphere of in-
fluence. M. Hanotaux declined to admit
this. He contended that no distinction
was or could be, drawn between the
point at which Egyptian rights ceased and
British influence began. The Bahr el
Ghazal province, according to the English
view, may be regarded as either the Hin-

The riot-
ing which began in Paris and which was
directed against Zola, who had made
serious charges against pwmment army
oﬂxeers, quickly spread over the country,
but the, object of it changed and it be-
came an expression of the people’s hatred
against the Jews. Placards have appear-
ed in some of the larger cities denounc-

ing the Dreyfus syrpathizers and threat-

ening all manner of evil to the Jews. To

"make matters worse, in Paris the Social-

ists have seized the opportunity to isste
a violent manmfesto in which they urge
the people not to discrimate between
Jewish and Catholic capitalists.

When the subject in connection with
the Dreyfus case and Zola came up for
consideration in the French' Chamber of
Deputies it led at once to a violent dis-
cussion that ended in an uproar. There
was a wild scene that threatened dlre re-
sults and as it was impossible to restore
order the session was suspended.

Emile Zola will be brought to trial on
Feb. 7. He has prepared his defence
and will call some two hundred and fifty
witnesses to support his charges of for-
gery on the part of army officers..  The
Dreyfus case has occasioned a dueﬁ‘ The
editor of Le Jour fought M. Ad]&l&rt a
writer for Les Droits de 'Homme. Both
‘men were wounded, but not seriounsly.

The American mar-
ket does not come up to expectations,
and champagne wines have suffered
from the effects of the recent commer-
cial 'stagnation in that country.

FATTENING EARLY.

This Plan’s Advantages Considered and
Poinced Oat.

In nearly all cases it will pay to push
the growun of uil of the p.gs now, so
as to be able to fatten thewm early.

Arter cool weather sets in in the fall
is rather the most favorable time to se-
care a rap.d gam at a low cost.

With cire to keep the stock in good,
thrifty condition now, 1t will be muech
easier to ratten rapidiy. . The principal
advantage in this is that it affords a
better opportunity of taking advantage
of the market. To a very considerable
extent the cost of production is the same
and 'any difference in the price means
that much difierence in the p.ofits, -

So far as can be done convenientiy, it
is best to give hogs the range of a; good
pasture. Even in winter this will be
better than to confine them closely, as
they will pick up more or less of a va-
riety of food, and the exercise they will
take is always beneficial. At the same
time it ‘will be good economy to provide
dry, comfortable quarters.for them . .to
feed, rest and sleep under. This place
should be provided with a light feeding
loor from which to feed grain and with
troughs for supplying slops and water.
A dry earth floor is best for the s‘.eopin_g
quarters and to insure being dry it is
a good plan to fill with dry“soil until the
inside is five or six inches higher that
the outside. There should be room en-
ough on-the feeding floor and at the
trough so that each animal can readily
epeure its share of feed, slops and water,
Keep the quarters clean, washing out
the feed troughs, sweeping the feeding
floors and changing the bedding as often
as may bhe necessary. This is essential
if the best health is maintained.

Tt is hest, as cool wenther comes on.
eradually to inérease the ration until
they are given all that they. will eat
clean nt each feeding. It is a waste
to go hevond . that. Underfeeding and
overfeeding both add’ to the cost with-
ont increasing the gain, and eare should
always be taken to avoid either ex-
treme. . A

The Richt Wilker,

A herd of good dairy cows deserves to
have guod ecare, and this can only be
ensured by having the right kind of at-
tendants. If -the owuer 18 uuabie to
either attend Ne cows himself or give
the matter personal supervision twice a
day or more, it is to his interest and
profit to be- certain that his employes
are trustworthy and fit to be cow-keep-
ers. Everyone should be quiet, even-
tempered, gentle and regular, and cleanly
in his habits, A cow abominates an un-
ciear man. Tobbaco, in all its forms,
is opbnoxious to every department qf
dairying. All the work about the herd
should be done with the utmost system
and regularity—stable cleaning, groom-
ing, exercise, watering, feeding, milking
—a fixed time for everything, and every-
thing at its appointed time.

Nothing has been produced which be-
gins to compare with the human hand
as a milking machine. Cleanliness and
regularity are the first requisites in good
milking. Next, quiet and gentleness
should be accompanied by quickness.
Two milkers, one rapid and one slow
(the cow being accustomed to both), will
get about the same quantity of milk in
any given number of days, but the form-
er will get the more fat. The gquicker
the milking the richer the milk, if the
work is done well and completely; the.

fat or butter fat comes from the cow,

bnt it is the expert milker that gets the
most of it.

3 - Pototoes for Eegs, 2

A mess of two-thirds boiled potatocs
and one third mieal and bran is recom-
mended as a goocd food for laying hens
in Practical Poultryman, which says:
Owing to the immense quantity of po-
tatoes raised last year and the cheapness
at which they could be bought, we
thought it advisable to try the use: of
them as a steady diet for fowls. We
have séen them advocatdd as a once.a-
week ration with good results, but didn’t
know what the result would be if fed
daily. Some thought it would be a ra |-
ure; we were told there was too much
starch in potatoes for a steady diét and
that the continual feeding of same would
result in cholera; but determined to try
it. we did. The day before they were

~vanted to feed, were placed in a kcttle

on the stove and there allowed to cook
and boil until they were soft aud mealy.
In the morning they were again placed
on the stove and heated thoroughly
through. They were then mashed and
encugh water left in to make the :ness

| very thin. It was then thickened with

meal and bran until of the right tex-
ture, making about two-thirds potatoes
and one-third meal and bran. The fowls
were perfectly ravenous cver it, and oth-
er food would hardly be touched if given
all they. wanted of the potgtoes. . A
good big fee of this in ‘h¢ morning
sufficed for the day, but they were alsg.
given a light feed of grain ai night. The
diet was kept up all winter and now no
heayier weighing lot of bifds of the
same breed c¢an be found in any man’s
yard. > :

White Specks in Butrer,

Mottles in butter and *white specks”
are sometimes confounded, and by some
are considered the same, but there is a
difference. Mottled or streaky butter
has been explained as being caidsed by
an unequal distribution of the salt; but
“white specks” haye a different ecause oz
causes. Sometimes, ‘'when the milk is
set in shallow pans, they result from the
cream drying on top, so there are small
portions that are so hard they do not
churn into butter, and the “specks’” are
thus caused. This may be remedied by
carefully straining the cream when it is
put into the churn.

Another cause of “white specks” is
this: When some mijlk is skimmed off
with the cream, as is usually done in the
case of deep cold-setting, this milk set-
tles to the bottom, gets over-ripe, and
forms a curd, which will be so hard as
not to break up in_churning and will not
run off with the buttermilk, but will re-
main with the butter as “white specks,”
as they are sometimes-called. This can
be remedied by not letting the ecream
stand so long before churning, or by fre-
gquent and thorough stirring of the ®ream
during the process of ripening, These
hard, white particles can also be taken
put by straining the cream.

Turnips for Sheep,

Turnips are a valuable winter fzed for
sheep and cattle, particularly the for-
mer. When fed to milk cows give just
after milking, otherwise the milk may
be given .an unpleasant odor, and the
butter an undesirable taint.
