Buffalo, Dec. 10.—Between eight and 
nine o’clock this morning a clinker row b at 
was h ased at George Moon’s boa-house, foot 
of Amherst street, by a party of five men. 
who intended going down tne river on a 
hunting trip. An hour or so after their de- 
pa ture from Blaekroek th ir boat was 
discovered in a swamping condition 
about a mile and a haif below the 
Internationa bridge by George Net,le, who 
lives on the Canadian shore about a mile and 
a half above Nettle point.

Mr. Nettle quickly 
jumped into his own boat and rowed rapidly 
to the rescue, but before he reached them 
their boat had capsized, and four of the men 
sank out of sight and were not seen by him 
again. Tne fifth and last of the unfortunate 
men was treading the water when Mr. Nettle 
reached him, and was lifted into his boat in 
an unconscious condition. He was taken to 
Me. Nettie’s house and efforts made to resus­
citate him, but after working over him for 
two hours and a half be failed to show any 
signs of life, and the attempt was givf-----

A fire in Constantinople last week raged 
for eight hours, and destroyed six hundred 
houses. The Government is relieving the 
homeless victims, whose sufferings were in­
tensified by a snowstorm whicn prevailed 
during the conflagration.

Sara Bernhardt and her husband have 
been sentenced by a Paris tribunal to pay one 
of her sureties in her London engagement, 
one hundred and twenty-five thousand francs, 
for haying broken her contract with the 
manager of the Gaiety theatre.

A Madrid despatch says :—The Crown 
Prince of Germany left gifts of 25,000 pese­
tas to the servants of the Royal palace and 
50,000 for Spanish military asylums. Before 
leaving the Prince expressed the great plea­
sure he had experienced from the hearty wel­
come accorded him by the King, the court, 
the Spanish army and people.

The Sultan, if somewhat curtailed of his 
sovereign power, appears to be determined to 
exercise his authority in domestic matters.

Suelim Pasha Niazi, 
a veteran of the Crimean war, succeeds him.

A British war vessel from the Red sea 
reports all well at Suakim. The rebels fire 
into the town nightly, but do no harm. The 
country toward the south is reported quiet, 
the people there being subsidised by the 
Egyptian Government.

The latest authentic information from M. 
de Brazza states that he was at Brazzaville, 
on the Cobgo, in excellent health, as were all 
the members of his party, and that there was 
no probability of a conflict with either Mr. 
Stanley’s expedition or the natives.

Latest advices from Madagascar contradict 
the recent report that the Malagassy envoys 
had been strangled. Admiral Galiber, the 
French commander at Madagascar, expects 
to march inland in February or March. 
There is much sickness among the French 
troops.

It is reported that the body of Hicks 
Pasha has been found, with one hand grasping 
a sword and the other a revolver.

The Smythe Murder Conspiracy.
The trii4 of Robert Elliott, Swords, 

Maerath, and Lestrange, charged with con­
spiracy to murder Wm. Smythe, of Barba- 
vilia, began in Dublin on Monday. A true 
bill for the murder of Mrs. Smythe had been 
returned against Elliott, and his arraignment 
for the minor offence created surprise. 
Counsel for the Crown said he would prove 
that men were waiting on all the roads lead­
ing from the church to the residence of 
Smythe to kill him.

McKeown testified that before the murder 
of Mrs. Smythe the prisoners met in a barn 
and formed an assassination society for the 
removal of bad landlords. Five of the land­
lords whom the society condemned to be shot 
were Wm. Barlow Smythe. W. E. Smythe, 
Earl Longford, Wm. Keating, and Wilde 
O’Connor. —

The trial of Robert Elliott and others on 
the charge of conspiracy to murder Wm. 
Smythe was continued on Tuesday, and 
the case for the Crown closed. Dr. Boyd, 
counsel for the defence, commented upon the 
fact that Elliott had not been tried on the 
charge of murder, for which he had been in­
dicted, and said more shallow, unsatisfactory 
evidence th m that evoked in this trial had 
never been given by the Crown in an import­
ant case.

The United States commissioners on the 
proposed International park at Niagara Falls 
have adopted the map showing the area to be 
comprised within its limits, and its law ad­
visers will now apply ior tne appointment of 
three freeholders to act as appraisers of the 
property expropriated.

Large numbers of citizens of Acero and 
Lessor, Wisconsin, are searching the woods 
for the sixteen-month-old daughter of Frank 
Kline, a prominent farmer of Shawano 
county, who was carried off by a bear on 
Tnursday while playing in front of Kline’s 
house. No trace of the child has yet been 
discovered.

The Secretary of the Treasury has ad­
dressed a letter to the Collector of Customs 
of Rochester, N. Y., in regard to the duty on 
seeds. The Collector had classified an in­
voice of oeas as garden seeds* assessing 
twenty per cent. duty. Chase Bros., who im­
ported tnem from Canada, appealed, claiming 
that they were not garden seeds, ana were 
entitled to admission free. Mr. Folger sus­
tains this view.

The lake marine season closes with one of 
the worst disasters yet reported by the sud­
den sinking of the steam barge Enterprise off 
Point-au-Barques early on Monday morning, 
anS the death by drowning or through ex­
haustion of eight of those on board, The 
Enterprise had on board the cargo of Canada 
Pacific railway supplies which the Rupert 
was unable to land at Port Arthur. t

A singular action has been decided in a 
Missouri court Plaintiff brought suit 
against an insurance company to recover the 
amount of a policy on a house destroyed by a 
cyclone, claiming that lightning was the 
agent of destruction. The company contend 
that wind was the destroying power, and the 
jury supported this contention, and gave a 
verdict against the plaintiff.

The United States Congress has elected 
Mr. Carlisle, of Kentucky, to the Speaker’s 
chair. This makes the fourth Speaker that 
Kentucky has contributed to Congress. 
Henry Clay held the Speakership for ten 
years, the longest term of any individual. 
John White was Speaker of the twenty- 
seventh Congress and Linn Boyd was Speaker 
of the thirty-second and thirty-third Con­
gresses. If Mr. Carlisle serves out his term 
in the chair, Kentucky’s occupancy will have 
covered eighteen years out of the ninety-six 
since the meeting or the first Congress under 
the Constitution.

An Old Sea Captain Charged with Abduct­
ing a Girl of Thirteen.

Jersey City, Dec. 5.—The retired sea cap­
tain George Gordon, who ran away from 
Astoria with Ajldie Breanan, aged 13, and 
was found with her in a hotel here, was ar­
raigned this morn ng. The charge of abduc­
tion was made agaiust the prisoner. He de­
clared that he loved the child, and handed to 
the court what he said woyld be his last will 
and testament, dated November 10, bequeath­
ing all his property to Addis, and requesting 
his relatives not to contest the will.

Taken from Gaol and Hanged 'Avice— 
Rescue.d While Still Alive.

Delfhos, Ohio, Dec. 11.—Last night a 
large number of masked men appeared at the 
gaol, took the keys trom the watchman, and 
took out Rost and Hoffechter, arrested for 
burglary, demanding that they give the names 
of their confederates in numerous burglaries 
recently or be hanged. They refused, and 
were strung up. When nearly dead they 
were let down, and again asked to give the 
names. They said they could not, and were 
again hung up. When the mob left the 
watchman cut the men down, but they are 
still in a critical condition.

An Unfounded Scare in Regard to the 
Governor of Massachusetts.

Washington, Dec. 6.—The guests at the 
Riggs house were startled last night by a re­
port that Adjutant-General Dalton, of Gov­
ernor Butler’s staff, had come to Washington 
with a warrant for the arrest of Governor- 
elect Robinson, of Massachusetts. General 
Dalton appeared in full uniform, and said he 
was commanded by ti^e Governor to serve a 
notice upon Robinson officially that the 
people of the State ha^choseu him to be the 
Exectitive of the Commonwealth. He had 
no difficulty in serving the notification. 
Robinson will resign his seat aa Congressman 
and leave before the holidays.

Largo Sam Claimed from the United States 
by Canadian tîayugas.

Buffalo, Dec. 6.—Before the Court of 
Claims this morning Gen. J, C. Strong was 
present to argue the elaim of a portion of 
the Cayuga Nations of Indians living in Can­
ada for a share of the $2,300 annuity prom­
ised the Cayugas by the State in 1810. The 
amount claimed with interest makes a for­
midable sum. The Canada Cayirgas hold 
that as the chief of the nation, Ayageghti 
(fish earner), lives with them and they are a 
majority of the nation, a large part of tne 
annuity should have been paid to them and 
is now due from the State. The matter was 
held over tor a decision.

Fracas in the Italian Chamber,
A Rome despatch says a duel was fought 

on Friday by Nicotera, ex-Minister of the 
Interior, and Lovito, the first Secretary of 
the Minister of the Interior, in consequence 
of the insult given by the former to the latter 
on Thursday. Both were seriously wounded. 
During the wrangle on Thursday Nicotera 
said tie insulted Lovito because his chief. 
Premier Depretis, who is also Minister of 
Foreign Affairs, was protected by his age.

Nicotera and Lovito fought with swords 
near the iron bridge across the Tiber. Nico­
tera was injured in the right wrist. The 
seconds then endeavoured to stop further 
fighting, when suddenly Lovito rushed for­
ward and seized Signor Nicotera’s sabre, cut­
ting his own left hand, inflicting with the 
same weapon a terrible wound upon Nicotera’s 
head. Nicotera died almost instantly. Other 

^duels arising from the affair are expected 
among friends of both parties.

The latest accounts of the duel at Rome 
state that Nicotera was slight;y and Lbvito 
seriously injured. A Rome special gives in­
teresting details of the duel. It had been 
agreed ttiat only the right hand should be 
used by the combatants, and on the seconds 
crying “ halt” the qpmbat was to cease. In 
the excitement of the fight, however, these 
rules were forgotten. Hardly had the signal 
been given when Nicotera made a furious 
lunge, and wounded his adversary in the 
arm. * The seconds instantly called “halt,” 
but Lovito, smarting with pain, took no no­
tice, and, rushing at Nicotera. struck fully 
at tiis head. Nicotera raised his sabre to 
ward off the blow, and his opponent, snatch­
ing at it, was bjplly cut. “ Coward !” 
“Assassin !” exclaimed Nicotera. “ Trea­
son !” replied Lovito in a frenzy. In the 
mêlée which followed the principals and 
seconds became hopelessly mixed. The 
adversaries were with difficulty separated, 
and Nicotera had to be forcibly disarmed.

ons news yet received. The proceedings at 
Sennaar may be repeated at Khartoum, or 
even at Assouan.

Proposal to Abandon Soudan.
We are told that Sir Evelyn Baring has re­

commended Tewfik Pasha to abandon tfifl 
Soudan provinces, and to establish a strong 
frontier "from Khartoum to Suakim. The first 
part of this programme has already received 
practical fulfilment, inasmuch Sf there are 
iew, if any, Egyptian troops or officials left 
aiive in the Soudan. But the creation of a 
strong frontier between Khartoum and Sua­
kim cannot be achieved all of a sudden. To 
carry out this scheme, a chain of fortified 
posts would have to be created from the Red 
Sea to the Nile,™nd these would need strong 
garrisons. Whence are the men and money 
to come! The Egyptian Treasury has 
been sorely pressed to pay the £240,000 
per annum required ior the British contin­
gent, and a large loan wonid certainly be 
necessary for the the erection of an extended 
line of fortified posts. But beiore that is 
done, may not the Mehdi he in possession of 
Khartoum and the surrounding country ! 
Even beiore this last splendid victory of his, 
he bad a strong party in his favour at that 
city, and we fully expect to hear of its mhabi- 

ftaats having thrown od the Egyptian yoke 
and compelled the Egyptian gkrrisou to with­
draw. Indlhd, it is difficult to say where 
the tide of insurrection will be likely to stop. 
One thing, however is certain ; our Govern­
ment will be simply mad it they withdraw a 
single soldier from Cairo until the full conse­
quences of the El Obeid massacre become 
revealed.—London Globe,

throne against rapine and rebellion.

Mr. Chamberlain asserts the unity of the 
Liberal Cabinet, and their loyalty to Mr. 
Gladstone. He declares also that while the 
Liberal party must do its utmost to redress 
the just grievanees of Ireland, the perpetu­
ation of the present system of Parliamentary 
representation, which he dénouaices as a 
sham, a fraud, and a transparenVSmposture, 
can no longer be tolerated.

Every effort is being made by the frienda 
and counsel of O’Donnell to procure a respite. 
M r. Russell, his chief counsel, has written to 
Mr. Gladstone forcibly drawing his attention 
to a communication from Mr. A. M. Sullivan 
in reference to an alleged misapprehension by 
the jury of Judge Denman’s charge. The 
matter has been laid before Sir Wm. Har­
court and the United States Government, 
and important inquiries are proceeding.

Notwithstanding that the Government had 
issued a proclamation forbidding the holding 
of the Nationalist meeting at Longhrea on 
Sunday, the meeting was held near the town.

Owing to the growing excitement in Irish 
circles in London relative to the sentence sof 
O’Donnell extra guards have been stationed 
at all the prisons and the Government offices 
as a precaution against any effort by O’Don­
nell'? friends in the way of a rescue. At a 
meeting of Libéral workmen held at.Torquay 
Monda* for the purpose of petitioning the 
Home Secretary to commute O’Donnell’s sen­
tence, a letter was read from Mr. Samnel- 
son (Liberal), member of Parliament, de­
nouncing the object of the meeting. A mo­
tion in favour of a petition in O’Donnell’s be­
half was defeated ^ a large majority.

The banquet given on Tuesday in the 
Rotunda at Dublin, at which a National 
tribute was presented to Mr. Parnell, was 
attended by persons from all parts of Ire­
land aud Great Britain. Five hundred and 
eighty tickets to the banquet have been sold. 
Great precautions have been taken to prevent 
any but members of the National League 
from entering. Lord Mayor Dawson presided.

The address accompanying the tribute pre­
sented to Mr. Parnell was enclosed in an im­
perial quarto album, with richly carved bog 
oak covers, studded in silver, wrought 
with bog oak tracery, and other appropriate 
ornaments. The illuminations of the album 
include pictures of Avondale Mansion, 
Parnell's family arms, family miniatures, 
painted, and the borders of the illuminated 
payes are inscribed in the styleofthebestlriah 
manuscript.

North-West Farmers Asking for an Ex- 
tension of Tlm$^

A great many farmers in Southern Mani­
toba who made entries for homesteads and 
pre-emptions in 1879-80|rire now applying 
to the Land Department for an extension of 
the time in which they are required to nay 
for their pre-emptions. Thé facte of the case 
were stated by a farmer from the Pilot 
Mound dutrict, who intends to have an in­
terview with Mr. Pierce, Acting Land Com­
missioner, on the subject He states that 
many farmers in that neighbourhood per­
fected their homestead entries daring the 
past few months, with the hope the’eoming 
harvest would enable them to pay the pre­
emption dues at the required date, butnow find 
themselves unable to raise the money. So 
far there ha* not been a very good market for 
even.good grain, While frosted wheat haa been 
totally unsaleable. Farmers bave tons been 
able to realize only a small fraction of what 
thev expected from the résolu of their sea­
son’s Work, and cannot meet *11 their Labili­
ties. They -say that the dealers in agricultu­
ral implements are forbearing to press for 

' their payments, and now the Canada Pacific 
railway is showing them favour in reducing 
the rates on frosted grain. They therefore 
urge that the Government should be no less 
lenient with them, and extend the time for 
the payment of their pre-emption dues. If 
this is not dong, they point ont, not odly the 
farmers directly affected, but the whole coun­
try will suffer. They can, of course, secure 
their homesteads, but the loss of the pre-emp- 
tious would be a very bitter one indeed lot 
them to bear.

THE SOUDAN.

A Description of * The Country of the 
Blacks.”

The Soudan, or “ the country of the 
blacks,” u the name signifies, is a vut region 
0)f more than 1,600 miles in length from As­
souan to the equator, and of more than 1,200 
miies in breadth from Musowah to the west­
ern limits of Darfour. As the greatest portion 
of this region ie desert, and u it is separated 
from Nubia by other deserts, the connection 
between the Soudan and the land of the 
Puaraohs has never been very intimate, ex­
empt possibly at a very remote period and in 
quite rec nt times The Koroeko desert from 
Wadi Haifa to Hanneck, which extends for 
many miles on both aides of the Nile, and 
which is, moreover, supplemented u a barri­
er by the rocks that obstruct the course of 
the rirtr, used to be considered the southern 
boundary of Egypt. Aa General Gordon 
wrote some years ago, “ it wu

THIS BOUNDARY OF THE DESERT 
that kept the warlike and independent tribes 
of the Soudpn quite apart from the iuhabi­
tants of Egypt proper, and that hu made the 
Soudanese and the Egyptians two distinct 
peoples, who have not the least sympathy 
one srith the other.’’ The Soudan itself is 
aah-divided into the provinces or moudine of 
Darfour, Babr-el-Gazelle, Fuhoda, Khar­
toum, Sennaar, Toka, Suakim, Berber, and 
Kordofau, besides the so-called Equatorial 
provide. Of these, Kordofau is the imme­
diate scene of the Mehdi’s operations, and 
aiso of the defeat of Hicks Pasha. The town 
of Obeid, which is the administrative centre 
of the district, and the main object of Colonel 
Hicks’ march, ia situated in the heart of this, 
region, and 160 milee distant from Duera, 
the nearut point on the Nile. The pursuit of 
ivory first carried the Egyptians beyond the 
recognized limits of their sway, but it is pro­
bable that some political conception an a 
large scae first induced Mehemet All to at­
tack and to annex the districts knûwn to us 
as Sennur and Kordofan, He may have 
feared the proximity of a hostile Ethiopia, or 
he may have wished to add the glories of 
that ancient kingdom to those he had appro­
priated on the lower course ef the Nile. 
Kama of buildings ef the later dynasties of 
ancient Egypt, still to be traced at Merowa 
and Khartoum, show that the Pharaohs had 
anticipated the Turkish Puha in believing 
that the authority of the rule* of Lower 
Egypt should not be Umitedgby the cataract». 
Whether there wu wisdom m the resolve 
either in modern or in ancient days must re­
main very much a matter of opinion,

THE EGYPTIAN CONQUEST OF THE SOUDAN 
need not have been followed by bad results. 
The ivory trade wu, however, found in n 
short time to be far leu profiltBle than that 
in human slaves ; and the proceedings of the 
Egyptian Pashas aeon drove the few respect­
able European merchants who had ventured 
there out of the country. This wu the 
change which brought English officers like 
Sir Samuel Baker and General Gordon into 
the region, and which rendered the measures 
taken by the Cairo authorities for the repres­
sion of the «lave trade a matt* of interest in 
England. Sir Samuel Baker bu vividly de- 
seribed in his “ Israelite ” the deplorable oen-

DISINGENUOUS POLITICIANS ^
Sample Stories Manufactured Against the 

National 1' ol icy.
From the Kingston News.

The Grit press are clever in discovering 
points against the National Policy. The 
other day the Ottawa correspondence of the 
Giobe referred to the dosing of the Lon­
donderry iron works with the remark that 
their “ finaoois^ditfico ties show how tittle 
Sir Leonard Tilley’» po.icy has done to 
foster that line of industry.

Then the Tiiley tariff came 
into operation, and in a short time the 
company were eo embarrassed that the 
Government had to undertake to carry their 
coal supplies from Piéton to Londonderry 
over the Intercolonial railway for nothing.”
A Halifax despatch, however, in the same 
paper stated that “ gross extravagances ex­
isted in the early engagement of toe con­
cern,” which, dissipated nearly the whole 
cspitaL A few years ago it received a new 
start, aad has held up well until recently,' 
when it was compelled by increase of busi­
ness to purchase a mine of its own, and this 
led to embarrassment. This explanation of 
course effectually settled the aoti-N.P. argu­
ment of the Ottawa correspondent.

Another illustration of the ingenuity re­
ferred to may be found in what happened 
lately in Brock ville. A Mr. Beique, of 
Montreal, had a contract for the construction 
of waterworks in that town. A quarreHrose, 
the Council stopped supplies, and the em­
ployée were left for a time without their pay.
M r. Beique paid $2,qfi0 in the bank at Mont­
real, and telegraphed that the sum should be 
paid to the. foreman at BrockvjUe, but the 
bank there refused to pay it till the foreman 
received a power of attorney. Cheques 
were then sent to Monti- si for the con­
tractor’s signature, and all this of necessi­
ty involved delay. A letter was oonoocted 
by certain Brockville Grits and sent to the 
Glob* in which it waa said “ Yon will see 
the great boom for labourers has collapsed in 
Canad» Brockvilie ie an example of the 
great boom that Tapper is preaefiing about 
through England ; here we are in starvation ;

AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION.

The recent action of the Provincial Agri­
cultural apd Art» Association in preparing a 
scheme for a course of reedjng in agricul­
tural subjects appears to meat with the gen­
eral approval of the agricultural community 
of the province. The Simcoe.County Council 
at its November session adopted the follow­
ing report of the Standing Committee on 
Finaece regarding the matter-.—
_*‘ That they view with hearty approval the 

effort now being made by the Agricultural 
and-Arts Association.of Ontario, to encourage 
farmers’ sons and others internerai m agri­
culture to pursue a course of reading upon" 
subjects pertaining to practical agriculture, 
and trust, this effort will be appreciated. For 
the purpose of increasing the " interest of the 
farming community in this scheme, yoer 
committee recommend that fire cash prizes 
be given by the county to-tpe candidates who 
seen re the highest number nf marts at the 
examination to he held m July, 1884. of the 
value in the aggregate of $100, viz.-: $30, $28. 
$20, $16, and $10, upon the following condi­
tion» Firak the candidates must be under 
the ago of S3 years ; second, they must pro­
duce a certificate from the reeve of the muni- 
cipality where they reside that they bavi 
been bona fide residents of the oonntv of Sinf 
coo for at least one year previous to the date 
of examination. ” The prize* will be paid 
upon the order of the examiners "at Toronto 
through the secretary..

The Food of Pregnant Animals.
All animals in a pregnant condition should 

be well fed, and especially if they have to 
accomplish a certain amount of labour or 
yield- milk. The appetite ie generally in­
creased, and there ie a tendency to fatten. 
This tendency shonld be somewhat guarded 
against, aa it may prove troublesome, par­
ticularly if it ia allowed to proceed to an ex­
treme degree, when it mat retard the develop­
ment of the fœtua, induce abortion, cause 
difficult parturition, or give rire to serioua 
after-oonaeqaeeoea. This précaution ie more 
to be observed in the second than in the first 
half of pregnancy, when the food should be 
plentiful, but not in ex.cces, and flesh nfore 
abundant in the apimat than fak ' The feed 
should also be‘of good quality, very nutritive, 
easy of digestion, and not'likely to induce 
constipatiqn. Indigestion shonld be care­
fully guarded against, and unaccustomed, 
hard, damp, balky, fermentable, mouldy or 
otherwise hartfully altered food should be 
avoided, as it is likely to prove indigestible, 
occasion tympanitis and produce other injur­
ious resalts. —Rural World.

Potatoes intended for reed should receive» 
no rough handling at any time. If any are 
bruised, spread thinly in a dry, ooof place 
until the enrfaoe has dried over.

This ia the cause of many unexplained fail­
ures of the potato crop.

Air slicked lime shonld be 
furnished fowls for forming egg-sheila If no 
better material can be readily obtained.

Care ef Poultry.
Before the beginning g< winter the poultry 

yard should be carefully looked over, and all 
diseased fowl colled oat carefully. Moot of 
the disease» that trouble fowl are oontagious 
and spread rapidly when the poultry are con­
fined to the same room,and sit side by side up­
on the same rooik Particularly is this the case 
with roup or catarrh, qnd with scabby legs. 
The latter ia caused by a minute insect that 
borrows beneath the scale on the leg, and 
may frequently be oared by Sathing the legs 
in a mixture of kerosene end water, and in 
mild cases sometimes by the use of kerosene 
upon the roosts. If, however, only one or 
two in the flock are affected it ii better to 
dispose of them at once, unie» very valuable, 
and then try by the use of. kerosene to prevent 
it irom spreading through the flock retained. 
—American Cultivator.

A Su ifui Breeders; Management.
Mr.,D. W. Andrews, of Lynfield, Mass., is 

a successful breeder of poultry on a large 
scale, keeping 1,600 bene through the winter, 
and 4,000 and 6,000 in summer, changing 
.them every two year*. The breed he has 
selected as, on the whole, the most profitable, 
is • cross made by breeding pure yellow Leg­
horn roosters to pare white Brahma hens.

He gives them 
one warm meal a day, each morning, which 
consist» usually of boiled fishes* heads and 
onions thickened up with meal. For the re­
mainder of the dsy he gives them all they 
will eat of pats, corn and wheat screenings. 
Occasionally be inixbs a little sulphur with 
the meal. Has bed no trouble from disease' 
of any kind and tile fowls are in the fiuestof 
health. In.eumroer he gives them free range,, 
apd they ramble beyond hie bounds Into the
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woodland around. Ia winter they are coop­
ed up.

ONTARIO’S FARM RETURNS.

of grain, the new crop of fall 
draining, fall ploughing, meat 
the honey produce of the year.

HAT AND CLOVER.
There is e large surplus of bay end clover 

in the country, the total crop exoseding last 
season's by 2,036,793 tons. Last year the 
area underprop waa 1,825,890 acres, and the 
average yield 1.16 tons per acre ; this year 
the area was 2,369,621 acres, and the aver- 
age yield 1.76 tons.. Broken weathar daring 
the flht ten days, of haying defy- 
"ed operations, and a portion of the 
crop wae poorly cured, hat the forth, 
of it was gathered ie fair condition. "The 
second crop M clover obtained a* late start, 
but the weather being favourable it made a 
vigorous growth. The reports to the Bureau 
■how, however, that the midge hae tills yew 
extended to all parte ot«the province weet of 
Dundee oonnty. Throughout the western 
peninsula and the counties bordering oa 
Lake Ontorio it haa been very destructive. 
The low temperature was also unfavourable 
fo^early maturity, and field» that esWped 
the midge were smitten by September’s frost 
Where the experiment waa tried of paataring 
clover until the 10th or 16th of June a good 
yield of aeed has been obtained—the fires 
brood of the midge beiqg too e«ly, and th» 
eeoond too late, to do it any injury. Alsihe 
clover, which thrivei beat on moiet, loamy 
•oile, ie grown only to à limited extent in the 
province. It waa a heavy crop" this year, and 
there will be a moderate. snpply of aeed,

FOTATOB8, TUBSiM, ETC.

The rains of May, June, and July delayed 
the seasonable planting of potatoes, and 
hindered the1 oreparation of the ground*for 
other roots. The subsequent, drouth caused 
the land to bake, and antnfnn growth was 
slow. Cairote and mangolds, which go deep 
into the soil, suffered leaat ; bnt*tnruins were 
almost everywhere stunted, and the "averigs 
produce fier acre is 160 bushels le» than last 

' year. In district* visited by drenching slim­
mer rains,»» ip the valley» of the Thames and 
Mnitland rivers, much injury was done to the 
potato crop, and in the western counties’ of 
the Lake Ontario group the rot was*pre- 
valent. Aa a result, the average vield for the' 
whole province is 18 bushels per acre lew than 
last year.

PERILS IN ASIA

Trebizond, Nov. 9.—The newt reoently 
received from Erzeroum, to the effect that 
a whole eareran had be*n stopped and pil­
laged just ontaide that town, £« ocenaioned 
great excitement in this place, especially 
among the commercial classes.

BOBBIE Y PLANNED AT ZRaXBOUM.
The worst feature about it is the very 

grave snap,cion that exists as to the attack 
having been planned at Erzeroum. A certain 
Mollah, attached to one of the mosques, 
man of qpuaiderahls influence among the Mo­
hammedans of that place, is thought to be 
tbe bead of an association for the disposal of 
plunder, ia close league witlr the Kurdish 
chiefs of that neigh l-ou^hood. -He is sup­
posed to give the mtormation that sets these 
redodbubie marauders out on the warpath, 
and with hia friends to receive and conceal 
such portions of the epoile aa do not consist 
of coin or jewellery. Hie connection with 
the present affair is proved by the fact that 
some of the stolen property was discovered 
on hie premises. His arrest, however, is a 
delicate matter, and while the local authori­
ties are hesitating about it he will doubtless 
move off at a distance. According to the 
particulars which I have received from a 
man who baa jnst come from Erzeroum, it is 
evident that the caravan was led on by its 
guide into a regular ambush, for no sooner 
was it surrounded by the brigands than be 
joined tpeir ranks and shared in tpi work of 
plundering.

THE ATTACK.
The caravan consisted of some fifty per­

sona, chiefly Armeniaua of a poor class, with 
a few traders, she whole travelling together 
for mutual protection. Mott of them were 
men who, having passed four or five years in 
service at Constantinople and other seaports 
as porters and la bearers, were according to 
custom returning to their homes with their 
herd-won earnings to settle down as cultiva­
tor* of toe soil. While passing through a 
narrow gorge between two of the outlying 
spurs, almost within bail of the khan for 
which they were making, some sixty ferocious 
looking Kurds suddenly 'rose np from the 
ground on all sides, and tne caravan people 
found themseives completely surrounded. It 
was useless to think of defence, although 
one or two of the traders were 
armed with revolvers, and (host of the 
“ ham mala ” had their knives. The leader 
of the band, as his men brought their rifles to 
the shoulder, shouted oat for any Mussul­
mans present with tne oarsvan to step aside, 
and all others to throw away their army, or 
he would give the order to fire. This being 
don», at* given signal the brigands rushed 
in, and so completely despoiled their victims 
that the latter were left with but a thin ahirt 
or so in the way of clothing.

The poor “ hammale ” were first knocked 
down with the butt end of a rifle to keep 
them quiet, and the* beaten a boat the body 
to make ^hem lively, and whenever the 
■lightest hesitation was manifested in com­
plying with the demanda of their captors the 
prick of a yataghan wan administered as a 
itimnlant

IMMUNITY no* PUNISHMENT.
A great deal of indignation hai been ex­

cited at Erzeroum and this place at the 
thought of a new feature having been im­
ported. into the brigandage of Asia Minor— 
that of the Mussulmans being spared apd the 
Christiana alone attacked. Hitherto the 
free test impartiality has been exhibited by 
these gentlemen of the road, and the Moham­
medan haa suffered equally with the Chris­
tian. Even in the present case there is every 
reason to believe tnat the immunity enjoyed 
by the few Turks in the caravan was due, 
not to the fact of their being “loliowers of 
tbe Prophet,” but allies of tbe Mollah and 
bis friends, who had purposely joined the 
Armenians to assist the game in .luring them 
into the ambush. Recently an attack upon 
two American missionaries put the authorities 
on their mettle, and cavai'ry patro.s.scoured 
the country in all directions for* a few 
weeks, compelling these Asiatic Rob Roys to 
see the necessity of lying close until tbe in­
quiry iato that affair had reached that stage 
when it would be fuund convenient on all 
sidra to target it Needless to say, the per­
petrators of tbe outrage upon Messrs. Knapp 
end Reynolds have remained unpunished.

When those gentlemen 
had made their coffee, so far from sending 
him the first cup, they never thought of 
offering him any at all. Hia displeasure was 
soon made known to them, and hearing who 
he was tney tried their best to disarm his 
resentment of the fancied slight by sending 
to him a special brew. It was refused, how­
ever, and they have no doubt themselves 
that to punish their présomption a party bf 
hie followers was sent over night to waylay 
them in the morning.

There ia no doubt that the oentral Govern­

A. Warning tC France from England and 

Germany.
A despatch from Paris, dated let inak, 

say* “ The newest phase of the Fraoco- 
Cbinese question is that war ia believed to 
have been averted by reason of Premier 
Ferry’s concession that French troops shall be 
withdrawn from Bacoinh if it has already 
been taken, or that, if not, it shall only be 
invested pending the conclusion of the treaty. 
Marquis Tseng has telegraphed to the Peein 
Government, and is now awaiting ■ response. 
Should the negotiations fail there will tie no 
English mediation. If any intervention is 
invoked it will be that of Russia. M. Kerry, 
the French Prinie Minister, has informed 
Lord Lyons that it ia his intention to confine 
the war to Tonqnin.

A WARNING TO FRANC*.
Report boa it that the French Government 

has received a warning that England and Ger­
many will adopt a common policy of opposi­
tion to the French fleet blockading or attack­
ing treaty porta.

It it authoritatively stated that M. Wad- 
dington, tbe French ambassador at London, 
hat informed Earl Granville, tbe British For­
eign Secretary, that France intends to occupy 
Becniuh and tiontay to satisfy her honour, 
but that the report that France would pro­
pose an armistice is incorrect.

It is aemi-offioialiy announced here that 
Admiral Courbet’s latest telegrams to the 
Government betray no sort of uneasiness re­
specting the success of the French operations 
in Tonqnin. It is also announced that, as 
now the civil and military power of Franue 
in Tonqnin is concentrated in the hands of 
Admiral Courbet, the Government has ac­
ceded to the request of Dr. Harmand, the 
Civil Commissioner in Tonqnin, for hit re­
call, and be is authorized to return to France 
upon a furlough.
e IN THE CHAMBER OF DEFUTIXB < 

to-day M. Léon Renault, reporter of the 
Committee on Tonqnin Credits, read the re­
port of the committee. It states that the 
expedition to Tonqnin commenced with in­
sufficient means. This fact emboldened the 
enemy and encouraged China to interfere. 
The report recommends that endeavours be 
made to find a basis for the eolation of the 
difficulty with China for the purpose of 
avoiding a conflict, but in the meanwnileit 
would tie necessary to despatch reinforce­
ments to Tonqnin, end thus France would be 
prepared for all eventualities. Tbe debate on 
tbe report will occur next Friday. Tbe 
Yellow Rook on the Tonqnin affair will be 
distributed on Wednesday.

' The English Arbitration and Pence Sdciety ' 
has sent on address to Lord Granville, Foreign 
Secretary, on the subject of the relation* 
which exist between France and China. Tbe 
address alludes to the vast comme cisl inter­
ests of Europe and Amer ca involved, and 
askt Lord Granville to receive a deputation 
from the society in order to strengthen his 
hai.de » offering mediation. Lord Granville 
replied thaï he did not think the reception of 
a deputation now would further the desired 
object

The Chamber of Deputise has decided to fix 
the amount to be aopued for the redemption 
of the national debt at 100,000,OOOf., instead 
of 60.000,OOOf., as proposed by the Budget 
Committee.

Suppliee of every kind for the French army 
and navy have been oonoentrated at Hai­
phong, and the stores are now complete and 
adequate. M. Dufrenil, the head of the- 
French Commissariat in Tonqnin, is dead.

A telegram haa been sent from Marseille* 
to s London firm authorising the charter of 
a steamer of any sise which may be readv to 
go to Saigon on aooonnt of the French 
Government.

Another Chinese ironetad was laneohed at 
Stettin, in Germany, to-day. The Chinese 
Legation at Berlin, with many invited guests, 
were present to witness the event The 
Berlin Legation is entering into contracts for 
material of war, which is being sent to China 
in immense quantities.

Ventilation ot Sleeping-Booms.
No time oonld be better than the present 

for beginning the practice of houu ventila­
tion by tbe window, which is still, in she ma­
jority of houses, the readiest and the 'safest 
means of obtaining a regular and-’ constant 
supply of fresh air. This prentice, begun in 
warm weather, may be earned on, with 
proper rare, through autumn and winter. 
The constantly accumulating impuritiu de­
rived from breath, from perspiration, from 
excreta of Other kind*.collected in sleeping- 
rooms, from the use of gas or lamp light, and 
too often, even now, from suction of sewage 
gas from waste pipes by the best of 
house fires, etc., render it as necesury for, 
health as for comfort that these should have 
free egress, and tbat they should be’lanbeti- 
tnted by the pure outer air. Freeh air from 
without may very euily be had without 
draught, aid without risk of cold even to 
delicate persons, if a few simple rules be ob­
served. The cold air of winter of Course 
enters with greater force, and in greater pro­
portional volume thgn the mere equable sum­
mer air, into a warm room. The aperture ol 
ingress most be correspondingly diminished. 
Air from a window ia preferable to that from 
an opened inner door, no matter how roomy 
the hoou, from its more reliable parity. If 
the window be the tolet, the fire, fireplace, 
or it may be the door of à room in summer act­
ing u an outlet. Or it may be opened from the 
top, the extent being regulated according to 
the outer temperature. There ii then a direct 
toward current at the upper part, which 
follows the roof of the room, thus mingling 
with any heated " waste products which re- 
quire to be reaeoyed, and . aa interrupted 
current at the middle, the préviens line of 
junction of the upper and lower sashes, both 
are broken and diffused by the blinde or cer­
tains. Venetians for this purpose should be 
tdrnefi.upwarde. A window ehonld never be 
made to ventilate by opening it from below, 
nnleea the open tower space be filled np in 
some way, and ventilation be earned on kt 
the middle, where the aubes Join ; other­
wise, draughts are unavoidable. The venti­
lating pane il hardly lees simple and equally 
efficient and safe method with either of the 
other!. Window ventilation is especially 
useful in bed-rooms, and ita efficiency or 
otherwise cannot fail to affect the vital 
powers of the occupant, who, in his dumber*, 
must trust to other energies than his own for 
the removal of those impurities and morbific 
germ* "which' hi* «vary breath muitiptiu 
around him.
