As those that are called into the

Society of Catholic Business Ifeq

In the latest issue of the Educa­
tional Review Professor Stookley of 
the University of New Brunswiok, 
who by kindly services hss often 
placed the Review under obligations 
to him, has an admirable paper on 
‘«The Real in Einoation. " A 
teacher himee f, Professor Siovkley 
plainly posasses moie correct and 
comprehensive ideas of what a 
teacher’s true functions are than 
many others of hie profession, and 
the setting forth of those ideas eon. 
stitutee the main portions of this 
paper of his, which was originally 
read before an educational ios'.itnte, 
and which is well wor by of the 
wider publication which it now ob­
tains in the pages of the Eduoation- 
ai Review. "We are all pretty 
well agreed,” says the Professor, in 
one portion of bis paper, «' that the 
teacher is in toco parentit ; there­
fore, that he is, in school, to think 
not only of so many mentel ma- 
ohiree before him, bnt of so many 
responsible beings—in oldfashioned, 
New Testament language, of so 
many souls. It is true that mental 
knowledge is the chief, if not the 
highest, object of the school. Bui 
to whom or to what are you going 
to give it 7 To a being of so much 
heart and feeling, of so much self- 
will, and pagsion, of *> much light- 
ness, good or hsd, that one could 
even despair of training it mentally 
at afi? Evidently to abstract the 
child’s mind from the yest of him 
is impossible.” Nevertheless it is 
jast thut impossible feat, of abstract­
ing the mind from the rest of the 
child, which the educational system 
that is followed in what we call our 
publie sohocl*, attempts to accom­
plish, It makes practically no pre­
tence or endeavor to educate the 
heart of the pupil, but devotes all 
its energies to the instruction of the 
mind, and leaves the rest of the 
ohil 1 to care for itself, with the re­
sort that the heart and feeling, the 
passions and will are largely uc 
trained and neglected, as far as the 
school at least is ocnoerned. Pro­
fess r Stookley^ it will thus be seen, 
in addition to pointing out the true 
functions of the teacher, arraigns 
that vicious-and detective educa­
tional system which obtains in 
many of oaf schools,—78.

There ie a society of Catholicism 
in Boston, still small in membership, 
but so beautiful in its eonseoration 
to the Blessed Sioramemt, the sun 
and centre of Catholic worship, that 
too much cannot be said in praise 
of it. It is the Society for the 
Nocturnal Adoration of the Blessed 
Sacrament. It has long flourished 
in Paris and Rome, but was not 
established in Boston until 1882. 
Dr. Thomas Dwight, who had be­
come acquainted with this devotion 
abroad, was the prirqe mov$r in ito 
establishment in his native -city. 
Oh December 1, vigil of the feast of 
the Immaculate Conception of the 
Blessed Mother of God, the çooip’y 
entered on its work. It had by 
this time the sixteen members nec­
essary under the rales for the vigil, 
according to which two members 
muet succeed each other ev«y hour 
before the altar from 10 p. m. until 
6 a. m. They assembled in the 
beautiful chapel of the Biassed 
Sacrament about 9.30. Night 
prayers were said, and at 9 45 the 
first hoar’s adoration began by the 
recitation of the office of the Blessed 
Sacrament. This office was recited 
every hour by four adorer j, the two 
retiring reciting it with the two 
beginning their hour. All the 
membets attended Mass and re. 
oeived Holy Communion together 
the following morning, and this has 
been done ever since, ordinarily 
on the first Friday of every month, 
except the months of July and 
August. The exceptions are the 
Forty Hour's Djvotions and the 
feast of Corpus Christ), when the

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
On Monday, the 28tb. ult the House 

of Commons devoted the afternoon to a 
discussion of a private bill for the in 
corporation of the Rainy river railway 
Mr. McLean and some of the weetern 
members-wanted • clause Inserted re­
stricting the powers of the road as to 
freight end passenger charges. The 
bill wee reported from the committee et 
six o’clock. The discussion of the 
Rainy river bill was continued in the 
evening on a nation torthe-third read 
ing. Mr. McLesn’s amendment wes 
lost, Iff members voting for it The 
bill jnen passed.

On the same day, the Senate discus 
sed tbeYnkon railway, Senator Power 
following MeCellum. Mr. Power said 
that the government bed made Ita 
plane to assist the Yukon region in 
this wey and that if the senate took the 
responsibility of defeating the measure, 
the government would have no farther 
obligation to do anything, and the sen 
ate would have to take the blame. Mr. 
Loagheed spoke against the Yukon bill 
end Dendnrand in favor of it. Hon, 
Mr. Belleroee followed Mr, Dandnrsod, 
and spoke until after one in the morn­
ing, an unusually late boar for the sen 
ate to sit.

The Drummond county committee 
met the seme forenoon.

He obtained a vote of near­
ly four million dollars for the Crow’s 
Neet railway by affirming that this 
road was necessary in order to capture 
for Canada tbe exclusive control of the 
Kootenay. Hon. Mr. Blair made no 
reply. The franchise bill was then 
taken np and discussed by Messrs. 
Bourassa, Clancey and Casey. Messrs. 
Stenson, McLean, Hughes, Henderson 
and Gillies continued the debate doping 
the afternoon and evening. Mr. Gillies 
argnrd for federal control, bat was will­
ing, ja a matter of compromise, to ac­
cept tbe same qualification for votera 
as provincial legislatures adopted 
though he declined to accept the die 
qualifications. Mr, Powell proposed 
an amendment that the bill be not now 
read the second time, but that it be re 
solved that this boose, while désirons 
of reducing the expense of the prepara­
tion of the lists, as far as may be praci 
tlcable, considers that no system 
franchise will be satisfactory which 
does not preserve federal control over 
both basts of suffrage and voters' lists 
Mr. Powell pointed out that Sir Wilfrid 
was mistaken when fie said that the 
United Mates constitution gave the 
whole control of the federal franchise 
to state legislatures. On the contrary 
congregg kept the power to revise of 
change the state regulations respecting 
the -federal legislature. Davin, Moore 
and Cfiî&e Wallace spoke against the 
proposqq measure. Tbe other speakers 
were Messrs. Fielding, Martin, Me- 
Isaac, McNeill and Sir Charles Hib- 
bert Tapper. Mr. Fielding defended 
the course of his friends in disfranchis­
ing the federal employes, but said that 
the disfranchising clause was no longer 
applicable to the federal election before 
the Dominion Franchit e Act of 1885 
was passed. In 1882 tbe Canadian par­
liament had taken action to relieve the 
employee of the disabilities. Mr. Me- 
MeiH found ip this statement an illns 
tration in need of federal control. Sir 
Charles Hibbert Topper had some con 
troversy with the finance minister in 
regard to the latter’s account of the 
Nova Seotia officers. The vote was 
called shortly after midnight, resulting 
in the defeat of Mr. Powell’s amend 
ment by a majority of 97 to 48, and the 
second reeding passed by the same 
vote, Messrs. Robertson of Toronto 
and Bonpore voted agalnet the amend 
pient. Tbe former said he did not like 
either the old bill or the new one.

On the same date Sir Mackensie Bowel! 
addressed the senate daring a part of 
the afternoon and an hour in the even­
ing agalnet the Yukon bill. He showed 
by the record that the senators of the 
government party, and especially fhe 
secretary of |tate,were nat in a position 
to condemn the oonree of any of their 
associates who might take the reeponei' 
billty of voting against a government 
measure. He reviewed the history of 
the negotiations leading np to the con­
tract and gave » rigid analysis of fhe 
bargain itself, condemning the schetoe 
both on principle and in detail Sena­
tor Templemsn, the last appointment 
to the upper house, followed.

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beard him say that the eyes of the 
country were upon them, and ap­
plauded the sentiment. Then they 
eerionely proceeded to defeat the 
measure by a majority of fifty-two to 
fourteen. It is not known what the 
government will offer next. Hon. Mr. 
Mills has declared that the government 
hat now no more responsibility in the 
premises. Bat it is probable that on 
reflection the ministers will conclude 
not to refrain from governing because 
they nre deprived of the pleasure of 
making a present of four million acres 
of gold lands to two contractors. Pro­
bably the next step will be the con- 
stinotion of a wagon road by one of the 
routes. There is little doubt that Mac­
kenzie and Mann are ready to build the 
railway without a land grant, or that 
another company will build the road 
without a subsidy if the government 
will only permit it. Hon. Mr. Primrose 
summed up the Yukon discussion, ob­
serving that after all discussion on the 
government side the fact remained that 
the government proposed to pay four 
times as much for the construction of 
the road as other contractors would 
have accepted. It was useless to try to 
escape this reproach by assailing Ham­
ilton Smith, and equally useless to try 
to cover up the facts stated by Liver- 
nash and other delegatee irom the 
Yukon by engaging pugilist Slavin and 
rumseller O’Brien to write abusive 
letters. Mr. Primrose paid hie respecte 
to Hon. Mr. Tarte’s paper, which was 
engaged in blackguarding the senate, 
and to Hon. Mr. bifton, who resorted to 
warm threats. Senator Sullivan said 
he bad no complaint against the route 
selected, but the price was out of all pro 
portion to the service rendered. Hon. 
Mr. O’Donogbne said that though a 
liberal be could not sopport the govern 
ment in this measure, which he boldly 
declared to be one of the biggest steals 
ever perpetuated in the history of the 
country. Hon. Mr. McDonald of Prince 
Edward Island protested against the 
alienation of the mining lands and the 
oppression involved to free miners. 
He could not see how any reasonable 
man could conscientiously support the 
compact. Senator Cox took occasion 
to deny that he had financial interest 
in the compact. He was a member of 
the second C. P. syndicate which put 
in an offer after the first one was ac­
cepted. He felt now that it was a grand 
thing for the country that the offer was 
rejected, and that it would be a bad 
thing if this contnct should fail. He 
would be glad if the party leaders could

still come together and find some way 
In which the bill would become law 
Hon. Mr. Mills, minister of justice, 
spoke at considerable length, making 
probably the ablest defence yet offered 
of the compact. He warned the senate 
that the responsibility would rest with 
them if they headed off the government 
measure, and again rebuked his 
colleague, the secretary of state, by ex 
pressing the view that the senators had 
no constitutional justification for 
opposing any government measure. In 
closing his address, Hon. Mr. Mills said 
that the contractors have already spent 
half a million on the enterprise. You 
propone to destroy this property, he 
said ; you propose to take the response 
bility on your own shoulders when you 
have no executive power. The eyes ol 
the people of Canada are now on you 
added he, and closed by assuring the 
house that the people desired the bill 
to pass. If there should be starvation 
in Yukon, or if a revolt should occur 
there, the government would not be to 
blame. When Mr. Mills closed, the 
vote was taken on the motion of the 
six months’ hoist, which was carried 
by fifty-two to fourteen. The only con­
servative who voted with the govern­
ment was Mr. Dof eon, who, like Col. 
Hughes, is of the same locality as Con­
tractor MacKenzie, and like Col. 
Hughes, voted with the government. 
Senator O’Donough voted againet the 
bill, as did Messrs. Boulton and Belle 
rose, who sometimes vote with the 
liberals, Sir Frank Smith was paired 
in favor of the bill. All the other con­
servatives whom the contractors counted 
in their favor refused to support the 
contract.

On the 31st, the afternoon session of 
the Commons was devoted to a dis­
cussion of the bill proposed by Mr. 
Richardson of Manitoba, which pro­
vides that the salaries of dominion 
officials may be garnisheed, and that 
attachment may issue by judgment 
creditors against the money in the gov­
ernment’s hands payable to govern­
ment contractors. There was a differ­
ence of opinion as to whether the bill 
was an infringement on the rights of 
provinces. The solicitor general had 
grave doubts on the subject. Nearly 
the whole house agreed that the pur­
pose of the measure was a proper one 
Sir Louis Davies adjourned the debate 
at six o’clock in order that the govern­
ment might consider the question.

Hon. Mr. Longhead moved the second 
reading of his bill incorporating Ham­
ilton Smith's company and giving 
power to construct a railway into the 
Yukon country by the Dalton trail and 
Pyramid Harbor. Tne company Is not 
asking money or land, bot only for the 
privilege of building the railway. Hon. 
Mr. Mille, for the government, opposed 
the bill and moved the six months’ 
hoist. At the end of the afternoon’s 
discussion Mr. Mackenzie Bowell moved 
the adjournment of the debate, which 
was carried by a vote of 26 to 24.

The first session of the recently 
elected Legislative Assembly of this 
Province was opened with the usual 
formalities, by his Honor Lieut. 
Governor Howlau, yesterday after­
noon. Fol.owing is the speech placed 
in his Honor’s hands by the Govern­
ment : Mr Speaker and Gentlemen 
of the Legislative Assembly :

I have great pleasure in meeting 
you on this the first Session of the 
present term of the Legislative As­
sembly of this Province. This year 
that has passed since the last meeting 
of the Legislative Assembly has been 

memorable one. It was the year 
: Our Most Gracious Majesty’s 

Jubilee in which She celebrated with 
Her subjects throughout the Empire 
the completion of the Sixtieth year of 

reign most fruitful of good, and 
which may well be said to be the 
most glorious in the history of the 
Realm. In no part of Her Dom­
inions were the rejiicings more heart­
felt than in Prince Edward Island 
The celebration of the Jubilee nil 
only evidenced the loyalty of our 
people, although this was so well 
known that proof of its existence, 
fervor and depth, was not required, 
but it drew the different parts of the 
Empire more closely together than 
they had previously been, and by ihe 
greatest object lesson the world has 
ever seen, brought borne to the hearts 
of a.I the races over whom our Queen 
rules, the great fact that they form 
one people, no matter under what sky 
may be found the homes of the in­
dividual units going to ^make up the 
Empire. May the Ruler of All spare 
aur venerated Sovereign for many 
years to reign over an Empire which 
she has done so much to consolidate ; 
and which promises, in the not dis­
tant future, to become even more 
mighty and more firmly knit together 
than it has been in the past. I con­
gratulate you on the abundant harvest 
and other blessings which Divine 
Province has, during the past year, 
bestowed on the people of this Pro­
vince. Agriculture has been, and 
must continue to be our chief main­
stay. The manufacture of cheese 
has for a number of years been 
carried on by our farmers with marked 
success, ana more recently that of 
butter lias been taken up. There is

The 
advantages to be derived from the 
prosecution of dairying industries can 
scarcely be oyer-estimated. I have 
on previous occasions drawn yopr 
attention to the important subject of 
Fruit Growing.

Rev. Dr. Morrison preached the sixth 
of the special Lenten sermons in St. Dun- 
stan’s Cathedral on Sunday evening last. 
The subject of his discourse was “ Predes­
tination.” The reverend preacher pointed 
out how a proper understanding of this 
question, like many others, created diffi­
culties. In the first place It wee neoesaary 
to bear in mind that with God there is no 
past, no future, all Is present. We with 
our finite and limited understanding, aie 
toe apt to lose sight of this fact, and judge 
the notions of an Infinite and all-wise God 
by our own defective and limited oompre-’ 
hension.

“St. Peter In Rente.”

The Boma corespondent of the 
Philadelphia Cathdio Standard and 
Times, furnishes to that paper the 
following account of a lecture on the 
above named aubjec’, delivered be­
fore the Catholic Truth Society of 
Borne, on March 1st, by Bev. A 
St.pylion Birnee, M.A.: St Peter 
in Rome. The lecturer began by 
Baying that be proposed to keep 
dear of all controversial questions. 
Of course, as a Catholic, be b< lieved 
that St. Peter» was Bishop of Borne, 
and that he bad a piimacy over the 
Cbnrob. But it was not the par, 
pose of this lecture to disc usa these 
questions directly, and he should 
confine hiirself lo the one point of 
St. Peter’s coming to Rome end to 
the traces which we can find in' Bo- 
man traditions of hie actions while 
he was there. Some perhaps might 
say that even this was controversial 
for there were some who denied that 
St. Peter ever came to Bomt at ajl. 
Be, however, denied that there waa 
a controversy on this point ; there 
once was one, of course, bet it waa 
dead and buried now, so that, al­
though it might be a long while be­
fore the ordinary lonrist, with all the 
assurance which epriogs from an 
absclnte ignorance of his subject, 
ceased to assert that there was no 
real evidence to be found of S' 
Peter's coming, he thought it might 
fairly be said that we should never 
again see a ach< 1st or any one with 
any regard for hie scholarly reputa­
tion committing himself to any snob 
rash assertion. The Catholic view 
was in possession, and until the time 
of Calvin, in undisputed possession, 
of the field. Now it was attacked 
not on any positive evidence at 
all, but simply on the ground 
that the coming of St. Peter 
is not explicitly mentioned in the

Christianity must go, too. Men 
would find it very hard, if ni 
is to be paid to any records outside 
the BiMe itself, to show why they 
kept Sunday in the place of the 
Jewish Sabbath ; why they baptised 
infants or why bishops exist to rule 
the Church. Hence in the seven­
teenth century the more learned of 
Anglioan controversialists saw that, 
they could not attack the Catholic 
belief in St. Peter's having been at 
Borne except upon principles, the 
urging of which would be equally 
fatal to much that the Anglican 
Church held sacred, and accordingly 
me find such men as Bishop Pearson 
(the author of the well known book 
on the Apostle's Creed), Cave, Ham­
mond and other learned writers 
writing very strongly in favor of the 
Catholic position, while one of their 
number felt so keenly on theanbject 
that he berets out indignantly, “ It 
is a shame for a Protestant to have 
to admit that a Protestant has ever 
been found to deny*Mt I" At ihe 
present dsy all scholars were as one. 
The Catholic position was upheld by 
all nou-Oathclio writers of import­
ance—in Germany by Harnack, 
Sbierscb, fiwsld and flijgenfeld ; in 
England by Lighlfoot, Westoott, 
Hort, B'lioott and even by Dean 
Farrar; in France by Renan and 
ethers. It could, therefore, he

That belief was sttsoked on one 
g ound only—the silence of the 
Bible, bat the Bible «es net silent 
- n the subject. It cont»innc|içn ex­
plicit statement that St. Petor Was 
in Rome and there wrote his first' 
epistle. It was beyond controversy 
that Babylon in that fpisile meant 
Rome. He did^not'«peo> them to 
lake bis aseeition lor this, but Would 
refer them to the Speakeis Com­
mentary, a very standard Protest­
ant anthoiity. That commentary 
► peaks as fellows: *• We have to 
remtrk (1), that the city of Babylon 
waa certainly not the rest of a Chris­
tian community; (2), that no ancient 
record has the slightest trace of 8t. 
Pei er’a presence or work in Chaldea ; 
(3), that a.l ancient authorities are 
unanimous in the assertion that his 
later years were passed ip the West. 
* * * We -find an sheolnte con­
sensus of ancient interprétera that 
here Babylon must be understood as 
equivalent to Rome. * * * We
adopt, therefore, this interpretatien 
of the word without the least mis­
giving. We have no alternative 
but to accept the old unvarying tes­
timony of the fathers, who must have 
known the tense in which the state­
ment was understood throughout 
Asia Minor that St. Peter deeig. 
nates Rome by the name of Baby 
ion.” This, then, is sufficient proof 
that S. Peter was in Rome and that 
he wrote this epistle from that place 
But it may perhaps be urged that 
we have no proof that he waa cruci­
fied here. On the contrary, that 
also is stated explicitly in the Bible. 
SL John writing bis Gospel records 
for as onr Lord’s promise to St. 
Peler that he, too, ehonld be oruoi 
tied: “Thou oanst not follow me 
now, bat thou shall follow me here­
after.” “When thou shall be old 
thon «halt stretch out thine hands 
and another shall gird thee.” And 
St. John, wailing of poprse long 
after the event, goes on to note how 
the prophecy had been exactly ful­
filled ; “ This he said signifying by 
what death he ehonld glorify God 
(John xxxiii., 36, xx., 18). And 
again in the Apocalypse *e have 
reference to Rome as the place of 
this martyrdom. Here Protestants 
find no difficulty in allowing that 
Babylon stands for Rome. Yet in 
the judgment pronounced against 
Baby Ion or heathen Borne we find 
statement that that judgment was fn 
punishment for the deaths of the 
Apostles Peter and Paul and other 
martyrs : “ Rejoice over her, thojj 
Heaven, and ye holy apostles and 
prophets : for God bath judged your 
judgment upon her.” • (Apec, sviii. 
20). The Protestant case from the 
silence of the Bible therefore breaks 
down altogether; but the Csthclio 
side has mush me* than this to 
briog forward in favor of its belief. 
It has, as we have already quoted 
the Speaker’8 Commentary as ad­
mitting “the uniform, gnvarying 
testimony of all early Christian 
writers,” This testimony would be 
enough if it stood alone and unsup­
ported. Bat it does not. We have 
farther the -testimony of all the 
monuments of Some. We have St. 
Peter’s tomb and the place of his 
martyrdom ; his chair and hie altar 
and his chains] )Ve have his prison 
also, at the Mamwttne, to esy noth­
ing of the lecolleotions of hir pres­

We may 
fairly say that there is no contem­
porary event which is attested by 
snob a wealth of monumental evi­
dence as is this of the presence of St 
Peter in, Rome and his martyrdom 
here. Lastly, there is a fourth line 
of evidence which, De Roeei says, 
would be enough to proyp the fact, 
if no other evidence existed, end 
that is the existence here of hie 
authentic likenees. The t^ro Apos­
tles, Peter and Paul, and they ajone, 
have always distinct and recognis­
able types of faces in the repreeen-Bible. If that was to be taken as a

We pail on now to the second part 
of the lecture, in which tre deal with 
the fact of St. Peter’s life in Boo», 
reconstructing it as far as possible 
from the various traditions which have 
come down to ns.

twenty years, and (4), that before com­
ing to Rome he s«t for seven years at 
Antioch. The first three are per­
fectly compitiblè and fit iu exactly 
with the received date* for the cruci- 
fijpon and for the martyrdom of St. 
Peter, A. D. pg and 67, but the fourth

This 
was effected by the persecution ol 
Herod Aggrippa, A. D. 41, when, 
after Peter had been miraculously de­
livered from prison, we read that he 
went" into another place.” The end 
of this journey was Rome, bot ht 
probably did not go directly there 
He may have gone now to Antioch 
and founded the Church there. Pro 
babl? he went on to Pontus and the 
southern shores of the Black Sea, fot 
there alone outside of Rome do we 
find local traditions of his presence. 
There, perhaps, he met Aquila, “a 
Jew born in Pontus” (Acts xviii., 2), 
and it may well have been the reso­
lution of this convert to go to Rome 
with bis wife which was the deter­
mining cause which induced St. Pe­
ter to go there also. If so, they pro­
bably took ship together and came to 
Rome.

We may still see 
there, not indeed probably the 
tua) chair on which St. Peter sat, but

The 
chapel op the Oatian way which com­
memorate! the parting of the Apos­
tles perhsps may, since that parting 
cannot be referred to the day of their 
martyrdom, be the record of the set­
ting out of St. Paul on this journey. 
St. Peter would seem not to bave re­
turned to the Onrianum, but to bave 
followed Linus in making bis head­
quarters at the house of Pudens. 
This is the tradition and it is con- 
finned by two monuments, the chair 
of Peter, which was traditionally sup­
posed to be tbe Senatorial chair of 
Pudens, given by bim*to the Apos.

its having stood in Puden’s house, 
and the wooden altar of the Apostle, 
which now forms tbe high altar at the 
Lvtern, Rome's third Cathedral, al 
though a plank of it remains at S. 
Padensiana in memory of its having 
stood there so long. The principal 
memory connected with St. PeLrjn 
this period is his contest with Simon 
Magus. This has been so overlaid 
with legend that it Is difficult to se­
parate truth from fiction, but there 
can be very little doubt that there is 
a certain basis of solid history under­
lying all tbe stories. In A. D. 64 
came the great fire of Borne and the 
consequent persecution of the Chris­
tians described by Tacitus, and it 
will lend a new interest to tbe First 
Epistle of St. Peter if it be read in 
connection with this event, which was 
tbe cause of Its being written. He 
seems to bave the fires of the Vatican 
gardens and the tortures of the Chris­
tians vividly before his eyes, as he 
writes to encourage the converts in 
Asia Minot to be firm when tbe per­
secution reached them,

Tbe martyrdom of St. Peter him- 
se’f was in A. D. 67. There ia no 
reason to doubt the truth of tbe tra­
dition that he was confined in the 
^Jamertine, and the story of tbe con­
version of his"jailers gives »s thp rea­
son why the Church was able to pos­
sess heraelf of bis chains. One spe­

cially beautiful story of his last days 
is frequently misunderstood. When 
onr Lord appeared to Peter as he fled 
from Rome it was not to reproach 
him, ^he idea of tbe answer given 
to tbe question, “ Domine, quo va- 
dis ?” was not I go to Rome to be 
crucified in thy place, but io thy per­
son. Christ, who suffers in all His 
menders, was to suffer especially in 
Peter, his alter ego.

In that case the privilege of 
Peter to represent our Lord and to 
follow Him exactly, first In life and 
then in death, would be more strong­
ly There would have been
no difficulty In obtaining his body, 
for the law provided for this. When 
it was taken from the cross it wonld 
be wrapped in linen and spices and 
laid ip the tomb, perhaps to be the 
first -in Rome to haye tfie privilège 
afterwards Shared by all the mittyrs 
of haring the holy niysterier offered 
above it. Certainly this was a custom 
within the first century, for we find 
an allusiou to it fo ^poc. vi., o, “I 
saw under the altar (he souls of them 
that were elsin for the word of God.” 
There, then, we may leave him jo bis 
altar tomb, the centre for all ages of 
so much of phristian devotion, rest­
ing, as Pudeotius, a writer of tbe 
fourth century, so beautifullyexpresses 
it, “ under the feet ol God.”
