authorities. The people of Baku
and other parts of the caucasus
have been rioting for some time
and many lives have been lost and
much property destroyed in eon-
sequence. The country seems to
be in a condition bordering on fam-
ine, and the people in their des-
peration bave resorted to the
greatest violence. The eoadition
of these people appear to be piti-
able in the extreme. They have
burned down buildings and des-
troyed everything within their
reach, and when the soldiers have
gone to reduce them to order,
bloodshed most horrible has been
the result. Turters and Armeni-
ans have wet and fouglht and
killed each other by wholesale
Cossacks have been sent to quel
these disturbances, and the eon
flicts between them and these
rioters bave been numercus and
sanguinary. The workmen are
said to be utterly destitute, with-
out even emough clothing. This
is an oil-producing country and
much of the oil property has been
destroyed during the troubles.
Lateraccounts report an appear-
anece of restoration to order.
