Nuisances may be vigoreusly proceed-
ed against and expenses and costs of pro-
cedure recovered frem persons in de-
sult. :

Contemplated systems eof public water
supply, sewerage, drainage &c., must be
lngmmod to Provinéial Board of Health,
83 that all sanitary requirements may be
met, and nothing allowed .prejudicial te
the health of the inhabitants.

Provisions are also made for the in-
spection, at all reasonable times, of meat,
poultry, fish, fruit, vegetables, milk &c.

But it is in the clauses affecting in-
fections diseases and provisions guarding
against infection that most benefit will
likely accrue to the community,if proper-
ly carried out,

Where it is shown to be necessary that
the cleansing or disinfecting of any house
or premises or articles therein is neces-
sary to check or prevent infectious
diseases, notice is given to the owner or
occupant, who in default of doing such
within a specified time is liable to a fine
of not more than &2 for every day neglect-

1n cases of poverty such shall be done
at the expense of the Municipality.

In case of small pox or other diseases
dangerous to the public health breaking
out, temporary hospitals shall be im-
mediately provided ard quarantine es-
tlblilheay.

Whenever any householder knows that
any person in his family or household
has the small pox, diphtheria, scarlet
fever, cholera or typhoid fever he must

ive notice within 24 hours to the local
a’lrd of health.

No householder shall permit any per-
son suffering from these diseases or-any
of their clothing to be removed without
the consent of the Board.

Every physician must report any case
of smallfp-ox, scarlet fever, diphtheria,
typhoid fever &c., in 24 heurs to Local

rd or Medical Health officer.

No person except the attending physi-
cian or clergyman shall be allowed to
visit cases of small pex, scarlet fever,
diphtheria, or cholera and no one expos-
ed to or having access to them shall
mingle with the general pnblic until
sufficent time hus elapsed to prevent
spreading of the disease.

Proper means shall be taken to disin-
fect all beddiny, clothes, rooms and
furniture occupied by, cr vehicle used in
transporting a person suffering from any
of these infectious diseases.

A fine not exceeding twenty doliars
and costs shall be inflicted for violation
of any of the above clauses.

Such, in a general way, are the chief
peints of this Act, and by taking full
advantage of the benefit to be derived
much good will result. The old and
world-wide belief, fhat disease is due to
special gmvidence, or to the vengence of
offended Deity, still «btains to some ex-
tent with regard to great epidemics
which are thought to be either inevitable
or only to be averted by prayer and
fasting, instead of which Heaven helps
those who help themselves by prayer,
preper attention to quarantine, drainage,
sewerage, heating and ventilation .and
cleanliness generally. By the*adoption
of proper modes of life on the part of
individuals and cemnmunities, nearly one-
half of existing diseases could be abolish-
ed. The wmajority of individuals are
ignorant of the sourze and causes of
disenso. Much of the knowledge
possessed is vague conjecture—untested
theory and baseless estimates.  And yet
when hepelessly unconscious of their own
ignorance, how promptly and confidently
people will undertake to advise what
should and should not be done io pre-
vent small-pox, or scarlet fever or typh-
vid fever, or any other disease what-
ever. It isnot to be wondered at that
the public at larse is confused by the
contradictory assertions made to it, and
hesitates as to what should or could be
done ia this matter, ‘‘The friends of
the typhoid fever patient, who will not
fail to remember and be gratetul for ‘the
care and assiduity with which a physician
may have treated-the dissase, would pro-
bably have thought him intrusive aud
troublesome had he taken one half the
same trouble to see that the cause of the
fever was prevented.” Sanitary meas-
ures, te be effective, should be carried
out at those times when most people sece
no special cause for anxiety, and they
often theref rs appear to involve unne-
cessary worry and expense., When such
measures are mest successful their value
may be least apparent or appreciated. If
the expected disease does not appear,the
warnings are censidered to have been
false alarms and the precautions taken to
have been excessive.

Mr. Gladstone, at the age of seventy-
three, Prime-minister of Eugland, and
the chief of English statesmen—neo less
eminent for weight ef personal character
and accomplished scholarship than fer
his extraordinary mastery of public af-
fairs and his Parliamentary elog

'portance pecuniarily, and in the lew
juestions involud.’ Reverd! #Im
represented the plaintiff. . Lincoln
had prepared himself with the greatest
care ; his ambition was up te speak in
the case, and to measure swords with the
renowned lawyer from Baltimore It was
understood between his client and him-
himself before his coming that Mr. Hard-
ing of Philadelphia, was to be associated
with him in the case, and to make the
‘mechanical argument.” Mr. Lincoln
was a little surprised a=d annoyed, after
reaching here, to learn that his client
had also associated with him Mr. Edwin
M. Stanton,of Pittsburgh and a lawyer of
our own bar,thereasonassignedbeingthat
the importance of the case required a
man of the experience and power of Mr.
Stanton to meet Mr. Johnson. The
Cincinnati lawyer was appointed ‘for his
local infl ' These reasons did not

is a fine illustration of the English genius
in its most characteristic form. There is
a certain sturdiness in Mr. Gladstone’s
nature showing itself in eyery way, ex-
cept his reputed sensitiveness Lo personal
criticism, which is 1n singular contrsst
with the Oriental character of Lord Bea-
consfield, so long his chief opponent. It
was the want of this quality quite as
much as an alien genius which made the
late minister so apparently un-English.
No one, indeed, cultivated English ways
more assiduously, or celebrated with
more gusto the distinctive English life,
than Lord Beaconsfie d, and he identi-
fied himself with the bucolic party—the
squire, the country gentleman—and he
seemed in every manner resolved, if
resolution would accomplish-it, to be an
Englishman.

But the contrast between him and Mr.
Gladstone was as apparent in every as-
pect as it is in the remarkable earicatures
of Punch, in which, if Gladstone has
sometimes the air of a prig, Disraeli has
always the air of Cagliestro. When Dis-
raeli was at the head of the ministry, the
feeling was unavoidable that it was an
accomplished foreign talent that was gov-
erning England. But with Gladstone,
it is England govering herself. Much
more than in any chief minister the
English conscience is felt in Gladstone.
In Lord Sidmouth and Mr. Percival, the
two most ordinary and cemmon place of
Prime-ministers, there was the conven-
ticnal English respectability and merali-
ty. But in Gladstone it is the power of
rectitude which is remarkable. He be-
lieves in honest dealing, and in subordi-
nating publis policy to the meral law.
He may not like to be personally criticis-
ed, but he is not ashamed to be called
sentimental in his regard for the moral
honor as well as-for the ‘‘interest” of
England.

Nothing could be more distasteful to
Mr. Gladstone than the Egyptian com-
plication. Nothing could Lave been de-
lightful te Lord Beacensfield. The
vagueness of the object to be attained by
warlike operatiens, the - difficulty of a
possible prctecterate of the country, the
desire to respect the rights of a people so
remote from English s mputgy and
habits, naturally oppress Mr. Gladstone,
thus necessarily engaged in transactions
in which his country shkould never have
Leen inyolved. But they would have
been exciting chapters of romance to
Lord Beaconsfield, and he would have
endeavored to turn tho situation to the
mest dazzling account.

Ccping at once with the elusive situa-
tion in Egypr, with the franchise in Eng-
land, and with the discontent of Ireland,
and goaded by a Tery party not greatly
led, but officered by a brilliant cynic, a
worthy squire, and a non-descript mad-
cap, only a chief of the: sturdiest moral
and mental quality could held at sev-
enty-three a position which nobody else
could fill. It is, as we said, his character
no less than his genius which will give
him a great place in English history.
With the conquering Chatham and the
accomplished Canning, with Williafn
Pitt and Sir Robert Peel, Gladstone
must always be mentioned as an English
statesman and minister who showed in
his puhlic and private life, in his master-
ly grasp of affairs, in his ascendency over
a great, intellizent, and progressive
party, in his high moral tone and his im-
mense accomplishment, the power which
any intelligent country weuird wish to
see conducting its affuirs.

This is the year in which the other
great English-speaking natien calls one
of its citizens to the Chief Executive
Mugistracy. Happy that country if it
summon to that effice a statesman se
commanding, conscientious, and courage-
ous, and a man so spotless as the English
Prime-minister ! Looking at Gladstone,
and then across the sea at our President-
inl contest, the Englishman may be par-
doned it he is not quite ready to abandon
a political system which brings so greata
man as Gladstone into the direction of
the government, and even the American
may wonder whether his system of select-
ing the Chief Magistrate is surer than
the English method to bring the real
chief of a party to the executive chair. —

He seemed to be
greatly depressed, and gave evidence eof
that tendency to melancholy which so
marked his character. His parting on
leaving the city cannot be forgotten.
Cordiallyshaking the hand of hie hostess,
hesaid: ‘“You have made my stay here
most agreeable, and I am a thousand
times obliged to%you ; but in reply to
your request for me to come again,I must
say to you I never expect to be in Cin-
einnati again. I have nothing against
the city, but things have so happened
here as to make it undesirable for me
ever to return here.’

Thus untowardly met the first time
Mr. Lincoln and Mr. Stanten. Little
did either then suspect that they were to
meet again on a larger theatre, to be-
ceme the chief actors in a great histori-
cal epoch.

death of Hugh Grieve, who resided on
the 2nd concession of Me¢Killop, near
this town. Mr. Grieve was an usually
healthy, robust man for his age and any
persen seeing him a few weeke ago would
have said that he was good for several
years yet. It was ordered otherwise,
however, and, he passed quietly away,
surrounded by his children and friends,
on Sunday evening after an illness of
only ten days. %{e has never really
been confined te bed, and was in Sea-
forth transacting business a week pre-
vious to his death. He had attained the
g{ood age of 72 years and six months.
r. Grieve was a native of Roxboroshire,
Scotland. He came to this country in
1839,and was accompanied by his father,
mother and brother Thomas. Shortly
after arriving here his father died, and
his was the second interment made in
the Harpurhey cemetery, and father and
son now lie there side by side. Mr.
Grieves having other friends in this
section came directly to McKillop and
took up and locafed the farm where he
continued to reside until his death. At
that time it was a dense forest, but by
industry and good management he soon
succeeded in converting it inte one of the
handsomest and most productive and
rofitable farms in the county, from the
ruits of which he net only succeeded in
establishing all his children in comforta-
ble homes but leaves behind a compet-
ency besides. I[n the year 1845 he was
married to Miss Janet Govenlock, a sist-
er of the Messrs. Govenlock, of Me-
Killop. She died about ten years ago.
