FROM WASHINGTON

What Has Transpired at the
United States Capital.

Preparing for the Session—A war on the
Boodiers—Civil Service Reform —
The Cases Before the Sa.
preme Court—Dee
fining a Boy-
cott.

Oct. 18th, 1887,

Even thus early active preparationa
are in progress for the long session of
Congress, which will n ot on the first
Monday of December. Many C.ngress-
men from the neighboring States can be
almost daily seen on the thoroughfares,
of the Federal City, seeking out their
winter quarters, and looking after the
immediate wants of their constituents.
It is the general orinion of well posted
politicians that the Fiftieth Cobgress
will be a busy aud stormy body, as much
important legislation will be considered
—eapecially in regard to the surplus, the
tariff, aud pension—seven of the latter
bills already being in courae of incuba-
tion—tp say nothing of projected legis-
lation on the lavor and railroad ques-
tions. 'And then, each, of the great par-
ties believes that it ia possibles to prac-
tically decide the next Presidential elec-
tion by it course next winter.

Ancther indication of the near advent
of Congress is the stir and bustle in the
various Federal Dopartments incident to
the preparation of the annual reports—

These reports re-
view the business of the past year, and
make pertinent suggestions as to the
needs of the service including necessary
appropriations of funds.

The repert of the Commissioner of the
General Lnd office is of special intereat
on account of the widespread and far
reaching frauds that have been uncover-
ed in the acquision of the public lands
by soulless syndicates and reckless ad-
venturers. It is shown that within the
past two and a half years more than
thirty million acres of land have been
reclaimed by the Government, that about
five thousand land entries were secured
by means of perjury, and that many
other disreputable and irregalar methods
were employed by these swindlers to de-
fraud the United States,

The Secretary of the Interior has
given orders to begin legal proccedin
against Jesse Lee Hall, agent for tg:
Kiowa, Comanche, and Wichita Indians,
in the Indian Territory, upon charges
of malfeaance in office. It is stated at
the Interior Department that the defal-
cation of Hall will probably amount to
from $20,000 to $30,000, but,as his bond
is for the latter sum, the Government
will not lose anything.

Civil Service Commissioner Oberly's
aggressive and progressive sentiments,
lately promulgated, find no favor with
partisan spoilsmen, but meet with the
cordial endorsement of all who would
purify the public service of political in-
fluence and manipulation. It is hoped
that the conservative views of Mr Ober-
ly will be adopted as the pronounced
policy of the Civil Service Commission,
for such a course would undoubtedly be a
substantial gain for the cause of reform
and would meet popular approval.

Mr. Graves, Chief of the Burean of
Engraving und Printing is having some
trouble with the Kunight's of Labor, be-
cause he claims that better work can ba
done with other machines than with
hand presses, in the printing of Treas-
ury drafts, bonds, stamps, and silver
certificates. The Knights say they will
bring the controversy to the attemtion
of Congress—having already framed a
bill embodying their grievauce.

There is great and general interest felt
at the Capital as well as jn the country
at large, in the trial of the Virginia
State officials for contempt, now pend-
ing on & writ of habeas corpus, before
the United States Supreme Court, as
the issue joined involves the settlement
of a constitutional qnestion of law be-
tween tho State and Federal Goverments.

Another interesting case that may be

presented before the Court this week ia
the appeal of the Chicago Anarchists,
The Preiler murder case of St Louis,
which has attained notional notoriety is
also before that tribunal.
The movement to have the next Nat-
ional Democratic Convention meet in
Washington has materialized into a call
tor a public meeting to consider the pro-
ject. Asa mesns to the desired end it
is the purpose of the Washingtonians to
give the Democratic Committee a grand
entertainment at its session here next
winter, in the effort to capture that or-
ganization.

This style makes a very pretty and
dressy suit for a little girl, and is simple
and easily made, If there is fear that
th? mull guimpe may not be sufficient
protection, surah silk in white, or of the
color of the dross may be substituted,
and the high silesia lining not cut out.

For plainer dresses, and for older
girls, high-necked dresses with the same
straight skirts are worn. The frout of
the waist is pointed slightly, the back
round, just coming to the waist line, and
the edge is corded with velvet. The
sleeves are coat-shaped, wi'h little velvet
cuffs, and small puffa at the top—these
puffs extend only across the top of the
sleeve, not rcund the entire armhole.

Spring or Fall.

We have two or three inquiries now
before us as to whether spring or fall is
the best time to set out trees. We can’t
tell how often we have treated on .this
subject, but it is natural that the ques-
tion should continue to he asked, as
young men grow up, marry, ard either
€o to farming or in other ways possess
land and desire information as to what
fruit-tices to plant aad when to plant
them. Ina very few words we would
say that there is not much choice in the
seasons, If the soil is naturally moist,
spring is probably to be preferred for
setting out ; dry, fall. If the trees are
large early fall should be chosen, and as
soon as the tree is done growing and the
leaves begin to drop. In both cases the
tree should be taken out of the ground
carefully and with as many cof the small

" roots as possible, and be planted as soon
after as possible, before the roots become

. To prevent their becoming so they
should be well covered, kept out of the
sun in transporting, and ‘‘heeled in" or
buried and liberally watered as soon as
they arrive until ready for planting.
The hole should be large enough to re-
eeive all the roots carefully epread out,
and the ground put about them should
be fine and rich. If the roots are too
big they should be somewhat pruned,and
the branches of the tree also. Some-
times the branches, where tbe roots are

few and have been injured in taking up,
should be severe'y shortened to save the
life of the tree.

Smut and Ergetism,

‘The Des Mocies State Rejuster, in re-
ply to a correspondent, says that medi-
cal and chemical writers claim that the
true ergot seldom develops in wheat,
while it is most prevalent in rye, blue
grass and wild rye, red top, etc. Ergot,
or smut, is not diseased grains, buta
fungus growth from spores which by
some process becomes lodged in the
ovary of the grain and prevents the de-
velopment of the seed, It is en’tirely a
fungus growth, and is an independent
organism. It is said that the microsccpes
of high power develop great wonders in
this parasitic plant on rye and the

grasses. If it is not the real ergot there
18 no danger to stock, There may be
smut on the stalks and diseased

The
meteorological condition favorable for
the production of ergot is warm, damp,
fogey or rainy weather. The usual
wheat smur, or black or blasted grains,
are more or less prevelent in all wheat.

MAKING ENCYCLOPAEDIAS.
What ¢ Cuu—'lhe—-l:;hod Usually Em-
pleyed—Pay fer Contridbutions,

‘“‘How much does it cost to produce an
encyclopeedia?” was asked of an expert,
and he said :

*‘That depends upon the methed pur-
sued in making it. The American Cyclo-
pedia cost $500,000 before a penny was
realized. The maps and engravings in
the work cost about $115,000, The best
lithographers were employed and many of
the pictares cost hundreds of dollars.”

‘‘How is an encyclopedia made?”

“Well, usually after the method em-
ployed in compiling dictionaries. Editors
are engaged for the different departments.

Nervous Dyipepsin-—-Jow 1t shoald be
T caled.

\We should first recommend a milk-
diet-- lJukewarm mi'k, with or without
crushed rusk. Unfortarately, through
the havit of using hizhly seasoned dishes
from youth up, we often find an aversion
to milk., To cover its taste with sweet
is not to the purpose, but wo .uve at
times added a small quantity of malt
extract. The adaition of cognac to the
milk, as is used with phthisical patients,
is equally 1mprudent. The best thing to
give 1t an agreeabls taste is a littio table
salt,  Awmong other things we may add a
little cocva, deprived of oil, but with
little sweetening, and some interruption,
ns ia imany cases an aversion for cozoa
sots in. Teais in some cases tolsrated
when cozoa causes loathing, but coffee
has a dyspentic effect. Tea has a ten-
dency, espocially if strong, to produce
nervous palpitation of the heart, and, if
left too long on the leaves, dyspepsia.
If none of the beverazes can by taken,
we may at first use soup for bLreakfast.
Amylaceous substances here especially
find their place, and in the preparation
of such among these as barlay, eats, rice,
&c., the precaution to have them long
and thoroughly boiled should be given.
For a second breakfast, some bonillon
free from fat, with an egz; at noon, a
plate of soup, with corresprading por
tion of extract of meat. The last meal
of the day ought to ba taken at lenst
two hours before guing to bu:d, and
should consist of beef tea, with eszs and
stale white beead.

Meat not too strongly salted is
well borne, but the smoking process will
spoil this advantage. The flash of geese
and ducks is difficult to digest.

Conteminated Fruit.

A writer in the Swies C)oss says .
July 2, at 8 3. m., I bought two apples
from a stand on the edge of the side-
walk noar Adams St. It was directly
over the gutter, and about ten feet from
a sewer veot. The apples I bought had
come Into town that morning, and had
not been on the stand ten minutes. At
6 p. m., same day I bought two more
apples of the same lot, and perfectly
sound like the first. I scalded two
pitchers for half an hour, then rinsed
them with cold water drawn from
the same faucet at the same

haif an hoor before. Into one pitcher I

The victim is soon
rendered wholly insensible by the vapor of
the chloroform. The thief then commences
operations in perfect safety. He takes posses-
sion of the pocketbook and it of its
bank notes, replacing a few of the smallest
value. He then puts it back in the pocket
from which he has taken it, removes the
parchment mask from the face of the sleeper,
and, leaving the victim’s jewelry and coin
money untouched, gets out of the train at the
next station. The wmotive of leaving his vie-
tim in possession of his jewelry and portmon-
naie is two-fold. If the traveler on awakening
finds that his watch and chain and his supply
of coin are all right, he does not usually in-
vestigate his pocketbook, so the theft
has o chance of remaining undiscovered
for several hours or eyen days. He may, too,
attribute the loss of his bauk notes to & Miece
of carclessness, or to a mistake on his own
rt. If, on the other hand, as often happens,
e docs not wake at all, but dies from the
effects of the narcotic and the chloroforin, the
authorities, finding themselves in the presence
ofa ting not the slightest trace
of violence, and with money, papers and valu-
ables apparently undisturl can ounly
attribut?, {\,s decease to natural causes. Tt is
a startling fact that the cases of sudden
death in the cars of thegreat French railways
have of late become sin| ly frequent.

A comical example of the use narcotized
cigars is related by M. Mace. A well-known
banker of German origin was arrested for
forgery and was imprisoned in Mazas. His
former friends tried in vain to obtain his par-
don, but after a month’s imprisonment he con-
trived to make his escape, and has ever since
managed to evade the researches of the police.

They
were less inflexible, however, in regard to the
fine cigars that the prisoner always smoked,
and during the returp trip, which usually
place at 7 or 8 o'clock in the evening, they
were tomed pt from him
each a cigar. One evening the cab as usual
drew up at the gates of the prison, but nobody
got out. The cabman descended from his box
to see what was the matter, and was greatly
surprised to find only two mgers in his
cab instead of three, and JIM two so sound
asleep that he could not waken them. The
perfidious banker had given them narcotized
cigars, and had profited by their slumber to
slip out of the cab and make his escape. The
affair was hushed up, and the agents in the
escape of the crimimal were never discovered.

A large
part of the stones which are to be sold are still
mounted in necklaces, parures and diamonds,
but the mountings will be deltmfrod or their
identity disgui without wholly sacrificing
those of historic significance, and the gems
will ultimately shine upon the tables of M.
Facribe, the auctioneer, in all their naked
splendor.

royal crown, but, owing to a severe fall,
he was confined to the house and was
therefore obliged to rest content with the instru-
ment of desttuction, the hammer,as a souvenir.
His absence is to be regretted, for the spec-
tacle of a man calmly knocking to pieces with
his own hands the crown of a monarch by
whom he was persecuted would have been

After a considerable time spent in “‘dissect-
ing” thie jewels, the task was suspended until
a week later, when the experts and their as-

sistant jewelers ngain descended into the vault
and completed the work of destruction.

Some of the minore foreign decorations
being of silver, studded with roses, were put

into azotie acid to diwolve. Under the action
of this powerful agens the 8tones will be de-
posited at_the hottom of the vessel and the
mevitable los< of silver will be insignificant.
