(Daax Masony
Fresh Fish After ‘Two Years.

Professor Danilevsky, the Russian
scientist who has been conducting ex-
periments at Hull in a new process of
fish curing, is completely satisfied with
the result. He clzims that his meth-
ods will ensure the preservation -of
fish for eating purposes for a period
of at least two years, at one-fifth the
cost of the present system of using
salt and ice.

He treated twenty-five fish, includ-
ing plaice, mackeral, whiting, cod, and
herring, in certain liquids containing
a mixture of common salt, essence of
vinegar, and alcohol. After being
kept in jars for sixteen days the fish
were in an excellent state of preserva-
tion and some were eaten at a lun-
cheon in London very recently, at
which representatives of the Board of
Fisheries were present.

Professor Danilevsky expressed the
opinion on Saturday that his invention
weuld prevent much wastage of fish.
“Fish at present is put on the market
in a'relarively worse conditicn than
meat, because it spoils sooner when
exposed to the air in hot weather or
in hot climates. Fish preserved in my
laboratory at St. Petersburg has been
fit for ecating afier two years’ treat-
nient. The cost of 1)r€Se:"ving by my
system 200 Ib. of fish for twenty-eight
days would be from. 6d. to 8d. By the
uge of one of the liquids the fish
treated is “cooked” and ready for eat-
ing at the end of twelve or fiftean
days.”—Daily Mail.

To-Day’s News.

Special to Evening Telegram.
PARIS, To-day.
Some startling figures, given by De-
puty Andre Lefevre as to the financial
position of the Tripple Alliance com-
posed of Germany, Austria, Hungary,
and Italy, and the Triple Entente com-
posed of Britain, France and Russia,
in the course of his speech in favor of
three years service in the active army
for France. Germany is unable to af-
ford a long war. The banks of coun-
tries forming the Triple Alliance pos-
sess only $741,600,000 in gold with
$1,600,000 circulation, while those of
the Triple Entente posseess- $1,587,-
200,000 in their vaults with $2,600,000,-
000 circulation. Everything points to
Germany relying upon a sudden over-
whelming attack should war be neces-
sary, therefore, France must always
have a large army on the frontier.

A few days ago the Pelegram refer-
red to the fact that one of the -detec-
tives of the police force went to the
Southern Shore to investigate reports
as to wholesale smuggling on that part
of the shore between Bay BuMs and
Tor’s Cove. Since then the matter
seems to have been allowed to drop,
the detective is back and as far as
we are aware no action has been tak-
en by the powers that be to get after
the parties who have been defrauding
the revenue by the disposal of contra-
band.

The Future of
Boxing in Alberta.

Calgary, Alberta, June 1.—When
Luther McCarty fell to his death in a
boxing ring in Calgary, sent to eter-
nity by a chance blow delivered by
his opponent, Arthur Pelkey, the fu-
ture of professional boxing bouts fell
with him. By one unaimed blow the
art of fisticuffs in the Dominion was
struck a mortal wound, from which it
cannot recover. . A great wave of sen-
timent, with its source in Calgary, de-
manding that the laws regulating box-
ing bouts in the Dominion be reform-
ed immediately, is sweeping on to-
wards Ottawa, where the Parliament
is now in session. Ministers, reform-
ers and moralists are calling for the
complete elimination of professional
boxing bouts from the list of .egal
pastimes allowed in Canada, and even
the public, appalled by the tragedy
which brought the McCarty-Pelkey
bout here, Saturday afternoon, May
24, to such an unfortunate end, ap-
pears willing to see an end to profes-
sional exhibitions. :
. The affair will also furnish an in-
teresting precedent in Canadian law.
There has never been a case record-
ed in Canada where a boxer after kill-
ing his opponent stood trial for man-
slaughter. Arthur Pelkey is the first
to face the bar on that charge. With
him, Tommy Burns, former heavy-
weight champion of the world, who
promoted the bout, also arrested by
the authorities charged with man-
slaughter, must stand trial. Barris-
ters here, who have given the subject
their serious consideration, believe
that both Burns and Pelkey will be ac-
quitted by the jury trying the case, al-
though they admit there is just the
possibility of convictions.

The fatal ending of the bout may
have one result in which the sporting
world is vitally interested. By his
terrible victory, Arthur Pelkey, prac-
tically unknown to the world, stands
to-day as - the white heavyweight
champion of the world. But the thrill
of joy that was his when he came into
the championship was killed almost
at birth, for death robbed him of the
exaltation which he rightfully should
have felt and enjoyed.

Arthur Pelkey, the new champion,
may never fight again. He is to-day a
broken man, whose nerve has been
torn to shreds by the events of the
few preceding days. If he does decide
to enter the ring once again, when he
is through with the ugly business in
Calgary, there appears to be every
possibility that the recollection of the
one blow to McCarty’s chin will make
him an easy mark for opponents.
Pelkey declares he does not know
what he will do. He wants to defend
his title, but whether he will be able
to or not is a matter for the future to
decide,

New Trick .
0f Smugglers.

Mock Funeral in Which Coffin Con-
tained Saccharine.

Berlin, May 20.—Smugglers of sac-
charine, on which there is a high im-
port duty in Germany and a higher
one still in Austria, are ever inventing
new tricks to elude the authorities,
of which the public learns only when
the customs inspectors hit by acci-
dent upon the contraband.

A short time ago thé inhabitants of
a Bavarian village on the Swiss fron-
tier were amazed to see a modest fu-
neral processiofl, coffin, pall-bearers,
mourners and undertaker, all in order,
pass through the village with police-
men and inspectors acting apparently
as honorary escort. A halt was made
at the police station, the coffin was
opened, and from it was taken about
a hunpdred - pounds of saccharine,
which the smugglers had attempted to
introduce in this way.

At one of the railrggd stations in
Berlin, the other day, one of the
roomy furniture vans which in Europe
are filled with household goads, load-
ed on #@flat car and shipped to any de-
sired eity, was accidentally opened.
Rallroad employees were surprised to
find it loaded with broken furniture
of no value, As the car came from
Switzerland, the police were called in,
and a thorough examination for ille-
gal articles was made, but without
effect. Finally one of the policemen
noticed the unusual thickness of the
walls of the van, Investigation show-
ed a space two inches wide between
the side walls and a commodious se-
cret garret under the roof packed
solidly with saccharine. The same van
had made the trip between Schaff-
hausen and Berlin at least once be-

fore, accdrding to the pailroad re-
cords: The van and contents were
confiscated but the consignee disap-
peared.

Most of the saccharine smuggled in-
to Germany is destined for Austria,
the smugglers finding it much easier
to hoodwink the Austrian officials with
shipments from Germany than else-
where. Also the Austrian duty is
high.

A classic trick, now exposed and no
longer practised, was to send candles
to be blessed to the pilgrimage mon-
astery at Einsiedeln, in Switzerland,
after which they were exported to
Austria. Here they went, not to the
pious, but to a refinery, to be melted
up and the saccharine in them re-
moved. Both the monastery and the
customs were for months taken in by
this device.

Photography Frem Airships.

Chma Enters
Egg Business.

Will Transport Them in Modern Ca-
ses to Unmited States. ,

San Francisco, May 17.—In China
eggs are sold by the thousand. Ar-
rangements are now being made in
China to transport eggs in modern
cages to the United States.

Of the million dollars worth of
fresh and preserved eggs which Chi-
na now exports Hong Kong takes
about 40 per cent. but re-exports a
considerable portion thereof. The
Phillppine Islands in the fiscal yvear
1912 fmported from all Chinese ports
o total of 4,628,571 dozens of eggs in
natural form, valued by the cus-
toms authorities at $363,5626 gold
($0.0785 per dozen) f. o. b. Chinese
port.

Most of this trade is through Hong-
Kong, the eggs for the Philippines be-
ing shipped in the native baskets in
which they arrive trom the interior.
The Philippine duty of $1 per 220
pounds 18 not' only much lower than
the American ‘duty, but the rate by
the pound is more favorable to small
Chinese eggs thian the United States
rate by.the dozen. The shipments to
the Philippines are Increasing 10 and
12 per cent. annually,

While there I left my brig and
was made coxswain of a coble that
supplied Longstone .Lighthouse with
provisions. This was in 1839, and as
Grace’s great deed togk-place the pre-
vious year I was anxiolis to meet the
famous girl. On my first trip in the
coble I saw her standing at the light-
house door, but, although -I tried to
draw her attention, she got behind
the door. The next time I visited the
lighthouse I took .a _silk handkerchief
full of grapes and gave the lot to
She thanked
me, and we got on well. We walked
and sat about on the rocks, and one
day we paid a visit to Bamborough
to see the castle. As she had to re-
turn early to see to the lighthouse I
rowed her back.

“Grace was not handsome, but she
was passable, with dark eyes and hair
and a face bronzed by the sea air,
and conveying a sense of purity and
innocence that I have never beheld
in any other.  She wore very short
skirts and a dark blue Scotch cap,
which suited her well. She was as
good as any sailor, and could set a
sail or pull an oar with the best of
them.

What A Fisher-
man Has To Say.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—We read with interest
the able communication published in
vour issue of May 28th over the non
de plume “Vox Populi,” voicing the
sentiment of Placentia Bay on the
subject of railway extension.

Your correspondent very clearly
demonstrates the existing conditions
in this Bay, and leaves no doubt to
the reasonable mind that since we are
to provide from our natural resources
a means of livelihood, it is imperative
that we be given a chance to make
our living without the handicaps un-
der which we labor at present.

An illustration is provided by the
boat owner who orders the necessi-
ties for spring fishery from St. John’s,
awaiting the weekly trip of the bay
steamer and the week's delay in 8t.
John’s, and is frequently disappoint-
¢d in his third week of expectation
by freight being held over in trans-
portation. This delay means hun-
dreds of dollars to owners and crews
at the end of the voyage. The busi-
ness man who supplies for the fish-
ery, is even more affected since he
usually must make payments of
thirty or sixty days, and it often takes
him that length of time to be in pos-
session of goods ordered. It was with
the realization of these and similar
conditions that the fishermen and
business men of Placentia Bay peti-
tioned the Government for a branch
line of two miles terminating in Ar-
gentia (one of the finest harbors in
the world), which terminus would put
the fishermen within a few hours run
of the freight station, offer easy
means of getting the freight, and pro-
vide a safe harbor in any emergency.
To the business men of the bay, this
arrangement weould be most conveni-
ent, as quite a few have motor boats
for freight transportation. and as
compared with the present means of
waiting ‘Argyle’ with a-chance of not
getting freight, or of going to Pla-
centia, lying. in the roads there in
most uncertain position, or securing
safety by going in the Gut and wait-
ing wind and tide, and on account of
there being no Government wharf at
Placentia the fishermen, on arrival in
the harbor, are still a half mile from
freight depot and experience many
difficulties, and increased expense in
getting freight from station to boats
in the harbor.

Had a Government wharf been put
at Placentia, according to the promise
of the present Government, the par-
ticular matter of f{reight shipping
would prove the claim of the wharf
as a benefit to the bay fishermen; not
to sprak of its necessity to the west-
ern travelling public, whose landing
facilities at Placentia are to-day a
public disgrace.

The distance (two miles) certainly
cannct be brought forward as an ex-
cuse, when we remember that the
energetic meémber for Ferryland se-
curd for his constituents over one
hundred miles of railway on the Tre-
passey Branch in order to give the
Southern .Shore the benefit of rail-
way connection. Would that we had
a member loyal to the people who are
fortunate enough to be represented by
him, and independent enough to force
their demands.

Argentia can easily overlook the
aspect of our Placentia mneighbors
and put it down as a result of their
experience of the “bluffing” policy of
the Morris Government. They have
been “bridge bluffed” since the last
election, when F. J. Morris delivered
to them the Premier’'s message that
the bridge was a certainty. They
have been fooled about the public
wharf as all the country knows, and
they wait like the majority of this
bay the end of the foolery.

It would appear that the DMorris
Party are not awake to the fact that
“fooling the Bayman” hes ceased to
be the easy game of city politicians;
they have so long thought of him as
a class to be overpowered by the ap-
pearance of power, that he has had
ample time to be better educated, to
develop his reasoning powers, he has,
maybe, rubbed shoulders with other
countrymen, and he is no longer the
Bayman to be treated with an insult-
ing goodfellowship one year out of
every four, and to be ignored, avoided
and if necessary, kicked out, the re-
maining three years of a member’s
public life.

The voters of Placentia Bay have
proven their need of this two miles
they have called public
meetings, signed a petition of one
thousand men who largely represent
the intelligence. and influence of this
district, and since it”has been shown
in the House of Assembly that at any

time the Government are convinced

of the people’s'necessity of a like ex-
tension, they (the Government) have
power to order the contractor to ex-
tend a line without even the Act of
Parliament; we think that since the

.necessity and demand for this exten-
.sion is amply proven, that the Morris

Government have no ground. to stand

:fon in putting it aside.

You Placentia Bayman! = You are
the bone and sinew of this country,
from your class its ablest men ‘are

moduced we are conﬁdent that you
will let no Government ignore your
right, retard your progress and put
aside your thousand signatures, as if
your demand were the freak of fools.
