Lecture

On Train Ferry Service,

Mr. Ho C. Thomson lectured on the
Newfoundland Train-Ferry Service’ at
the Grenfell Hall last night. The
lecture was under the patronage  of
His Excellency the Governor and was
largely attended, amongst thoge pre-
sent being Mrs. Davidson, Major Da-
venport, Rt. Hon. Sir E. P. Morris,
Hons. W. C. Job, J. Harvey, Mcssrs.
C. P. Ayre, J. Fenelon, U. S. Consul
Benedict, Dr. Macpherson and ma'.hy
oth€r prominent citizens.

Mr. J. S. Munn, President of the
Board of Trade, introduced the lec-
curer, whose discourse lasted for over
two hours. In his opening remarks
Mr. Thomson described the train-fer-
ries in use on Lake Baikal and the
Great Lokes of America and also the
propos€d system between Bay of Is-
lands and Canso.

The lecturer went on to show that
such a service had been successfully
operated on Lake Michigan where
navigation is. extremely difficult.

The train ferries are thoroughly
seaworthy which has been proven by
their surviving the récent storms in
which so many vessels were lost on
the Great Lakes. The lecading steam-
ship companies are of the opinion
that the modern ferry could cross the
Atlantic with perfect safety. The
proposed boats would be built for
contending with ice, and would be of
much grester draught than those in
gineral use, 2nd would cost about
$500,500.

Two routes for the service are in
ccntemplation, one from Gra2en Bay tc
Bay of Islands and Gaspe, the oth2)
from Rantcm, T.B., to Southern Har-
bour, P.B., and thence to Louisburg
Of the two routes, the former is con-
gidered the better because of the geo-
graphical pcsition and its bencfit tc
the Empire, though the latter is mors
fessible and would only cost one-
fourth of the other system, or $1.-
000,000. The benefits accruing from
the proposed route are obvious, be-
cause of the many facilities offered
for transportation.

At the close His Excellency the
Governor proposed a vote of thanks
and in doing so dcalt at length witl
the advantages derived from the use
of train ferries elsewhere.

How New Zealand
Abandoned the Policy
of the Market-Place.

An Optimist’s Account of the Results
of the Social Policy of New Zealand
—Its Remarkable Land Policy.

A striking article on “The Social
Policy of New Zealand” appears in the
Colonial Journal, based on H. H.
Lusk’s new book on “Social Welfare
in New Zealand” (W. Heinemann,
6s.).

“New Zealand has led the way in
democracy, and its numerous eco-
ncmical innovations have becn care-
fully watched and largely imitated.
To-day the community is répresented
by its admirers as the first one that
has wventured to deny the conclusions
and disregard the teachings of com-
Its main object is to
secure that every member of the so-
ciety shall obtain a fair and full
share of the profits arising from his
exertions,

“The well-being of a nation,
Lusk writes demands wages suffi-
cient to support a man with 2 family
in reasonable comfort, and to leave a
margin beyond this sufficient to en-
able him by s¢lf-denial and e¢conomy
to improve his position, and provide
for the future. If in any trade these
esgentials cannot be provided, the su-
preme law of well-being demands
that it shall cease to be carried on in
the country.

A Challenge to the Soecial System.

“It is obvious that this standard o’
individual welfare raises a challeng-
to the usual social systemi. It con
flicts with the commercial gpirit, the
methods of individualism, and laisse
faire policy generally. In the pres
ant work it is claimed that it has

been no visionary ideal; not only i

the programme one reflecting & hig!

moral standard, but ‘it has resultec

in an' increase of individual well-be

ing for the people and of wealth fo

the nation that is wholly unprece

dented in the annals of history.

That would- be too
much to expect from any Anglo-Saxon
community. The original cause of the
process was simply debt.

“The necessity for offering induce-
uients to settlers became acute. There
was only one way of doing this, and
that was to open up the land more
freely. A large part of the available
' land was owmned in large estates, and
aeld up for speculative purposes, fre-
quently by English companies, which
~erce prepared to wait leisurely for
results. Two expedients were adopted
to foree such land into the market.”

“The first was a sliding scale of
taxation, under which holdings of
over five hundred aeres paid a land
tax which increased gradually until it
reached a total of five per cent. on
the market value of land in cstates of
mwore than fifty thousand acres.

“Secondly, there was a surtax
where the .owners had their head-
guarters outside the Colony.

“These taxes bemefitted the revenue,
hut as it tl}l‘lled out they did not have
the anticipated effect of bringing the
estates into the market. The owners
1eld out the belief that the value of
land would go up. The next step was
taken to break up ‘the large estates
vas to introduce a system of compul-
scry purchase.

“This is evident from a study of re-
lationship existing between the type
of beverages used and the resultant
degree of alcoholism. The moderate
drinker often utilzes a sweetened pro-

duct and is satisfied to indulge in
moderation. He assimilatcs boih
sugar and alcochol and his thirst is
stilled with less drink. The confirm-
ed alcoholic cares for no sugar and
absorbs greater quanities cf unsweei-
ened alcohol to satisfy kis bodily
economy.

The success or failure of the treai-
ment, according to its originator, de-
pends largely on the mentai and mo.-
al qualities of the patient. Those who
will not co-operate with tho physician
fail to gain much benefit, while the
intelligent class, who have sufficient
interest at stake to make tneir recov-
€ry a matter of importance, are very
generally improved or cured.

Substitute for Alcohel Necessary.

The report goes on 19 say that many
former systems of treating the drink
habit have failed because the alconol
was suddenly withdrawn and nothing
was substituted to satisfy the craving.
