It would appear that Rheims is
likely to share the fate of Louvain.
The Pope has protested -against - the
destruction of the beautiful Cathe-
dral, but military experts believe that
the Germans intend to raze the entire
city, on the plea that it is the centre
of a district of the highest strategic
value. Anyhow the Gérmans are in
great strength close to the city on
the north, while the. French . .occupy
heights to the south. The modern
Attila will pay as little attention,
doubtless, to the sanctity of the
scene and the beauties of the;sCathe-
dral and other historic monuments as
he did to Louvain. The French are
deoing their best to drive in a wedge
between Laon and Rheims, and they
occupy Craonne, a village midway be-
tween these towns.
drive in a wedge between the forces
of Von Kluck and Von Buelow and
by threatening a turning movement
on one or the other to force their re-
tirement. But the difficulties are al-
most insuperable. The Germans are
in great force in this district. They
are said to have 100,000 troops here
and it will be observed that Blucher
a.eentury -ago declared 25,000 men
could hold the platean against ~any
number.

The Loss of Officers.

As we foreshadowed:the silence of
the British War Bureau during the
past ten days portended that serious
fighting was going.on along the long
line of battle, and that in all pro-
bability the casuality lists would be
long. For a month past battlés have
been raging with but two or three
slight intermissions, and now the veil
has been lifted somewhat we  learn
that the small British force which has
been in the thick of the fight all the
time suffered severely. We are told

The western wedgo of the German
left has been thrust back about seven
miles during the -last forty eight
hours as a gequel to continuous fight-
ing. night and day. Both armies de-
spite the superhuman fatigues show
the Jutmest determination. mnot to:
yield an inch of ground withtut a ter-
rible struggle, but the fresher troops
at the disposal of the allied com-
manders has gradually forced the
Germans to recede. The Turcos are
adding daily to their record of daring
achievements. Last night in a costly
bayonet  encounter, they broke
through the German lines  without
firing more than a few shots, recap-
tured and brought back four field
guns which the French troops aban-
doned the previous days. They seem-
ed to disdain the murderous rifle and
machine gun fire poured into them, re-
fusing to listen to the officers who
tried to keep them under cover. Cold
steel again playcd a considerablc pari
in to-day’s battle of the enormous
hosts fighting along the Aisne, the
Oise and the Woevre. The most re-
markable point about the ¢ncounters
is that the trobps scarcely see each
other befare they actually come- to-
gether. The recklessness displayed
at the begining of hostilities with the
resultant carnage through machine
guns has almost disappeared. Every
movement attacking the ~ defending
troops is carried out with the utmost
caution - until the moment of actual
contact. The Germans have suffered
most in these engagements for the
French troops from Africa and the
British infantry are adepts with bay-
onets, and they wait warily in the
trenches until their -adversaries are
so close that a quick dash brings
them together. General Joffre who
is enjoying robust health holds his
hands at every phase of the battle.
Behind the firing line the Commander
of . the Allies conferg daily with the
Generals in charge of the varied allied
forces.  He hag created a feeling of
greatest confidence among the officers
and men by his absolute indifference
to political and other influences, and
by his desire to spare them sacrifices.

GENERAL BEYERS RESIGNS —
GENERAL SMUTS DEFENDS THE
GOYERNMENT’S ACTION.

LONDON, To-day.

Brigadier General Beyers, Com-
mandant General of the Union of
South Africa’s defense forces resign-
ed his post because of the disapprov-
al of the action of Great Britain in
sending commanders to conquer Ger-
man South West Africa. The Official
Press Bureau gave out the text of the
letter of resignation of Beyers and
the reply of General Smuts, Minister
Finance and 'Defense of the South
African  Union. Beyers ‘reminds
Smute that in August heé disapproved
of sending of Commanders of Forces
of Boer troops to conquer the Ger-
mans in South West Africa and ex-
presses surprise that Parliament con-
firmed the resolution of the Govern-
ment to conquer German territory
without any provocation to the Union
by Germans. He insists that the ma-
jority of Dutch people in the Union
disapprove of crossing the German
frontier. Beyers denies that Germans
invaded South Africa Union territory
and declares if they did, Dutch and
British would fight side by side in its
defense, and that he would gladly lead
them. General Smuts, in his reply
to the letter of resignation. says, that
all plans for the operations against
German Southwest Africa were made
in consultation with Beyers and that
‘his suggestions were largely carried
out. Your bitter attack' on Great
Britain, Smuts continues, not only is
entirely baseless but most unjust,
coming as it does in the midst of a
great war. Your. reference to bar-
barous acts during the South African
war cannot justify the criminal de-
vastation of Belgium and can only be
calculated to sew hatred and division
among the people of South Africa.
Smuts refers to the freedom given
South Africa by Great Britain, which
allows you to write a letter, for which
you would without doubt be liable in
the German Empire to the extreme
penalty. The Minister goes on to say
that the coast of South African Union
is threatened, that mail boats have
been held up, that her borders have
been invaded by Germans, and con-
cludes by declaring, ‘I cannot: con-
ceive of anything more fatal and hu-
militating than a life of loyaity in fair
weather and a policy of neutrality
and pro German in days of storm and

Twelve million men in arms, and
sixteen hundred million people look-
ing on. Twelve million men equin-
ped-to kill each other, and nobody has
the power to call halt.

Fifty days of war.
slsughter. Fifty days of strain upon
an already over-taxed, and heart-
broken humanity.

The
world’s trade half paralized, the
streams of traffic cut short, the
wheels of progress clogged, and the
heart of humanity pained and sicken-
ed.

The Empire
stronger than ever - before? Yes!
Greet results these we say. Great
victories these, and great the mcn
who won them. The men who 'won
them? But who are these? Where are
they?  Whose sons-were they? Grave
questiong thege, .and .in --our en-

and now thy bosom is rent with war.
Would that we could heal .thy wound,
pour in the oil that soothes thy
troubled heart. A Wilson offered to
adjust thy disputss, but his peace-
Offering was not accepted. ‘A world
is looking for a truce from the moth-
er of its eivilization, and Christendom
implores that such may soon come;
for all are convinced that bloed en-
ough has been shed, and.sorrow en-
ough caused.

We speak of  twelve 'millions * of
men, but it is not posible for us to
grasp what such a vast number really
means. It is beyond our mental
vision to understand the greatness of
such a number, or to array before us
such a host. And all these the most
perfect type of men, for every one of
them has had to pass a strict medical
examination. What a drain upon the
world? What a set back 'to our
twentith century morning and to its
high ideals.

Of this twelve million men it is es-
timated that about one half a million
have fallen in the fight to date. This
seems incredible, but if the reports
which daily reach us be anything like
correct then we - must accept - this
figure. We wonder at a heathen
Nero. Alas! our Christian Nero’s out-
do him at his worst. 3

It is recorded in lhixs.tory that when
Judas had betrayed his Master all hell
clapped its hands, and criéd out: “We

deavour ‘to answer.them. we Tecl ~fhat [thank thee O*Judas: " Weofferedworlds

the task cannot bte accomplished by
words only; but that deep- within the
heart the real answer to these facts
must be found.

Who are they? Whose sons were
they? These questions imply a past
as well as a present, and tell us that
some of them are not, for they have
fallen in the fight. Sons of our Em-
pire they were and sons of our Em-
pire they still remain, for their mem-
ory will long live, and their sacrifice
will not soon be forgetten. Unknown
may be their graves, and unmarked
the mound, or the trench, or the spot
where they lie, but within the heart
they still live. They cannot. bc for-
gotten: while England stands and
while British hearts throb. = Within
the sanctity of the home they will be
remembered, and deep down within
the unseén chamber of the heart’s af-
fection their memory will be treasur-
ed.

Ten thousand homcs gave them to
the Empire. Ten thousand mothers
loved them, and the nation’s great
heart enshrines them; and “being
dead they yet speak”, for by  their
bravery they procured for us the
bonds of peace which will follow the
noise of war. The price they paid
was their all. They could not give
more. Theirs was the endurmance
and the death, ours the fruits of what
tirey suffered. They dicd for the Em-
pire; ours will be to build the Empiré
greater and worthy of their name and
worthy of their fame. Only by such
bravery as they displayed could the
British Empire be established, and
only by the continuation of this same
spirit can her prestige be maintained
and her carcer perpetuated. Ours. is
the task, let us be worthy of the

trust and guard well the charter ‘of

our rights and the bulwark of our
liberties.

Twelve million men 2t war, and
Europe the scenc of action. O .Eu-
ropa! Thou seat of learning and cen-
#re of civilization, is this thy doom?
Has destiny decreed thee = further
bloodshed? What of thy cities and
thy people? What of the cathedrals

and thy Saints, thy chants and thy
anthemms? To ou r western world

thou hast 'sent the Gospel of peace,

to man to do what thou has done€, but
they would not.” If still those fallen
powers behold our world, if still they
“darken heaven” to pull men down, if
still they fight against the good of
mankind, and against the God of
Heaven, then they must have had an-
other shout, and they must have again
clapped their hands ard thanked the
Judas of the twentieth century for
his betrayal of the world’s pecace.

Star s Correspondent

Tells of Kitchener’s
Visit to France When
Enemy Threatened Havre.

(This letter from Mr. Hill is mark-
ed “letter seven.” As a matter of
fact, it is only the second The Star
has received. The others have’ been
held up by the French censor. The
contrast between the jubliant note of
Mr. Hill’s cable, printed above, dfter
his personal view of the German rout,
and this letter, written at the high
tide of German invasion,-is striking.)

Havre, France, September 1.—De-
spite the general falling back on the
cxtreme  left of the Allies, now at
Beauvais, L.a Fere and Compiegne,
the spirit of the British troops is
good.

This is the news brought ‘- down
from the firing line by the hundreds

of wounded who arrive here daily,

and are shipped back fo England on

the big white hospital ships.

The British resistance from the days
of Mons until the present time, when

they are holding a line from Beayvais
to Compiegne, has been magnificent.
So fierce was it that on Suanday and
Monday the Germans fell back 15
miles with British cavalry closely in
touch. But the French support was
again missing, and our men, aécord-
ing to the wounded who have arrived
here, had to take up another position
far to the south to prevent outflank-
ing.

Yesterday Lord Kitchener arrived
at Havre on H. M. S. Sentinel. He
went direct to Paris on a spccial train
that took the most southerly route
possible to avoid the parties of mar-
auding Germans who have even reach-
ed the banks of the Seine.

Early this morning the British Min-
ister of War arrived back, and, judg-
ing from the look on his face as he
stood on the bridge of the returning
cruiser, he obtained his own way while
at the French capital.

“I don’t think by the time this let-
ter arrives at Montreal it will be giv-
ing away the plans of campaign to
say that a tremendous  outflanking
movement, in which British, Russians
and Belgians will take part, is to be
started from the Belgian coast line,
probably Ostend, against the extended,
too sanguine and rapidly advancing

Germans.
TALKS TO RUSSIANS.

I understand from Belgian and Rus-
sian staff officers who have been here,
that fully a quarter of a million men,
outside of those who arec already tak-
ing the offensive with Antwerp as their
base, will launch themselves on the
rear of the German right and en-
deavour to cut off communication.

The main British base, so quickly
removed from here when the first Ger-
man bands appeared east of Rouen,
has already been established east of
St. Nazaire on the River Soire. This
will allow the British army to retire
via Orleans to the coast, until such
time as the Germans are compelled
to give up their forward movement
by threatened flanking, and by the
Russian advance to Berlin.

For several days we have been ex-

' pecting the Germans to enter

this
great port, but, although they have
been within a few miles, they have
not attempted to capture the city. Five
thousand British cavalry and several
regiments of French territorials re-
main, but.it is estimated that the Ger-
man force rapidly making its way to
the coast is quite 10,090 strong.

An example of how this force trav-

.| elled was furnished last night, when

a French sentry at Harfleur, but a few
miles up the Seine, challenged an au-
tomobile with five occupants. The

challenge was not heeded. Sho{s were

exchanged, but the car dashed wildly
on towards Havre. Two peaceful
countrymen, bringing in. vegetables,

(rove their heavy wagons side by side
as they gossiped. Into this barricade,

round a curve, dashed the car, It was
completely smashed, but pursuing
French soldiers found it well armed
with a machine gun, while underneath
the British uniforms of the injured
occupants were the grey green colors
of Prussian cavalry. All five are now
in jail here, but report has it that there
are scores more of these same cars
especially built for raiding ahead of
the mdin column.

SAW THE GERMANS.

Warly yesterday morning several
correspondents drove a car about 3¢
1miles northwest of Havre towards
Totes and Neufchatel. We wanted tc
see the Germans—and we ¢id. Ir‘a
long valley, miles away, we glimpsed
a great cloud of dust, and through
glasses we could see fifty or sixty
motor cars and sevgral squadrons of
Uhlans camping by the roadside inn,
which generally supplies the needs of
peaceful cyclists and motorists on the
main road to Paris. To the right,
about a mile away, ran the railway
line, the Etat route from Havre to the
French capital, but the policy of the
Germahs was not to touch this, as it
is guarded by reserve regiments of
French, and the whereabouts of the
German force would become known.

You could see the various units of
the enemy 'quite distinctly and now
and again a rifie barrel would flash
in the sunlight. They are moving for-
ward very slowly now. We expected
them at Havre at least by noonday,
but it seems as if they thought they
had got too far in their zeal, and were
halting for further advice. There is
no question but that they are getting
orders either from their main body al-
most fifty miles away, or that some-
one in this cosmopolitan seaport is
warning them that there will be Brit-
ish cavalry awaiting them until Sat-
urday, when the last of our stores will
be safely away.

It may be that they hesitate be-
cause there are thousands of United
States refugées, the last out from
Paris, in the town, and ‘a grey—but
grim—neutral cruiser,” the Tennessee,
is at the big dock flying the Stars and
Stripes.

TAKEN TO ENGLAND,

A special steamer took about five
hundred to Southampton: to-day; to-
night another boat will go, and to-
morrow the cruiser will take off the
remainder. The British are well cared
for. Hundreds of them are going by
every steamer to Southampton, pack-
ed on decks and even in lifeboats, but
more of the dapper little channel
packets keep arriving, and with the
last train from Paris to-night all will
be safely taken away.

As for the correspondents—there
are twelve of us remaining—we have
chartered a small tug and hope to
make a dash down the coast to the
new bast.

The Germans have not been kindly
to those of us they have caught, and
we will be glad when we are again
taken under the protecting wing of
the men in khaki.

Has Germany Made
A Huge Blunder.

London, $Sept. 17—A  Petrograd
special despatch to the Times says:—
“According to the latest informa-
tion available here the Germans real-

{oing the futility of the withdrawal

of eight army corps from their Wes-
tern front, are turning their first line
troops from East Prussia westward.

“Military writers here are still puz-
zled over the problem why Germany
should have made the blunder of
sending such an enormous army to
East Prussia, where it was bound to
remain either inactive, or make an
attempt to invade Russia with the al-
most complete certainty of sharing
the fate of the Austrian forces in Ga-
licia.

“The real explanation seems to be
that when half the population of East

Prussia stampeded before General
Rennekamps, carrying the panic to
Berlin, Germany felt compelled to

tranquilize the population by sending
a great army to the area occupied by
the Russians.”

German Warships

FIRED UPON EACH OTHER IN THE
BALTIC.

London, Sept. 18.—Telegraphing to
the Times its Petrograd correspond-
ent says:

“Reports of disaster to the German
fleet in the Baltie have been confirm-
ed by despatches received here which :
declare that German warships fired
upon each other. All rumors of en-
gagements with the Russian fleet in
the Baltic, however, are untrue. :

“The information reaching Petro-
grad is 'that a numerous flotilla, at-
tended by cruisers, while engaged in
hunting down passenger steamers,
mistook their own for the enemy’s
ships and engaged in a lively battle.
The number of vessels crippled is un-
known, but several cruisers entered
Kiel badly mauled and riddled and
carrying many wounded.”
