Last week one of the
greatest battles, ending in - perhaps
the greatest British victory in the war, |
took place on the Somme, but it would |
need an expert and 'one “ intimately
familiar with the locality to under-
stand from the bald official state-
ments what the exact nature and
value of the achievement was. We
have indirect' evidence in the obser-
vations from Berlin. They are be-
littling the British again, which is
good’proof that they have beén worst-
ed'by them and fear them more than
ever. Germany long ago told the
world that France was beaten; now
she is her only enemy worth while in
the West. Certainly she is worth
while, but she is not alone. We must
wait for the fuller reports of the Eng-
lish newspapers to learn the details
of the great advance that carried the
British line forward to Courcelette
and Morval.

A change may be 'remarked in the
course of the fighting on all fronts.
It may be due to the entry of Rou-
mania or to the appointment of Von
Hindenburg—probably there is a con-
néction between the two. But what-
ever the cause, it is .evident that the
British and French have been able to |
score striking successes in the West, !
while the enemy lines in the East have ;
been greatly stiffened. The latest re-
ports are a catalogue of gains for the
Central Powers in nearly all the
eastern theatres. The Russians have
been driven back with heavy losses
over the Stokhod River; they have
been repulsed near Halicz; the Rou-
manians have at last encountered
serious opposition and .sustained a
reverse in Transylvania; and Berlin

.claims further success in Dobrudja.

All these cannot be trifles or tempor-
ary set-backs. Evidently Hindenburg

has had his way and the eastern'!

armies have been reinforced. On the
other side, Monastir is threatened /by
the Serbians, who ‘continue to drive
the Bulgarians back, while there may

_ be something in the report (though it

comes from Athens) that the Aus-
trians are preparing to evacuate
Trieste.

1f there is a direct casual connection
betweén these two phenomena, it is
encouraging rather than otherwise to
the Allies, for it shows that Germany
has now reached the stage where she

cannot greatly bolster up one front
without causing a weakness, at once
apparent., in the other. The strategy

which she will adopt in the west is
becoming more and more the subject
of speculation. If a retirement: is
contemplated, there are few signs of

| it; Thiepval, the key to  the whole

Arras salient, is still defended with
the greatest tenacity. And German
psychology may be influencing Ger-
man strategy. Retreat in France
would be retreat before the hated
British, the last and greatest humilia-
tion to be . suffered. Moreover the
France that is held captive is a rich
treasyre-house, to be abandoned only
under pressure of the direst necessity.
It is likely, then, that when we hear
at last of this retirement it will be
because it is compélled, however Ber-
lin may advertise it to to the world.

It is gratifying to know that in the
great victory of last Wweek the -Cana-
dians played a prominent part. It

.must have been a refreshing change

from Ypres and sound sense wag be-
hind the order that transferred them
from defence to attack. There may
be a period of quiet, as usual, follow-
ing this activity, which when it is
broken we shall expect to be followed
by the capture of Combles and the
initiation at last of the direct assault
upon the defences of Peronne.

This torpor of Sarrail’s, which is,
of course, a torpor 'imposed upon him
by Joffre’s command, ‘is the present
mystery of the war. It is a political
torpor, just as the Bulgarian attack
on Greece, misinterpreted at first as
the beginning of a drive by the Allies,
was a political attack. The Franco-
British army at Salonika was held
while political negotiations went on,
and when the Russians and Italians
joined it political negotiations still
held them all. ' It was not because
they were not ready in a military
sense that they were not allowed to
move; to suppose that would be to
suppose that Rumania was allowed
to begin an attack in which her allies
were unready to support her, and thus
invite disaster. The Bulgarian attack
on QGreece, apparently a foolhardy
thing, was made because the Bulgari-
ans knew the Salonika army would
not or could not stop them. They in-
curred no danger of being crushed
The  Bulgarians knew the political
situation. They have apparently
counted on the continuance, for the
time, of this immunity, and attacked
Rumania. This was too much, and
the Allies haye stirred; but they
have stirred only enough to save Ru-
mania and not enough to bring on
the great battle of the Balkans.

Politics has been the Commander-
in-Chief in the Balkans, and is still.
The political game, however, must by
this time have been played nearly to
its end. 'The real Balkan campaign
must be in sight.—N. Y. Times.

CHARGES OF ESPIONAGE.

AMSTERDAM, Sept. 19.

According to a press despatch\fmm
Maastricht to-day sixty-two persons
have been placed on trial at Hasselt,
Belgium, on charges of espionage, of
whom 25 were condemfed to death on-
Friday last. It is rumored, the ad-
vices say, that these persons includ-
ing Goletvaux, Burgomaster of Na-
mur have already been executed.

ALLIES NOT SATISFIED.

NEW YORK, Sept. 19.

A News Agency despatch from Ath-
ens to-day say that Foreign Minister
Carapanos received congratulatory
visits from all diplomats at Athens,
except those of the Allies. This is the
first despatch to pass the Anglo-
French censorship at Athens, show-
ing that the Allies are not pleased
with the new Greek Foreign Minister.

GREEK PRISONERS.

ATHENS, Sept. 19.

Speaking ‘of the Greeks made pris-
oners at Kavala, Forward (corres-
pondent) says: Onl ythose are treat-
ed as prisoners who  surrendered to
the enemy. We know Premier Kalo-
goropoulos has taken steps with Ger-
many for the immediate return of our
soldiers with all their effects. If this
demand is not at once satisfied the
Government must consider the meas-
ures to be taken. King Constantine
is said not to be ignorant of the con-
tents of Forward’s article.
