The Premier’s
Resignation.

We understand . that the
Premier, Sir Edward Mor-
ris, has resigned his lead-
ership and seat in the

ernor will call upon the Acting Prem-
ier, Dr. Lloyd, to form a new ministry.
The intelligence will come as a sur-
prise’ to few. On the Premier’s part
his action is merely the logical con-
¢lusion of the events of the past year,
of whith he himself did so much to
shape the course. For long he has as-
sumed little share and evinced little
interest in the work of government,
absenting himself from the Colony for
long periods on one pretext and an-
other. Having adroitly shifted the
great burden and responsibility of the
war from the shoulders of the Gov-
ernment, where it properly belonged,
to those of private individuals, he di-
vested himself of the duty of lcader-
ship which was really his and con-
tented himself with that incident of
it which consisted in stepping into the
limelight whenever it reflected some-
thing of honour and credit upon him-
self. In the multifarious and extreme-
ly difficult war work of the country
he has had almost no practical part. Po-
Jitical necessity called him to St. John’s
last spring, a general election being, in
the normal course of things, imminent.
Knowing that he could no longer com-
mand a majority in the House, he suc-
ceeded in negotiating the coalition of
parties which has been self-dubbed a
National Government, and in postpon-
ing the election. How far the aims
and achievments of this conglomera-
tion have been national in effect and
character, the nation itself has suf-
ficiently seen. Thereafter the Prem-
ier's resignation became a matter of
time only. He has tendered it now be-
cause, 'to express it colloquially, the
game of politics has ceased to be a
winning one for him. That his action
is the part of wisdom, in a personal
regard, none will deny, but we could |
wish that the country had been spared
the humiliation of the manner in
which he has performed it. There is
no need for us to conjecture the popu-
lar verdict upon one who, invested
with the highest responsibility and
trust, evades the duties which it invol-
ves by the simple process of running
away from them, and finally lays it
down without having the courage, in
so doing, even to face those who re-
posed it in him.

Whether or not Dr. Lloyd will wish
or, find it possible to form a ministry
we do not know.

Evidence which would seem
to constitute a prima facie justification
of the charges is the property of
many. To date nothing of importance
has been done in the. matter, It
is - time something was. It is
the clear duty of the Government to
see that these ministers are cither
cxonerated or summarily dismissed
and otherwise decalt with as the case
demands. It is a matter for the fullest
public and judical investigation. There
has been enough whispering, hinting
and hole-and-corner procedure. In
the présent connection, we insist that
inclusion of any of these ministers in
the cabinet or in any other department
of the Government that must now -be
formed will be highly improper and
an outrage which the country will not
tolerate, unless and until the accusa-
tions in question are proved io be un-
founded.

There never was a more critical
period in the history of this country
than the present. We may quote Arch-
bishop Roche’s words, as we quoted
them once before, “Newfoundland now
requires the best administrative ability
the Colony possesses.” If Newfound-
land is to obtain that ability, it must
first become awake to the need. At
present it is sound asleep. The very
first thing it must realise is that it
must look for a leader, and the men
for him to have behind him, al:ogether
cutside the hot-bed of 'political cor-
ruption, selfishness and ‘incompetence
that passes for its present Govern-
ment.

Those foodstuffs are, to take
the two easily most important, flour
and meat. Now, taking the
country as a whole, it seems
plain to us that if we
reduce ‘the consumption of these
two foods to a minimum, we shall
have to replace them by others which
are on the whole more expensive, 80
that no ecenomy in price will be
achieved but the reverse. But this
increased price the country as a whole
ought to be able to afford. It is not
in any way a question of rich and
poor, but if it is made so, we are com-
pelled to say that far the greater duty
lies 'on the poor, and not the rich. For
to thousands of our poorer people
these - very. foods constitute = almost
their sole dietary. How much of the
total flour and meat supply of this
country is consumed in the “dinner
parties and afternoon teas” of the
rich? An infinitesimal portion. Let
them be cut out by all “means, but
very little will be gained by it. The
essence of the whole matter is this,
We have not got to save money, but
to save flour and meat. If we do not
do so, the whole country will go short,
desperately short, by next spring.
Consequently, ‘those persons = who
should pay . most heed to the
warning are those who use
the greatest proportions of
those commodities, and they are not
the “idle rich.” The most unintelli-
gent criticism of to-day's  menu i8
that which calls it a selfish one de-
signed for the well-to-do alone. If
that be.so, and if only the well-to-do
can follow it, it is plain that, in doing
so, they are saving the vital meat and
flour for their less fortunate breth-
ren, since the menu contains none.

Trotzky boasts, in an interview
with the Petrograd correspondent of
the Paris Matin, that “we are the sole
masters of Russia, and we will do
with her what we will.” For the time
being this is unquestionably true, and
what the Bolsheviki are trying to do
with Russia is to destroy both society
and civilization. As William English
Walling explained the Bolsheviki pro-
gramme in a letter printed in Sun-
day’s Times, “not immediate peace,
but immediate civil war” is its ob-
ject. Hence the ILenines and the
Trotzkys hasten to make peace with
the Kaiser in the belief that it will be
a means to fulfilment of their fanati-
cal campaign to reduce Russia to an-
archy preparatory tb reducing the
world to anarchy.

Russia’s Chaos—

What it

May Mean.

(By LOVAT FRASER, in the Daily
Mail.)

The Western Allies are slowly rea-
lising that at the best ~Russia  -can
furnish no really effective military
help for a long time to come.;; They
do not yet seem to be thinking of the
possiblé  consequences - of ' Russia’s
breakdown.

The military position of the Allies
must in any case be glavely affected,

but unless a strong agﬂ ordered SYS:,
tem of gmrnment can be evolved in

Russia within the neéxt “few months
the results of-the collapse will be
felt far beyond the fighting line.
Europe cannot be reconstructed on a
safe and sane basis if Russia falls to
pieces. Germany will have a chance
beyond her wildest dreams.

My own very definite view is that
tte chaos in Russia will continue.
Words will not make bread. The
dominating factor in Russia will soon
be, not Kerensky, nor Korniloff, nor
the Soviet, nor the Army, but—famine.

It is famine which will, I fear, ac-
centuate and prolong the present
chaos. The Revolution began with
the demand of the people for bread,
which was also the cry of the women
who marched to Versailles in 1789.
The statement is frequently made just
now that though there is little food
in the towns and cities of Russia there
must be plenty in the villages. I am
not so ‘sure, and even if Russia con-
tained ample stores of .food the ma-
chinery for distributing it on a fair
basis has failed. Michaelis evidently
knew what he. was talking about when
Le mentioned Russia in his speech to
the Reicheiz~ Committee recently. He
said nothi ¢ = _sct the Army or Riga.
He seems to .ave merely ©bserved, in
Lis concise and stoiid way:;“In Rus-
sia a grave economic crisis reigns.
Transport especially is @ota]ly inade-
quate.” ‘He was quite right, and it
was not necessary to say more.

We forget that even in normal times !

there has becn four or five famines in
large areas of Russia in the last thirty
years. The peasants have never been
accustomed to store enough grain to
last them all the year round. Me-
teorology docs not suffice to explain
Russian famines. Bad cultivation,
primitive implements, insufficient
manure, restricted rotation of crops
are all contributory causes. . It is also

tion in Russia is full of menace; and is
like a lunatic’s dream. The ¢ “au-
thorities” have for a long time been
printing rouble notes te the extent of
about five million pounds a day,
though the actual value of the: notes
does not equal their face value. They
have printed such masses of ' these
notes that they have run short of pa-
per, and to economise paper they are
said to be now: printmg no notes hav-
ing a lower face valué than about £25.
It sounds very easy and simple to
manufacture money in this way but
it means a terrific crash in the end.
Meanwhile one of the immediate re-
sults is an enormous inflation of
prices. >

The Soviet, or “Wodkmen’s and
Soldiers’ Council” in Petrograd, is
said to be drawing £70,000 a month
for the payment of the members of the
committee, very few .of whom are
soldiers, while hardly any are work-
men. They hold no official position
and are plundering the public funds,
although pacifist newspapers in Eng-
land tell us that the members of the
Soviet are the saviours of the country.
Many British taxpayers would like to
know whether they are still being tax-
ed to send money to Russia.

The essence of the military situation
ir Russia is that the Army has almost
ceased to have any fighting value. For
courage-and endurance the individual
Russian soldier will bear comparison
with any troops now in the field, but
discipline is the cement of armies,
and without it they become useless
mobs. The desertions in Russia have
been enormous. Swarms of peasant
scldiers have hurried back to their
villages to share in the division of
land which they were told was now
theirs for the taking. Those who re-
main under arms have been taught
not to obey their officers and think
they can do as they like. The com-
missaries and committees have ruin-
ed the remnants of the Russia Army.

General ‘Korniloff was no traitor,
but an honest and simple man who
tried to save Russia. Whatever is al-
leged against him, no one has suggest-
ed that he was trying to put the Ro-
manoffs back, and it is clear that in
the earlier stages of his movement,
which seems to have gone off at half-
cock, he was in close communication
with M. Kerensky. What is now hap-
pening in Russia is a struggle be-
tween M. Kerensky and the - Anar-
chists. It is quite on the cards that
we shall see an attempt to form an
Anarchist Government whichwill be
the negation of all good goverr_m‘)ent.

Russia, in short; is in a‘éute‘qt n-
tellectual dislocation, coupled with
administrative paralysis." We live in
an age of little men, and so far Rus-
sia has produced no big man g¢apable
of constructive statesmanship.  The
Cadet leaders proved to be academic
theorists who were unable to face the
test when suddenly. called upen to put
their political doctrines into practice..
They were elbowed aside, not by M.
Kerensky, but by the Anarchists. To
say ‘that ;the Aana.rchim do not re-
present the true Russia is to beg

If there is any break in the clouds
in' Russia, I cannot see it. In the

of soldiers who have 'lost their mili-
tary spig‘it, which can only be slowly
revived. In the background is the
spectre of famine. “We are far from
the hgih hopes with which the Revolu-
ticn'began. T believe in the future of
Russia. At a meeting many years ago
I heard the late Lord Salisbury growl
ocut, after his manner, that though
people were talking of the break-up
of China, he refused to belicve that
three hundred millions of tk2 most in-
dustrious people on earth could ever
become moribund. In the same way,
knowing something of the immense re-
sources of Russia, and having seen,
her territories from end to end, I feel
ccnfident of her high destinies. But
I also feel that she has a period of
terrible travail ahead, and that no
man can now estimate how long the
darkness and the confusion and the
weakness may endure.

It is just that period which may
grievously affect the Allied cause,
which is the cause of Russia also. The
time has come when our statesmen
and. our newspapers must stcp talking
treacle about the Russian Revolution, |
and must oonsider just exactly what
its unforeseen developments may
mean to the rest of the Allies.. This
war was being fought on two. main
fronts. One one of these two fronts
the enemy has suddenly won without
sfriking a.decisive blow. That 'is the
true and present meaning of the mili-
tary collapse of Russia. The Ger-
mans are too weak to take full ad-
vantage of their passive victory on
the Russia front, and until next
spring they are éimply holding the im-
mense areas they have won. How-
ever vigorously we strike them in the
west, we cannot make them disgorge
their eastern conquests.

A Europe in which the Western Al-
lies had won back their conquered
districts, but had perforce left Ger-
many to .seek compensation amid the
ruins of a broken and disunited Rus-
sia, would not be the Europe for
which we are fighting. I hold that we
must reconsider our strategy. With
or without Russia, it has become more
than ever incumbent upon the West-
ern Allies and the United States to
break the military power of Germany,
which they have not yet done.
