Moving the main
resolution, Colonel Grattan referred
to proposcd a-ranvements Sir Lam-
irg Evans, Secretary for War, sald
that watering down of the resolatin
would ultimately lead to tha distin-.
tegration of the Conservative Unionist
Party. “We must accept the Irish
conference as an accomplished fact,”
he said, “but it is a hopeless enter-
prise, unless one side or other is pra-
parced to sacrifice something.” Col-
onel Martin Archer Shea, seconding
the Grattan motion, said that as soon
as negotiations broke down, as they
surely would, the Conservatives
should leave the Coalition and set up
a Government which would really
govern the -country. “I am sick and
tired of a Government that is carry-
ing out a radical policy and is led
by a radical leader,” he said.

CONFERENCE
PROBLEMS.

The things to be done by the
Conference now in session at
Washington, the capital of the
United States of Ameriga, have
been defined by President Hard-
ing who called the representa-
tives of the Powers together:
(1.) The limitation of arma-

ments, naval and others,
which are a menace to the
peace of the world.
The discussion of Pacific
and Far Eastern questions.
To formulate proposals, to
control in the interests of
humanity, the new agen-
cies of warfare.
By a common understand-
ing with respect to Pacific
and Far Eastern problems
of unquestioned importance
to arrive at a solution,
through the Conference
that may serve to promote
enduring friendship among
the peoples.
In many quarters in the United
States there is an expressed be-
lief that war looms ominously
on the Asiatic horizon—a war
which soméd go so far as to say
would be so appalling in its
scope and consequences, that
even the world war would be
dwarfed by comparison. This
conflict would indubitably break
. out between United States and
Japan, and so delicate is the
existing sentiment of the two
countries that such a far-seeing
statesman as ‘Lord Lee declared
quite recently that the settle-
ment of the Eastern question

would brook no delay.

Thus the Washington Confer-
ence is a big'affair, the prime
question to be settled being that
of peace or strife for a large
part of the world. Discussion
without prejudice of the Pacific
and Far Eastern questions will
open the way to the avoidance
of the sword, and the more these
subjects are ventilated the more
will be the desire to adjust the
several differences in such a way
that will be satisfactory to the
Powers involved. Great Britain,
United States, France, Japan
and the Commonwealth of Aus-
tralia and New Zealand all have
interests in the Pacific, interests
-which all stand pledged to pro-
tect. Naturally those of Brit-
ain, her Dominions and. United
States are almost identical and
therefore a union of defence
could be formed. Japan’s ideas,
thowever,. are foreign to those of
|the Anglo-Saxons, and conse-
Wquently being racial, the whites
iof .the Pacific - possessions of
‘bot’# Britain and United States
have nothing in common with
Japan and resent the intrusion
of that Empire’s emigrants into
their islands and territories.
And thgt is the crux of. the
whole situation.: The Confer-
ence will have to—if possible—
smoothen out the difficulties and
adjust the position to a proper
level. The question of disarm-
ament is not so acute as that'd

'Save the Herring -
Industry.

From reliable sources we have been
informed that the foreign herring
market {8 bettér' this year than it has
been for the past two years. The New
York market is free of Newfoundland
herring of the Scotch style cure. The
supply must be obtained Lere. Most of
the buyers, however, say they will take
only large and medium. The question
therefore arises as to what we are
going to do with our  small herring,
the fact should not be lost sight of
that these fish are not small when
compared with others which find their
way into that and other markets. We
have conversed with a number of peo-
p'e on the subject and, some have ex-
pressed the opinion that the Govern-
ment should take steps to compel a
certain percentage of small hertring to
be purchased with the large and med-
fum. Whether, however, this would
be .feasible or advisable we are not at
this juncture prepared to say, but we
do believe that the standards of size
have been placed too high. And fur-
ther,  if the culling of our herring is
going to be continued, something
should be done to prevent the great
waste which is at present going on.
In some cases this season we have
seen as high as fifty per cent. of the
herring thrown out as unmarketable,
and the same happened last season.
No industry or natural resource can
stand such a strain indefinitely, and
unless some steps are taken to rem-
edy it, the time will come—and maybe,
is not far distant-—when this most
promising industry will become a
thing of the past.—Western Star—Ed-

Plants as Inventors.

—_—

One of the most fascinating and won-

derful scientific articles published re- |

cently is to be found in the Cornhill
Magazine, (October). It is of equal in-
terest to the lover of nature, the scien-
tist, the engineer and the religious
mind. It ig by Clara Boyle, and is
called “Plants as Inventors.”

Miss Boyle describes the marvellous
moving and swimming capacity of
those minute pirates of the deep, the
animal Flagellates, and advises naval
architects to study them and be wise.

‘““Many Flagellates, especially those
belonging to the Monrad group, are the
swiftest and most ravenous robbers
amongst the animalculae.

"Ope representative of this group is
Tetramitus costatus. Its shapc is not
known in naval architecture; when,
however, its proportions were enlarg-
ed to the scale of ‘the underwater part
of a ship’s hull, and shown to an ex-
pert, the latter declared that an the

It has been proved
i that all colloids are of a cellular, or

mind that the cell is the structural-

Coal Freight
Dropped One-Half.

Agccording-to captaln Critchell, of
the Newfoundland schooner James W.
Barkep, which arrived in port on Sat-
uzday, the schooner coal carrying
trade betweea this part and New-
foundland is abeut over for the season,
says the Sydnay Post of Nov, 14, The
last eargees for the anocient colony
are new being leaded here and few
sailing vessals will come to port for
eeal after thiy week, The James W.
Parker will take a cargo of coal for
Harbor Grace, Coal shipments by
schooner to Newfoundland this year
were about on a par to those of last
year. The year was not so success-
ful for schooner owners as freights
were only, half those of 1920. This
season,three and four dollars a ton
were paid for the transport of coal ta
the colony, the price depending upon
how far north the cargo was taken.

Freak Foods.

That we are far too conservative re-
garding our choice of foodstuffs 1is
evidenced by the varied selection con-
sumed by dwellers in other lands.
There seems to be a national prejudice
against certain articleg of diet, whicn,
if overcome, would lead to a more
abundant food supply for an ever-in-
creasing population.

{There is nothing wrong with grass-
hoppers if they were prepared in the
proper manner. If Scriptural evidence
counts for anything, they are a de-
lectable delicac , and permission was
granted by Moses to use them as an
article of food.

There are two families of these in-
sects, brown and green.. As Scripture
is not a cookery recipe book, we give
the following as the best method of
preparation:

Even Flies are Used.

The Brazilians are fond of an in-
sect that feeds on the palm-leaf.

In Chili and Peru one of the na-
tional dishes is composed of potatoes
and a Dbeetle-like insect called a
“chiche.” It is found in large num-
bergs under stones along the water-
courses.

Flies are not to be ignored in mak-
ing up a list of queer things people
eat. The blacks of Narringeri, in

Africa, dine upon the larvae of a com- .

mon fly, which they find under the
bark of certain trees.

It is astonishing the diversity of
substances in the catalogue of articles
of food. Nearly every species of
vertebrate animal is eaten by human
beings .somewhere or other.

In the Andaman Islands the eating
of a live rat is deemed a test of man-
hood, and no man- is permitted to
marry until he has accomplished this
feat. The Chinese are not alone in
being partial to dog cutlets, for the
Indians of the United States have
from time immemorial been fond of
this dish. :

Are we Too Faddy? -

A century ago the negroes of
Louisiana considered roast dog as
food for the gods.

There is much to be learned from

the ancients concerning foods and |

values. Meat, or animal flesh of all
kinds, was considered by the ancient
athletes as the prime nouriohment of
their musclgs and we find ¢amel
joints, roast dromedary, and donkey
pie their chief meat diet of the day.

General Pershing recently laid the
Congressional Medal on the bare tomb-
stone over the TUnknown Soldier’s
grave, but of course it will not remain
there. The question of the future treat-
ment of the grave is receiving the.care-
ful consideration of the Dean and
Chapter, 'and the appropriate disposi-
tion of the medal is a new problem
which, it is to be expected, the Abbey
atithorities will handle with distine-
tion.

Customs and

More and more are late autumn and
early winter weddings becoming popu-
lar, though many brides still prefer
the sunny days of summer. Indeed,
from the time of the Romans June has
been looked upon as the marrying
month, the same superstition as made

blessing of the Fates, however, the
marriage should take place about the
time of the full moon, but not on the
7th or 15th of the month, because these
two days were included among the
thirty-two unluckiest days of the year.
The choice of a date is further limited
by the belief in—

“Thursday for crosses,
Friday for losses,
Saturday no luck at all,”

but when once the date of the nuptials
has been fixed see that there is no
postponement, for this is a most un-
lucky omen.

The Church used to be very much
against early morning marriages, and
especially if the contracting parties
were negligent in their dress, believ-
ing that this was all arranged so that
a long time might be spent in the ale-
houses, for the celebration in which
places they were keeping their finery.
The clergy would not celebrate the
marriage ceremony after sunset, be-
cause often the crowd carried off the
bride or the groom and held her or him
to ransom.

Marriages of the May-and-December
type were most odious to the people,
and where the parties showed great
disparity in their ages they were fol-
lowed to the altar by groups of both
sexes beating tin cans, jingling bells,
and creating a fearful din. Even wid-
ows and widowers entering the bonds
of wedlock for a second time were
subject to the same noisy attentions.

I: is not in the power of man to choose
the weather for a Wedding, but “happy
is the bride that the sun shines on,”
which is also supposed to be true in
the converse. The bride must not wear
anything green, nor must she look in
the mirror at herseif in her bridal
dress. Iishe cannot refrain from grati-
fying her vanity, she should keep one
hand ungloved and to some extent she
will propitiate the gods, but she must
make a point of weeping on her wed-
ding day, otherwise the rest of her
life will be spent in tears.

In Sweden the bridegroom must not
stand at cross-roads, nor beside a clos-
ed gate, if he would escape ill-luck,
but lest he might inadvertently do so,
he sows in his clothing garlic and rose-
mary, while the bridesmaid carry bou-
quets of the same herbs in their hands,
and the bride herself carries pockets
full of bread, which she gives to the
poor people she sees on the way to the
church. In the Isle of Man salt takes
the place of bread, and in the Higi.-
lands of Scotland the evil influences
of witches used to be averted by the
bridegroom having no latchet or buckle
on his left shoe.

FRAUGHT WITH DANGER.

The journey to the church is fraught
with danger, because it is most un-
lucky to meet a monk, a priest, a dog,
cat, lizard or serpent, but quite the op-
posite if a spider, a frog, or a wolf
are encountered, or if the bride hears
a cat sneezing.

If the bride would ensure “having
the upper hand” of her partner she
must make a point of seeing him on
the bridal morning before he sees her,
or, failing that she must put her right
foot before the bridegroom’s when
they approach the altar.

The placing of the ring on the bride’s
finger in the actual ceremony is mere-
ly the mark of the completion of a con-
tract, so that there is really nothing

| extraordinary in the bestowal of a

similar sign.upon the bridegroom.
‘When the Anglo-Saxons Dbetrothed
their children the bridegroom gave a
pledge or, as it was called, a wedd to
his fiancee, and part of it consisted of
a ring, which he placed on one of the
fingers of her right hand, where it was
kept until the completion of the con-
tract, when it was transferred to 'the
left hand. ’

It was put on each finger in turn,
and then left on the fourth.

The ceremony over, the bridal party
must make sure that if it is necessary
to cross water they must go up-stream,
for if they go downwards someone will
drown. When they arrive at the house

first time his mother should welcome
thebrideby breaking on her a bannock
specially baked for the' occasion. And
when the party sits down to a repast
there must be an even number in it,
otherwise one will die before the year
is out.

When the bride sheds her hymeneal
gown her maids must throw away all
the pims, for if one even is left bad
luck will attend the match; and for
one of the maids to keep a pin in ask-
ing for spinsterhood.

In olden times the father of the
bride presented his son-in-law with
one of the bride’s shoes as a sign that:
the authority over her was now trans-’
ferred from the parental roof, and in
token thereof the young husband
struck her over the head witlrit. From
this has come the practice of throwing
old shoes at the couple as they drive
away, although in some parts of the
country the bride’s shoe is retained for
another ceremony.

After thesbridal pair have gone off
on their honeymoon the young ladies
of the party line up as for a race, and
the shoe is thrown as far as the throw-
er possibly can. The competitors there-
upon run and scramble for the covet-
ed token, which thus captured.signifies
who will next be led to the altar.

AFTER THE HONEYMOON.

On the return of the husband and
wife to their own house it used to be
customary for the man to place in a
purse or on a plate a goodly sum of
money which he presented to his bride
as sort of purchase money, and this
is a custom which to this day prevails
in some countries. It was modified to
some extent, however, five or six cen-
turies ago, inasmuch as the bride had
the privilege of asking as much of her
husband’s estate as she wished. One
can imagine the request of a greedy
wife and the consequent stormy mar-
ried life!

Until a few years ago a trace of this
prevailed in the North of England,
where the bridegroom carried with
him to the altar a quantity of money,
and when he said “With all my world-
ly goods I thee endow” he paid the
clergyman the required fee and hand-
ed the rest to one of the bridesmaids
on behalf of the bride.

As compensation for these bequests
to his wife the husband had the privil-
ege of chastising her, three blows of
the broomstick being regarded as suf-
ficient, and the stick being no longer
than the husband’s arm nor thicker
than his middle finger; but punishment
was not to be administered on the
head.

Washing the bridegroom’s feet in
sooty water containing an adhesive
solution is a practice that stil pre-
vails in country districts, where one of
the last to die out was ‘“creeling the
bridegroom.”

Early on the day after the marriage
the bridal party gathered at the house }
of the newly-wed pair, carrying with
them a creel .of stones. The husband
was brought to the door and saddled
with the basket. With it on his back he
had to run round the village, chased |
by men, women, and children. He dar-
ed not drop the burden until his wife |
came after him and kissed him- pub-
licly. In the case of a bashful wife, or
it she was a “sport,” he often had to
carry the load a good distance: before
he was allowed to drop it. The master
of ceremonies was the dast person in
the. village to join the band of bene-
dicts, and naturally he took steps to
ensure the custom being casried out
to the letter, as his predecessor had no
doubt done'in his case.—Glasgow Week-
ly Herald. )

The fishing at Middle Arm the past
week has been varied, the herring be-
ing on the move most of the time. Dur-
ing the middle of the week the best
fishing was off into the deep water, but
on Saturday the herring moved in-
shore and there was good fishing that
day between.Woman Cove and Penguin
Head, boats getting from twenty to

which ‘averaged fifty tubs each.

In Humber Arm there were not so
good catches ‘as the previous week.
The herring moved around the Arm
more. But most days some boats secur-
ed from ten to fifteen tubs. On Satur-,
day the fishing was light on the Bar,|
but halfway down the Arm those who
had gear set did fairly well. On the
whole, however, none of the packing
stations were over rushed, and it was|
quite easy to dispose of all the catches. ]

There are a couple of schooners in
Middle ‘Arm taking salt bulk cargoes.|

The price paid by the salt bulkers is;
$2 a barrel, but some of the packers
are paying $3 right straight along.
The season is advancing and present :
indications point that the “Scotch”
pack will not be so great as was hop-
ed - when the season began. Some pack-
ers hiave been hampered through scar-
city-of ‘salt, cargoes on'the way here
having been greatly delayed through:
storms and adverse winds. At one’
it * lookked - as
though there would be a scar-
city of barrels, but the arrival of
a few carloads somewhat relieyed the
situation for the time being. At the
present, however, some packers have
only two or three days’ supply, should
the fish show up any way plentiful.
