The Re-distri-
bufion Bill

The Re-distribution Bill which 
was introduced by the Prime 
Minister during yesterday’s ses­
sion of the House is in a word a 
measure which is intended to 
give to the people of the Colony 
their full rights and privileges 
as voters for the first time in 
its history. Many Governments 
promised to deal with this 
very important question, but the 
difficulties which faced them ap­
peared so insurmountable that 
it was invariably quietly drop­
ped from their programme, and 
in the meantime, so far as fair 
representation was concerned, 
matters were allowed to go from 
bad to worse.

In tackling this delicate prob­
lem the Government have shown 
courage. In the practical solu­
tion which they have submitted 
to the Legislature, they have, 
we believe, succeeded in finding 
a way out without making any 
alteration in the scale of repre­
sentation of the various de­
nominational bodies. They have 
so divided the districts as to 
make the individual vote of prac­
tically equal value throughout 
the Island, and by basing the 
whole plan ùpon the idea of one 
man to a district, they will have 
vested each member of the Gov­
ernment with an equal amount 
of responsibility in the Assem­
bly. It will further have the ef­
fect of making a thorough can­
vass far less strenuous, and far 
more effective, and it will enable 
members to keep in closer touch 
with their constituents.

Prior to any intimation of 
such a measure being under con­
sideration, we had dealt with 
this subject along lines not dis­
similar to those outlined in the 
bill, and the measure before us 
appears to be a thoroughly 
workable plan, and seems to 
meet the requirements most ad­
mirably. It has been brought 
down early in the session, and 
the members will therefore have 
time to become thoroughly 
familiar with it, and to bring to 
bear their wide knowledge of the 
country’s requirements into the 
discussion of the proposals. It is 
earnestly to be hoped, and we 
believe it is safe ta say, that the 
bill will be considered purely on 
its merits, and even if it does not 
meet with the personal views of 
a member, that he will sink his 
own feelings in the matter in 
order to give to the country a 
blessing for which it has long 
been praying.

Portia Icebound
The prevailing south and south 

west winds of the past week have 
driven in the Gulf ice on the South 
West coast, and as a result shipping 
on that part of the coast is at pres­
ent at a standstill.

To the Honourable the Supreme Court
The Petition of William J. Higgins, 

his Majesty’s Attorney General, hum­
bly sheweth as follows: —

1. The Dominion Co-operative Build­
ing Association. Ltd.; was on the 8th 
day of Jan., 1920 incorporated under 
the laws of Newfoundland with a 
capital of $2,000,000.00 divided into 
20,000 shares of $100.00 each.

2. The objects of the Company are 
to purchase, take on lease and acquire 
any lands and buildings in St. John’s, 
and any estate or interest in and any 
rights connected with any such lands 
and buildings.

3. No notice of the Head Office of 
the Company has been filed with the 
Registrar of Companies.

4. At a meeting of the directors of 
the Company held on the 9th day of 
Sept., 1920, the Hon. J. D. Ryan was 
elected President, and the Hon. John 
Anderson managing director and sec­
retary of the Company.

E. By Minute of the Executive Coun­
cil dated the 16th day of July, 1920, it 
was owlered that the Govt, give to the 
Royal Bank of Canada a guarantee 
tor the repayment to the said Bank of 
the sum of $25,000.00 advanced by the 
said Bank to the Company.

6. By minute of the Executive Coun­
cil, dated the 17th day of Sept, 1920, 
it wa# ordered that the Government 
give to the Royal Bank of Commerce 
a guarantee for the repayment to the 
said Bank of the further sum of $26,- 
000.00 advanced by the said Bank to 
the Company.

7. The Company did not repay to 
the said Royal Bank of Canada the 
said advances of $50.000.00 made by 
the said Bank to the Company, and 
under the said guarantee the Govern­
ment is liable to the said Bank in the 
said sum of $50,000.60 together with 
interest thereon amounting to $8762.09 
making a total of $58,762.06.

8. In each of the Minutes of the 
Executive Council hereinbefore refer­
red to it was directed that .the guar­
antee by the Government to the Royal 
Bank of Canada was to be made “sub­
ject to the condition that the Auditor 
General of the Colony ehall have the 
right to examine the hooks of the said 
Association in respect of the expendi­
ture of $25,000.00."

9. The Auditor General has made 
frequent applications to the managing 
director of the Company for a state­
ment of the accounts of the Company 
and other necessary information, and 
he has reported to me that the ac­
counts of the company are in such a 
chaotic condition that it is impossible 
to deal intelligently with them, that 
no cash account has been kept and 
that there is apparently no record 
kept of the disposition of the moneys 
received or for what or by whom they 
were paid, and that he has been un­
able to obtain a statement of the as­
sets of the Company.

10. I am informed and verily be­
lieve that the shareholders of the 
Company with one or two exceptions 
have been repaid by the Company the 
amounts paid by them to the Com­
pany in respect of shares in the Com­
pany subscribed by the said share­
holders.

11. By the Act 11 Geo. V. Cap. 5, en­
titled “An Act respecting the Domin­
ion Co-operative Building Association, 
Ltd./’ the Minister of Finance and 
Customs was authorized to pay to the 
Company during the term of twenty 
years from the first day of January, 
1920, any sum by which the net earn­
ings of the Company should be less 
than five .per centum on the paid up 
capital of the Company..

12. The Company is insolvent and 
unable to pay to the Government the 
amount of its said indebtedness.

13. There are assets of the Com­
pany which have not yet been realized 
and there are amounts due. to the 
Company by certain parties who have 
purchased from the' Company houses 
to be paid for under agreement on the 
instalment plan.

14. It is necessary and expedient 
that the Company be wound up.

Your Petitioner therefore humbly 
prays (1) that this Honourable Court 
may order that the Company be 
wound up by the Court; (2) that such 
other order may be made In the prem­
ises as to the Court may seem meet.

And your Petitioner as in duty 
bound will ever pray, etc.

The Missionary
Centenary of the x 

Methodist Church
On the 25th August, 1824, the first 

Canadian Methodist Conference was 
organised and three days later the 
Missionary Society of the Conference 
was brought into being. At that time 
the Church comprised about twelve 
thousand people; now the number is 
one hundred and fifty thousand; the 
income in the first year ^Fthe Society 
was $144.00; now the income is $1,- 
200,000.00. The history of the one hun­
dred years to 1924 is one of heroic en­
deavour. Our early Missionaries suf­
fered privation and hardship but with 
steadfast purpose, like the Missionaries 
of other Churches, laboured for the 
uplift of the widely scattered people. 
Romance and’ poetry and faith And 
high resolve are to be found in the 
story of the one hundred years. The 
Methodist Church, upon the eve of en­
trance into the larger United Church, 
celebrates the victories won for the 
Kingdom of Christ. The motto of the 
Centenary Celebration is “To the Glory’- 
of God.” It is realized that God alone 
could haVê done this Wondrous work 
and the human agencies were the 
humble, willing instruments of His 
purpose. This celebration is not for 
the glorification of the Methodist 
Church, nor for the praise of the noble 
men and women who gave their lives 
so freely to this work; but for the 
praise and glory of Him who is the 
Head of the Church, through Whom 
atone this work could have been done.

In St. John’s during the months of 
January and February the Pastors of 
the Methodist Churches have been 
preaching, at intervals, sermons deal­
ing with the work of the past 100 years 
of Missionary endeavour. On Sunday 
next, 8th March, Missionary Anniver­
saries will be held in Cochrane and 
Wesley Churches. On the Sunday fol­
lowing, similar services in Gower and 
George Street Churches. Methodism is 
a connexion and a brotherhood and 
these phases will be emphasised by 
the special attendance of these con­
gregations at the Anniversaries. Thus 
these Services will bring together the 
members of different congregations. 
On Wednesday evening, March 18th, 
in Gower Street Church, there will be 
held a mass meeting made up of the 
congregations of the four city Meth­
odist Churches. A united Choir will 
lead the singing and the meeting will 
be one of thanksgiving and inspira­
tion. On the following Sunday, March 
22nd, each Church will make special 
mention of the Centenary Certificates. 
These will be used in connection with 
the registration of every Methodist 
whose name will he inscribed on the 
Roll which will be deposited in the 
Archives in Toronto. The fee for this 
registration is $1.00 for each person. 
This will be the last Methodist regis­
tration in British North America, and 
every Methodist man, woman and child 
should be registered.

The respective congregations will, 
during the last weeks of Lent, be led 
to meditate upon the sufferings and 
agony which Our Lord endured in His 
work for the salvation of the world. 
Then will colne the glorious festival 
of Easter and the triumph over death 
leading all to look forward to the time 
when the Kingdoms of this world shall 
be come the Kingdoms of Our Lord 
and Christ and He shall reign for ever 
and ever.

WHATS FRESH IN 1935Î

(The New Wembley.
Wembley, by this time, is a house­

hold word the whole world over. It 
stands in the eyes of the British Em­
pire for a great concerted effort to 
tell the world what the British Em­
pire’is. It stands in the eyes of the 
rest of the world for a definite attempt 
on the part of the British Empire, the 
first made by any nation or group of 
nations since the end of the war, to 
start afresh the slow-moving wheel» 
of commerce.

Wembley in 1924 did much to fulfil 
the aims with which it was started. 
But much yet remains to be done. That 
is the reason for the holding of the 
new Exhibition this year, an Exhib­
ition with all the attractions of the 
old Exhibition and many fresh one» 
of its own.

OBJECTS.
The objects of the British Empire 

Exhibition, 1925, may be briefly sum­
marized as follows : —-

education begun in 1924.

2. To show the people of the home 
country the almst illimitable poasib- 
I'ties of the Empire Overseas.

in the new Exhibition practically

The British Government 
will again be at home in the concrete 
pavilion guarded by six concrete lion». 
Home industries will be displayed in 
the Pajaee of Industry and Palace of 
Engineering and in numerous smaller 
pavilions and kiosks throughout, the

grounds. The Art of the Empire will 
find a home in the Palace of Art». 
The Stadium will be the scene of num­
erous athletic events and spectacular 
displays, and the Amusements Park 
will again attract the attention of the 
young and the frivolous.

What will be the chief attractions of 
the British Empire Exhibition of 1925? 
Into the details of the contents of the 
various overseas pavilions it is un­
necessary at the moment to go. Suffice 
it is to say that the Dominions and 
Colonies are all entering into the 
spirit of tfie Exhibition in the same 
enthusiastic way as they did last year. 
All are preparing fresh displays and 
a healthy spirit of rivalry prevails 
among their organisers. They mean 
to go one better than last year, and 
each, it possible, intends to outdo li's 
colleagues.
BRITISH GOVERNMENT PAVILION.

Let us consider in turn the various 
sections of the Home Country’s dis­
play, starting with the British Gov­
ernment Pavilion.

Those responsible for the British 
Government Pavilion are in no way 
behind their colleagues from Overseas 
in their desire to improve their last 
year's show. In spite of the eulogies 
which were showered on the British 
Government Pavilion last year, its or­
ganizers have made up their minds 
quite definitely to go one better than 
before.

The purpose of the Government 
Pavilion and the displays it is to 
house will, of course, be the same. 
That purpose is to explain to the vis­
itor to Wembley the manifold activi­
ties of the various Government De­
partments represented there. This 
year, however, the contents of the 
British Government Pavilion will lie 
much more spectacular than they 
were last year. The entire building 
Is being redecorated, and it will to 
all intents and purposes present an 
entirely new appearance when the 
Exhibition opens In May.

The large map of the world which 
faces the visitor on his entry into the 
British Government Pavilion and 
which shows model ships passing on 
their way along the various lines of 
communncatlon throughut the Em­
pire, is being entirely reconstructed, 
and, in the process, greatly Improved.

It will be almost entirely transparent 
this year, and, by an ingenious ar­
rangement of lights under the sur­
face, it will be possible to show in 
bright colors those parts of the world 
which go to make up the British Em­
pire, giving a more vivid effect than 
was possible last year.

ZEEBRUGGE.
The Admiralty Theatre, which last 

year-ihoused "The Storming of Zee­
brugge,” will again be one of the at­
tractions of the Pavilion. Various new 

i episodes have been rehearsed, but it 
is by no means improbable that popu­
lar demand will Insist on a reproduc­
tion of “The Storming of Zeebrugge,” 
which last year was performed to 
packed houses throughout the whole 
course of the Exhibition, and was seen 
by over 700,000 people.

A considerable portion of the ground 
floor -of the Government Pavilion is 

( being given up this year to what will 
undoubtedly be a fascinating display 
by the Ministry of Health. In it will 
be shown the history and development 
of the various means by which the 
spread of disease has been combated 
thrughout the ages. The display will 
open with a reproduction of the very 
early and primitive methods of heal­
ing known to the alchemist in the 
Middle Ages, and by means of models 
the story will be brought right up to 
the present day, which will be repre- 

: sen ted by e complete modern operat- 
| lng theatre. A medieval alchemist’s 
I kitchen, equipped in every respect 
with the actual crucibles and retorts 
with which the wtee men of old com­
pounded their lotions and eltxlri, will 
be reproduced.
