CONTINUED.
It is reported that coal Is to be had 

about 90 miles from Fort Garry, or about 
25 miles from the Portage, on the Aseina- 
boine river, but some with whom I con­
versed about the matter say that it I» 
shale and not bituminous coal. This 
matter ought to be properly enquired 
into, and the nature and quality of the 
mineral tested, as if it turned out to be 
coal it would make greatly up for the 
shortness of wood, and give encourage­
ment to the erection of foundries and 
introduction of machinery, which is much 
needed in the country. I visited along 
with ex-Governor Spence a boat he had 
brought within nine or ten miles of the 
Portage, on Lake Mlnatoba, with a cargo 
of fine salt he had manufactured at tne 
salt springs 230 miles up the lake. He 
stated that he had to dig only fourteen 
feet, and that he had manufactured one 
bushel of 56 lbe. of salt from 35 to 40 
gallons of brine. Salt had been previ­
ously sold In the Settlement from twelve 
to sixteen shillings sterling per bush­
el, or from $3 to $4 Canada money. 
Money til over the Settlement is counted 
in the British fashion in nounds, shillings 
and pence. Governor Spence informed 

. that half way np the lake, at a place 
named Fairfield, three thousand while 
fish had been speared in one night last 
September. Fish of excellent quality 
abound everywhere! in the lakes and 
rivers. The Hudson Bay Company, so 
far as I could learn, seem to have little 
or no control over any section of the 
country any more than other traders as 
far as carrying out the law or manage­
ment of the territory is concerned, except 
in the old Selkirk claim, which is assum­
ed to extend 50 miles each way from 
Fort Garry. The American free traders, 
as they are called, trade and barter up to 
the very gates of the Company’s posts.

When 1 lett flour was selling at $7 per 
hundred, whilst last year it could be 
bought for $3, and there was every ap­
pearance of it being higher, and compara­
tively scarce in the country. A few ot the 
English and Scotch settlers, and their de­
scendants—mostly half-breeds—who are 
of a more industrious class than the 
French half-breeds, may have enough by 
them to supply all their own wants and 
those of their families, but it is quite out 
of their power to aid or support their 
numerous and less provident neighbours 
of French or Indian origin, who nearly 
til depend more on the chase than on 
farming for a living. On our way going 
in we saw quite a number of halfrbreed 
houses, as they are called, all deserted, 
as the inmates—both old and young, 
male and female—having no prospect of 
a crop, had .gone west to the hunt. But 
alas, in tins also they were doomed to 

; be disappointed, for on our return we 
met quite a number of them coming back 
with all their carts empty. A good many 
of them came out part of the way with 
us to the United States, to try and get a 
living for themselves and families during 
winter. Some of them even then were so 
destitute that we had to give them sup­
plies to support themselves and their lit­
tle ones. On entering the Settlement 
you first come upon these French half- 
breeds, who live very close to each other 
on the river—only about five or ten 
chains apart. This gives them all accers 
to the river, but their lots have no breadth 
and stretch away back from its banks. It 
is the same all along the Settlement in 
Red River and Assinaboine. In most 
cases, with the exception of their bits of 
ploughed land, their improvements are 
far from being extensive. Most of them 
have from about 10 to 15 acres under cul­
tivation. Their buildings are generally 
small, and thatched with grass or straw. 
The French half-breeds do not depend e® 
much on their farms for a living, but 
rather on the chase, which makes it at 
the present day very uncertain, as the 
buffalo is getting scarce, and receding 
farther west every year. Their more- 
canny neighbours the Scotch and y 
lish. and their descendants, are more 
settled and industrione, and work morw 
on their farms, consequently they are»

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WHELAN—HIS CRIME and TRIAL.
The pitch of wickedness to which 

a man must have attained before he 
«an deliberately take the life of a fel­
low-being is something that those not 
skilled in the deep mysteries of ini­
quity cannot pretend to understand. 
A premeditated murder is committed 
not once, but often. The horrible 
conception takes shape in the mind, 
the details are settled, and in fiendish 
fancy the deed is committed over and 
over again long before its physical 
perpetration. It is this which ren­
ders murder, as the word is techni­
cally understood, peculiarly revolting, 
brands the murderer as the worst of 
his race, and consigns his body to the 
hangman. Between the man who, in 
a fever of passion, deals a death blow, 
and him who hunts down his victim 
as silently and relentlessly aà a Thug, 
there is as much difference as between 
light and darkness. It is the inten­
tion, not the act, that gives shade and 
character to the crime.

Compared with some other coun­
tries, deliberate murder may be. said 
to be of rare occurrence in Canada. 
The assassin here does not, for a few 
small coins, plunge his dagger in the 
heart of another man’s enemy as he 
does in Italy and Spain, and it is be­
cause we are unfamili^rized with such 
crimes, and do not intend to be, that 
when murder is perpetrated we mark 
it with our strongest detestation, and 

^$ake the heaviest vengeance on the 
criminal.

That the assassination oi Mr. Me* 
G ee was worthy of a Thug—one of a 
race of professional murderers—can­
not be denied. With a fierce deter­
mination Whelan followed him from 
one place to another, a pistol in his 
pocket and murder in his heart, and 
his step was never stayed nor his re­
solution shaken by one emotion of. ;- 
lenting pity. Even after the bloody 
deed was accomplished his mind seems 
to have been a stranger to these feel­
ings of remorse, which in all but the 
most obdurate criminals, and some­
times in them, too, succeed the perpe­
tration of the highest crime on the 
calendar. Here, indeed, is the true 
type of a murderer. How often in 
sleeping visions, how often in waking 
fancy had he presented his pistol at 
the head of his unarmed victim, and 
sent the bullet on its fatal mission ? 
How many are there, even among as­
sassins, who would not pause for a 
moment when baulked in a first at­
tempt on the life of their victim, as 
Whelan was when he visited Mr. Mc­
Gee’s house on New Year’s night ? 
Yet we do not find that he was in the 
least diverted from his purpose by the 
incident, or that any feeling of super 
stition, which often has appalling ter­
rors for such men, had any effect upon 
him.

We speak positively of Whelan as 
the murderer, because he has been le­
gally pronounced to be such, and the 
verdict, guilty, has not been rendered 
with precipitancy or partiality. The 
trial is the most remarkable in the 
annals of Canadian courts of justice, 
and the result accords with the popu­
lar feeling of the country. When Mr. 
McGee lay dead in his gore at the 
door of his boarding house, there 
seemed but a slight probability that 
his murderer would ever be discover­
ed, so quickly had he vanished, and 
so faint, for a time, were the traces of 
the direction he had taken. He 
thought no human eye had witnessed 
his crime, and that in his case there 
would be an exce, tion to the proverb, 
"murder will out.” But there is 
very little room for doubting 
the testimony of Lacroix. He may 
be a simple-minded Frenchman, but 
had he been a Dickens pourtraying 
an individual like Whelan he could 
not have mentioned an incident more 
in keeping with the character of his 
creation than the oath of the murderer 
when he struck himself against the 
post. This was far too fine an inven - 
tion for such a person as Lacroix ; it 
must have happened beneath his no­
tice. Then there was the other very 
singular circumstance of Whelan’s ac 
tions and looks being noted as he sat 
in the gallery by a stranger, who that 
night made an entry of his observa­
tions in his diary before he beard any­
thing of the murder. Then there 
were his fearful threats,expressed with 
curses, his conversation with Doyle, 
the validity of which was not affected 
by the attempts of counsel to throw 
discredit on the witnesses, there was 
the pistol found in his possession, one 
barrel of which had been recently re­
loaded,and there were his ditties sung 
or recited in his cell, in which he ex­
pressed his joy at hearing of the 
death of the traitor D’Arcy McGee. 
All these facts were given to the pub­
lic shortly after the murder, and at 
that time, as well as when more re

the deed,” was the man who had ac­
tually done it. Hie conduct since his 
incarceration hae not been calculated 
to weaken the belief ; he has acted 
out his true character of a blasphe­
mous hardened ruffian. In abort, 
from what was at first mere suspicion 
has grown a circle of oireumstanoes 
that rapidly and surely converged 
until it closed on the prisoner and left 
him no hope of escape. Justice will 
be satisfied, and the popular demand 
for a victim appeased when he swings 
from the scaffold.

With regard to the defence little 
needs be said. The counsel were the 
cleverest of the land, and they made 
the best of a bad case. The array of 
testimony against the accused was all 
they had to contend with ; they did 
not complain of prejudices against 
their client ; they even paid a high 
compliment to the fairness with which 
the prosecution was conducted, but 
they could not save a man whom di­
rect, and a perfect chain of circum­
stantial,evidence pointed out distinct­
ly ns a murderer.

Whelan’s protestations of innocence 
after the trial he bas had, will avail 
him but little, and in ranking them 
he will be but wasting the time he 
should devote to a very momentous 
concern—that of preparing for the 
fate which inevitably awaits him.
