Dams and Bridges Carried Away.

GREAT DESTRUCTION OF PROPERTY.

A very heavy thunder storm occur­
red here last (Sunday) night, and for 
some hours a steady rain, accompanied by 
loud thunder and vivid flashes of light­
ning poured down. The water in the 
Speed this, morning rose to an unpre­
cedented height, and swept almost 
everything before it.

moment or two, the apparently impreg 
nable rampart, consisting of crib work, 
stones and earth, was swept away, and 
carried down with the flood. Previous to 
this the water was fast covering the gar­
dens in front of Mr. Davidson’s and Mr. 
.Melvin’s houses, and at one time was 
within an inch or two of Mr. Davidson’s 
door. As soon however as the dam was 
carried away the water fell, and the 
stream swept on as though no obstruction 
had kept it back. Mr. .Mian’s service 
bridges between his mills and the distil­
lery were in danger of being carried 
away, but were, held in their places by 
heavy stones being laid on them. The 
force of the water has however under­
mined the corner of the distillery facing 
the stream, but It is likely no more dam­
age will be done in that quarter. Pre­
vious to the dam being carried away the 
water flowed over the roadway, For the 
present the bridge is impassable-for teams 
till an examination be made as to its 
strength and the stability of the piers cn 
which it rests.

The bridge leading from the railway 
station to the York road was also swept 
away about the same time, and travel for 
the present on that road has been stop­
ped. Among other dams carried away 
which we have heard of, are Mickle's, at 
the saw mill near the Elora road, and 
Armstrong’s dam, Guelph Township. 
Among the bridges, are Armstrong’s near 
his dam, the bridge below Goldie’s mills, 
the bridge lately erected across the Speed 
at Shortreed’s, Guelph Township, togeth­
er with a number of smaller bridges in 
the township. Fortunately the bridges 
across the Dundas road, at Gow’s factory 
and Wells’ bridge remain uninjured, 
though portions of the road at the latter 
place have been washed away. We hear 
that the storm has done a great deal of 
damage up the couutry, of which we will 
learn the particulars in a day or two.

The damage done to the millers in 
Guelph and neighborhood will be very 
heavy. Goldie’s dam is the only one 
which has remained untouched. Messrs. 
Allan and _ Armstrong will be heavy 
losers, not only on account of the cost 
of buildiug new dams, but from the loss 
they will sustain in being obliged to let 
their mills lie idle till they can put in 
new dams. »

It was reported that the dam at Pipe’s 
(late Goldie’s mills), was carried away 
about ten o’clock, but from information 
received just before going to press, we 
believe the report is not true. We hope 
it may be so.

Most of the bridges on the Elora and 
Fergus roads, between Guelph and these 
two places, have been carried away.— 
Travellers coming down this morning 
report that the bridges near Hirst's Ho­
tel, and another one between that and 
Thorpville are gone ; also the bridges at 
Card’s farm, another near the first toll- 
gate on the Fergus road, and still ano­
ther nearer Fergus. At ten o’clock 
to-day, though the river was very 
high in Elora, and some of the 
houses inundated, no farther damage 
had been done. We also hear Chat the 
flood was high in Fergus, but as yet no 
damage has been reported. Above these 
places several bridges have been carried 
away, for the stages which should have 
been here to day had to take circuitous, 
routes, and have not yet reached town.

During the prevalence of the storm 
on Sunday night, a five year old blood 
mare, belonging to Mr. Geo. Patterson, 
was struck by the lightning and killed. 
A large portion of the roof of the stable 
—which is situated opposite Sallows’ 
blacksmith shop—was torn off by the 
lightning. The animal was a valuable 
one worth about $250.

Montgomery vs. Woutley. — This 
was an action brought by plaintiff to re­
cover damages alleged to have been sus­
tained through defendant’s selling plain­
tiff^ brother six pounds of turnip seed.

Goldie’s dam is the only one 
which has remained untouched. Messrs. 
Allan and Armstrong will be heavy 
losers, not only on account of the cost 
of building new dams, but from the loss 
they will sustain in being obliged to let 
their mills lie idle till they can. put iu 
new dams.

THE IRISH CHURCH BILL.
The debate in the House of Com­

mons on the Irish Church Bill was re­
sumed on Friday night.

Mr. Disraeli moved to.omit the fol­
lowing clause from the Bill :—“ On 
and after the first day of January, 
1871 j. the said union created by Act of 
Parliament between the Churches of 
England and Ireland, shall be dissolv­
ed, and the said Church of Ireland 
hereinafter referred to as said Church, 
shall cease to be established by law.” 
Mr. Disraeli supported his proposition 
in a speech of considerable length, 
contending that the above clause de­
stroyed the supremacy of the Crown, 
and placed the Church at a disadvan-
**%ir Robert P. Collier and Sir Roun 
del Palmer, spoke in oppositioti to 
the amendment. Mr. Gladstone also 
made a speech against the amendment. 
He traversed the statement made by 
Mr. Disraeli. He thought, notwith­
standing this clause, the supremacy 
of the Crown would continue to exist, 
but in an altered form. . If this amend­
ment were successful it would abso­
lutely destroy the Bill. The union

«f the Churches would continue, but 
hat union must not bo enforced by 
Parliamentary bonds.
Mr. Disraeli replied. He admitted 

that his intention was to aim a mortal 
blow at the Bill ; but if the motion 
Were accepted, the Government could 
still continue their disendowment pol­
icy. At length the House divided on 
Mr. Disraeli’s motion as follows—for, 
221 ; against, 344; Government ma­
jority,. 123. The result was received 
with tremendous cheers by the Liber­
als.

The Vacancies in tiie Cabi­
net : — The Globes Ottawa corres­
pondent says The negotiations for 
filling up the vacant seats will be at 
once reopened. The Tory party is 
very sullen over the matter. As re-

erds the Reform party, if any mem- 
r chooses to go into the Cabinet, it 
will only make a defection of the vote 
of the individual, and' is of trifling 

Importance, except as a matter of prin­
ciple. It is perfectly clear that the 
Ministry, which has really no heavy 
support in either chamber, will weak­
en itself by filling up " the vacancies. 
Only one or two of the half-a-dozen 
aspirants in the Tory party can get a 
Cabinet office. The rejected members 
will not be very enthusiastic support­
ers, the more especially as many of 
them have been expecting one for 
years.”

A Sheffield paper tells a strange 
Story respecting a Ritualist curate in 
a small town thirteen or fourteen miles 
from Sheffield. The curate is said 
to have resolved to simulate the death, 
burial and resurrection of the Saviour, 
and ordered a coflin to be made for 
him by Good Friday, expressing his 
intention to entomb himself from tfiat 
day until Easter Sunday. The coffin 
was made of plain deal, with handles 
of rope, and was sent to the Curate's 
lodgings, and placed in his study, but 
before the day of entombment arrived 
the Vicar heard of the affair, and the 
coffin was destroyed by his orders, 
much to the grief of the curate.

CHAPTER XXL
«S TRIAL—À VERDICT OP GUILTT—CONDEMNED 

TO DEATH.
Some difficulty and a good deal of delay 

took place in the choosing of the jury, as the 
prisoner’s counsel used his right of challenge 
to the full, his object being to exclude those 
Who resided in the Strath or its immediate 
neighborhood, and who might be expected 
to entertain prejudice against the prisoner, 
▲t length, however, the full number was 
made up, and the trial began.

The chief witness, and one whose appear­
ance was looked for with absorbing interest, 
was the young gipsy who had been an un­
noticed witness of the crime, and through 
whom it had come to light. He had not been 
seen by anv of them since the memorable 
day at the Falcon’s Clench, but it was under- 
stood that he and ,tbe other gipsy, his com­
panion, had taken up their abode in an old 
shieling among the hills. The older man— 
Will Sanderson, as they knew his name to 
be—had been among the first to enter the 
Court room that morning, and they saw him 
now in a comer in lull sight of the bar,where 
be regarded the prisoner from the moment 
of his entrance with a look of strange vindic­
tive satisfaction. His gleaming eyes, as he 
kept them fastened on Lynedoch’s lace, were 
expressive at once of passionate hate and 
savage joy, while those Of all the rest—bent, 
too, m the same direction—indicated a fear­
ful fascination and horror.

A prisoner cn trial for his life is a man al­
ready separated from all his kind, and looked 
npon with feelings which are at once pecu­
liar and intense. His crime and its possible 
consequences remove him from the sphere 
of social humanity, and make him an object 
of wonder and awe, mixed with partial pity 
eid detestation. Those who look npon him 
try to realise his feelings, but feel that they 
cannot ; and this very feeling produces the 
idea we have named, that he is now away 
from the sphere of human experience^-at 
least of common human experience. Mur­
der is perhaps the only crime which isolates 
its pepetrator so completely. Lesser viola­
tions of the law do not remove their authors 
perpetually out of society, but reason and 
instinct rebel so powerfully against the atro­
city of murder that the man who commits It 
is no longer looked upon as human.

And yet his human relationship is recog­
nised in the intense interest with which a 
murder trial is watched and followed. The 
awful issues of life and death which wait 
npon it make it, as much as the crime and 
criminal, a thing of dread fascination, thus 
bringing out a confession that, alter all, the 
man who has become a murderer is of like 
passions with the rest of mankind. And 
what is more awful to think of, that the ca-

8ability of murder lies in every one, though, 
lank God, it is only in a few that the slum­
bering demon is roused to reveal himself.
A strange thrill, simultaneous and uni­

versal like an electric shock, ran through the 
Court, when the young gipsy appeared in the 
witness-box. It was his face, his features, 
that produced it—these having such a start­
ling resemblance to the prisoner. The dark 
eyes, the coal-black hair, the dun complex­
ion, the shaggy eyebrows, the' formation of 
lips and chin, and the general expression of 
face, presented a likeness to Lynedoch Sin­
clair which struck every one at a glance, and 
made them wonder exceedingly Those who 
first saw him on the Falcon’s Clcuch had a 
dim notion that his countenance was not al­
together strange to them ; but at that time 
they could not tell why. Now, however, 
with Lynedoch before them for comparison, 
they were'Rt no loss to understand the rea­
son, and could only stare in wonder at the 
einglar resemblance which they could not 
but imagine was a chance one.

This feeling, however speedily gave place 
to the ihterest produced by the lad’s evi­
dence. Coolly, minutely, and in language 
every syllable of which told fearfully against 
the prisoner, he described the scene of which 
he had been the solitary ana unobserved 
witness—the arivn! of the Baronet in the 
plateau, the stealthy and tiger-like coming 
of Lynedoch, the con versation between the 
cousins, the struggle, the .final act of mur­
der, and the^rushing away of the murderer, 
like another Cain, when the fearful deed was 
done. And ever as he told his damning 
story his eyes would turn on the prisoner, 
whose death knell he was, ringing, with a

Stance of eager animosity, as if rejoicing i 
le power of.his testimony to send him to th 

scaffold.
And, oh, the exulting look on the fao** 

Will Sanderson os he eagerly listened to the 
fluency and completeness of his companion’s 
tale, and saw the blanching of Lynedoch Sin­
clair’s face as the words of the speaker seal­
ed more and more his doom. Every one 
within the crowded Court felt that this was 
the evidence which would condemn the pris­
oner, and Lynedoch’s counsel set himself by 
a severe cross-examination to shake it. First 
he sought to destroy the credibility of the wit­
ness by making out that he was a wander­
ing vagabond, and belonged to a race of law­
less, semi-barbarous, people ; bût as the jury 
and the people in the Court knew as much 
about the gipsies as the learned lawyer did, 
they were well able to judge whether the 
testimony was not trustworthy bet 
had been given,by a gipsy.

Waterloo Assizes.—At the Waterloo 
Assises Hiram Fceeeh was Indicted for 
an assault with intent to commit rape. 
There was a second count for common 
assault. The prosecutrix, a respectable 
middle aged woman, a widow residing in 
the village of Hespeler,gave her evidence 
in a most creditable manner, proved an 
indecent assault and a most vigorous de­
fence on her part. There was no doubt 
as to the prisoner having assaulted her, 
but as he desisted from his attempt upon 
her strenuously objecting to it, the jury 
seemed to think that he.did not intend to 
commit the crime in case of resistance, 
and found him guilty only of a common 
assault. After a seven rebuke from the 
Judge, he was sentenced to three months 
in gaol at hard labor.

How it Works.—The Stratford Bea­
con illustrates the beautiful working of 
the amalgamation of the Buffalo & Lake 
Huron Railway with the Grand Trunk as 
follows:—Two weeks ago a miller In 
Stratford sold 500 barrels of flour to a 
gentleman in Quebec for shipment to St. 
Johns, New Brunswick, provided the 
freight rate was the same as the tariff 
from Brantford. That is $1.05 per barrel ; 
but the Company declined to carry flour 
from Stratford at a less figure than $1.10, 
although to reach its destination, flour 
from Brantford had to be conveyed via 
Stratford, making a difference in favor of 
this place of nearly forty miles. We 
thus have to pay five cents more for being
