NOMINATION OF CANDIDATES.
The nomination of eandidates to re-
P the Centre Riding of Wellingtopn
in the Dpminion Parlisment took place at
Fergus, on Thursday, iti the Drill Shed.
Mr, Sheriff Grange acted ss Retarning
Officer. The time fixed for the nomin-
ation was between noon and two o'clock.
During this time the friends of Mr.
James Ross and Dr, Orton nominated
these two gentlemen according fo.the
form pregoribed by the new election law.
At the expiry of the two hours, the Re.
turning Officer read out thenames of the
eandidates, and announcel that Mr,
Ross had authorized Mr. Charles Allan,
and Dr, Orton had authorized Mr, James
Muir to be their agents. The Returning
Officer then read over the list of the poll-
ing places, when his dutes ceased, and
after three oheors had been given for him
he retired.

A meeting was then otganized in the
same place, which by this time was near-
ly filled, about 500 being preseat, many
no doubt being attracted by the promise
of a speech from Mr. Blake. Mr.Matth
Anderson, Reeve of F\ 8, WAS appoi
ed ohairman, who stated that it had been
agreed to give each of the candidates or
their friends an hour and a half in which
to speak. After that, as it was Dr, Or-
ton’s meeting he or his friends would
have the right to reply.

Dr. Orton then came forward, and was
received with cheers by his friends. He
said that this was the third . time
within two years and five months that he
was before them as a candidate. He need
not go into details as to the causes which
led to this election. He complained that
the protest which led to his being un-
seated, was more in the shape of perse-
cution. A protest would have been-right
angd proper had his opponents been free
from faunlts. But they used the same
corrupt means as was proved against
his friends. The protest, therefore, was
malicious,.and was not ealeulated to
advance the public good. He could have
brought evidence that his opponents
spent three times as mwuch in the last
election as his friends dia, The Reform
party in the Riding were indignant that
the protest had been pushed to the ex-
treme, and in conse quence a large num-
ber would vote for him. He characteriz.

test as spitefal spirits, Mr, McKim be-
ing the pringipal.

istence. The case is this. A trial was
made with differént kinds of rape-seed in
square plois. - The giound was full’ of
thistles, and it was thought that the
rape-seed would not have a fair trial.
But it had, aud a8 it grew the thistles
vanished, faded, grew grey, and dried up
as soon a8 the rape leaves began to tonch
them. Qther trials were then made in
flower pots and garden beds, and always
the thistle bed to give in, and was alto-
getber annibilated, whether the plants
were old and fully developed or young
and tender. No doubt this is owing to
the greater impetuosity of the rape ; but
it is sarious, a8 the thistle is so much
tronger rooted, and its de-
siceation does not set in until it has been
actually touched by the ‘leaves of the
rape. Eleotricity mast be the seoret. At
all-events, this plant and white mustard
are the best remedies agains$ thistles,
when drilliog and such-like things can-
not be applied. )
