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SMASHED INTO ATOMS,

TWO GRAND TRUNK FREIGHTS COLLIDE
NEAR PORT HOPBE.

————

T wo Engines and Fourteen Cars Destroyed
One Brakeman Fatally Injured—Loss
$200,000. '

Port Hovs, July 6,—A terrific collision
occurred just east of the Port Hope viaduct
about 6 o'clock this morning between two
fr ight traine, one bound east,with Graham,
eugiaeer, and Willoughby, fireman, and one
going west, Baird, engineer, and Clay, fire-
man. The west bound train, being a reg-
uiar one, had the right of way. When the
train from the west arrived at Port Hope,
the conductor pulled up for orders, He
was handed an order cancelling the regular
train, thus giving him the right of way to
Cobourg, to which he pushed through the
heavy fog. As he reached - the heaviest
part of the down grade, he saw the loco-
motive of the other train fut turning the
curve south of the toll-gate, and he
whistled for brakes, but the grade and
the loaded cars were too much to make any
possible difference in the speed of his train,
At the same moment the engineer
from fhe east observed the train ahead,
but he had just got on the fullest
head of steam 80 as to ascend the grade, As
a collision was unavoidable the engineers
prepared to save themselves by jumping or
running back over the cars; those who
jumped escaped without injury,  Fireman
Clay ramn to the third car and jumped,
spraining his shoulder. Porter, a Belleville
brakeman, was the most seriously huit,
how seriously the doctor is yet unable to
say, but fears a fatal result. The locomo-
tives came together with a fearful crash,
were thrown up in the air and then tumbled
to the south side of the track. Not less
than eleven or twelve freight cars were des=
troyed., Half of them at least are smashed
into splinters. The locomotives were des-
troyed completely, The track is torn up
for about & dozen car lengths, ties being
broken into splioters and rails twisted out
of shape, The damage ¢annot be covered
with less than $200,000, snd will probably
exceed that sum,

The news was telegraphed to Toronto,
and a gang of men was immediately de-
np.toho«f to the scene of the wreck, The
morning passenger trains were delayed sev-
eral hours but the afternoon trains ran nearly
on time, the men having removed the debris
and repaired the track in quick time, The
cause of the collision is said to rest with the
operator at Fort Hope, but nothing definite-
ly could be ascertained on this matter pend-
ing an official investigation,

A Bank Officer From Turin Arrested ot
New York.

New York, July 6,—A cablegram was
received by the Italian consul general in
this city from Turin, ordering him to arrest
Pietro Edoardo Martiningo, clerk of the

$160,000 and fled to this country on the
steamer Bolivia, which arrived Wednesday,
Martiningo was arrested and confessed.

He turned over
between two and a half and three millions
some months, He kept his account at the
Federal, But helost money of late in the
Chicago deal. He lost, too, perhaps, in
Federal when he held it up.  But that he
could stand these losses was the opinion of
all his friends and of Mr. Strathy, the man-
ager; and had that officer been here the
events of Thursday would not have hap.

provisions, ' In England, at latest advices,
‘harvest prospects wete bighly favorable,
heavy arrivals of wheat from abroad were
coming in, beyond present needs of the
"hiarket, ‘and prices were falling, The stocks
'ul"\.rh«:dt' in Liverpool on the lst instant
w re 4,500,000 ceat:ils, or more thanfoar
times the quantity on the same date last
yoar, The stocks of flour were 340,000
s cks, being more than double those of a

Those who want to make a ““boom” in
wheat will scarcely find a basis for it in
Fngland, we, fancy. Nor are boom prose
pects any better on tlis :ile the water,
The Montreal Gezette, a japer that keeps
t:ack of the situation pretty carefuily in its
commercial columms, says that accounts res
ceived tell of splendid weather recently for
the crops throughout the Northwest, with
an improvement of fully fifty per cent. in
harvest prospects, Further, it is now an
ascertained fact, and beyond all question,
that there is a very large amount of last
year's grain still in farmers’ hands in the
States, and in Canada too, in proportion, it
may safely be added, All this, however,
does not seem to make the loaf of bread s
cent cheaper,

The downward tendency of wholesale
pricas is seen also in meat and provisions,
Last week witnessed the greatest tumble in
beef . known in England for some time,
Vilues went down 1} cent to 2 cents per
pound, or from $15 to $20 on the one beast,
As to the prospests for pork and lard, let
us quote again from the Gazette :

It is pretty certain there will be no dearth of hog
products in Canada for some time, as we learn upon
good authority that more than one firm in Chicago
have been selling large quantities of pork and laid,
not only in our principal cities but at some of the
intarior points, I¢ is safe to say that the deliveries
of western pork in Canada will be liberal from this
out. We were informed yesterday of a round lot of
lard shipped by a Chicage house to a rﬂy here,
against which a draft has been drawn, although it is
said to be purely optioval on his part whether or
not he takes it up when the goods arrive. 1t is also
stated that in all probability the lard wi lgo
store and be held here for account of the Chicagzo
shipper. It would af r by this that some of our
western {riends find it convenient to do a little
fi fering at times by pushing the product into
the dominion,”

According to the best accounts from New
York, Montreal and other important ship-
ping points, stocks of butter are rapidly
accumulating in the hands of farmers,
dairymen, jobbers and speculators’ with the
certainty that some day soon the pressure
of fresh, new butter upon the market will
force the old and too long kept stuff down
to the price of grease. But so far butter
still sells high over the counter in Toronto
at all events,

It may be said that something like this
was talked of last year, but did not come,
There is a reply to this, The year 1881 was
a very poor year for grain and grass and
consequently for beef cattle, hogs and
butter, especially in the western states,
The year 1882 was a good year for all these,
bat much of its abundance was taken merely
to fill up the gap caused by the deficiency
of 1881. But now that tLke old gap has
been filled up, present abundance and the
prospects of a second good year begin to
tell powerfally upon the markets, Another
circumstance—the collspse of the Chicago
lard corner and the failare of all recent at-
tempts to ‘‘boom” either wheat or pork,
show that there is no ring of speculators
etrong enouzh to kecp up prices in the face
ot actual abundance, hoth in Europe and
America, The great failure of McGeoch in
Chicago, and the lesser one of; Hodg-
ins in Montresl, are having an effect on the
provision market which is almost incalcul-
able,

Now, our. word to retailers is this. It
may be that they are really selling as cheap-
ly as they can afford to do, on the basis of
the prices they have to psy to commission
dealers and jobbers, If so, it is time for
them to ““brace up,” and firmly to intimate
to" these parties that wholesale prices are
down, and that the public insist upon hav-
ing the benefit of the tall. The facts are
most unquestionably as we have above
stated; nobody in the trade will venture to
deny them, ; Just to obviate denial, we have
quoted from good authority. We hope to
see Toronto retailers have the nerve to insist
upon 'getting their supplies at the low
wholesale prices of the present time instead
of the high prices which have passed away.
And it may strengthen their backbone in
this respect if their customers make s little
mora pressing and particular inquiry as to
the very considerable fall in the wholesale
prices of most necessaries of life which has-
recently taken place,

AN IMPURTANT JUDGMENT.

The liability of solicitors has recently re-
ceived a mnew illustration. A Toronto
solicitor, Mr, Caston, advised a client, Mr,
Shaw, to register a declaration of his in-
tention, on the death of his father, a lunatio,
to claim certain property in Torouto, and
proceed to attempt to make his title thereto
good. An action was brought to compel the
removal of the instrument from the register.
VicerChancellor . Proudfoot decided that
Shaw had no interest in the property; that

, thé instrument mast be removed from the
regisver, and decreed damages against both
solicitor and client, Against the ngiltur,‘
who had beeh included among the deten-
dants, he dismissed the bill with costs, re-
marking that that functionary had done s
wise thing in registering a doubtful docu-
ment, Last week the court of queen’s
bench on re-hearing gave nominal damages
ngainst all the defendants, Shaw jand Cas-
ton, solicitor and client, to pay the plaintif’s
gosts and the registrar to pay his own costs

SiR : The eourage and fidelity with which

But it Mr, Dent were a
unitarian, an agnostic, or a tritheist, or a
polytheist, or an unbelievcr in theism of any
kind, what has that to do with his fitness
for the position of librarian ¢ If in purely
literary appointments religious persecution
is to be added to political intrigue, there is
likely to be something more rotten in the
state of Canada than there ever was in
Hamlet's Denmark, It is to be hoped
that Mr, Bain will be able to deny the ru-
mors now current as to his attack on Mr,
Dent, otherwise the force of public opinicn
must cause the annulment of the late ap-
pointment, This matter is far too import-
ant to be left unventilated; and when such
s master of style as R. W. Phipps, as wellss
the other able writers who discuss the libra-
rarian question in to-day’s issue of The
World, sie so evidently in earnest in insist-
ance on the sppointment being reconsd-
ered or recalled, it is probable that even
aldermanic jobb%mny find itself rebuked.

Remote Causes that Produce Paivful
Resutts Explained,

The following synovsis of a lecture deliv: {¥reatme

ered by Dr, Horace R. Hamilton hsfore the
New York society for the promotion of
science, contains 8o much that is timely and
important that it can be read with bolh in-
terest and profit : i ;
There is probably no suhject of moidern
times that has caused and is causing greater
attention than the origin of A tornsdoes.
Scientists have studied it for the benefit of
humanity; men have investigated it for the
welfare of their families, 1t has been a
vexed subject long considered, snd through
all this investigation the cyclone has swept
across the land carrying' destruction to
scientists as well as to the innocent. dwell-
ers in its track. One thing, however, is
certain ; the cause of the cyclone must be
sought fur away from the whirling body of
wind itsell,  Its ,results are powerful;
its cause must also be powerful.  Let us
therefore consider a few facts, Firat, the
appearance of a cyclone is invariably pre-
caded by dark spots upon the face of the
sun, These spots, indicating & distarbed
condition of the solar regions, 'necessarily
affect the atmosphere of our earth, An
unnsual generation of heat in one part of
the atmosphere is certain to cause a partial
vacuum in another portion, Air must rush
in to fill this vacuum, Hence the disturb.

ances—hence the cyolone, Thistheory finds
additional confirmation in the fact that tor-
padoes come during the day and not at
night, The dark spots upon the surface of
the sun, whatever they may be, seem to
cause great commotion in the atmosphere
of the world, and it is almost certain that
the extremely wet westher of the present
season can be accounted for on precisely
this bisie, Is it reasonable to suppose
that the marvelous effect of the sun upon
vegetation and life in general shall be less
than upon the atmosphere itself through
which its rays come? The cause is remote,
but the effect is here,

¢ The Health of the Province.

_Bronchitis is steadily though slowly re-
ceding, and tonsillitis’' and influenza are low
in degree of prevalence, Neuralgia and
rheumatism maintain much of the same po-
sitton ‘as during last week, Amongst fevers
there is a noticesble advance, Thus inter-
mittent prevails in five districts, while both
typho-malarial and enteric (typhoid) appear
each in one district amongst the six most
prevalent diseases, The effect of warm,
moist weather in developing malaria could
not be better seen than by the week’s re-
ports, in which intermittent has advanced
per saltum from 6 7 last week to 9.2 per
cent. of the total namber of diseases report-
ed. Amongst the contagious zymotics all,
with the exception of whooping cough, have
markedly receded. Measles hes notably de-
creased in prevalence. The fatal ravages of
diptheria are, however, marked here and
there, sad cases of sudden deaths from this
cause being reported.
