‘The building of the Cana-
dian lock, which must be hurried on; now that
Unole Sam is bent oun retaliation, will cause
the development of the Canadian city to be
harried on too. The talk is that the Sault is
bound to be a most important point, and to
hold its importance tly as & crossing-
place, which suggests how far-sighted. Sir
George Stephen and Sir Donald Smith proved
themselves when they managed to get control
of it, with very powerful .competition against
them. - The full importance of this acquisition
of theirs does'not yet appear ; in fact people
are only just beginning to see what a * big
thing* ‘these hard-headed north country
Beotchmen have got hold of at the Sault.

Let no one imagine, however. that ships are
shortly to become superfluous things, and
that soon after this the railway. will be suffi-
ceut for the needs of iuland - commerce.
Below Niagara Falls, lake commerce looks
small comparatively; but a look ahead over
the upper lakes is fitted to give you expanded
views of what these vast unsalted seas really
wre, and of the large commercial importance
they must consinue to retain. Nothing to
be seen on Lake Ontario can give you a fitting
idea of what western lake commerce amounts
to; bud:once get a glimpse of the greas feets of

_vessels navigating the upper lakes, and
crowding through the St. Clair river and the

mo exaggeration at all to speak of inland seas.
It is to be regretted that so small a proportion
of their whole commerce is Canadian ; but al-

Ever since their respective beginnings these
bave been spoken of as. two places; but they
appear to be in the way. of becoming practi-
cally one. The Globe’s charge—that Mr.
MaKenzie started out to improve Fors Wil-
Fam’s natural advantages and to make it a
place whereas, since the C. P. R. Company
eame in they have let it go to the dogs and that
wot for good public reasons but for private
weasons of their own—is far away from the
truth in the matter. The truth is that in Mr.
MacKenzie’s time the Fort William of  to-day
did not exist; and that the splendid tranship-
ping place which does exist to-day bas been
ereated by the Canadian Pacific Company.
Port Arthue is a port on the lake shore with
good ‘docks to tie vessels to and presty
well the Herat, But the fort has advantages
equal to ail this and a great deal more. Fort
William means miles upon miles of jhe navig-
sble Kamministiqua River, with water so deep
that it is.easy to build along its banks wharves
where large vessels can load and unload, the

He says that of late 1t has
been gainuig greatly on Duluth, which is still
ahead, however, having gained its celebrity
a8 “the city of the unsalted seas” years before
@ rail was laid on the Oanadian Pacific. What
