THR REAR OF TRUTH PRINTING
OFFI0B COMPLETELY GUITED.

$50,000 Werth of Stock and Buflding Ruined
—The Whole Brignde Out—A Fire That
Lasted Four Nours—The Sentinel's
Plants Badly Injured—Firemun Coulter
Removed in the Ambulance

At seven minutes past 10 o'clock last night,
Patrolman Fred Fry of the Holmes Electrie
Protection Co., while on his hourly patrol,
noticed flames issuing from The Truth office
building at §9-65 Adelaide-street west, Op-
Wiq! Sheppard. He entered the bLuilding
and | on the thied flight at the rea®
in The Truth printing department deuse
smoke was issuing. In Moore's printing office
three boys apparently between. the ages of 12
and 14 years were found.  The boys are eald
to have been in a state of imtoxication.
When informed by the patrolman that the
building was on fire one ot them laughingly
repled: “I guess there 18 no fire here.”
¥'ry then signalled the fire stations and within
one minute the first reel was on
the ground. Nothing more than smoke could
be secn issuing from the building at this time.

The crowd which kept steadily increasing were
kopt back by a on of policomen.
In a very brief space - of
time several reels, hook and ladder companies
were preseut, there belng at one time as many
ns eleven, For a time the result of the struggle
was doubtful. when near midnight the
flames burst out - 6f both sides of tho
devoted building. The brilliant glare,served
1o guide ' he firemon in their work, scaling lad-
ders were rapidly placed in position and by the
united efforts of thuse within and without. the
fire wus ultimately subdued shortly after mid-

night. —

El“no building 1s almost completely flooded,
The Sentinel office being budly g‘uned.
While the fire was at iis eight,
the mansard roof fell in with a loud
crash, which was hcard above tho
roarof the flames. At the same time the
western wall seemed about to fall outwards;
the firemen, however, having long left that
section (o keep the tlames from spreading to
the Ball Electric Light Co., no danger to life
was anticipated.

At this stage of the conflagration four
streams were playing on the eastern portion o
The  Truth building, and also on
the  walls of the Ball _ Electric
Light building. & lane _dividiog the
two buildings. The ladder had meantime been
raised Lo the roof of the Ball Eiectric Com-
pany's buildingand frow that glevatation two
strong 8t reams fell into the flerce flames below.

Still with these five streams of water plaving
the fire was not_ subdued until early
this morning. , Indved, it was rumored that
the water pressure was much balow Lhe usuul
force. For atimo itseemed that the coid west-
orn wind would blow the flames on to
the woodwork of the buildings on the
eastorn side of the lape, but this calamicy
was averied by the strenuous effurts of almost.
the entire tive brigude sumnmouned by the gener~

_When the fire was atita flercest and when
the water from the hose was dripping down
from: the roof like a summer shower, a
World reporter met Mayor Clarke, proprietor
of The Seutinel making bis way to The Sentine!

the trio wading through an fuch of water on
the steps. climbed the stairs to ‘The
Sentinel office and corporatiop printing
office.

OLD HUTCH BOOSTS CORN.

4 CURNER IN TUE NOVEMBER
OPTION AT CHICAGO,

Expected to Reach the Dollar Mark To-Day
=Oiher Monlhs Stimulated—The Busi-
ness Outlook—Speculntion as to Congress
Carrency Legisiation—Effects of the Big
Fires—The Webl's Fallures.

CHICAGO, Nov. 20.—After a long interval
of comparative neglect the corn market to-
day commanded once more a position interest-
ing to speculators. A corner in the present
month’s delivery quickly developed itself but
did not at first'give token of the amount of
force which lay behind it. So. unprepared
were the keen scalpers that one of them sold
10,000 bushels for November deliyery at 85}¢
cents, * just for a scalp,” as he said when he
made the sale, A few minutes later he paid
41 cents to get it back. The opening price of
November was 33}¢ and about the same time
sales were made at from 84 to 34%. The
price quickly advanced amid great excite-
ment to 85, 8634, 8914, then off to 38,then up-
ward once more reaching on the gecond
stretch 60 cents.

Influences outside of the corner were ignored
and the December delivery received some
stimulus from | the fact that the parties said
to be the principal holders of seller-thé-month
contracts had been heavy purchasers of Decem-
ber. There is only about 550,000 bushels of No.
2and No, 2 yellow corn in store here now, 8o
the cornering of this month's delivery is no
difficult matter seeing that to-morrow is the
last day for delivery. There was a fair
amount of activity in the ‘other features and
an advance all around was in the end estab-
lished, November closing dt 55 bid.

There were all sorts of rumors about the
deal. Some people thought it was run by
Jack Cudahy while others had it that it was
the work of Eastern traders and still others
thought certain wealthy men were back of it.
Quite a number claimed Hutchinson was short
400,000 bushels of corn but others were confl-
dent he was running the deal. This was the
way he sprang his great wheat corner last
year and it was regarded as a significant fact
that he paid 61 cents for car lots of cash No.
2 corn this morning just after some had been
sold for 55. It is predicted the price will be
up to $1 to-morrof, ¥

, Dun-Wiman's Review.
New Yorg, Nov. 20.—Dun Wiman & Co's
weekly review of trade will say: Two heavy
fires with aggregate losses estimated at $15,-
000,000 or more may have an influence upon
several branches of trade which cannot yef
be estimated. Prior to the Boston fire the
boot and shoe trade there had been quite
paralyzed by the fire at Lynn and asto the
leather trade little advance was anticipated,
while here it was by many expected that tem-
porary withdrawal of demand would cause
some fall in leather. The Boston fire of
Thursday destroyed heavy stocks of goods
and will doubtless affect the demand.
in hoth cities will creat a sudden demand for
Rebuilding materials and labor. Heavy
concurrent losses’ may shake some in-
surance companies and affect the finances of
firms burned out, but the general prosperity
and the large accumulation of available capi-
tal will probably render the influence of these
disasters comparatively narrow and brief. In
other respects the situation is quite as encour-
aging as it has been for some weeks past.
