DISLIKE POLYGAMY,

Native Mexicans Are Bucking Against
Mormon Colonists,

NEw OrLEANS, Jan. 20.—A special from
Chihnahpa, Mexico, says: The tGovernment
authorities here have received information
that there is trouble brewing at Santa
Rosalie, this state, between the native
Mexicans and the Mormon colonists who
recently arrived there and settled upon a
large tract of land granted them in the
concession by the Government.

The Mexican citizens ¢elaim that the Mor-
mons have openly adopted the practice of
polygamy, in violation of the terms under
which their concession was obtained.

The merchants of the town have refused
to sell the colonists food and the latter have
suffered severe hardships, but have  estab-
lished stores of their own. They will oper-
ate on the co-operative plan.

ARREST OF CORNBLIDS HERE

SUSPECTS ARE SHIVE‘RiNG IN THEIR
SHOES.

Everybody Fears That the Worst Wil

 Now Come Out—Herz Not a Spy For
the Triple Alliance--He Had But Tried
to Detach Italy From Austria and
Germany.

Paris, Jan. 20,—The sole topic of con-
versation in the Chamber lobbies and cafes
this afternoon has been the arrest of Cor-
nelius Herz, The prospect of his’return to
France and the possibility that he will
reveal evidence which he holds against
conspicuous politicians and financiers
have excited ;general apprehension. . Out-
side of royalist and socialistic circles the
arrest is regarded with a feeling closely
akin to panic.

The gravest tears exist on account of the
Senate, whose members are believed to be
threatened niore seriously than all others
through Herz’s return. Everybody feels
that the worst will come out as soon as
Herz shall come before the examining magis-
trate,

In yiew of Herz's capture, The Liberte
comnes out with a statement as to relations
between Herz and Baron de Reinach.
Documents seized upon the premises
occupied by Herz when he lived undér the

: | name of Schivaw show, says this ‘journal,

that Reinach was the debtor and Herx the
creditor, as was affirmed by Herz in his
letter published in The Cocarde last even:
ing,

Herz Not a Spy.

At the Palais Bonrbon thig.afternoon M,
Andrieux was the principal object of curio-
sity and at every turn he was the centre of
a little knot of deputies, who. plied him
with questions as to Herz. M. Aundrienx
reiterated  his conviction that Herz
was not a spy for the Triple Alliance,
but as stated in the  Figaro
interview, had striven earnestly to detach
Italy from Austria, Hungary and Ger-
many.

After Deputy Gerville Reache had in-
formed the Parliamentary Commission of
Enquiry that he would introduce in the
Chamber a bill' forbidding recipients of
Panama money to alienate their estates, M.
Andrieux was called ypon to throw more
light on the bribery of 104 deputies, con-
cerning*whom he testified on Dec. 22. He
said that he did not have the original of
the photographed list which he had sub-
mitted to the commission.

The name cut oup of the list, hesaid, was
that of a high political dignitary. He had
promised on his honor not to reveal this
name, and he must persist in his refusal,
M. Andrieux refused also to give names
mentioned in M. Arton’s notebook on the

round that there was not safficient evi-

ence against the men named, and he did
not wish to blacken reputations ruthlessly.
As to the check endorsed by M. Davourst,
clerk, presumably as agent for some high
personage, M. Andrieux said he could only
refer the 'commission to .the “speech of
M. Ronvier in the Chamber on the day of
his retirement from the Ministry of Fin-
ance. Rouvier had obtained Panama
money for the purpose of replenishing the
secret service fund. '

Secret Service Money,

A¥ hen attacked by The Lanterne in 1887,
Rouvier had paid 100,000 francs to that
journal as the price of peace. He explained
the matter to the Cabinet, and was allowed
to take 80,000 francs of the secret service
money, and thus had depleted the-fund.

The Lanterne had ceased attacking
Rouvier, buv had continued to denounce
the other minister.

Reverting to the Reinach documents, M.
Andrieux said he had obtained the memor-
anda as to Thierree checks, etc., from
Cornelius Herz, who had received them
from ‘Reinach. Andrieux did not know
that Reinach had shown the memoranda to
Clemenceau, but he himself had once shown
them to Clemenceau. Herz, after quarrel-
ing with Reinaeh, had sent to M. Constans,
then Minister of Interior, documents show-
in{ that Reinach had tried to poison him

Subsequently, however, Reinach and
Herz had been reconciled. As to checks
mentioned in Arton’s notebook,Arton alone
could give the desired informatjon. Arton
was at present in correspondence with seve-
ral men in Paris, notably with Boulangist
Deputies Georges, Laguerre and Terrail-
Mermeix.

On the strength of M. Andrieux’s . testi-
mony the commission decided to summeon
Deputies Laguerre and Terrail-Mermeix and
Clemenceau to appear before them to-
morrow.

After leaving the commission M.
Andrieux - passed several minutes
in conversation . with  Deputies De-
lahayae and Millavoie, to whom he  reit-
erated his statements as regards Herz’s
loyalty to France and his effortsto break
the Triple Alliance.

Lhe Temps says in view of M. Stephane’s
testimony as to his delivering to M. Clem-
encean Baron de Reinach’s memoranda con-
cerning the bribery of Deputies, M. Tiburce
Fraoqueville, examining magistrate, has
summoned Clemenceau to appear before him
to-morrow for examination.

Three Charges Against Herz

There are three connts in the indictment
against Cornelius Herz. The first concerns
the 600,000 francs received—by —him from
Charles de Lesseps; the second.the two
million francs received by him from Baron
de Reinach; the third the menacing letters
written by him with the intention of black-
mailing Baron de Reinach.

The total number of Arton check foils is
now known to be 10610. Of this number
probably the majority are excluded from
legal consideration by the statute of limita-
tions, as the checks were drawn before
1885. The  Parliamentary Commission
of Enquiry ' may examine = the stubs
of these checks, but the judges are
bound to ignore-them., ‘The most important
of the checks in question, however, were
drawn in 1887 and 1888 for the deputies’
theatrical.beauties and other professional
persons, ‘mostly. women and ‘newspaper
men. The whole suny involved by these
stubs is séme six million francs.

Intended to Poison Herz,

M. Andrieux told theParliamentary Com-
mission of Enquiry to-day that some years
ago he received from Brazil a letter signed
“Amal,” in which Baron de Reinach was
accused of having hired the writer
to  poison Cornelius  Herzz When
the letter was shown to him Rein”
ach pretended that he had wished
merely to frightep Herz into leaving Paris.

The letter froni’ Amal, however, was in
no way jocular, but apparently meant busi-
ness. After the reconciliation between the
two men, M. Andrieux said Reinach was
anxious to have his son marry Miss Herz.

ANOTHER VIEW OF IT.

The Scandal Was Unearthed for Reasons
of Personal Revenge,

LoNpoxN, Jan. 20.—The Morning Post
publishes an interview with Henri Roche-
fort conmcerning the Panama scandal,
Rochefort says: ‘‘There is no doubt Con-
stans started the Panama exposure to get
revenge for his exclusion from the Cabinet.

‘“He derived the bulk of his information
from Cornelins Herz. Constans, moreover,
inspires The Cocarde, even when it attacks

President Carnot. It is absurd to suppose | fi

that Carnet received any benefit or favor
from the Panama Canal Company.

*‘He can be blamed tor accepting dishonest
men for his ministers. The zeal of M
Bourgeois in sifting the Panama affair is
due to his ambition to become President.
Tib all want to be President, 50 or more
of them, :

“The Panama directors will receive severe
sentences. ‘Then five or six “deputies and
ex-members will be sacrificed and the rest
will escape. It is almost certain that the
sroceedings against Rouvier will 'be
dropped, altheugh I do not believe he n.f-
plied the money in the secret service. It
went into his own pocket.

* “Floquet, however, paid out & great deal
of money to small newspapers. The Re-
public isin no way
scandals. Nobody need fear a dictatorship
or kingship, or anything of that sort.

““The Comte de Paris is too prudent to
think of mounting the throme. Nor will
the scandal affect the Russian alliance.
Russia needs the alliance with France to
eounterpoise the triple alliance.! At the
next elections the Socialists will gain the
greatest benefits from the scandals,”

Herz Arrested.

Loxpox, Jan, 20.—Dr. Cornelinus Herz
was arrested at midnight on a warrant
issued on demand of the French Govern-
ment on a charge of having been fraudulent-
ly implicated inp Panama swindling and
corruption. . :

The detectives found Herz sick in bed,
and the attending physician declared he
was in such a serious condition that he
could only be removed at imminent peril of
his life, and that from present appearances
it would be impossible to remove him for
some time. The detectives were ordered to
remain with the prisoner. -

The police have seized all of Corneliue
Herz’s moriey and effects.

The medical certificate given to-day by
the doctor summoned to the Tankerville
house by the detectives who arrested Herz,
says that he is suffering from “affection of
the heart, diabetes, great prostration and
functional derangement.”

What Germany May Do,

LoNpox, Jan, 21.—The Berlin corres-
pondent of The Telegraph says ‘that the
(German Government contemplates propos-
ing to the powers that they withdraw their
ambassadors trom Paris temporarily as a
protest against the attacks made recently
upon Baron Mohrenheim.

UNCLE SAM INTERESTE D;

He Is Discovering That De Lesseps Made
2 Soeak on Him,

WasuiNaroN, Jan. 20.—Congress is dis-
cussing the Panama Canal scindal, because
the exposures have shown that Count de
Lesseps had secured the acquiescence of the
American Reputlie to the construction of
the railway and canal at the - Isthmus upon
the understanding that American interests
there would be preserved, and the Count
had afterwards secured complete control of
the road in order to preserve his own in-
terests against those of the United States:

Congress now wants to discover if it has
unwittingly surrendered any rights under
the Monroe doctrine, and also the names of
Americans who were bribed by the Count
to carry out the scheme of encroachment,

TROUBLE IN EUROPE.

WWounld-Be Emigrants are Paupers in the
Cities,

. BertiN, Jan, 20.—Several ; rs

have demanded that the Government pre-

pare at once an emigration bill to meet the

emergency created by the United States

quarantine regulations. :

The present laws are quite inadequate.
Scores of emigrants whom the British
steamship companies have refused to ac-
cept after having sold them tickets are now
charges on the public in Hamburg, as they
have not sufficient money to complete their
journeys homeward. :

Stettin and Bremen are similarly embar-
rassed. The Hamburg authorities say more
than 20,000 persons in Austria, Hungary,
Russia and Germany, who have paid their
money for passage to the United States,
will not be accepted by the steamship com-
panies, and unless something be done to
stop them are likely to be stranded in cities
along the German seaboard.

The consequent burden upon the city
treasuries would be enormous; danger from
the spread of cholera or typhus among the
Russian or Polish Hebrews, umoreover,
would threaten every large port like Bre-
men or Hamburg,

THE SACRED TIE.

Milan and Natali Have Kissed and Made
It Up.

BELGRADE, Jan, 20.—Official conformation
is given to the report that a reconciliation
has been effected between ex-King Milan
and his divorced wife Natalie.

What the political resalt, if any, of this
reconciliation will be cannot be prophesied,
but the official statement that the dif-
ferences have been settled has caused great
popular rejoicing.

Cold in Germany.

Canada’s Exhibit ¢f a Mammoth Cheese
at the World’s Fair to Be a Standing
Advertisement Abroad—Prof. Robert-
son's Interesting Report—A National
Quarantine Conference Called.

Ottawa Jan, 20.—Invitations have been
issued by the Minister of Agriculture to all
the Provincial Governments to send repre-
sentatives to a conference to be held here

The intention is to get, if pofsible, unity
of action 80 that in the event of a cholera
or other epidemic next summer the duties
of the Dominion and Provincial Govern-
ments may be clearly defined and there may
be no clashing of autbority, as there came
very near being last fall.

Dairy Prodnets Exported.

Prof.' Robertson, Dairy Commissioner, has
prepared an excellent report on his recent
visit to England, in which he deals with
Canadian butter, cheese and other products
in the English market. 1.0 says that he
sold all the samples he took over belonging
to the Government at good prices, and ithe
profits will go a long way towards payin,
the expenise of his trip. He found Canadian
cheese, butter, bacon and eggs growing in
favor, but complains of the unfairness of re-
tail dealers, whosellatleastone-third of their.
Canadian cheese as ‘‘best English.” He
says that scarcely a butcher wil own to
selling Canadian or American beef, most of
it being palmed off as English.

The demand for fresh made fine butler
he found increasing, especially amongst the
working classes, and says that Canadian
fed and Canadian cured swine products are
constantly growing in favor.

Eggs are required to be very fresh, and
he thinks it would pay to collect from the
farmers twice a week. Poultry is wanted
not only at Christmas but on through
January, February and March,

. Mr. Robertson toucheson an important
poit}f, when he says:

““I'hope our Department of Agriculture,
or Jour merchants, or both. working in
harmony as in the past, may be equal to the
devising and operating of some means of
distributing our products to the ultimate
consumers whereby the unreasonable profits
of the retailers may no longer interpose a
Jbarrier to the more general consumption
under their own name of Canadian cheese,
beef, bacon, eggs, poultry, etc. The dif-
ference between the prices charged by the
retailers. for our best products and the
prices realized by the producers on the
Canadian side is out of. all reas-
onable-/.proportion to t' = value of
the services rendered in the distribvtion.
1 heardiof one retail butéher who had made
a million of dollars in a few years ont of
selling prime Canadian fed beef as  the
“‘best E?‘a lish.” | Doubtless the customers
who purchased from him got good value, but
a much larger share of what ithey paid
should have come to the pockets of our
Canadian farmers. That is onlyone instance
out of a large trade.” - - s

The price offered is one that will recoup
the department for all the expenses of
manufacturing the mammoth cheese,
besides the offerer, who is no
other' than - the great Lipton, whose
retail sales of |tea reach 275 tons r
week, undertakes to exhibit the cheese fpi':e
of expense to the Department and without
charge to the public ‘in every large city of
commercial importance in Great Britain and
Ireland.

He will also spend $15,000 in advertisi
it as the largest cheese in the world. Al
this will call attention to the magnitude of
the Canadian trade in chéese, and make its
excellence better known to the great masses
of consuamers.

The Municipal Troubles in Moutreal.

The municipal situation in Montreal is
getting interesting. Owing to some tech-
nical defect in the recent act for reor-
ganizing the government of that city it is
doubtful whether any election for a mayor
and council can be held this yedr until the
Legislature amends its work. ‘The matter
would be of comparatively little moment
were it not for the trouble between Mayor
McShané and the Electric Street Railway
Company.

Work under the contract has gone on,
and the company is in possession of all the
rights and privileges granted them by the
City Council, against whose action the
Mayor stands resolutely opposed, on the
ground that the Street Railway Company
bought up the aldermen and so secured
terms most injurious to the city. This
theoryis very generally accepted in Mon-
treal, where the Mayor’s action i§ at-
tributed to his having failed to share in the
¢swag.” The Star now charges that the
company - is buying up
members &f/ the Quebec ' Legislative
Assembly, in order to block the
proposed amendment by which an election
of Mayor and council would become nezes-
sary. Besides this trouble a lively agita-
tion is in progress to secure a Frenci-Cana-
dian as Mayor for the current year, when
an election is in order.

he contest is ‘somewhat after the style
of those terrific combats which are seen in
sensational melodramas of a nautical type,
in which three cutlases slash away and
make the sparks fly without any combatant
being *‘a penny the worse” for the fight.
There are the French-Canadians, the Irish

The Morality of Protection,
The case of protection versus free -trade

preme, Those who carry the question inte
the domain of morals thereby admit thas
on thosegrounds, which ave alone-praetical,

thav is, in the sphere of economy, they
have been driven to the wall. They are
like the boy who challenges his antagonist

ther, '
The froe trade organ tells us that “‘pre-
tection violates overy moral principle upon
which the right of property is buu{ Admit
its justice and you deny the right of an
man to say “This is mine and that
yours,’

Now, ‘the moral principle upon which
the right of property is based” is the law
of the land. The man whose only title to
his property is a *‘moral” one, does mot
own it at all, There areinota few who
hold that the whole of the land of amy
country is morally the property of
the people. The custom - now crys-
tallized into law of private hold-
ings of land is regarded as utter-
ly immoral. But their theory is
neither recognized by common law, nor is
the “moral” sentiment of the people in ac-
cord with such a view.

There was a time when property was held
in cbnimon. The men who gave England
its name held their lands in common.
There was in such times no code of law in
force, and the moral principle’ on' which
the right of property is based was un-
known, : :

The difficulty about moral titles is their
‘uncertainty, - If Mr. A. thinks he has &
moral right to a certain  property, Mr.. B.
may think he also has the  same title, and
the only way to decide the dispute, in the
absence of law, is a fight to test. which is
the better man, ~So that to recognize
“moral” rights to ' property ia to bring
society back to barbarism, when he took
whe had the power, and he lept who
could. ! o

The only title then to property: which is
in harmony with a civilized state of society,
being common law, which is wholly an ex-
pression of the will of the people, it follows
that whatever is the wili of the people 1s
just as valid, just as legal and jusi'as
“moral” .as “‘the moral principle upon
which the right of property is based,”. for
the only moral element in the matter is
obedience to law. ¢ .

The system of -protection has been

accepted by the people ot Canada;
they. have stamped upon it. their
seal, they have made it legal, consequently
whoever objects to protection on moral
grounds challenges the right of the people
to pass laws for their own government.
They demand that the country shall be
ruled not by laws duly passed by the re-
presentatives in Parliament, but by the un-
certain, the fluctuating, ~the upasertain-
able theoriss of men in regard to whas is,
or is not, moeral.
No man has a right to say, “This is mine
and that is yours,” unless hiz claim is based
upon law. The justice of protection is
derived from the ;legally-expressed will of
the peoplo, that is, it rests upon the same
basis as the righte 'of property. If, then,
The Globe has nothing more to say against
protection than that, in its opinion the
people have no right of self-gevernment,
have no moral right to legislate for their
country, we tear its notions are too like
barbarism, or despotism to suit the people
of Canada. This country bhas as much
moral right to impose a tariff as The
Globe has to fix one as the price of its ad-
vertisements.

. Jesse Collins Again.

Jesse Collins, the old- origimal three-
acres-and-a-cow man, goes back to his old
love in an article preaching the advantages
of peasant proprietorship and small hold-
ings. Herein he shows that England an-
nually pays the incredible sum of nearly
two hundred millions of dollars for im-
ported provisions, exclusive of cereals and
cattle, that she could as well grow in her
own fields. On the other hand it may be
argued that small holdings, either by owner
or tenant, have not increased the prosperity
of Ireland, Here in Canada the number of
rented farms is increasing every year,
showing that men who undertake to face
the uncertainties of the seasons without
capital, or on farms too| large for their
means, have too often had to surrender
their properties to those who bave ad-
vanced loans on mortgage of them, - These,
not always able to sell, are compelled to
lease, and much argument might be ad-
vanced to show that it is better to pay rent
than interest. It must be left to the next
century to work out the many problems
surrounding the ownership of land and
the working of it to the greatest advantage
of the greatest number.

The Annexation Humpers,

The position of the Liberal party in re-
gard to annexavion reminds us. of an inci-
dent that occurred some years ago. A
large hall was hired wherein to hold a
meeting which would have been prohibited
by the authorities had they known its pur-
port. In order to throw them off the scent
as to what was going on inside a eouple of
the promoters stood outside and distributed
religious tracts, and pious songs, which
they kept on singing while the obnoxious
proceedidgs were in progress. Messrs.
Mowat and Laurier are doing the outside
business, singing loyal ditties, while their
emissuries are carrying on an annexationist
propaganda within, In the pay of the
Oatario Government ‘are several profes-
sional stumpers who are ready 10 answer
any call of the Liberal party.

But
we regard it as o fair inference from the
fact of aunexation stumpers being persons
who are notoriously in the secvice of the
Liberal party, that the meetings being held
to advocate annexation are not only favored
by that party but that they are finding the
money to pay stumping. expenses.

To
have accepted these hard conditions
would mnot have been to secure re-
ciprocity, but simply for Canada to sur-
render the liberty of control over her
tariff. If therebe any party leaders who
are prepared to acceptsuch conditions,
shere is no chance of carrying the country
with them. Much of the uli about reci-
precity is a waste of breath, Of course, if
we were prepared to make an absolute and
unconditional surrender on the freedom of
our own tariff, the thing could be done.
Real reciprocity requires the consent of the
national voluntary of two countries, and it
is idle for one country to say that it will
earry out a policy of reciprocity when it
does not know-that the otEar would assent
to terms that would form the basis of an
ma;gcmenb which conld, in reason, be ac-
cepted.

Colonel the Hon. Sir West Ridgeway, P.C.,
K.C.B.,, K.C.8.1, who has just been ap-
inted to take charge of the new mission to
angier, has seen much service. He is a
d dsat of Sir Th Ridgeway of Torre
Abbey, Torquay, who was created Earl of
Londondarrau 1622, He was born in 1844,
entered the Bengal army 1861, became cap-
tain in 1869, major 1880, lieut.-colonel 1881
and colonel 1885; retired 1889; was success-
ively attached to 20th Regiment, 98th Regi-
ment, Rifle Brigade, 25th Bengal Native In-
fantry and 3rd Goorkhas. He was appointed
by Earl Mayo to the political service 1569 and
has been employed in various political posts
under successive Viceroys; served in Afghan
war in 1879-80 (twice mentioned in despatches,
medal and bronze star) ; appointed an Under-
Secretary to Government of Iudia (Foreign
Department), 1883; commanded 1834 Indian
contingent of Afghan Frontier Commission
(consisting of 1100 men, 1276 camels and 774
horses), which he conducted to Panjdeh, 1052
miles, at the average rate of 16 miles a day,
without loss of life or property (thanked by
Viceroy of India and by Her Majasti’a Gov-
ernment); wasin charge of Afghan Frontier
Commission, May-October, 1885, when he
was appointed commissioner for delimita-
tion of Afghan frontier; and successfully ne-
otiated its settlement in 1887. 'He has been
%nder-Secrenry for Ireland since 1887, He
married in 1881 Caroline, daughter of Mr.
Robert Calverly. Bewicke, J.F., D.L., of
Coulby Manor, Yorksbire.

The Committee on Markets and Licenses
was both inaugurated and extinguished at

J. E. Verral, George Verral, Maloney and
the Mayor.

This was the resolution, moved by Ald.

. J: E. Werral that gave the committee its
quistus:

That in the opinion of this committee it is
advisable in the general interests of the city
that the pumber of standing committees
‘shall be reduced, and with this end in view
this committee recommend the council to
R te the Markets and Licenses Com-
mittee with the Property Committee and
that the members of this committee be ap-

ted members of the Property Committee,
_and that the chairman be reguested to in-
Sroduce the necessary bylaw in council to
give effect to this change. i

The motion was carried unanimounsly :

A lengthy discussion ensued regarding

the division ot the work of the various
branches of the department.
_ Ald. Maloney introduced the subject by
suggesting that the inspection of wheat and
fruit devolve upon the Medical Health De-
partmont and the issuing of licenses upon
the City Commissioner’s Department.

The Chairman: You can make up your
minds that the work will not be done “any
cheaper under the police. They will not
tell you how much money they expend.
The City Commissioner has a couple of men
m his department that could be used for
this worfl and his department could run the
thing much cheaper.

Inspector Awde, in reply to a question,
explained that the outside inspection of
cabs—the complaints, efficiency of the
cabmen, condition of the cabs, rate of fares,
and all ulations—was made by the
police, "r';Eo licenses are issued by my
department and the money is paid to the
treasurer.”

Ald. Frankland: Mr. Awde would'not care
to‘be seen in a billiard room. [Laughter.]
It is necessarry that the police should in-
spect those places. The worthy alderman
branchied intoan attack upon the bylaw
regulating the weight of potatoes, ete. ~ ““It
is diabolical and damnable,” he indignantly
remarked. He told a pathetic story of a
farmer who who had come into the city
with a load of potatoes. ‘“‘All he had on
was a flannel shirt to cover his bare bosom,
but along came an inspector and seized his
potatoes because they were a pound or so
lightin weight.
