A Proposal to Group Several Counties , 
and Hold Sittings, eat the County 
Towns Alternately—A Plan Whleh It 
Is Believed Will Redoes the Cose of 
Administering Justice.

It is probable that before next spring the pre­
sent system of holding assize courts throughout 
the province will be changed. At present in all 
the counties, excepting York, Wentworth and 
Middlesex, the two courts of assize are held 
yearly—in the spring and fall—and all the busi­
ness, both civil and criminal, which accumulates 
during the preceding six months, is expected to 
be disposed of. As ohly a week is allotted for 
each county it is a rare thing for all the cases to 
be tried, and many have to be traversed to the 
next court, entailing heavy expense on litigants 
who have summoned witnesses, engaged counse- 
and entailed other expense. This fall the com­
plaint is more general than ever before, and petl- t 
tions are pouring in upon the Ontario Govern- ; 
ment requesting that some otner scheme be de- ,
vised.

Various pians of remedying the evil have been ' 
discussed. The one which meets with the most 
favorable consideration is to hold separate Akim 
Courts for the trial of civil and criminal cases 
respectively.

It is urged that were this plan adopted only 
two-thirds the present number of sittings of tne 
courts need be held—that three contiguous coun­
ties could be grouped and the courts held at ai- I 
tern ate county towns. For instance, all cases i 
developing in Essex, Kent and Lambton for the 
first six months could be tried at Sandwich, the 
second six months at Chatham and the third six 
months at Sarnia. It is contended that the ex­
penditure for the administration of justice 
would not be near so heavy were this plan 
adopted as at present. The panel

27,000 HOORS IN THE FIELD.

Muhommertane and Spaniards Equally De­
termined to Fight.

Madrid, Oct. 4.—News from Mellilla to­
day says tne Moors are arriving in great 
numbers from all quarters, and their total 
force is estimated at 27,000, including 5000 
cavalry. The Moon swear they will never 
permit the erection of Fort Guariach near 
the Moorish cemetery.

The council at Madrid has decided to erect 
the fort at any cost, and in order to wipe out 
the defeat assistance is being rapidly 
despatched to Morocco.

The gunboat Cuervo has been shelling Riff 
forts all day. There is much excitement.

The Moors horribly mutilated the bodies of 
all thé dead.

Spam Pushing Matters Vigorously. *
The War Office has ordered that all avail­

able men at Malaga proceed to Mellilla. The 
force will number 3000, and the 
instructions to the commanding gen­
eral are to attack the Moors 
with the utmost vigor. Other troops prob­
ably will be sent from Seville. The captain- 
general there has been ordered to* hold 
troops in readiness to start at a moment’s 
notice. A large quantity of ammunition 
and provisions have alreadv been sent to 
Mellilla.

FOREIGN POWERS INTERFERE.

De M elles Informed That No Farther 
Firing on Rio Will Be Allowed.

Rio Janeiro, Oct. 4.—The commanders 
of the British, French, Italian, American 
and Portuguese men-of-war have received 
despatches giving them discretionary power 
to take such action as they deem necessary 
to prevent an attack upon the city which 
will further endanger the lives and property 
of foreign subjects. The commanders have 
already acted and have informed Admiral 
Mellos that no further attack on Rio will 
be permitted. The German Government 
alone refrtuned from issuing similar in­
structions, not desiring to interfere in what 
it considers a domestic quarrel.

have proved wholly successful. Twenty-one 
head of cattle have.'been destroyed, and th 
mai ning 35 animals have

found in sound health. The 
professor says: “The lymph has proven a most 
reliable means of detecting the presence of 
this insidious disease, and there is no doubt 
that the experience gained in this instance 
will prove a useful aid in detecting its pre­
sence in future wherever it may occur.”

Senator Blackburn Will Move s Compro­
mise Amendment To-Day.

TV A8HINGTON, Oct. 4.—In the Senate to-day 
Mr. Blackburn made an eloquent appeal on 
behalf of silver, and said that to-morrow be 
would submit to the Senate an amendment 
looking toward compromise.

Scraston, Pa., Oct. 4.—The daughter 
of George Polack, 14 months old, was 
burned to death in the cradle this morning 
by a fire started by her sister, aged 4 years, 
who was playing with matches.

A PROTECTIVE ASSOCIATION FORM­

No longer will the festive fruit man be able 
to nan up large and costly bills with tbe 
wholesaler who supplies him with the succu­
lent grape and the rosy-cheeked peach.

The aims of the association will be to pre­
vent the accumulation of bad debts and to 
regulate the prices of produce. Incidentally, 
a large and gruesome black list will be pre­
pared and a young man hired to write down 
un it the names of those who are delinquent 
in paying their debts.

The meeting was held with closed doors in 
a parlor at the Albion Hotel yesterday morn­
ing.

Co* and others. Mr. Clemes was elected 
president, Frank Everist vice-president, 
Cameron Husband, W. H. Smith and S. K. 
Moyer secretaries and A. G. Gibson 
treasurer.

A Deseronto Horse Trader Meets Death 
on the Road.

Deseronto, Ont., Oct 4.-To-day Stephen r 
Badgley, an old resident of Deseronto, was ' 
killed near the Mohawk Indian council 
house, about four miles irom this place.

AIT ITALIAN HORSE rANCIBR.

He Makes an Inspection of the Canadian 
Bqninee.

Command Paul Balri, Baron Be Galltn- 
pels, the most noted authoi lty on the bone 
In Italy, was In Toronto yesterday, a guest 
el CheTaller QiauelH, the Italian Consul. 
Unlike moat of his countrymen, the Baron is 
of fair complexion, of medium height and 
eridently the possessor of great strength. 
He has written tarerai works on the horse. 
From the Gear of Russia be received the grand 
cross of the Order of St. Anne, the most 
ancient order in Russia, for a work entitled 
“The History of the Russian Horse."

The Baron is a captain in the Italian cav­
alry and he makes a particular study of 
horses for the use of the army. He is also 
noted for his greet feats of endurance on 
horseback. In 1875 he rode on a horse of 
mixed Hungarian and Arabian breed from 
Peeth to Paria a distance of 1600 miles, in 18 
days, a feat never accomplished before. Both 
horse and rider on arrival were hi perfect 
condition. In 1878 he started from Bergamo 
in Italy and rode to Naples, 1000 miles dis­
tant, in ten days on a horse of Italian breed. 
He presented the horse to the King of Italy. 
In ’88 be traversed on horseback all Spain 
and Belgium, covering over 16,000 miles,and 
being in the saddle 23 months The horse 
be used was of Andalusian breed and was 
afterwards presented to the late King of 
Spain—Alfonso.

The Captain was at the World's 
Fair at the recommendation of the 
Italian Government to make a study 
of horses for sporting, military and 
other purposes. The captain was aakad by 
the scribe his opinion of Canadian horses. 
He thought they were a splendid horse and 
especially adapted for artillery service, as 
they looked to be horses possessed of strength 
and bottom.

To-day will see the first of the series 

tit great races between the champion boats 
of England and America for the (possession 
of the America’s Cup, for which the two na­
tions have struggled since 1851.

The days of preparation are over, all the 
preliminaries have been arranged down to 
tbe minutest detail and to-day the Val­
kyrie and Vigilant will begin the struggle.

The résuit no one can foresee. The Val­
kyrie is undoubtedly the fastest boat ever 
sent over here after the cup and the Vigilant 
is the fastest one ever built to meet a chal­
lenger. The result of the races will prove 
which is the fastest in the world. There 
wis absolutely no way of “getting a 
line” on the English boat. If the Navahoe 
had raced with any boats in these waters 
before she went over to England, and raced 
with tha Valkyrie there, the ta$k would be 
easy, but she aid not.

An analysis of the time made by the two 
champions, tbe Vigilant and the Valkyrie, in 
their various races, would seem to show that 
tbe Valkyrie is the faster, but as tbe two 
boats sailed 30U0 miles apart 
conditions of wind and sea, that amounts to 
nothing. This race, in which for the first 
.time the two champions will be brought to­
gether, may confound the prophets and con­
fuse the seers, but it looks as if it were going 
to be the closest race ever sailed for the 
America’s Cup. »

Haitian's Interesting History.
It appears that Edward Hanlan, ex-cham­

pion oarsman of the world, has retired for 
good from the water as a contestant for high 
honors., He no w intends devoting himself 
to training others. Thus is removed the 
greatest character in aquatic sports. Han- 
lan was bom in Toronto July 12, 1855. 
Shortly thereafter bis parents moved to an 
island in the St. Lawrence River and there 
the boy was reared. His father kept, and 
still keeps, a hotel there. Of course young 
Hanlan took to the water as naturally as a 
duck and bpcqme an expert jpith 
He has b«en the most phenomenal oarsman 
the world ever saw.—Chatham Planet.
