Tiresome Fcr the King.
From the Manchester Guardian.
Anyone who glances through the 

Coronation service will see that the 
King has to wear the Crown for a 
long time. The Crown Weighs be­
tween four and five pounds, a very 
heavy burden, so heavy that King 
Edward had to retire several times 
during his Coronation to the sacristy 
to rest. According to the ‘‘Figaro,” 
during one of these pauses be ob­
served : "People often speak of the 
burden of a ' crown ; but all the 
philosophers and poets who have 
written of it do not know how heavy 
it can weigh.” It seems customary 
dor crowns to be intolerably weighty. 
When Charles VII. was crowned 
Holy Roman Emperor in 1742 at 
Frankfurt he was ill, and a chronic­
ler recorded that he almost collapsed 
under the weight of the crown. The 
unfortunate Emperors had to wear 
their crowns at the Coronation ban­
quet, and Charles VII.’s suite, look­
ing at his deathly white face and the 
sweat pouring down from his brow, 
expected him to faint at any 
moment.

Germany Leads the Nations With a 

Fleet of Fourteen.
From a return just Issued it appears 

that there were at the beginning of 
1911 forty airships in existence belong­
ing to the nations of the world and 
Intended for use in warfare.

Germany comes first with fourteen 
aerial battleships and cruisers as 
against France’s twelve. Britain pos­
sesses six, and of the remaining eight 
Italy and Austria own two each, while, 
one apiece is possessed by Russia* Bel­
gium, Spain and the United States.

These figures include airships com­
pleted ready for delivery, but not yet 
handed over, as, for example, the huge* 
semirigid Morning Post, England’s big­
gest dirigible. She holds when fully 
inflated 350,000 cubic feet of gas as 
against the 245,000 feet contained in­
side the envelope of Clement-Bayard 
II., England’s next largest.

Even these monsters, however, are 
quite small by comparison with some 
of the latest German aerial Dread­
noughts. For example, Zeppelin IIL 
and Zeppelin IV. Slave a gas capacity 
of 525,000 feet and 065,000 feet re­
spectively. To Germany also belongs 
the distinction of owning the biggest 
airship in the world, the Schutte, which 
is of 082,500 feet capacity and is driven; 
by four motors, each of 125 horsepow-
