For Preserving Fence Posts.

The following is given as a good plan to
make fence posts last longer than they gen-
erally do. In the first place the timber
should be cutinmidwinter, split, andallowed
to season under cover. Now burn the lower
end of the post so that it will have a coal
showing from the lower end to six inches
above the ground when set. Then saturate
the burned part with hot coal tar. The
posts are ready then to be set. If not
wanted immediately let them stand under
shelter with the black end down. It is
claimed that posts fixed in this way will last
twenty times os long as timber cut and set
green and without being burned. Th eextra
cost of fixing them will not be two cents a

post.

If,
for instance, a pint of cold water he swal-
lowed at a draught, or if it be taken in two
portions with a short juterval between, cers
tain definite results follow—effects which
differ from those which would have resulted
from the same quantity taken by eippirg.
Sipping is a powerful stimulant to the circu«
lation, a thing which ordinary drinkiog i«
not. Daring the act of sipping, the action
of the nerve which slows the beat of the
heart is abolished, and as a consequence
that organ contracts much more rapidly,
the pulse beats more quickly and ihe circue
lation in various paris of the body is in-
creased. In addition to this, we fiad that
the pressure under which the bile is secreted
is raised by the sipping of fluid. And heie
is & point which might well be noted by our
readers: A glass of cold water, slowly
sipped, will produce greater acceleration of
the pulse for a time than will a glass of wine
or spirits taken at a draught. In this cons
pection it may not be out of place to men-
tion that eippirg cold water will often allay
the craviog for alcobol in those who have
been in the habit of taking too much of it,
and who may be endeavoring to reform, the
effect being probably due to the stimulant
action of sipping.—Brechin (Scotland) Ade
vertiser.

The world over, those persons succeed -

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~—Great Britain and France are again on
the verge of war over their iuterests in Afri-
ca. A month or so ago and Western Africa
was the acene of the trouble. A French ex-
pidition had encroached on territory clsimed
by the British, and war talk wasrifeinthe press
of both countries and in their parliaments,
bat the trouble was settled by France with-
drawing her expedition and ber claims to
the territory over which her flag had been
hoisted. Now we find the incident repeated
in the upper stretches of the Nile, where
Marchand has planted the French banner at
Fashoda and refuses to admit that he is in
& country over which Britain is an acknow-
ledged suzerain. France has refused to re-
call her adventurous captain, but he is right
under the guns of Kitchener’s Anglo-Egyp-
tian army and can hardly maintain his posi-
tion when the word is given to remove him.
This time Great Britain has evidently con-
cluded that her trouble with France in Afri-
oa must be settled for once and all, and
pending a declaration by the French minis-
try es to its intentions, the British ministry
is making warlike preparations. The situ-
ation is acute, and though war would be a
terrible game for these nations to engage in,
it may easily be prEcipitsted by an exasper-
ating reply to Britain’s demands.

~A strong protest is being raised through-
out the United States against colonial ex
pansion, and many of the strong men of the
country are urging that such steps will be
most dangerous to the peace of the nation.
The absorption of the Philippines will create
» dangerous rivalry with European nations,
who do not take kindly to the invasion of
their hemisphere by a new world power.
Trade will not proeper in proportion to ter-
ritorial expansion unless conditions of peace
and safety to commercial interests exist,
and these elements are foreign to the his-
tory of any of the islands the United States
is about to take over. To protect new ter-
ritory and to maintain the reputation she is
apparently seeking as a colonial power, will
entail an enormously increased naval and
military expenditure, but even with the es-
tablishment of a new army and navy the
same secarity under which the. United States
has prospered to such a remarkable degree,
will not be conserved. The development of
home industries will be sacrificed to a con-
siderable extent in the acquisition of foreign
trade, and there is a grave doubt as to the
wisdom of the policy of acquiring colonies in
out of the way corners of the world.

«The government of New Zealand has in-
stituted another of those radical economie
reforms for which that country is becoming
noted. A bill has just passed the legielature
providing that the country’s poor, after they
have reached the age of sixty five years,
shall be entitled to & pension of ninety dol-
lars per year if, they have lived in the col-
ony for twenty five yéars. The pension is
restricted to those whose yearly income does
not exceed two hundred and seventy dollars.
Here is a practical way of dispensing with
alms houses, thoogh New Zealand has prob-
ably fewer paupers than any other country
in proportion to its size and population, and
the government do not anticipate aoy diffi-
culty in providing funds for the carrying out
of the project. New Zealand is apparently
s model colony with a model government.
The people are not socialists, in the generally
accepted definition of the word, but the dis-
tribution of property and wealth is equable,
and largely regulated by a government that
is engaged in the practical and successful
working out of many of the theories of the
late Henry George.

—The establishment of a pork packing
factory at Middleton has not been given up,
as the apparent inactivity of the company
would indicate, but subscriptions to the
stock lista are still being solicited, and when
the whole amount of the capital has been
subscribed, then work will be started in
earnest. The schcme was formulated too
late in the season (o permit of a plant being
installed this year without rushing matters,
but next season will witness the launching
of the enterprise, and many of our farmers
are already importing bacon hogs to be ready
to supply the demands of the factory. The
industry will set much money in circulation
and will give prominence to a new branch of
farming, providing for the transition of
mapny otherwise waste farm products into
ready cash. The difficulty that has confront-
ed the directorate in placing the stock of the
company is due to ascarcity of money among
our farmers, rather than a lack of interest in
the enterprise.

~—Prohibitionists have been aggravated
by the utterances of a considerable portion
of the Canadian press, that has presumed to
decide that the government will consider the
prohibition majority too insignificant to
warrant the introduction of prohibitory leg-
islation, and have assumed an aggressive at-

It is quite possible that this aggressiveness
isill-timed. Commoncourtesydemands that
a sufficient time to obtain full returns and
to deliberate on the result be allowed the
Rovernment. Until such a period has elapsed
it is an open expression of want of confidence
to deloge the ministry with the resolutions

of a multitude of temperance societies.
~Moose, thanks to restrictive game laws,
have iccreased in number in Nova Scotia,
but now that sportsmen are beginning to
understand that a moose hunt may be un-
dertaken with a fair prospect for a kill, the
hunters are increasing far faster than the
game, and at the rate moose are being
slaughtered now-a days our antlered kings
must be exterminated ina few seasons. The
government should watch the situaticn
closely and protect this game by still further
shortening the season during which it msy
be hunted, and if necessary prohibit its des-

truction for a period of years.

~The ambitious promoters of the new
steamship line from Paspebiac, Que., to
Milford Haven, think to establish a new
winter port for Canada and cut largely into
the business of Halifax and Sr. John., The

Letter from the Capital.

Of news here there is plenty; but to get
news that will be interesting to your readers,
and- which yet has not been generously dis-
tributed by the daily papers of the city, is a
more difficnlt task. go, for this week, at
least, let me clothe my news in a garb of
cheap moralizing jast for a change,

What strange and almost inexplicable
phenomena often stiike the thoughiful and
observant etudent of human nature in our
nineteenth century. A few weeksago I took
a veat in a tram ocar behind two society ladies
who were di ing the short and
private affairs of a neighbor in a tone o?volce,
pecessitated by the noise of the car, which
could be heard by many of the other occu-
pants. The object of discussion in this case
happened to be known to the writer, who
knew also that the statements were grossly
incorrect ; and yesterday in a crowd it
sounded strar ge to hear a fashionably dressed
woman upbraidiog her husband for neglect
and unfaithfulness. It is strange too that
an industrial fair, in order to be a success
and draw a large crowd, must provide a pro-
gramme of thrilling feats and amusiog sense
pleasing situations, entirely foreign to the
original purpose of holding the fair ; and also
that the great majority spend one hour in
superficial survey of the products and manu-
factures of their country, and three hours on
the grand stand watching the variety show.

Another curious principle, and one which
may be generslized, came under my notice
last week. An opera company of doubtful
character visited the city. Oae of the city
clergymen, in pretty strong terms, denounced
it in the daily paper, and this letter, together
with the discussion which followed it, served
as a better advertisement for the show than
all the posters arcund the city. Asa result
the theatre was crowded every night during
the stay of the company.

Ooce more let me quote an extract from
“ Pendennis " in Saturday's Mail, whose let-
ters I wish were more widely read. Hewho
always *“speaks the trath in love” in draw-
ing a distinction between truth and popular-
ity says: ‘“This column could be made ex-
tremely popular if it stroked approvingly the
pretensions of ecclesiasticism, told all the
clergymen of the city that they were beyond
human frailties and never had a thought of
the style of their houses or amount of their
salary and would deliberately choose a small,
obscare parish in preference to a large, in-
fluential, wealthy church ; if he should de-
clare that all the people who gather cnce a
week for an hour in church and look sanctified
and unctuous were not thinking of the momey
they were to make or the social position they
were to gain; if he could purr serencly at
the selfish worldliness of the devotees of social
life whose supreme thought is their own
pleasure and glory ; if indeed he could pander
to all the weaknesses, follies, prejudices and
selfishness of the age he would be extremely
popular with all classes, lay and clerical.”

Is it possible then that we make evils
flourish by fighting them, that succeseful
practice is directly opposed to the best and
most ennobling theory? O Respublica! O

The U. §. Apple Crop Small.

The Orange Judd Farmer says : The apple
erop of the Upited States is smaller than it
has been siuce reliable statistics have been
collected. The total supply from the 1898

. erop of the United Btates is 27,700,000 bar-

rels, compared with something over 40,000,
000 last year, and 70,000,000 in the record-
breakiog crop of 1896. The failure is wide-
epread, reaching from the Pacific coast to
Maine and in none of the states does the
output of fruit approach ap average. In the
great apple etates of the west the crop is
almost an sbsolate failure, although the
gituationin Michiganis better thanelsewhere.
New York has only one-fifth of a full crop.
The failure is attributed to the fact that
during the blooming searon there was ezcese-
jve rainfalj, which washed the pollen and
p;gvented proper fertilization by insects,
‘while a cold wave added to theinjury. The
Oatario crop is decidedly short. The crop
of Europe is below the normal,

REV. F. P. GREATOREX DESCRIBES HIS TRIF
ACROSS THE ATLANTIC IN A SERIES
OF LETTERS

The Houses of Parliament are opeved to
the publi wce o week, on Ssturdays from
10 to > we arranged to go qu a Saturday
morning to We:tmiester Abbey, which is
close by, and then to the Houses «f Patlia-
ment, We were dieappointed in not get-
ting to the morning scrvice in Westminster
Abbey, slthough we were there hefore 10
o'clock, the time appointed for daily service.
The hour passed and no service was com-
menced. We afterwards learned, when too
late, that during the months of July and
August the daily service is held in Henry
the Seventli’s chapel.

The tombs of the kings and ~queens are
shown to visitors in companies. About
every fifteen minutes \a verger opens the
gate leading to the royal tombs and admits
the people who have congregated there—
—sixpence each being required as fee.
The sixpence is well spent, for the
vergers are . very courteous, and are
ready to answer any questions put to
them. The verger leads the way into the
different chapels and gives full information
in regard to each tomb. Some of the tombs
are, of course, very handsome—notably those
of Queen Elizabeth and Mary Queen of
Scots. The coronation chair, which con-
tains the famous stone upon which all the
sovereigns of England are crowned, is in the
chapel of Edward the Confessor, just oppo-
site the shrine containing the remains of the
saint. 'The stome is that upon which the
ancient kings of Scotland were crowned, and
is believed to be the stone that Jacob used
for a pillow. .

Westminster Abbey is a magnificent build-
ing in the Gothic style of architectyre, but
it is spoilt to a large extent by the over
abundance of tombs and monuments in al:
directions. [t is not by any means go strik
iog as St. Paul’s,

From Westminster Abbey we went across
the street to the Houses of Parliament.
Tickets of admission have to be procured
from the Lord Chamberlain’s office within
the building, and by that means suspicious-
looking characters are excluded. The place
literally swarms with policemen who are
watching visitors all the way through, and
no stopping is permitted, If one pauses to
lock at anything especially interesting
policeman’s voice is soon heard eaying,
*““move on, please,” and little hand-bags are
opened and carefully examined for fear they
might contain dynamite. Thus every pre-
caution is taken to prevent a repetition of
the disaster that occurred a few years ago
when an attempt was made to blow up the
buildings.

The ticket procured at the Lord Cham-

berlaia’s office is made of ivory and is passed
almost immediately to one of the policemen
standing in the entrance of the first room
shown, which is the ** Queen’s robing room.”
It is possibly the most striking of all the
beautiful rcoms, the entire walls being cov-
ered with immense paintings of an historical
character. We then passed into the House
of Lords, which is exceedingly gorgeous with
its rich pictures and gilding, but very much
smaller than one would suppose from the
pictures often seen in magazines. The cor-
ridors between the House of Lords and the
House of Commons are lined with very fie
historical paintings. The Lower” House—
where in reality the destinies of the English
nation are decided—is a small, plain and
rather insignificant building. It has an air
of strength and solidity about it, something
like the English gharacter, but is an unat-
tractive room, espccially when seen after the
magnificent Houee of Lords. It would ap-
pear to little advantege if shown first.
Oa 'leaviog the building visitors pass out
through ¢* Westininster Hall” and are per-
mitted to visit the exqaisite little chapel
called ** St. Stephens,” which is in the erypt.
Upon leaving the Parliament buildings we
walked up to Trafalgar Square and weut to
the *“ National Gallery.” Many of the paint-
ings to be seen there are, of course, of al
most priceless value, and it is quite startling
to come suddenly upon some picture that
you have been acquainted with all your life
by means of copies, and realize that you are
actually standing before the original. Such
a picture, for instance, is the *‘ Ecce Homo”
by Guido.

Turner’s pictures are to be seen in the
National gailery, as he left them by will to
the nation ; but they are not in good condi-
tion, the paint is cracking and fading badly.
It is of the greatest importance, evidently,
that painters who paint for posterity should
nse only the very best materiale. Oa the
whole, the National gallery is not a_particu-
larly intereating place to those who are not
artiste, and who have to acknowledge that
new pictures by modern ariists are more to
their taste than those of the old masterr.
The picture gallery at the Crystal Palace is
infinitely more interesting to the ordinary
visitor than the National gallery.

The first Sunday that we epent in London
was a gloriously fine day and the contrast
presented in the streets was remarkable. Oa
week days the streets are always crowded,
and it is often very difficalt to cross over
from one eide to the other; but on Sandays
the streets are almost deserted, owing, of
coyrse, to the fact that the people who do
business jn the city ljve in the suburbe.

In the morning we went to the notorious
charch, St. Albans, Holbarn. It will be re
membered by many that this was the church
chosen by the Church Association some
years ago to prosecute for ritualistic prec

_tices, in order to test the law upon the mat-

ter. Poor Mr. Mackonichie, the vicar, was
worried into his grave by the prosecution,
and his remains are now in a beautiful little
chapel built at the entrance to the church.
Of course the ritual of twenty-five years ago
was a mere trifle compared with the ritual
of today, which is certainly gorgeous and
magpificent in tle highest degree. The
chgreches of the continent of Europe do not
surpass pow some of the extreme churches in
Eogland in grandeny of service. Since I
last visited St. Albaps a most magnificent
reredos has been added to the already beau-
tifal chancel. It is carved and gilded, and
represents scenes in the life of St. Alban.
The preacher was Mr. Stanton, or as he is
always loviogly called, * Father Stanton.”
He is a most devoted man, and a thorough
evangelical, although an out an out ritualist.
His sermaon was a siwple presentation of the
Gospel of Christ, presched without notes
and with remarkable elcquence. After ser-
vice I held out my hand to him and said:
*¢ Mr. Stanton, it is about thirty years since
I last thook hands with you.” He grasped
my hand in the loving, warm-hearted man-
ner that makes him so tremendously popu-
lar, and after asking me where I was work-
ing, eaid: ** Well, my dear fellow, you
come back to Eogland and find me still at
St. Albans.” * Yes,” T replied, *“I pray
that God's blessing may rest abundantly
upon your work.” Of couree all who know
anything about St. Albans, know the won-
derful work that has been done there by a
small, self-denying band of clergy living to-
gether as celibates in a house attached to the
church. The church itself is built upon a
site previonsly occupied by a * thieves’
kitchen,” and the neighborhood was at one
time about the worst in London. The
clergy, by their earnest work, have been
instrumenta] jn changing the aspect of the
neighborhood entirely.

After attending some of the extreme ser-
vices in Eogland, I have come to the conclu-
sion that it is all nonsense about the clergy
tryirg to force ritpal upon unwilling congre-
gations. The ritualietic churches are always
crowded by attentive and devout congre-
gations, and at St. Albaus, where the sexes
sre separated, (he men’s side is jast as full
as the women's, thus showing that the
charge sometimes made that it is only
women who are attracted by a high-church
service is perfectly untrue, 'iihe fact is *“ the
people love to have it go.”

In the afternoon we went to St. Pauls and
heard a sermon by Canon Newbolt (the
caaon in residence at that time), and in the
evening wosattended a very remarkable ser-
vice at a ciiy church, ‘*8t,-Mary-at Hill,”
close to Rillingsgate market. I. appears
that thischureh, which is a fine building in
the Georgian style, was, like so many of
the city churches, all but deserted, the con-
gregation havipg removed to thesuburbs. So,
a short time ago the Fatron offered the living
to Mr. Carlisle, the founder of the Churgh
Army. Mr. Carlisle accepted the parish
and immediately set about, by church army
methods, to fill the church, which he has
done to overflowing ; infact, it is difficult to
get a seat at the evening service unless you
go in very good time, and many are turned
away. ‘The attractions are a magic lantern,
a brass band, and a sarpliced choir of both
men and women. The service, for thorough
heartiness and *‘ go,” was superior to any-
thing I have ever attended, and it is not to
be wondered at that the church is packed at
every service. A screen upon which to
throw the pictures is so arranged that it can
be raised or lowered timultaneously, just at
the chancel arch, and hymns from the
Church Army hymn book are shown—grand,
inspiritinog hymns with choruses; hymns
that everybody can sing, and that people
who have not any great musical talent love.

W hen accompanied by the brass band and a

large pipe organ the singing is something to

be remembered. When th: ereci in said,
pictures appropriate to vach scutenes ure
shown. For instance, whe 1 1he we riis ** v an
crucified, dead and Lucicu,”are «.i(, i pie-
ture of the Crucifixion is shuwn; at vhe
words, *“ the third day He rose again from
the dead,” a picture of the Resurrection,
and #o on. hfr. Carlisle was himself the
preacter, and his subject, *‘ The Prodigel
Son.” Of course; the Church Army is con-
fersedly an imitation of the Salvation Army,.
but wi'h the features objectfonable to mem-
bers of the Church of England omitted—
euch, for instance, as i_fnoring the sacra-
ments, ete. Consequently, Mr. Carlisle’s
style would seem rather odd to old-fashioned
church people. In the course of the sermon
he called upon first one and then another of
the Churckt Army officers to answer ques-
tions regarding their own personal experi-
ence, and how they were converted. There
is no doubt whatever about a grand work
being done, although in a somewhat novel
manner. After service was over a proces:
sion was formed consisting of a surpliced
choir, band and part of the congregation, to
proceed to ** Tower Hill,” where un open-air
service was to be held. Everywhere we
went we found the Naticnal Church to be
remarkably wide awake and doing splendid
work.

Wages of the Virden Coal Miners.

General Manager Lukens, of the Chicago
Virden Compauy, makes the following state
ment in regard to the wages paid by his
company and the demands of the strikers :

“Under the old scale of wages prior to
the summer of 1897, the pay at our mines
was 25 cents per ton mine ran, and fairly
good miners conld and did earn §2.25 per
day of ten hours, free of all expenses. The
pay rolls show an average of §2 29 per day
pet for every miner in the wmine, with a
range of $1.10 to $4.56 per day. The price
of powder has been reduced 50 cenfs n keg
since then, which makes a material increase
in the miners’ wages. At the price the
miners are demanding— 40 cents per ton—
an average miner can make from $3 to $4
per day, and a good workman would have
no difficulty in earning 6 per day. We
have had men in our Virden mine working
at 55 cents per ton, screened coal, which
equals about 28 cents per ton at mine run,
make over $6 per day. The charge that the
Chicago Virden Company is oppressing its
miners and is not willing to pay its employ-
ees living wages is perfectly absurd and i#
not entertained for a moment by people who
are familiar with the situation. The mioers
are fighting to get all they possibly can for
their labor. We do not object to the men
making good wages, the more the better.
All we desire is an opportunity to get our
coal dug at a price that will allow us to
enter the market and sell our coal without
loss to ourselves, and this is impossible at
the rate of pay demanded by the union
workmen. The state has taken absolute
posseseion of our property and has practic
ally prohibited us from operating our
mines,”
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France and Fashoda.

Paris, Oct, 22.—A remarkable change has
come over French opinion on the Fashoda
question, during the last forty eight hours.
The attitude of the public is more inflamed
and more defiant. This is partly due to the
tone of the British press, but more to the
threatening speech of the British Chancellor
of the Exchequer, Sir Michael Hicke-Beach,
which is called **a provocation which is
almost a threat of war.”

The Municipal Council of Paris is abused
on all sides for exhorting the government to
avert war.

It is stated that the policy of France, as
definitely stated to Great Britain, ivcludes
the retention of Fashoda.

Rumors that the Russian Foreign Miais-
ter, Count Muravieff, has assured M. Del-
casse, the French Foreign Ministéy, of
Russia’s support in the controversy, tends
to stiffen the backs of the higher cficials,
although these continue to maintain a concili
atory tone, and declare that France is pre-
pared to carry amiability to the utmost
limits consistent’ with her rights and
dignity. 4
A despatch to the Temps, from London,
asserts that the precise position regarding the
Upper Nile question is this; Great Britain,
having declared her claims on Fashoda,,
asked France to submit whatever proposals
she wished to make. M. Dcleasse, the
French Foreign Minister, replied plaialy that
France demanded an outlet on the Nile, a
reservation being made concerning the geo-
graphical points to be determined upon
Lord Salisbury, the British Prime Minister,
is now consulting his colleagues on the sub-
ject. ¢

The Plebiscite.

Ottawa, Oct. 2].—Epquiry this morning
at the cffice of the Clerk of the Crown in
Chancery elicits the information that so far
about three-quarters of the returns on the
plebiscite have been received. Several ccun
ties in Quebec are yet to be heard from and
returns are lacking from the North-West
Territories and British Columbia. In the
Territories the government is advised that a
heavy snowstorm has interfered with the
collection of the ballot boxes. The Clerk of
the Crown in Chancery believes from the in
formation in his possesssion that the major
ity for prohibition will reach aboat fifteen
thousand and that poscibly he may be able
to make the cfficial declaration next week.

Wayed the Stars and Stripes.

Halifax, N. S,, Oct. 2].—The regimental
sports of the Royal Canadian battalion of
Imperial troops here yesterday were marked
by an anusual incident. At the conzlusion
of the sports a hundred men, the pick of the
garrison, formed a pyramid by mounting up-
on one anothet's shoulders and the man at
apex, a fine specimen of the British soldier,
stood waving in one hand the Union Jack
and in the other the Starsand Stripes. This
finale was cheered by the large number of
spectators present. It was the first time in
the history of Halifax that men of a British
regiment had displayed the flag of another
nation, -
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French Shore Trouble.

St. John’s, Nfid., Oct. 20.—Admiral Ers-
kine and Sir John Bramston, the Royal
Commission, now enquiring into the French
shore question, are holding daily conferences
with the Colonial Cabinet with a view toar-
ranging a basis of negotiation with France
for a settlement of the issues involved. The
ministry favors absolute removal of the
French from Newfoundland soil or some in-
terpretation of treaties which will prevent
the French fishermen now visiting the coast
from interfering with the development of
that large and valuable section of Newfound-
land’s coast line.

The
Mongolians have combined to refuse to pay
twenty five cemts a cord provided by the
statutes for wood cut on government re-
serves. The amount in this vicinity aggre-
gates fifty thousand dollars and the officers
will arrest all refusing to pay hereafter.
The organized labor lodges throughout the
province have decided to boycott, where
practicable, all hotels and restaurants em-
ploying Chinese help. Nearly all the cooks
in British Columbia are (hinese.

The Earl of Minto, Canada’s new governor
general, and Lady Minto leave England on
November 3rd for Canada, sailing directly to
Montreal.

The United States flag wae, with formal
ceremony, hoisted over Ports Rico on Tues
day of last week, and the island henceforth
will be American territory.

The Canadian agent at Christiana says
the apple crop in Norway is ruined and that
there is a splendid opening for Canadian
fruit, especially Baldwins.

Canacian furpiture men have protested
against Mr. Charlton’s propesition to include
this class of product in the reciprocity treaty
with the United Srates.

The North-West ¢lection campaign is now
in full swing. Nominations will take place
on Friday, Oc and polling, where nec-
cssary, on Friday, Nov. 4.

A rumor is afloat to the effect that Lord
Strathcona will soon recign the Canadian
high commissionership in London and be
succeeded by Sir Richard Cartwright.

Canadian trade agent in the Argentine
Republie, reports that the sugar crop in Ar-
gentine is a failure, and that there will be
none for export. Building ie very flat, and
and the lumber trade is correspoudingly
dull.

Thus far this menth there has been shipped
from the port of Boston 1,251,250 bushels of
wheat, 237,279 bushels of corn and 474,262
bushels of oats, an increase of some 250,000
bushels of grain over the corresponding per-
iod last year.

The people in Manitoba are agitating for
sorhe effort to be made to develop the inter-
provincial fruit trade. About eighty per
cent. of the fruit consumed by the people in
Mavitoba and the North-West comes from
the United States.

Rain has fallen thronghout Manitoba stead-
ily for three weeks, Of the 26,000,000 to
30,000,000 bushels of wheat it is estimated
that pot over 8,000,000 bashels have been
threshed. The balance is in stack and is
threatened with destruction,

The weekly winter steamship service be-
tween St. John, N. B., and Liverpool, for
which a subsidy cf §20,000 was voted at last
session of parliament, will be provided jointly
by the Allan and Dominion lines, the contract
having been awarded to those companies.

Mr. Provand, M. P., for the city of Glas-
gow, is at O:tawa again attempfing to secure
a reconsideration of the Chignecto Ship
Railway Company’s case. If the time for
the completion of the work is not extended
to three years the company will demand
compensation for money already expended.

The United States coinage for the fiscal
1897-8 was: Gold §76 028,485, and silver
$18,487,207, of which amount £12 651,731
was in standard silver dollars coined from
the silver purchased under act of July 14,
1890, prior to Nov. 1, 1893, the date of the
repeal of the purchasing clause of said act.

At the annual meeting of the Intercolonial

Almost
every mother objures her child to turn out
its toes, and it is sometimes amusing to sce
the exaggerated attempts that some small

ientious inf make in this direction.

ister drugs when drugs may be dispensed
with. The pious fraud that is practised by
the physicians on the patient who desires to
be “‘ treated ” serves the double purpose of
insuring the physician the confidence of his
client and of gaining whatever advantage
there may lurk in the psychological or men-
tal processes of the patient’s economy. The
fact is, and every graduate of medicine is
aware of it, that the modern healer can do
very well with three agents of the innumer-
able mineral and vegetable derivaties used
in healing. Theee three are opinm, quinine
and mercury in its varions combinations.

It is doubtful if the use of chemical medi-
cines will ever be abandoned, but it requires
po stretch of fancy to conceive an advanced
stage of science in which hygiene will replace
drugs and prevention will obviate the neces-
sity of cure. Neither must we leave out of
consideration the ever advancing knowledge
of nerve action, unscientifically ‘thrust into
the foreground by all the *‘schools” of so-
called mind care, which are naturally op-
posed by the advocates of *‘strong medi-
cines ” for the reason that the very existence
of the drug doctor is thereby threatened.
But if the drug man is yielding slowly and
stubbornly he is yielding no less surely.
This is seen most evidently in the fact that
retail drug stores, which not long ago grew
fat on prescriptions, are now driven to com-
pete with ice-cream saloons, tgbacconists
and notion stores.

A book might profitably be written on
this theme. The purpose here is to call at-
tention to one phase of the new regime in
medicine, followed along the lines indicated
above. Sleep is now prescribed in large
doses by pbysiciaus of all schools and of all
colors of ethics. Most remarkable cures are
effected by generous use of sleep. Ameri-
cans, more than any other people, suffer
from gastro-nervous disorders. Neuras-
thenia, catarrh of the stomach and indiges-
tion, are favourite American diseases. Phy-
sicians are beginning to learn that these dis-
orders do not yield to drugs. The physi-
cians with a fine practice invariably order
¢ rest and change of scene,” and when the
patient can afford to take them he can al-
ways recover his health. But unfortunately
for most patiente, rest and change cf scene
are prohibited by business and lack of
¢ change,” and these poor people are con-
demned to drag out insane lives until they
die of sheer exhaustion. Happily there are
some true physiciane; men whose ideals lift
them above mere money getting, whose first
desire is to do their fellow men a service,
and many of these, while rejecting methods
of the Christian scientist as unscieatific, are
following directly in his wake by prescrib
ing sleep for neurasthenia and its inter-re-
Inted.

If he rises at
6 a. m., let him retireat 9p. m. This treat-
ment has cured thousands of neurasthenia
and indigestion. The patient will find that
the more he sleeps the less often, but the
mogpetheartily, will he eat. He will rest
nerves and stomach at the same time, and he
can “attend to business” right along and
save money while he is doing it.

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The child is still further instructed in the
are of walking as soon as he is sent to dan-
cing-school or to & military ncademy, until
the porition becomes second nature to him.
Yet it is certain that to turn out the toes at
the angle generally given is far from the
correct poeition of the feet in walking. It
has been proved by the highest medical au-
thority that it is not the easiest position,
and that it requires more bodily exertion to
walk with the toes turned even at a slight
angle than it does to place them on the
ground straight, so that a horizontal line
fcom the heel to the toe of any one of the
footfalls would pass through the heel and
toe of all footfalls made by that foot.

This ie not the stealthy step of the Indian,
where the footfalls of both feet are on the
same line, but the artistic step, where the
feet are placed straight and the footfalls are
on the parallel lines, separated a proper dis-
tance from each other.

Artists agree that the streight-a head po-
sition of the feet in walking is ‘the most
graceful and digoified, and the military and
danciog-master step is an artificial one.
Examine all piecea of sculpture; and Venus
de Milo instantly occurs to to the wmind.
The position of the foot is straight forward.
There are no noteworthy exceptions to thie
rule in art. Painters and sculptors always
compel their models to stand with the feet
in this position.

Eye Massage.

Whenever your organs of sight feel weak,
do not claw at them with the kvouckles, g0
to express it. You must not massage your
eyes the same way you would the stronger
perts of the body. They need helpfrom the
hande, but this help must be administered
in a very gentle and delicate method.

John Quincy Adams had a way of treating
his eyes, which, it is said, preserved their
vision to old age, without the help of spec-
tacles.

This was to place his thumb and forefin-
ger each upon an eyelid and gently rub them
toward the nose a number of times each day.
The action encourages circulation of blood
in that locality, does away with the tiny
spots that sometimes float before the vision
and prevents that flattening of the lenses
which causes dimness of sight at a certain
focus.

It is wonderful how much good can be
done the eyes of people of all ages by using
this simple exercise 10 or 15 minutes each
day.

If you are where it may not be conveniert
to measure time, as in the dark, it is well
to count the number of passes made by the
fingers over the eyes until you have reached
the number that you have demonstrated by
experiment that time will allow.

Writing on Clouds.

A NEW  AND WONDERFUL DEVICE FOR SIG-
NALING AT SEA.

A machine which writes messages in let-
ters of fire on the sky at night is the latest
and most wonderful signaling device. Thke
inventor is John William Haywood, of St.
John’s, N. F. The new machine is an
adaptation of the magic lantern principle.
Tae lantern is a powerful one and issupplied
with a battery of stenciled plates containirg
the letters of the alphabet. These platesare
connected by a series of levers with a key-
board, much the eame as in a typewriter.
The keys are marked with the letters and
pivoted in such a way that when one presses
down on one of the keys the corresponding
slide is drawn up in front of the lensand the
letter is thus thrown out vastly enlarged.

Boys in Dairying.

A Tennessee correspondent of Hoard's
Dairyman says: In our discussione on
dairy subjects we, as a rule, ignore the fact
that our success is owing to a great extent
to the boys on the farm. They, if properly
reared, will not only relieve us of a great
many cares, but also will make the farm and
herd more successful than hired men will do.
In my wide range of observation I have
found that the dairyman or any farmer who
took an interest in having his boys with him
on the farm was the one who was not only
making his business a success, but at the
sume time was giving his boys the education
and habits to make them snccessful in his
line after him. In my case while my boys
were small I worked on a salary, feeling that
I could not successfully carry on a dairy
farm with hired help. Our first venture in
working for ourselves developed a new
problem I was not counting on—that is, in
a family of four boys no two are alike in
their tastes regarding farm and dairy work.
Our present lease is on a farm that is adapt-
ed to dsiry work alone. The crops of grain
are light, owing to long years of poor farming.
And stock raising does not pay, owing to
relative high prices of the grains necessary
to finish stock for the market. I find that
to keep my sons interested they should bein
a locality where stock, grain and dairgfvork
can be carried on together, thus giving each
boy a line of work' that best suits his inclin-
ation. My oldest son is better pleased to
work with teams in the feld. The next in
age is the most successful culf raiser I ever
saw, and is also in the way of making a tine
butter and cheese maker. Still another boy
takes a great interest in having fine hogs,
chickens, eto.

At the same time they are all fully alive
to the importance of the milk cow and her
products and are firet class milkers. Any
oue of them can conduct the work from pail
to the finished butter and ere growing in
knowledge daily from my teachings, coupled
with our many dairy papers, which, I am
glad to say, they read with interest. I give
them practical lessons in feeds and feeding,
teach them to be systematic in all work con-
nected with the herd and dairy, call their
attention to.all improvements that are being
made in creamery and herd management,
give them the running of the Babcock test,
lot them solve the problems that arise in
manipulating the test—such as varioos de-
grees of density of acid, variations in fats,
how to get best readings, figuring yielde,
proving tests from herd’s milk to the bu:ter
milk.

Any one of my sons can take a stranger
into our pasture, point out any cow in the
herd and tell bow much milk she gives and
what it will test. The whole secret of my
saccess with my boys and cows is in keep-
ing the former interested and the latter

perfectly cautenu.d

The Oldest Hen.

Speaking about cne thing and another, it
may be interesting to your many readers to
know that it is the belief of all I bave ever
heard, or all I have ever seen in print, that
the White Leghorns are the longest lived of
any breed of poultry. There is one hen near
us here that was hatched in July, 1879, and
has continued to furnish the usual quantity
of eggs, regularly year after year ever since
until this seagon. This hen has never been
broody until last season, when a few eggs
were put under her which were near the end
of incubation, having been taken out from a
nest that was covered by a Cochin hen,
*“ Maggie,” as this old White Leghorn hen is
called, finished the incubation and raised
them all right, taking the best care of them,
and to mend matters she was, to all appear-
ances, the bose of the yard, being able to re-
tain her anthority from the fact that she
has spurs that measure 1§ inches in length.

This hen is still on the same farm near
here, owned by Mr. Berjamin Wingard,
has passed through rough weather and
chicken diseases without a blemish—in fact
Mr. Wingard says she was the only hen he
bad lefc after the chicken cholera cleaned
out his entire flock two years in anccession.
Mr. Wingard eays that this hen has aver-
aged about 180 eggs each year, and is now
past, or near at least, 19 years of age. Tak-
iog it all in all, 3,240 eggs from one hen is a
great record. This hen is now blind,.but is
taken care of by Mrs. Wingard in every
way, eeeming to know her voice from all
others about the farm. It eats out of her
hand, and, io fact, depends on Mre. Win-
gard for its living, being unable to look for
itself. It is the intention of Mr. Win-
gard to take this bird to the show in Indian-
apolis the coming seacon and exhibit her as
the oldest hen on record. Perhaps this is
rather a broad way of putting it, but he
claims it, anyway. - Can any of your readers
put in & better claim ?

What Makes a Horse ‘‘Standard.”

Oa September 1st next the new rules, as
to the gualification of or what constitutes a
standard bred horse, will go into operation.
We Lerewith give them, so all iaterested
may preserve them for future reference,

THE NEW STANDARD.

1—The progeny of a registered standard
trotting horse and a registered standard
trotting mare.

2— A stallion sired by a registered stan-
dard trotting horse, and whose dam and
grandam were sired by registered standard
trotting horses and he himself had a trotting
record of 2 30 and is the sire of three trotters
with records of 2 30 from different mares.

3— A mare whose sire is a registered stan-
dard trotting horse, and whose dam and
grandam were sired by registered standard
trotting horses, provided she herself has a
trotting record of 2 30 or is the dam of one
trotter with a record of 2.30.

4—Any mare gired by a registered stan-
dard trotting horse, provided she is the dam
of two trotters with records of 2 30 by differ-
ent sires.

The rules for pacers are identical with
those for trotters, except that the time stan-
dard is 2.25.
rule governing horees of s0 called mixed
breeding. Itis:

6—The progeny of a registered standard
trotting horse out of a registered standard
pacing mare ; or the progeny of a registered
standard pacing horse, out of a registered
standard trotting mare shall be eligible to be
registered as a standard pacer.

the present time.

SERIOUS HARM OFTEN DONE RBY THE CARE’
LESSNESS OF PARENTS,

A high Evglieh medical authority, Sir
William Dalby, bas recently written a
treatize on the preservation of the hearing,
in which he speaks, with strongest terms of
reprobation, of the **cruel and iniquitions
practice of boxing children’s ears.”

Blows on the head of any sort are apt to
be permanently injurious, and abyone who
has studied physiology, however superficial-
ly, will readily understand how easily a vio-
lent box on the ear may ruptﬁre the ear
drum and perhaps produce incurable deaf-
ness.
