In these days of unsettled weather, 
people will read with interest what 
John Burroughs has to say of the pur­
pose of the weather. We give the fol­
lowing extract from “A Year in the 
Fields."

Each day foretells the next, if one 
could read the signs; to-day is the 
•oregenitor of to-morrow. When the at­
mosphere is telescopic, and distant ob­
oe is stand out unusually clear and 

sharp, a storm is near. We are on the 
crest of the wave, and the depression 
follows cfuickly. It often happens that 
clouds are not so indicative of a storm 
as the total absence of clouds. In this 
state of the atmosphere the stars are 
unusually bright an d numerous at 
night, which is also a bad omen.

I find this observation confirmed by 
Humbolt. “it appears," he says, 
“that the transparency of the air is 
prodigiously increased when a certain 
quantity of water is uniformly diffused 
through it." Again, he says that the 
mountaineers of the Alps “predict a 
change of weather when, the air being 
•aim, the Alps covered with a perpet­

And the seats of learning in 
America are not content, as they are 
with us, to teach dead languages. 
They teach everything*—law, agricul­
ture, mechanics, dentistry, nursing 
politics. They even have noy a pro­
fessor in some colleges who gives lec­
tures on the best methods of adver­
tising. The aspiring young man ac­
cordingly makes any sacrifice to get 
to a university. Here are examples of 
Mr. Foster Fraser’s observations:

nent. I am told that one of the most 
reliable weather signs they have down 
in Texas is afforded by the ants. The 
ants bring their eggs up out of their 
underground retreats, and expose them 
to the warmth vf the sun to be hatch­
ed.
