The old lime sulphur, arsenate of lead 
and lime sulphur, arsenate of lime 
spray formulas were fairly efficient in 
the control of insect pests and apple 
sct»b, but in some seasons, on some var­
ieties, they would cause an appreciable 
drop of the fruit when applied at all 
vigorously. With the advent of the 
spray gun the injury from the lime sul­
phur was increased. The spray gun is 
such a time saver that it seemed better 
business to adapt the spraying solutions 
to the gun than to go back to the old 
bun boos, and still get some injury.

For two years foe were undecided as 
to what to recommend, Hordedux and 
lime were the two alternatives to lime 
sulphur. Bordeaux made according to 
tl e 4-4-40 formula would russet the 
fruit and also cause serious yellowing of 
the leaves iu most seasons. .Soluabk* 
sulphur we found safe in so far as leaf
