many stood with uncovered heads as 
the funeral ears passed, and nowhere 
was actual disrespect witnessed.

Troops guarded the streets and were 
massed in numerous parks and plazas 
along the route; all shops and cafes 
were closed and shutters covered the 
windows of the ministerial buildings 
in the Praca do C'ommcreio where 
the king and prince were assassinated 
a week ago.

It was a grief-stricken palace; and 
strong men were shaken at the scene 
in the private apartments where the 

•Special embassies were received Neith­
er Queen Ainelie nor the Dowager 
Queen Maria Pin. were to be seen, but 
King Manuel carried himself bravely 
as he might, though deadly pale and 
on the verge of a break down when 
the ordeal was finished. The Duke of 
Connaught. Prince Kite! Frederick, 
and Infante Fernando, in addition.to 
verbal condolences, presented jjersonal 
letters from their soverigns to the 
king who was greatly touched'at these 
messages. Tears that were almost con­
stant.y in his eyes several times over­
flowed.

When the momlwrs of the court and 
the special representatives of foreign 
countries entered the chapel for the 
last brief ervico, the king remained 
behind. Ni ’ her he nor the two queens 
followed tlie 1 < rtege to the cathedral. 
The violent d«... ii of his father, it is 
explained, absolve d King Manuel from 
conforming to the tradition of walk­
ing behind the dead, to the grave. Nev­
ertheless. his absence and the absence 
of Queen Amelie and the Dowager Queen 
has caused universal comment, being 
generally attribute! to other reasons.

S. A. Capt. Gamble Reports 
Successful Immigration Work

(Special to the Sentinel.)
Captain Gamble of the S. A. Immi­

gration Department, and Assistant to 
Staff Capt. Jennings, was iii Bridge­
town this week, interviewing the heads 
of manufacturing establishments and 
farmets imthe interests of the Immigra­
tion Department and sax's: “The Sal­
vation Army is meeting with good - ia- 
cess all through the country on 1 hr 
Immigration work.

“Last season the Army brought out 
17,000 settlers to Canada and this 
season will bring out -0,000. The 
Steamer Kensington is the first of the 
Army chartered boats. It will arrive 
at Halifax. Feb. *2Sth. with 1,400 on 
board. These are all for British Col­
umbia. The greater portion of the sec­
ond steamer is for the Maratime Pro­
vinces. Ten chartered ships in all will 
arrive this year. Out of these live or 
six will arrive at Haifax. A portion of’ 
the Immigrants will settle in the Ma­
ritime provmccthe greater por­
tion will pro'lably proceed West.

All Army immigrants are guaran­
teed farm labor, but in many 
mechanics, etc., are found work*'

1 am taking a tour all through No­
va Scotia, and at Londonderry, Am­
herst. Truro, Campbellton and other 
places and have got many guarantees 
of work from employers of skilled -la­
bor. The demand/for domestic servants 
is enormous niuf that the Army is able 
to fill only a small percentage of the 
demand. In cases where servant girls 
are required the applicant usually ad­
vances part of the fare and I am pleas 
e<l to say that very few of these ever 
break faith.

PITTSBURG, Pa.. Feb. 11.— Twen­
ty-seven persons xxere injured. two 
probably fatally, in roasting accidents 
ill Greater Pittsburg during the past 
twenty-four hours. Twenty-one of them 
were in one accident 011 the north side 
and five in another accident in the 
same direction. Twehtv-five boys and 
several girls started for Brighton 
Rood down the Marshall Avenue on a 
four-board sled about fifteen feet long 
last night. The weight of the crowd 
and the grade of the hill carried the 
sled at an uncontrollable speed. For 
over three hundred feet it dashed, and 
when George Becker, the guide, tried 
to drop his chain it refused to work.

There is a curve at the foot <»f the 
hill. Here the sled took a sudden 
turn cradling into a telegraph pole.

Ten of those* who occupied the front 
part of the sled were hurled clear to 
the car tracks, fifty feet away. Two 
were injured so seriously that thex- 
may die. Others sustained broken 
limbs, cuts, and other minor hurts.

We publish elsewhere a paragraph 
noting the success of.one of our fruit- | 
growers as the winner of a prize metl- j 
nl for apples packed in boxes, exhibit- j 
(‘d in London. The packing of our | 
fruit in boxes is comparatively a new 
departure, and opinions differ as to 
the value of the box or the barrel. We 
believe, however, that it is generally 
conceded that for fine desert fruit the 
box package is much preferable, while 
for the ordinary grades the barrel is 
more suitable. The extra care neces­
sary in packing the box would make 
the exclusive use of such a package al­
most an impossibility under the con­
ditions of labor, climate and other 
contingencies which effect the fruit­
growers of this country. Skilful pack­
ing :.s much more necessary with the 
boxes than with the barrel. Any of 
our readers interested in the subject 
may obtain from the Department of 
Agriculture, Ottawa, a bulletin giving 
full instructions for this manner of 
packing and shipping fruit.

POSTAGE ON DAILY
NEWSPAPERS RFDUCT'fD.

OTTAWA, Feb. 6.—An amended 
convention has been entered into 
betw 1*011 Canada and the United 
Stati s, it during the postage on 
daily newspapers between the two 
countries to one cent a pound in­
stead of four cents, ns at pres-

O11 weekly and monthly period­
icals the postage remains the same, 
namely four cents a pound.

That means that the enormous pres­
sure brought to l war on the Canadian 
Postmaster General by the powerful 
big Tlaily newspapers has been the 
means of reducing their postage to u 
living rate; but the country weekly, 
that our Canadians in the United 
States particularly want, and which 
they are now bled almost to death 
to pay postage on. is to remain at 
the same extortionate rate ns hereto­
fore.

The amended regulation is all right 
for the big wealthy city daily, but the 
country weekly is filched from as here­
tofore.

Although our dog teams 
are our greatest dependence in all our 
winter travelling it does not follow 
that our winter moves are much easier 
on, us than were those of the summer 
months. On moving day the rule is 
either to “drive clog or play dog." 
And when playing dog men ms hauling 
a loaded toboggan by hand 1 would 
just as soon have a summer move with 
its long portages and hard parking.

We are camped now in a place where 
some xery interesting beaver work is 
lo be seen.

J. Shaw s paper on "Birds was in 
its way unique. The wild inhabitants 
ol the aii havt usually been looked up 

on by the farmer ail enemies to he 
ruthlessly destroted whenever oppor­
tunity offered. Mr. Shaw showed clear­
ly that the birds were friends and al­
lies whose services are almost invalu­
able in the domain of agriculture, and 
especially in fruit raising. If this fact 
were made clear to our farming popu­
lation. the feathered songsters which" 
give life and melody to the waste plac­
es of the land would be saved fro-m 
much wanton and brutal destruction 
at the hands of those who have hither­
to looked upon them as destructive 
pilferers. Mr. F. W. Foster delivered 
.in address upon a subject which is 
deserving of more attention than usual 
y falls to its share, and it would be 
to provincial interests to have the 
matter taken up and discussed further 
by the public prints. The speaker made 
a number of comparisons between ag­
ricultural possibilities of Nova Scotia 
and the North West. Here we have 
neither droughts nor cyclones, sum­
mer frosts nor winter blizzards, and 
the moisture of our climate is espec- 
nlly favorable to the growth of those1 
grasses which make the liest liny. Thus 
lot only in general farming, but es­
pecially in the matter of dairying, 
Nova Scotia offers advantages equal 
vo those <>f the West.

What is U-ing 
done to attract new settlors, formed 
the theme of Captain .Tannings, of the 
Salvation Army, who showed what 
was being accomplished by Barns tear!, 
who deserilxM in full the methods now 
being actively pursued by the Murray 
Government to make good the loss in 
population of rural districts by plant­
ing these districts with suitable fier­
ions from the British Isles. The mat­
ter dealt with so forcibly by Messrs. 
Jennings and Barnslcad is of greatest 
importance to the future advance and 
welfare of Nova Scotia. We have a 
narrow lim of settlements around our 
coast, and a scattered population in 
our river valleys in the interior, while 
(he whole heart, geographically speak­
ing. of the country is almost an un­
broken stretch of uninhabituted forest 
and pasture land, whose fertility is 
undoubted.
