MR. SEDGWICK'S REPORT.

I began my labors at Dighy instead of
Annapolis, on the second Sab. of August;
reaching in the morning at Digh
Zut in the house of Mr Turnbull to a
considerable audiench, say from forty to

‘fifty ; and I maysay that I have seldom

had ‘frore liberty in my work, or been
bettet pleased with the appearance
of o cohpgregation. My only regret was
that I should be so short a time with
them. One of Mr Turnbull’s sens drove
me up to Dighy, where I preached in
the afternoon in the Baptist meeting-
house. There was & somewhat larger
autendance of people, but from some
cause or another, 1 had not the same
enlargeément ‘'in my work, nor did the
congregation appear to me tb be of the
same cist. Perhaps I was burt in my
frame and exsercise by finding written

‘in pencil beneath the book-board of the
‘pulpit the following extraordinary sen-

tence. ‘A minister Las much to bear

(or do) in such a place as this. Gud,
‘grant me patience.”’ 1 was anxious to
preach in the eyening alsu: but for)
reasons which it is needless to mentivuy

in this report, I could not manage 11—
neither could I get 'to‘Gullivar's Holc.

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Table. The number would have beenfme. 1 was {old that I could not get an

audience of a wenk mght at any season
of the year, and that it Wwould be unwise
to take 1he people atvay from the labors
of the field in the midst of haying. Had
it not been so intensely hot, I would
cheerfully have walked; but I remem-
bered him who said, Do thyself na
harm,’” and therefore, I was obliged to
content myeelf with what I had done.

I got up to Annapolis by the middle
of the week, and, on the third Sabbath
of August I conducted divine service in
the usual places of meeting, and at tho
usual hours, as also on the fourth Sub-
bath. On both days I had much com-
fort in my work, and the audience,
which was considerable, was orderly
and attentive. During the week I
preached twice in the neighborhoed of
the town—at Round-hill in a Baptist
church, and in the Grey settlement ina
small school-roum. In both places there
were a8 many hearers as could ressona-
bly be etpected. I preached a second
time also at Round-hill on the afternoon
of the fourth Sabbath, to a larger-audi-
ence, it is said, than had ever been in
that place of worehip, and twho seemed
devout and attentive.

I met with some of the leading men
in the congregation on Monday, and had
a conversation with them as to their
state and prospects. The question was
started, whether they should at ohce
proceed to build 2 church, or take im-
mediate steps to ohtain a minister. It
was the unanimous opinion of those
present, that if possible and practicable,
they should get & minister first, as this
would most materially id them in their
efiorts apd working us a congregation.
They do not imagine that in the frst
instance they can give an adequate sti-
pend to a minister, but, reasoning on;

robability, they beliove, that by the
gles’sing of God, this would soon be
within their power. I saw the amount
of their Sabbath day colleciion, and 1.
respect to it, there 18 this checring cir-
cumstance, that during the time thoy
have been congregaied, it bas gradaally

Idid so to a
considerable number of people, and af-
ter shaving the hospitality of a true-blue
Presbyterian lady, a somewhat rare ar-
ticle in theso regions, I took the stage
homowards, thankful to the Master that
he had granted me so many opportuni-
tics of preaching the word, and taking
sweet counsel with so many stranger
brethren in Christ, but most anzious to
return to the loved scenes of my labors
in Musguodoboit.

I would take the liberty of stating to

MR. INGLIS'S LETTER.

To the Rev. Dr. Bates. Secrelary of the
Missionary Committee of the Reformed
Presbyterian Synod.

Aneiteun, New Hebrides, Oct. 3, 1854.

My DEear Sir.—My last letter to you
was dated July 11 and Aug. 1, and was
forwarded by way of China. Since that
timo several things have oceurred of an
encouraging nature, and which I hope
will be interesting to the Committee
and the friends of the mission.

Since that time I have baptized seven-
téen adults and five children. I men-
tioned in o former communication that

I had a class of seventeen candidates for
bapiism apd church fellowship, with
whom I met once a-week. On occasion
of Mr Geddie’s being here, about sis
weelks ago, we examiaed them together, ’
After o careiul examination, we consi- |
dered tuat frem their knowledwe, the
profession of their faith, and their gen-
eral character, they were all eliible fur |
church membership. On the day ap- I
pointed for the baptism, M: Geddiei
preached an appropriate sermon ou that
subject, after whien T shortly addiessed
them, proposed the quesiions in our
formula, avd administered the oidi-
nancs. It was s solemn ard impressive;
oceasion. The church was full, and all |
present appeared to take n deep interest
in the proceedings. ,

'Che following is a literal translation
of the formula for tbe admission of
church members. I give you the first
question also in Aneiteum.

1. Eko imi-isjis ninivaijeg intis in-
eingki aijana, et Atua inivaijec g Thovs,
um eti lep ateug tah, ka 0’0?

You afirm to be true this word, Jehs-
vah ig the true God, and thers is no
other, do you not?

2, You affirm to be true thig worl,
There are three distinet, the Father,
the Son, and the Holy Spirit, but thy
are one in.heart, do you not?

8. You affirma to be true, that theyar

= =
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the words of Jehovah which his servants
wrote in the holy book, do you not?

4. Youaffirm to be true your sinful-
ness before Jehovah, and your inability
to save yourselves, do you not?

5. You affirm to be true this word,
Jesus Christ came down into this world
and died, a sacrifice for our sins, do you
not?

6. You afiirm to be true this word,
the Holy Spirit only can give you a new
heart, do you not?

7. You desire to give up all heathén-
jsm and wickedness, to trust in Christ,
to keep the commundments of God, and
o lead a holy life, do you not?

You may think this a meagre and not
very clear statement of Seripture truth.
Our object is to present before the na-
tive mind as short and simple a view as

ossible of the leading truths of the
ﬁible, especially of those that bear most
against heathenism, the form of Satan’s
power on this island. The Umtg and
Prinity of God, the truth and authority
of Seripture, tha sinfulness and help-
lessness of mun, Justification by the
atonement of Christ alone, sanctifica-
tion by the Spirit of God, and the ne-
cessty of repentance, faith, and holi-
ness, &e., aru the points we have endea-
vored to bring as distinctly as we could
before the natives, toth in our catechism
and in our formula ; and they appear to
comprehend them better than one would
readily expect. 1 have, indeed, often
been struck, in listening to the prayers
and addresses of the natives, with the
correet views which they possess of the
fundamental doctrines of the gospel.

1 have dispensed the sacrament of the
Lod’s supper twice since the formation
of the church at this station. The
pumber of adalt native members is
twenty-eight ; we have algo five Samo-
ang, msking in all thirty-three, and
nine children. May the great and good
Shepherd watch over these few helpless
sheep in this wilderness!

T mentioned in my last leiter that at
the opening of his new church, Mr Ged-
die had married eleven couple. Every
great movement on the one side of the
jsland acts powerfully on the other.
About three weeks ago we had & simi-
lar display here. In one day, at our
Friday prayer-meeting, I married no
fower than thirteen couple. Four of
the men had formerly had two wives

each, but bad put away one of them;
and the four wives thus put away were
also all mavried at the same time to
other husbands. On the previous Sab
bath, I preached on tiie nature and du
ties of marriage, and on that occasion,
notwithstanding a very unfuvorable day .
we had a large attendunce, especially of
women. Iread and briefly expounded
the last twenty-two verses of tge Book
of Proverbs, which I had translated for
the occasion,—a passage which the
venerable Matthew Henry callg s ¢“look-
ing-glags for 1adies, which they are de-
sired to open and dress themselves by ;
and if they do 8o, their adorning will be
found to praise, and honor, and glory,
at the appearing of Jesus Christ.”” A
looking-glass which would require tobe
frequently opened and held up before
the sable-faced ladies of Aneiteum.
When marrying the parties, I required
each of the four men reforred to, to de-
clare publicly, that he gave up all olaims
upon the wife he had put away, and
then married each of them to the wife
he had retained. .

Iam happy to say that the Lord is

utting honor upon his own instituted
ordinance of marriege in the.--eyes of
this people. It is not twelve months
since the first Christian marriage was
celebrated on this side of the island,
and I have already married twenty-one
couple., The helf of these marriages
have been to rectify the effeots of heath-
enism. Infive instsnces the bridegroom
renounced ono wife, and in other five
instances the brides were thess repudi-
ated wives. Amrd although the bitter
fruits of former heathenism are occa-
sionally springing up snd troubling us,
there 18, nevertholess, & Biriking im-

ovement taking placsdu $he -social
Telations of the natives. Thsimerriage
relation is acquiring @ sacredness and a
sanctiry which nothing but the Word
and Spirit of God could have produced.
Several other men, who bhad formerly
had two wives ezoh, had put away one of
them before Christian meyriage was in-
troduced here: with these, us with all
publicly recognised native marringes, L
have not interfered. .

We have still thres men professing
Christianity who bave two wives cach;
one of these i8 @ chief who has nowly i

immediate digtrict, who was one of the u
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first that prefessed Christianity here,
but who has displayed a vast amount of
duplicity and obatinacy in this matter.
Not that he feals kappy in his present’
stato; he ia constantly quarreling wich
the one wifo about the other, IHe ha«|
two settlements, and lives a weok or
two with the one wifo at the one settle-
ment, and then quarrels and leaves hor.
and goes and lives a similar length «f
time with the other, with the same re-
sults, He thus vibrates between them
till he has becomse quite & praverb. e
hys caused a greut deal of auxiety and
trouble. A good many menamong th.
heathen have two wives each, and some
three ; but none more that I kuow of.
I mentioned in same former letters
that there were very fivorable aczounts
reaching us from Tﬂﬁ'li&. Within the
last three wecks we had a visit from
a party of Tanese. Yaresi, the chief of|
a small district about ten or fifteen
miles to. the west of Port Resolution,
with bis brother and si<or seven others,
along with som> natives of this island
who had been on Tuna, came over in
two ecanoes. This is the district to
which I referred some time ago, s be-
ing visited about eighteen months since
by Waihit and some Christian natives
from Mr Geddie’s station, who were
taken to Tana by the vessel which took
the small-pox thither. Yaresi’s grand-
mother was a native of thisisland ; both
he and his brother have been frequently
here, and both can speak this language.
They came over at this time to see the
progress of the gospel on this island,
and to seek a teacher to go with them
to instruct them. One of the Christian
chiefs from this side of the island was
over on Tann some monthsago, and told
the Tanese that it was, Mun fi nethoa
im mun i netho has Ancileum; that is,
¢ There was no war und no wickedness
now on Aneiteum.’’ 'The Tanese were
ineredulous, and told bim his words
were fulse. When this party arrived,
this chief and others lost no time in
taking them round the island, to show
them that his words were true. They
caused the Tanese to leave their clubs,
spears and other weapons behind them,
and the whole party walked round the
island unnrmeg. The state of the isl-
and must have struck the strangers very
much; a flourishing mission 3tation

island ; and the whole ocirouit of the
island, one district excopted, dotted with
school-houses; while, as tfxe result of
tho gospel, universal peace, mutual
o~ hdenoe and gaod-will round the wholo
island. They were so affeoted with
wlab they saw that they were crying.
1t s to be remurked, that they sasw the
bust of the islund, as the greatost part
of the heathen Jive inland. The irst
Subbath they were in the ehurch here
we had torrents of rain, and the attends
ance was swall, but on the secund Sab-
bath the day was fine and the church
well filled. The appearance of so many
natives decently dressed, and assembled
far the worship of God, appeared to
strike them very much. Qne day they
came, accompanied by a number of our
own natives, to see our hougse. When
showing them throu§b the house, |
opened the medioino chest and showed
them the medicines. A heathen uative
of thia island who had come witwu them
from Tana, explained to shew of his own
accord the use of the medicines, and
concluded by saying, Mun ti nemehe an-,
peke ineingki. ¢*There is no disease on
this island now.” By disense I supposs
he meant epidemics. Thia was a valu.
able testimony in behalf of the gospel.
One of tho strongast prejudices against
the gospel on Tana, and indeed through-
out all thess islands, arises from the
belief that Christianity is the harbinger
of disense and death. The nutives look
upon teachers and missionaries as same.
thing like their own sarred men, and
like them great discase makers, and
hence objects of dread. But here was
testimony horne by a heathen, that the
very opposite was the case on this isl-
and. On this account the possession of
a few medicines and a little medical
skill is of great importance to & mis-
sionary in this group.

Both Mr Gedﬁje and I, and also our
principal natives, haye had a good denl
of convereption with thig party, The
chief says that he has long had a desire
for the Word of God, especially singe
they were visited by Waihit and the
natives from Mr Geddie’s station. Ho
knew thgt the Word of God was hore.
He had heard that it wasalso on Fotuns
and Erromangs, apd he was most anxi-
ous to have it alsoir his land, Ho had
often. he said, come to this island in the

MHe said, moreover, that if|
we would send him a v2acher, he would
sond o wman and his wife to this island
to learn the Word of God here,—these
would also be pledges for the safety of
our toachor. "Mr Geddie and I have
ench of us had & teacher and hic wife in
readiness for Tans for some months,
und ns wo oxpect the missienary barque
the John Williams<o visit us this month,|
when the Samoan brethren arvive we
shall arrango with them as to what is
to bo done for Tuna. We have in the
moentime assured tha chief that he
shall have & tencher, and the whole
pacty have left us to propare for him,
and to be ready to rocelveflim when the
vosuol goes thither,

The ohange which the Lord has
brought about on this island is telling
fuvorubly on the islands around us.
Thero is o good deal of intercourse be-
twoon Anetteum, Tana, Fotuna, Niue,
and Ervomanga, partly by means of ca-
n0gs, and partly by mesns of the sandal-
wood vessels; and however much the
change thut is going en on this island
strikos us, it must strike the natives u
great denl more. Qur teachers on Fo-
tuna have written us, that the chiefs
there are vory unxsious to come to this
island to see the effects of the mission.
It wasin this way that the chaage in
Lahiti told so powerfully on the sur-
rounding islands and groups about thir-
ty years ago.

. In many respects natives arc the best
pioneexs; only it must never be forgot-
Zen, that native agency, whether from
Samon, Raorstongs, or Aneiteum, cun
only propare the way for missionarics,
They cannot translate the Scriptures,
_prepare and ﬁrinc books, &o. They can
assist, but they counot supersede mdis-
sionanries ; and unless they aro followed
u%iu a-ghort time by missionaries, their
Inbors aro thrown wwoy. Erremanga is
about to he taken up at e very proper
timeq teacherse have heen stationed
shere for two yoars: The sooner that
ono raissionary ean be locuted on Fotu-
Lnu, two on 'luna, und four on Fuate, so

i

much the betttr, Were these all lo-
cated immediately, they wenld zoon,
by the blessing of God, make room for
twice that number.

‘Che work on this island continues to
advance very favorably. The heathen
are offering no violent opposition, and
though not rupidly, they arc steadily
joining us. The chief of an important
island district on this side of the island,
and & few of his people, have joined ua.
The mast of his people, amounting to
upwards of eighty, it is said, would
join us; but they have nmo clethes to
come to church in. Indeed the want of
clothing appears to be the principal
drawback at present with a.great many
of the inlond natives; amd, 1 am sorry
to say, it is entively_eut of our. power
just now to remeve it. Ous clothing,
far native purposes, is entirely exhaust-
ed ; and although a futhom of whito or
brown calico clothes & man very decent-~
ly, as fashions go here, yet where they
have tv be clothed by the hundred, the
tagsk becomes heavy. Orns ef the load-
ing chiefs of Anan-un-se has all but
joined us. He has not formally declared
himeelf Christian, but he has done what
is nearly equivalent. e has cut down
the grove of his natmasses. Ile has
profuned their sacred ground by piant-
ing taro upon it. He has cut off his
long hair. He has juat been here to get
medicine for a sore foot. He came de-
cently dressed, stayed all night with u !
relation of his, and came te our school
in the morning.

Mrs Inglis and I continue to enjoy
good health, but I am sorry to say that
Mr Geddie, for some past, has been oc-
casionally subject to ague and fever.
Peace be with you &i.

LETTERS FROM MRS. INGLIS.
Aneiteum, New Helrides, Scpt. 13, 1854.

The three boxes from home camo all
safe, and will bo o groat beacfit to the
mission. As you requaest me tv montion
whatever would be most useful, I will
make a few suggestions to you. Of
shirts and trousurs there cannot be tou
many. The shirts, but especially the
trousers sent, however, are fur thomost
part too large ; the men herearoncither
gtout nor tall. Both men and women
on this island are in general rathor
under than above the middle siza. We
give long roundabonts only to our
teasher’s wives and our boarding school
rirls, and the.. canall make their own.

Ve are unwilling to give the women
petticoats, lest they should give up
making their own pandanas leaf pesti-
coats, which do very well, at least tili
cloth be more plentiful on ths island.
Tne petticoats from Castle Douglas
congregation I shall turn 4o some other
purposes. The speotacles will be very
usotul. For example, we gave a pair to
Rijin, an old ohief, & good man, andone
of our chureh members. He is a most
porsevering soholar, but his sight is
vety much failed. He made out the
words not amiss, but he had great ditti-
culty with the letters; he can now see
them plainly, and is quite delighted
with his new eyes. We gave Mr Geddie
a portion of the spectacles, and Mrs
Gaddie was telling me of an old woman,
one of their church members, to whom
she had given & puir. The old woman
conld not thread her needle, but now
she can see quite well, and is so pleased
wish her new sight that she would sew
almost from morning to night. The
black cloth you sent is just the right
kiné for tins ctimate. I gave Mrs Ged-
die & dress of it, in case she might re-

uire it. The children’s clathos that

iss Waddell sent out are too good for
the natives, but they.were not lost. I
1| made a present of the le. st valuable of
them o our Samosn teacher’s chiliren,
and the others answered Mrs Geddie's
children, of which I was very gla(},
there is so littls time to make children’s
clothes here; and it enabled me to re-

tarn in somo measure vhe kindness
which Mrs Geddie had formerly shown
me in supplying me with cluthing for
my girls.  You will accept of my best
thanks for the black merino. You will
please to thank Mrs Clark for her
thread ; we neced so muokh of it here, id
will be quite a boon.

Many are our wonts bere. Combs of
all kinds are o thing wo much wani.
Every girl and boy living with usrequire |
to have one of their own; if you give |
one between two of them, it issure ta
be lost in a very short time. I would
also like %o have a tin plate, and knife
and fork, and strong Eod-room towsl,
ond a small looking-glass for each of
them. The nntives cook once a day;
they eat their principal menl in the
evening ; they use leaves for plates, and
fingers for knives and forks. Thé na-
tive oven, in whioh they cook the most
of their food, consists of a hole made in
the earth, in which they make a good |
firs, and build stones on the top: when
the atones are thoroughly heated they
take out 8 portion of them, leaving the
rest and the hot cinders at thes bottom ;
_= thess they place clean loaves, snd
having previously scraped snd washed
their taro, they wrap it in leaves and
place it in the oven ; they then tover it
with more leaves and the rest of the
heated stones, and then cover the whole §i
with & quantity of earth; they la it
rowmain for an kour, or an hour and a-
half, or two hours, according to the

uantity of food.that is in the oven.
%hia is by far the best way of cooking
taro and bread fruit. We have always
ours done in this way. They are very
particular in having overything clean
about their ovens.

I have ten girls at presens. I hove
had in alf fourtesn. Four have been
married. They sre alf lesrning very
well. » Two of them are church mem-
bers. Four of them have ropested to
me all the gospel of Mark ; some of the
rest are at the twelfth chapter, and
thoy are all getting on very well.. Sev-
eral of the other women around me are
nearly as far advanced.. Of the two

irls who are members, Mnrtha snd
ane, their consisient conduct gives me
every reaspn to belieye that fhey are
change? in heart as well as name.  Elr
zabeth, .riother of our church members,
who lived next deor &p,us since we came
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here, js gone with her husband Talip to

woman in whom I had great confidence.

The
mission-houge and adjoining premises
have been completed in a style which
hag drawn forth the plaudits of strang-
ers. ' A chamber npon the wall, with a
table, a atool, and a eandlestick, might
saffice for the prophet in his solitary
‘wanderings ; but when the sons of the
gropheta ecame sdjuncts to his family,

e was goon reminded that more nccom-
modation was required. ¢ Behold now,
the place where wo dwell with thee is
tob strait for us. Let us g, we pray
thee unto Jordan, and take thence every
man a beam. So he went with them.”
A similar neoessity demanded similar
i{ meesures in Auciteum. Not only the
| soung men, destined, if the Lord- per-
‘mit, to be teackers and pionesrs for the
1l gospet, dwell with the missionary, but
» geodly band of young women also, in
their ‘separa.e spariments, and under
shelter of the’mission-house.

on all onds, that until the women are
instructed and elevated, thezs can be no
remedy for the degradation of heath-
enism.

Bometimes they fail,
and return that they may be pulled
into the ark again. Sometimes theyds
not return; but having witnessed a
good confession in the midst of a blind,
infatuated people, -they are geat after
the martyred Williams to bear witness
above, how the dark placesof thisearth
continue to be ¢‘the hahitations of bor-
rid cruelty.” It is a pleasing proof,
however, of the power of the gospel,
that nasive converts are generally for- |
ward to hazard their lives ic these ex-
ploring expeditions, and in the attempt
to communicate to others the glad ti-
dings they have found so preciousto
their own souls. Without their assist-
ance, it would be impessible for Mr{
Inglis to carry on the several depart:|
ments of missionary labor among %
lorge 3 multitude, Who maet at threest
vers! stations, one of them being five,
and the others ten miles distant from
the mission-house.

race fov literary distinction with their
sharp-eyed grandchildren. The people
have surrendered their idals, a collesuion
of which, we are informed, 18 on its way
to this conntry, that we may see what sort
of pods they wero taught 10 wership.
They have testified their vegard to the
gospel by their ready obedisnce to the
wmissicnsry, ard by enduriag continuous &
arduous lubnrs, te which, it is well known,
savages have the surongest repugnance.
They are rendering, perhaps, still more
costly sacrifices to the power of truth, in
relinquishing their long-cherished but
abominablo and wiokediheathen custons,
—their polygamy and other unchaste
practices, their infanticide, the strangula-
tion of widows, and their hereditary feuds
and bloody ware. Each of the mission-
aries has had the privilege of arganising
a congregation some time ago, with goed
prospects of ineressa, there being, at the
dats of ths latest report, sleven native
gonvertsas Mr laalis’sstation, and twenty-
three at Mr Geddie’s. At the latter sta-
tion there were, besides, eighteen oandi-
dates for admission under a course of
preparatory instruction. Meanwhile, the
gospel leaven appears to ba spreadingasd
pervading the mass of heathenism which
remains in the island. encouraging the
hope that, at na distant peried, the whols
camwmunity will e prapared to yield sub-
jection to th- seeptre of Christ. Surely
woe may take np the Jangaage of ths an-
cient chuich, and exclaim, *This is the
Lord’s doing, and it is marvellous in our
syes. The Lord hath done great things
for us, whereof we ars glad.”

The remarkable combination of propi-
tious cicgmstanges that has thus far at-
tended this mission, mast have already
stresied the attention of the members of]
B3 the Synod. That your missionaries have
) been epared in the enjoyment of heajth

v

almmt witheat iterruption; that they
have been direzied 1o = sphere of labor in
all respects sur eligible and 20 hupeful;
that they have been sssociated with fellow-
lahorers so devated and oo estimable as
Mr and Mrs Geddie: 1hat thie hearts of so
large a multitude have beew dispused to
give them so cordial 2 welenme ; that the
school, ani the church, and the printing-
press, have “een brought into serh vigor-
wus and efficient operation ; that uvnbrolten:
peacs has hzen continued, and the snsidieus
enemy kspt far away,—when all these
thing. are considersd, what thanks can
adequately express the gratitude they
should awaken in our hearts?

Tha Commitiee are happy to report,
that the zeal of the church at home has
heen stirred into pleasing 2ctivity during
the past year. As the wants of the mis-
sion have been made known, thore hes been
apood deal of forwarduess in supplying
them. A peapls sutik in heathenism have
but few wants, bsisg' Blrangers v the
comforts, and eventhe dscencies of life. }
‘The fox has his hole, and the bird of the
air i18 nest. This is their proper level,
and they are happv in it. Bui f2llen man
has snok vasily helow his feral,—has
begome “‘wretched, and miserable, -and
poor, aad blind, and naked.” But as scan
as he gives ear to snuad instruction, he
beains to feel his wants, and every step of
progress he makes discloses them fo him
more impressively. 1t is uo matter of
wonder, therefore, that in the czse of hun-
dreds of people smerging simuhiancousiy
and suddenly from the depths of barbar-
ism, the waats should be both very argent
and very cdmerous. To meet these, in
some degree, has given occasion for not a
linle thought and effort to members of
your Committes, and o many {riends he-
sides. An extensive collection of gaods ff
sent out from Glasgow in the early part
of fast summer, inclading a printing-press
and its equipments, has basn received and
acknowledged by Me Inglis. Tothatcol-
lection friends in Edinburgh, Pomfries,
Paisiey, and other places, were aantribu-
tors, along with friends in Great Hamilton
Street Congregation,—in what preportions
is not known to your Committes. Antther
collsction, which may glse be cansidered
exiersive, is being shipped at the present
time,—~1he computed value of which ex-
eeeds one hundred pounds, incliding a
farge bux from Kilbiraie; a wedicine
chest, a fount of types, an Facyulopedia

¢hem, would be provoking to the Lord, on
whom thoy every momeat depend, aad the
greatest uokindness to them that zould be
committed.
