Tau following additions, omissions
and alterations were adopted as an
amendment to the Constitution of the
C. P. A. at the recent meeting :

Article 2, section l.—Add ¢ Tres
surer.”
Article 2, section 2.—To read “ Al
officers to be elected by the Association.”
Article 2, section 3.—-To read as fo
lows: The officers of the Assuciaticn
shall be elected for 1887 and 1888, aud
thereafter each year, and shall continue
to serve until their successors shall be
qualified.  The eloction of officers shall
be by ballot under the direction of the
Executive Committee, such election o
commence three months before the
yearly term expires.  Two-thirds of all
the members must vote at general clec-
tions, otherwise the elections will not
be valid. A plurality of votes shall be
necassary to elect, provided that it be
not less than one-third the total number
of votes cast. In case the first ballot for
the election of any officer of the Associ
tion should result in no candidate receiv
ing the required plurality of votes
necessary for eleccions, the ballot shal
be taken again on the same names, but
in case there has been more than thres
pames in the first ballot, the names J
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having the least number of votes shall
be dropped, and in like manner the
hullot shall eontinue to be taken until
some name receive the required plurality
of votes. The result of each ballot shall
be published in the first issue thereafter
of the official organ of the Association.

Article 4, section 1.—Read ¢ called”
 instend of elected.

Article B, section 1.—ILeave the 16
year clause out.

Article 8, section 2.—“Read *“major-
ity” instead of “two-thirds”

Costa Rica.—The new 10c. is sur-
charged * oficial”

German Empire.—The 6x5 pf. card,
now has “ Die Angebogene Karte ete.”
in four lines.

India.—The 1 rupee is surcharged
“OnHMS"

Mexico.—Mr. Bishop has shown us
the I0c. euvelope (W. F. & Co.) with

stamp in carmine instead of lilac, and
Mr. Corwin informs us that some of the

current adhesives are printed on common
writing paper with blue lines and very
badly perforated.

Natal.—There is a new 2d. gray green.

Newfoundland.—A new stamp value §
cent, colour red brown, has made its
appearance. In the centre is a dog’s
head. The 1 cent brown has been
changed to green.—See cut page 14.

Peru.—The I. B. J, notes, the 9xje.
card with lilac sun and large figure “5.”
Mr. Corwin has the 50c. of 1874, with
red surcharge  Arequipa” in double line
circle,

Portugal.—The 25 reis is now lilac.

Portaguese India.—The 1 tanga post
card of 1885 comes surcharged inred “3
Reis.”

Santander.—The new stamp inscribed
“Republica de Columbia” is of the first
issue and has also ¢ Departmento de San-
tauder.”

St. Vincent.—The 2id. which has
been surcharged on the 1ld. and then
surcharged back again to its original
value, is once more in use on that Island,
as we have received them from Kings-
town P. O. there with postmark of Sept.
4, 1887.

Sweden.—Le Timbre Poste illustrates
an official card, blue on white, having
circular stamp in upper right corner in-
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scribed, “ Sveriges Statsbanor” and three
crowns in the center.

Switzerland. —Both the 5xbe. and 10
x 10c. cards are of form 2.

Talilawar.—1 Anna, green.—A small
‘Raypoot State in northern India.

United States.—Of the October 1886
envelopes, we hear of the following ; bec.

- Editor of Hulifux Philatelist.

Dear Sirs,—1 note in your Septem-
ber number a paragraph to the effect that
Mr. Fred Grenny is the possessor of a
genuine cancelled Connell stamp. While
the stamp may be genuine the cancella-
tion cannot possibly be. That is, the
stamp cannot have been postally cancell-
ed, as none of the Connell stamps ever
franked a letter, or were ever used in any
mannet except perhaps as fuel. The
stamp was ‘sinrply a proof (local, not
government), and nothing more. Our
friend Grenny cannot certainly be ac-
quainted with the history of the stamp,
or he would not make the claim that he
does. In The Stamp Collectors Monthly

Gazette, published at St. John, N. B~
in the June, 1869, number, I think—
will be found the full record, includiny
all the correspondence between pog
master Connell and Mr Geo. Stewar,
the euitor. Mr. Connell states in a
many words that none of the stamps wer
ever authorized (by the government,
sssued, or wsed. While they were iy
course of preparation the government for
bade their use, and most of those already
struck off were destroyed. Of these that
escaped all that could be found wer
subsequently bought by & club, comypond
of Durbin, Craig, Stewart and myslf
They are now quite scarce here but tul
specimens can still be had of Eurupean
dealers at a fair price.

To elect a man for office
without a constitution for a guide seems
to us as preposterous as to blindfold a
man and make him swear to what he
can’t see. We cannot for the life of us
understand why any one should be
anxious to accept office before he knows
what he is elected for.

The proposed amendment will be
found in the proper place of this issue
and we would respectfully direct the at-
tention of all qualified voters, to pursue
the best and safest course and not rush
matters through at a break-neck speed.
If the managing committee favour our
opinion in this matter we would suggest
that a vote be taken on the Constitution
first, either as originally presented or with
the amendments. When this is settled
then we shall he most happy to favour a
speedy election of officers &e.

“Yifteen couples of hounds to the Kinrg
of the Romans ;” “ Two maid servants

going out as laundresses to my ILord
Ambassudor Methueu;” +*Dr. Crichton
carrying on with him a cow and divers
other necessaries ;” “ A box of medicine
for my Lord Galway, in Portugal ;” ¢ A
deal case with flitches of bacon for Mrs.
Pennington, of Rotterdam,” and “ Two
hales of stockings for the Ambussador to
the Court of Portugal.”

These, however, were all Government
franks, but at that early period no limit
was put to the size or weight of Parlia-
mentary franks, and there is no reason
for doubting that live deer, haunches of
venison, pianos, etc, had been sent free
through the post office by members of
both Houses of Parliament.—dntiquary.
