THE NAVIGATION LAWS.

Qur contemporaries of the Gazette and Herald affording us cause
to dwell ypon the effects of these laws, we do sothe more willingly
as it is all-important tu the country that their influence and bear-
ings should be fully understood.

The Guzette has become furions, because in exposing s mis-
representations we have turned the poisencd sting of his malevo-
lence azainst himself. Vanquished in argument, and foiled in
his personal attacks, he has betaken lumself to swaggerug, the
last resort of weak-munded men. We quote the following para-
graph as a specimen of the style for which his press has become
notorious :—

« Though Master Jocko may wink his eyes, fold his tail between his
legs, and laok as demure as possible, he can scarcely escape tecognition,
and will probably receive, after all, what is proverbially called ¢ monkey's
pay '— more kicks,’ as the sailors say, ¢ then halfpence.”

Thus, to all appearance, he fancies himself a perfect Achilles,
and ¢ fierce as a forest boar* throws down the gauntlet to a whole
“ confederacy,” during one or all to step forth and pick it up. No
doubt he fancies himself a hero, but the public calmly viewing
without partaking of his passion, are involuntarily remunded
by his antics, of the fabled animal of old, which mistook its cha-
racter for a mement from finding itself enveloped in a lion’s skin
—ohjects both and equally of pity or derision.

The Herald, the antipodes of the Gazetle, is manly and straight-
forward, aud it gives us pleasure t» pursue our difficult inquiry in
a friendly way with him. In his number of the 28th, he thinks
he has discovered another flaw in our cal.ulation respecting tho
enormous loss entailed upon the productive classes of this Colony
by the operation of the Navigation Laws, which we have shown
to be about £300,000 a~year. Let us add, that we now name this
sum advisedly and after mature deliberation, being fully satsfied
that even as regards timber we can convinee the public that our
calculation will bear the test of the severest scrutiny,

But bofore going into this part of our subject, let us ask the
Herald, why, being an advacate for a modification of the laws in
question, he limits himself to pouncing upon what he considers to
be a (law in our indictment of these laws, passing alogother over
other facts which caunot be disputed, and which ouabt to be lmd
perseveringly and in every shape before the ‘)ubhc,— acts which
must sooner or later convinco every reasonable man, every dis-

assinnate inquirer, that what we atlinn respecting these laws is
ounded wm truth and incontrovertible,

Let, for instance, particluars like the following be ever kept before
the public by «uchjoumnnals assincerely desire to bning about a mods-
fication n the Navigatuon Laws so farasthis Colony is concemed,
viz.: that comparing rates of freight currentat New York with those
{:rcvai\ing at the same dates here, the following facts are showns

. That while the rate was 9s. on the 13th July last at New York
for Flout per brl., it was 6s. per brl. here; "2. That at another
date, while it was 2s. 3d, per brl. at New York, it was 6s. per brl.
here; 3d. That on August 14th, while it way 2s. 3d. there, 1t was

5s. 9d. here; and 4. That at the present moment, while it has
reached the extravagant rate of 3s. there, it is 5s. 6d, to 6s, here,
with an obvious upward tendency. Such facts, we humbhly think,
our contemporary of the Herald ought to have laid before his readers,
as well as what he has supposed 1o be a defect in our difficult and
heretofore unattempted caleunlation.  We believe in the sincerity of
our contemporary’s convictions, and knowing the widely eatended
influence of his journal, will not attempt to undervalue the service
he might do the cause by giving publicity to our labours.

Again, with reference to the question of importing sugars from
the Spanish and other foreign islands. [t is notorious that the bulk
of our supplies are imported direct from the Spanish islands, where
English vessels are scarcely ever to be found for charter, while
American vessels, on the other hand, are always procurable on the
spot—thus inflicting additional sacrifices upon us, What says the
Report of the Montreal Board of Trade,a report emanating from the
highest mércantile source, recognised by law, and etjoying the can-
fidence of their constituents, the mercantile hody at Jarge ? It says
that importers of sugars are compelled to pay British vessels 3s. per
cwt, for carrying their sugar, while Amernican vessels could be had
in abundance to do the work at 2s.!  What, then, is the sacrifice
thus entailed upon us, and that too in addition to the £300,000
a-year already accounted for? By authentic data, the quantity
of sugar imported by sea into this Colony runs from 5000,000 lbs.
to upwards of 9,000,000 lbs. per annum, and 1s. per ctel. cxtre
Sreight sacrificed to the British shipowner upon that quantity of
sugar, that is on the mean quantity of 7,000,000 lbs. per an., amounts
to £3,125; and yet we are told by such prejudiced papers as
the Gazette that the Navigation Laws have no ¢ appreciable n-
fluence ? on the rates of freight which the monopolist British ship-
owner compels us to submit to! We could go on exposing harnl-
ships in every direction, imposed upon us by the harrassing opera-
tions of these blighting laws, but our article having already tun to a
greater length than we intended, we must limit ourselves for the
present to showing thatin our original estimate for the sacrifice on
timber, we made, not only a fair, but a far more liberal allowance
than was strictly required of us.

We cannot quote the Montrcal Board of Trade as our authority
for the average rate of timber freights from Quebec to Liverpool tur
the Jast three years, but by other sources to which we have access
we have established it at 36s. 6d. stg. per load, which is the equi-
valent of the average tate of flour from Montreal for the same time,
which the Board of Trade establishes at 4s. 94d. stg. Now this
average rate for flour established an average loss to Canada of 3s. 3d.
cy. per brl. less the necessary allowance of about 9d. per brl. for the
difference of expense of navigation, leaving a clear sacrifice of
2s. 6d. per brl., or 44 per eent on the full average rate,

Thus, it is obvious, by parily of reasoning, that we are entitlod
to assume that 44 per cent. of the freight paid upon timber ss
actually sacrificed by this Colony, instead of our very maderate
estimate of only 17 per cent.  In other words, we are entitled to
estimate the loss at 19s. 4d. currency, per load, instead of the
moderate rate we assumed of 7s. 6d. per luad ; iu which case, the
figures would have stood thus, upon timber alone :—

showing a difference under-cstimated by us, from a desire to keep
viithin the most moderate bounds, of upwards of a million of money
in three years,

Canadians, think of this. Look into the figures and satisfy your-
sclves that we are not placing a fable but an actual and frightful
picture before you. Examinc it, ye lumbermen on the Ottawa,
whom the Gazelle invoked. a few dayssince, to struggle to maintain
these harassing and <o nmerce-crippling laws; examine it, we say—
take not our word for it, but examine ity and satisfy yourselves that
these laws cost you ten times as much, in extra freight, as any
benefit you reccive fiom the differcntial duties maintamed by Lug-
Iond in favor of your timber.

Gar backsliding “conf derate,” the ci-devant member of th » Froe
Trade Association, who presides over the destinies of the Gazetle,
has agiin honored us with a two-column notice. It s a pity this
Don Quivatte of the press does not time his lucubrations better :
he is gencrally (wilg one¢ memorable exception,) t0o carly or too
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late for us. We owe him this explanation for now despatching
bim briefly in a postscript.
Just such a writer as our quondam friend who cuts so comical
a figure in attempting the fucetious, the poet must have had in
view when he wroto tho fullowing lines:
« All foola have sull an itching to deride,
And famn would be upon the laughing side.”

But wo must add the following couplet for his own especial edi-
fication :
“ Launch not heyond your depth, but be discreet,
And mark that point where sense and non<ense meet.”

Plagiatising from the Herald, our backsliding contemporary seizes
the supposed omission in our caleulation respecting the freight of
tunber, and by following closely in the wake of that journal ar-
tives in time at the same conclusion, that 1s, he attempts to show
that we have exaggerited the less entailed urun the Coluny by
the operation of the Navigation Laws.  That both he and the
Herald, however, have failed in their attempts, we trust the public
will allow after éclibcralcly examining and weighing our fore-
gomng remarks.

"hie Guzette accuses us too of drawing our average of freiahts
from the last three, being the three dearest years.  The Guzelte
makes many rash, unfounded assertions, trusting to their passing
the ordeal of public judgment without detection.  We will allow
hum the benefit of going back for averages any number of years
he pleases,—let them be compared with the New York rates for
the past ten years if he cliooses to take the trouble to do so.  We
know what the result would be, theugh he evidently dves not.
Is he aware that when freights fell here to 24.6d. to 23, 9d. at mid-
summer in the year he alludes to (and it only lusted for a few
days), that they rose to a lugher pomt in the fall of that year than
they almost ever reached befure 2 Let lum make up atable and
show the average rate, and if it lessens the general avenige we
have employed in our caleulations, we will give him the full be-
nefit of it.

Again, as to the effect produced by British end American vessels
compeling together fur the carrying of American pruduce, hie wnites
as follows :—

“ They tell us that American shipmasters say that a difference of 9d.
to 1. a brl. would induce them to come to the St. Lawrence instead
of to New York, as, under sotne circumstances, they might, and then our
Enghish vessels would do the same.

The very people who are saying this are sticking by their own navi-
gatnon laws to keep Uritish vessels from competng, in conveying their
own produce to neutrzl ports, and are complaiming (see Mr. Reverdy
Johnson's speech) that, under the reciprocity treaty, Briush vessels, by
their superior cheapness, are driving them out of the eotton trade.”

Now this effect, onr readers will observe, is precisely that
which we want to bring about here. ' We want a competition here
also between British and American shipping, so that both may be
made to feel and complumn of it.  For sure we are that not til then
will freights reach their nataral level in the St. Lawrence.

What signifies all the twaddle the Gazette has written as to
British ships being eble te compete with any shipping in the world
—we have never entertained a doubt about it, nor do we think
that any disinterested enquirer can.  But that is entirely foreign
to the point at issue. What we argne against is that the British
shipowner should have a monopoly of our carrying trade—that we
should be debarred from employing American or other foreign
vessels when they can be got cheaper than Britisk.  That is the hard-
ship which we complain of.  American and British ships compete
together in every port qf the American Union, and what is the
consequence I—lreight is at its minimum. But here we are
limited to British ships, and the consequence is, that (he average
rate of freight is extravagant and intolerable as compared with
those ports 1 the American Union with which a comparison can
be fairly instituted.

What signifies theGazette’stwaddle,we repeat,when the fact stares
us in the face that vessels can be got at 2s. per barrel at New York,
wiile the monopolist shipowner is exacting 6s. per barrel here.
Wil the Gazdie say that the Canadian would derive no benefit
from being allowed to clarter fureign vessels, under such circum-
stances, to come into the St. Lawrence fur the purpose of carrying
away his produce?  He replies, go to Sumlcr&and and you will
fiud vessels there.  Granting even that this could be dune, wonid
it be of the same beunefit to the Canadian 7 It is too preposterous
to be thoughit of, not to suy iusisted on,and none but a timeserving
print like the Guazefte would dream of advancing it New York
1s within three days of us by post comimunication, and in a short
tiume the three days will probally be reduced to three minutes or
s0, by 1nagnetic telegraph. Hence orders could be sent to New
York fur vessels, and they might be in the St. Lawrence taking
i a cargo of pruduce before even an achnowledgment of the
merchant’s order could be gut from Sunderland—to say notlang
of the arrival of a Sunderland “tub ? at Moutreal, after all the
other necessary preliminaries were completed.

But on casting our eye again upon the Gazelfe, we discover a
fact hitherto overiooked, and we announce it to the world with
due solemnity. It is neither more nor less than the suden con-
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version of our contemporary to the doctrines of the ** EcoNoyisT.”
We congratulate him on having a lucid moment. Here are lus
words i—

“ The Gazette is no admiter of restrictions at all, and would be very
glad if we were not reatricted in the choice of shipping !V

Did the last mail bring himt a new light, or has he heard of
Macaregaor of the Board of Trade’s opinion?  What wonderlul
consistency is here displayed !

THE POST.OFFICE DEPARTMENT.
No. 2.

The Report of the Post-Office Commission opens with a sketch of
the history of the Departmant in British North America, no part of
which is of much interest for our present purpose, with the eaxcep-
tion of that which alludes to the abortive attempt made in 1834 to
reconstruct the department on the basis of Provincial legislation.

Those at all familiar with the legislative history of these pro-
vinces will nced little reminding on this subject ; but for the benefit
of those who are not, we may state that in that year, the Duke of
Richmond being Post-Master General, a short Act of Parliament
was passed authorising the several colonies of British North
America lo legislate on Post-Office matters, and repealing the preo-
visions of the Imperial Act of the 5tly of Geo. I1I., under which
their Post-Office establishment was organized, in case they should
all legislate satisfactorily in the case; and the projet of a long and
intricate Post-Office Bill was then sent out to each, wilh an invita-
tion to its Legislatute to pass it en luc into a law. It was added,
that as a thing of course the colonies must all have one and the
same law ; so that no amendment, how trifling soever, could be
suffered, The inevitable consequence was, that no one Legislature
entertained the project. The House of Assembly of Lower Canada
quietly shelved the proposed Bill, and passed another for the organ-
ization of a merely local Pust-Office, making no provision whatever

for Post-Office communication beyond the limits of Lower Ca-
nada. A Committee of the Assembly of Lower Canada recom-
mended the cstablishment there of a Post-Office equally local in
its character, but differing in no less than thirty-one particular from
that proposed in Lower Canada, The Legislatures of the Lower
Provinces seem to have dropped the project, not unwisely, without
notice. .

At the time of the Commission inquiry, (1840-1,) Canada, and
a small portion of New Brunswick comprising the Post-Offices of
Campbelltown on the Ristigouche and Grand Falls and Woodstock
on the St, ,ohn, were under the charge of a Deputy Post-Master
General stctioned at Quebec; Nova Scotia, Prince Edward's 1s-
Jand, and the rest of New Brunswick, were under that of a Deputy
Post-Master General stationed at Halifax ; Newfoundland boasted
one Post-Master, at her scat of government, but no out off . the
Bermudas, two offices, under a Deputy Post-Master Guneral in
miniature and a Post-Master.

Of the Newfoundland aud Bermuda establishments we need say
nothing more. And of the establishment within the Halifax charge,
it may be cnough to say that the Report shows the utmost possible
irregularity to have pervaded all its operations. The Deputy Post-
Master General was also Post-Master of Halifax, and had but two
cletks, at £100 stg. a ycar each, to aid him in the two capacities;
facts more than sufficient to account for what, under other circum-
stances, we might have called the state of wonderful confusion in
which the Commissioners appear to have found all the arrangements
of his charge.

In the Canada charge things were greatly better. 'We are bound
to say that the Regort exhibats the Canada Post-Office as a well-
managed institution ; so far, at least, as the anomalous system under
which it was organized admitted, The Deputy Post-Master Gen-
eral had two Pust-Office Surveyors, with powers and duties answer-
ing to those of the like officers at home, an establishment of clerks
to aid him in his own daties, and an accountant and clerks to ma-
nage the account business of the department. He wanted more
help, to be sure, as the Report shows ; but, all things considered, the
state of the Department scems to have been quite as good as could
be expected, much better than people gcncra‘ily at the time or since
have given it credit for being,  Its faults were those necessarily in-
cident {0 such a Department in a new country, conducted by a De-
puty under orders from a distant Chicf, at once ignorant of ats pecu-
liar wants and too busy with larger matters to be able to trouble
himsclf to any good end about them.

As an instance, there was nothing like the regular classification of
Post-Offices which has existed time out of mind at home. There,
cach Post-Macter corresponds with a few specified offices only ;
everything mailed for any distance being sent by him only lo the
ncatest Forwerd Office in the required direction, where it is again
sent on in like manner. By this means the contents of a mail-ba
are reduced to a moderate number of packages, of which the mos

perfoct account can be kept; the bags can always be examined
with ease and despatch; and the accounts of every Post-Master
checked with absolute certamty by a comparison of 1t with those of
his neighbours. Here, however, there was none of this. Except
in certain cases, too few to make out any rule, each office may be
said to have mailed direct upon every other ; the Post-Master mak-
g up a separale package for every oftice having a letter to its ad-
dress, and throwing his lot of packages loose (letters and printed
matter separate) into the mail-bags: and with this chaos of loose par-
cels of all sorts and sizes, the bags had to pass from hand to hand,
for every Post-Master it to pick out (hurriedly, in privacy, and
therefore almost without personal responsibility) liis own share, and
then throw in his contributions in return,

The matter was made worse by two other peculiarities of the sys.
tem, results of the samne general cause,

The old Post-Otlice Law under which the Department existed
had made no mention except of letters. By tacit consent, the De-
puty Post-Master General had heen suffered (in this silence of the
law) to send printe¢ matter in the mails on his own account; to
excrcise, in short, a sort of franking privilege in_regard to it for his
own benehity such as in old times some Post-Office functionarics at
home enjoyed. At first, its value was small; but latterly it had
become somewhat enormous,—£2,635 8s., deducting cost ot collec-
tion, for the year ending in July 1840,

Again, neither the law nor the General Post-Office had taken
thought for the collection of United States postage on letters for or
from the United States. But a private amangement had long ex-
isted between the United States Post-Qffice and the Deputy Post-
Master Geaeral, by which the latter was coustituted the general
agent of the former for this service. The United States Govern-
meut would not render the like service for us; so that our postage
had to be prepaid to the line, though theirs need not be.~ Apart
fremn this objection, the arrangement was in other respects complex
and inconvenient in the last degree ; yielding considerable profit to
the Deputy Post-Master General and’ a few Post-Masters, but ex-
tremely Iittle to most of them, and yet giving a world of trouble to
them all.  All one can say for it is, that, bad as it was, it was just
better than none at all would have been.

Post-Masters had thus to render three sets of accounts; one for
letter postage, to the Department ; a second for newspaper postage,
to the Deputy Post-Master General on his own account; a third for
United States postage, to the same officer as the quasi functionary
of a foreign state.

They svere paid for the three services, separately, and under rules
neither too simple nor too equitable. In fact, the great majority,
with all the unnecessary trouble thus thrown upon them, got next
10 no direct emolument at all, Their real compensation, speaking
of the Post-Masters at minor offices gencrally, was the Franking
privilege, which they enjoyed without stint for their own corres-
pondence ; a kind of compensation bearing no proportion to the labor
and responsibility 1o be paid for, and therefore itself almost of the
nature of an abuse.

The Provincial Postage rates, too, had stood unaltered from the
days of the 5th Geo. 111. Cap, 25, being—Heaven save the mark—
as follows :—

And s0 on forever, adding 2d. sterling, for every 100 miles: and for
double and treble letters, and letters over an ounce in weight, two, three,
four or more rates, according to the well-known old rule of the Anu-
Rowland Hall age,

That any approach should have been made to regularity and
efliciency, under these and other like disadvantages, says much for
the pains-taking and capacity of those whose labors brought it
ahout, The report does give evidence, however, that in this respect
thete was no short coming; and that the practical result, as a

whole, was far better than could have been anticipated under such 1

disadvantageous circumstances,

AGRICULTURAT, MEETINGS.

The first meeting of the Upper Canada Provincial Institution, for
the encouragement of Agriculture and Manufactures, was held at
Toronto last week, and afforded a most gratifying proof that the
time has arrived when Canada will not be content to lag behind
other countries in the race of improvement and the deveclopment of
native skill and industry. From the accounts in the newspapers,

it wonld seem that the exhibition of stock would have done no dis-
credit to an English Agricultural Show, whilst for specimens of
mechanical art and the produce of the garden and the loom, the
meeting was not less remarkable. It is, indccd,. plca.sam to read
of competitions such as these, where the ohject is to increase t'hc
fruits of the earth, and add to the comforts and enjoyments of socie-
ty. In such competition there is no fear of going wrong or making
encmies: every step gained brings with it some good for the com-
munity, and the advantage, instead of passing with the occasion,
remains permanently, to increase the common stock of the earth,
At Toronto, the premiums offered were very numerous, and ir.cluded
not merely agricultural produce and stock, but also manufactures,
and (what in Great Biitain would be unusual) the ¢ fine arts.”‘ 1t
was, indeed, a general demonstration of what the Upper Province
can do, and of her ability to furnish hersclf, not merely with the
necessaries of life, but also with many of the luxuries, Viewed in
that light, it cught to encourage those who fear the resuits of Free
Trade, and look upon the Colony as a sickly child that cannot sup-
port itse’f away from the leading s*-ings of its mother. It should
also teach the farmer that he may rely more on himself instead of
looking to the Government for protection, Had any one ventured
to tell the agriculturists assembled at Toronto that they wero not
able to compete with their American neighbours, we will be bound
they would not have been very well pleased, and would have given
as indignant a contradiction to the assertion as was given by an
English fasmer at a similar meeting held a few weeks back, and
who had been told that “ruin would result by his being

laced in competition with the forciguer.®® ¢ It was a libel on the
English farmer,”® replied this party, *‘to suppose that he had not
a spirit of energy and enterprise sufficient fo compete with the
foresgner. Never was there a grosser libel on any class of men
than to say our farmers are less spirited and able than the foreign
farmers in their pursuits. Let them have the same facilities for
carrying on their occupation as are afforded to the manufacturer—
give them the same certainty of tenure—allow them the same pri-
vilege of borrowing capital (for all are pressed at times) at the same
rate of interest, namely, 4 per cent—and they will be able to pro-
duce corn as cheap as the foreigner, as well as support the labourers
with even a better rate of wages.” The same spirit which ani-
mates the English farmer, burthened as he is with a heavy amount
of rent and taxes, may fairly be expected in the Colonial farmer,
whose position is in many respects so much more desirable:

We give below an account, taken from the Toronto Globe, of the
privcipal features of the show, from which our readers \'Vl“.jnge
of the strides our Upper Canadian friends are making. Noris it at
Toronto alone that these catlle shows flourish. We seldom take
up & paper in which we do not meet with some account of an agri-
cultural meeting, accompanied by remarks showing the interest
the agricultural community take in them. In Lower Canada also
we are glad to find a similar spirit springing up, and although we
do not expeet just yet to see a second ¢ Frovincial Institution,”
there is enough to encourage a sanguine hopc of steady and rapid
improvement :—

« The show of stock was considerable, a large part of superior quality.
We much admirel the display of short homn, or Durham, cattle, which
were collected froir the ensiern and western parts of the province, as well
as from the Home District.  ‘The cows of this breed were particalarly
good, and attracied th~ attention of visitors during the whole day. The
prize cows of Mr. Howitt, of Guelph, and of Mr. John Wetenhall, of
Nelson, Gore District, were very supenior animals, and, we are assured,
would have obtained a creditable position 1n eather the Highland Society
of Scotland, or in the Royal Society of England. These gentlemen dig-
posed of some of their stock at a very lugh figure, and had, what we
should consider, very handsome offers for the remainder.

*There were some magnificent sheep exhibited, and althoungh it is,
pethaps, unfair to refer to the stock of any particular breeder, when ail
the animals were so good, we cannot omit the notice of Mr. George
Miller's (of Markham) ewes ard weathers. In no part of Britmin can
superior sheep be found, and if .wir. Miller could improve the quality of
lus wool, without decreasing the size and symmetry of the earcass, we
think his sheep would be unequalled in any country. Some of .hese sheep
would weigh (slnughtered) forty pounds per quarter.

s The daury-room contamed many cxcellent specinens of cheese and
and butter. We were surprised that none of Mr. Thom's (of Scarboro')
celebrated cheeses were there, but we suppose i deinand i3 so great that
he has never any on hand. There was a display of vegetables that would
have donc no dishonour to Covent Garden Market. The varieties of
fruit were very small, the apples were, however, of various kinds, large
and beantiful.

« MaxcracTeres.—There was much to encourage the friends of the
province in the woollen goods exhibited. We saw scveral specimens of
cleth of goad texrure and handsomely finished, and blankets in mmuanon
of Yorkslure and Whitney manufacture, which for qualuy of wool nnd
texture, and for fimsh and colour, could not be exceiled any whers.

1t s a beantiial pece of
workmanship, giving & very mterestmyr view of that rism town and
neighbourhood It was lithographed by Mesais, Scobie and Baltour.

There were a great many speeches
delivered on the occasion, and foremost amongst the subjects
treated of were Free Tiade and Protection, both of which met
with their advoentes, the latter havinz for its champiou M.
Justioe Hagerman, who appears to have delivered what our
American fuends would call a “1all™ ~peech on the occasivn.
¢ The Judge asserted,’ says the Globe, *that the whole canying
trade of Canada wouldy of Free Trade were mtroduced, pass
through the United States canals to New York or Buston, and that
there was no possibiliy of averting that consequence.  He theu
made a modt tervent app al to the lovalty of the company, evi-
dently dreading that the Yankees would carry off that commudnty
with the wheat m thew canal barzes.”

Awnd this 15 one of the great
benefits resulting from meetings of this kud, that they brning
men of diferent feelings and dstferent yviews together, and atlord
those who hsten, and whose juduments aie otten less biassed
than the speahers, an opportwnty of coming to a 11zt conclusion
on matters most imputant 0 thear nterests. When full reports
of the speeches are published, we shall have an opportunsty of
expressing ouf opaon upon them; but 1t the meantime w e cau-
not help observing that the introduction of the * loyalty * ques-
tinn among-t the zood yeomen of the West appears o us to inuc
been m singular bad taste, and moreover quite unnecessar, in a
questiou wlich depends tor its practical workng out on plam
matter of fact, quite urespective of any abstract quality what-
ever.

Before concluding, also, we would refer to a remark we ha-e
found in the St. Catherine’s Journal, m the report of an agricultu-
ral dinner. and which we make little doult was repeated at To-
ronto, as it will be eleewhere, viz. that the present high prices of

rvluce are occasioned by scarcity and not by Fiee Trade. It
1s ditficalt 10 imagiie how suelt an ascertion éould be eonstraed
into 2n argwatent eitlier for or aganst Free Trade. What s true
of high prices 1s equally true of luw puces.  In spite of all that
was prophiesied, the farmers have not o blame Fiee Thaders tor
low prices.  In short, no one will complam of prices, be they
what they mav,at leit to the Jaw of nature,  What people com-
phuned of was that prices were made high, or were attemnpted to
be made gh, by Acts of Parhament, <o that one portion of the
commusty were taved for the henefit of another portion ; but 1f
i prices come through the searcity of crops it is the duty of all
tosubmit to the dispeusation of Providence, whose prvrf'-::ni\'c
1118 to eduee eood out of evil,  In Canada there is <tiil a4 hanher-
1 after the ol cvatem—a desire to dutedere with nataral laws
and to deprive the many of th : beuefits of pienty furthe supposed
aood of a few.  This fechng must be oveicome, and we kuow
no better way of doiag at than by eucouraging a spint of improve-
ment g the fammer, so that, Iike his Evzlish brother, he may at
st “look upom ita~a hbel to suppose that he has not a spint
of energy and enterprise sallicient o compete with the toreigner. ™
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STATE OF IRELAND.

Whilst the first shows the actual scarcity of foed, as marked by the
high prices demanded for it, 1t shows also that, under a proper sy~-
tem of cultivation, thete would he abundant means for the popul--
tion. The second extract points to the condition of Iicland as ano-
ther of the wretched results of the protective system,

A question of the driest anthietie may be asked—Waould not o mnch
fuod us the expeuse of these military epupments will come to, prevent n
greater amannt of rehellion than these bayonets and balls can posably
quench ! ‘These outhreaks are agast all law, all order, and all wltinate
good ; but it ix 1o be hoped that Government, with the md of Pathminem,
if need be, will devise some other than muhitary means for thew suppres-
swon.  Itis evident that were the Treasury merely to depressthe present
price of provitions m Irefand, while they barely aflorded a temporary re-
liet to one elass they would rwin irretricvably another clags, whose over-
throw would be n future sore from which there would remain no remedy.
It is bad political economy, true, but 1t ia a very short-sizhted hinduess
alro. That prices are extruvagantly high no one ean deny.  ‘I'tic pnce
of ontmeal 1n Dublin last September was 11, Gd. to 124, Gd ; this year
it1s 17¢ 10 2 In Cork fast year it was 12s |, thus year 1t s 15w In
Belfast last year, 11a. 6d. ; thisyearitas 16s. 64, And in Lunenick the
price last year was 13s. ; this year it is 17s.

But the eval must be cured, not by u mere shuft which may rehieve the
pressure of the day, and cntail on the whole country a perpetnaung ot
that panperism which is its bane.  Many schemies have heen saggesied,
but frequently hetter itentions than skitl have been shown,

What protection has done for Ireland is legibly wntten i her present
condition.  The advaniages conferred on her by the monapoly of the
Enghsh marhet, are rack-rents and a famishimg popnlation devoted cx-
clusively to ageionlture.  What free srade conld or would have done fur
her 1s problensatical, it bas never been tried ; but it could not possibly do
worse than seduce the bulk of the people to subsist on lumpers, and have
Little  or nothung besides.  Our belief 1s, that had free trade existed since
1307, or since 1815, much of that faod whieh has been brought from {re-
land into England would have hecn consuined at home. and not a par-
ticle less would have been produced.  Our belief is, that with additional
food and comparanive plenty, the people would have been generally more
tranquil - being more tranguil and somewhat prosperons, property would
have beer sater ; capital would have gone more readily to Ireland, to
avail atselt of cheap provisions and abundance of labor ; manufactures of
some kind or other would have beeu estublished . mines and collienies
would have been successfuly worked ; and a middle class, approximatng
to the middle class in England, in numbers and  wealth, mnsuring order,
diffusing abundance, and protcting o hizauon, wou'd have grown upan
Irciand. This, we adunt, is not @ reality.  Free wtrade, or rather free
industry, has nover existed m dreland , sull we believe, from what we
sce of its effecte elsewhere, that snch would have been at least its ten-
deney m Ircland.  We believe that, 1n past times, 1t would bave done
very much to prevent the evils which are now crushing the Insh, and
we believe that, were it at thie moment to be thoroughly and compieteiy
acted on, it would go for to cure the evils which protecion has not pre-
vended, aud whech st has greatly exacerbated.

Hong Asstzese—~Cutillier § Co. va. Brown.—The planufls i this ac-
tion sought to recover the sum of L300 from the defendant, who 14 o
wharfinger, forwarder, &c , of this cuty, under the following circumstan-
ces ~Certan parties trading as commussion merchants, under the style
of W, C. Kelly & Co., ludged in Mr. Brown's warehiouse 135 barrels of
porh, and took fiom lun the usunl seevipt. The planuifs bad allowed
Kelly & Cu. to draw on then 10 a certmn amount, having this and other
warchouse receyns i thewr lands ns securnty * for advanees”  Aftct
they received the iceripts, they notified Mr. Brown of the ¢ircmustances,
but before the letter reached tum the pork had heen stupped, as 1t ap-
peared, 10 Kelly & Co *s order, for Kmguion.  Mr, Brown, how ever, upon
reecipt of the plamtfl's noufication, wrote i anawer, that he had shipped
the 175 barrels of pork ““ for thetn ”  QOne of the finm of Kelly & Co.
had, 1 the meantune, mtereepted the pork at Kingston, and sold 1t 1n
|I‘nc nane of Lyoch & Co. to another party, i fraud of the plmnutls,
The 1enl question was, so far ue w.. were able, from the coufused wmanace
1w which the ense wax conducted, 10 undesstand ity whether the defen-
dant waa not aware, at the tuue he shipped the pork, of the claun uponat.
If he was, then by sendmg 1t 10 the order of Kelly & Co, he had made
himself linble to the plamufis.  For the plamufls, it was contended that
hig Jetter admutting that he had sont it * for them,” way conclusive proof
of that knowledge. For the defendant, it wwasdeelaged that the letter
was wntten under a nasappichension of the fact 3 that * for them ” did
nut siecessanly mean **to them,” and therefore was mnconastent? with
whnt, at all events, was the faet, that it was sent fo Kelly & €o.,
though, ns the defendant supposed, 1 would ulthinately reach’ the
plainnifls.

1t was contended by plamuffs, that the possession of the wnrchouse
receipts was, according 1o the cnstom of merchants, esidence of the pro-
perty in the goods heing m the possessor, and therefore 1t was Mr.
Broww's buaness, before he parted with the pork, to have obtained the
reeeipt, by Ins neglec ing 10 do %o, lie hod sent the plmntiiF's property o
parties who had no right to receive it, and made hinself  Lable for
therr fraudulent dispocal of st. s} Lordship, in Ins charge, did not
seem to concar m the plantifl's arguiment on this point to the extent it
was urged, but left the cuse to the jury upon the yuestion, whether the
defendant kuew, at the time he shipped the pork, that 1t belonzed to the
plmnufls, and the letter, he thought, proved the fac® too clearly ; he dud
not see what other construction could, with any show of renson, be put
upon i,

Verdict for plaintiffs, £500 damnges. It was very evident, before the
verdiet was given, that neuher party, if defeated, intended to be g1 nsfied
with the decision of the jury, but would carry 1t up to the Court above.—

to Burns (who gave Ius noces forit), and then decampe:d, and has not
heen seen since.  When the haliff wont to levy, hie found some of
Cloake’s properiy in Barns' |y 2ic3sion, same of1t coneenle 1 ant same not
farthcommg ; upon bemg m demaufied, 1:- s~1zed | and for tius the present
action was hrought.

For the plunuff, it was contended that he had lawfilly purchased the
propeity, and giveq value for it ; that Cloake was, at the tune of the as-
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signment, legally competent to dispose of at, and #o contnard up to the
moment when the excention was placed 1 the Sherill ‘s lands, wihich
war not for three weeks after; that he (the plaintdl) was hable upon the
notes he had given, and that one of them, for £63, was sued at this very
nsuzeq, therefore it was elear that the sale was no kham  and asto the
Iaw on the subyret, 0 ense waa cited from the Enghsh Cours, decided
wihm the Inat yoar, where it wna held that  transter of property, begun
the day before, and completed on the same day thai A wnt was given to
the Sheatl, and wineh both parties expected and mtended to defeat, was
n gaod teansfer i faw, and the ntention to prevent a levy would not
atone muke the act vand.

“The clerk swore he res
membered having patd Mrs. Junes 40 bilis ; ond a person who was
waihng an the Bank at the tme had so sharp un cye to the money as to
be able to stawe that the bills were §10 1ohs, and he beliesed also, from
the balk, that there were wore sthan 16, Bt further appeared that Mrs,
Jumes had £3. 10 pay on the «ame day to Mr. Harns and when she
calied on L for that purpose, after tiying to suduce hun to accept £30,
as she wns unable to pay the whole amouni, ehie threw down a ioll of
bills, stating that was the sum but upon connnng it, he fonnl there was

Association of Marseilles has met for the first e on the 17th stant.
Mr. Lazare Luce kept the chair, and delivered a loag speech, in winch
he said that the interests of Marscilles and of thie whole of the south of
France lhiad been sacnticed to the prohubitienists of the northern depart-
meats, becnuse the fice-traders had remained separated whilst their op-
ponents had always joined their endeavours, in order to maintam the re-
strictive duties.  ‘The government, said Mr. Luce, was obliged to yield to
the powerful coalition of the northern interests. 1 was one of the dele-
gntes sent by Marseilles to Pans, 1 order to make reinonstrances agmust
the baneful legslation. T have been struck by a fact which 1 beg ieave to
mention.  We were received by one of the Ministes, who did not hem-
tate to say — Your opponents, gentlemen, are more numerous than
vou.” This answer was very sigmficant, and proved that they were
obliged to count the numbirs, instead of weighing the value of argu-
ments.

Smee the meetung, a subsciption has been opened, and has already
produced L£680.

Al the Marsejlles newspapers are favourable to free trade. The
Gazette dn Mide alone, will not adunt that principle with all us conse.

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PROVINCIAL, LOCAL, AND GENERAL INTELLIGENCE,

Several agricultaral mectings have been held in the Lower Provinece
lately, and at al), evidence of n destre to go a-head las been manifested.
At the Montrenl Ploughing Match, held on the 24th instant, the compe-
tition for the “first clnes’ wns 5o close that it was with great difficulty the
judges could arrive at any decision a8 to who was best. where ali were 30
good.  Atthe Terreboune Ploughing Match, held on the 18th wmstant,
grest spirit was manifested by the competitors, who likewise exhibited
much excellence in thelr art. At the Vaudreuit County Agricultural
Show, held on the 27th, the display of stock, and specimens of the dmry
and native manufactures was excellent. In some instances the picces
of étoffe exhibited were entirely the produce of a awngle fasm, where the
wool was grown, spun, wove, and fulled, and where, to all appearances,
it would be made up and wom. The dairy, also, presented a delicious
sight to the amateurs of good clieese and butter ;and what was more gra-
tifying than all, some buyers on the ground went off with the whole
stock at full prices, for the Montreal market, declanng at the smine time
that the quality was unsurpassed by any importation from whatever part,
the old country alone excepted.——The Mantreal Courier says, ** We
are happy to learn that there is now no doubt of the Hailroad between
Montreal and Troy being speedily constructed, the stock required to be
taken up, in Montreal, being nearly subscribed for.  This road completeds
we shall have a continuous steam communication between Montreal,
New York, aud Boston.”” We are aleo happy to learn that the prehum-
nary works for the construction of the Portland Raway are proceeding
rapidly. The road is expected to be in syccessful operation through to
Montreal, by January, 1849.——-Sir George Simpson, Governor of the
Hudson’s Bay Territory, arrived in Montreal this week from the North-
West. A few days before his depariure, about 400 men of the Gth Regt,
destined to garrison that secluded portion of our empire, arrived, under
the command of Colonel Crofton, an experienced officer, who has been
specially selected by the Duke of Wellington for thatduty. They were

all in good health and spirits.——The Grand Jury of the Quarter Ses-
sions for the District of Montreal, in their Presentment to the Court, on
Thursday, cxpress their “sorrow at the frequent occurrence of accidents
to steamboats, and gsk for some law to prevent racing, to which they
