-Ar last week's meeting of Anthracite sales agents in New
York the market requiremnents for October were estimated at
3,000,000 tons, or about 1,250,000 tons less tihan October last year.
It was decided to adiere te the May circular, which is $8.50 per
ton for broken and egg, and $8,75 for stove and chestnut. Prices
for the west, to take effect October 1, were made as follows :

Naturally the crops have been botter, but
the increase is also attributed te the good weatierwicih enabl.ed
the fariers to get their grain li. The receipts daily are n'ow
froin 100,000 to 100,000 bushels.

-Ir seenis almost incredible to read that in London, the metro-
polis of England, in lie very centre of the city, what was at fir
only a sliglht blaze developed into a serious conflagration simply
because no water could be obtained for over half arr heur and
evei then the supply was miserably inadequate.

of trade fron accustomîed channels. Without excep-
tion the replies were to the efTect that, while an in crease
in the tralfic with the United States was' generally
aiticipated in the future, now that the restrictions of

McKineyismî were remnoved, if had had very little

effect as yet. The rush of Canadian goods across the
line, whicli narked the first few days of the ne, tariff,
ceased when it .was ' discovered that most American
dealers had reduced their prices conmuensurately with
tie reduction of the tariff, and most of the experimnen-
ters returned to their usual markets more or less out of
pocket froi their ventures. As a result the expected
advance iii values of potatoes, iv ol, barley, and hay
has not yet muaterialized, and prices are practically the
saine as they were uider the McKinley tarift.

Thore are many reasons for this, outside of the deter-
iiination of Aierican farmers and produce men to re-
tain the hoine market by resolutely meeting the prices
of iiiiported goods. [la the case of barley mnany
orf the fariers who formerly grev it for the American
mtarirket, have sown ione for some years, and hence can-
not ship aiy this season. What they inay do next
year Lte current of prices will decide. The placing of
wool ou the frce ist lias benefited the Cape of Good
1 Hope, Rhussiai and Australian growers more than it lias
he Caiadian, and silice we canniiot compete with their

prices the most advantageous market for Canadian wool
is still our own. In horses the beiefit gained by the
rediction of the tariff is largely offset by the decreased
deîinaid owing to the substitution of electrical street
cars for the old horse car lnes. For eggs Egland still
setIms to be the mîîost profitable market, and althioughl
considerable shipients of hay have been made to the
Uiiited States the prompt reduction of prices by Amneri-
eauin fariiers to ineet the eut in the tarift rendered thefli
imhtieli less profitable thani was anticipated. The lumber
trade seemus to have profited niost by the new condition
of things; but even there the advantages are more
Jros pective than iimimediate.

IL is probable, then, that any improvement arisiig
froin more favorable trade relations with the United
States will be gradual. ut is evident that the American
siulpily is sufficieit to fill the home deinand for sucli
articles as we have for export, and that, with the advanî-

oages cf propinquity, a fairly high tariff, and knowledge
of local requireiients to aid thei, tlhey -will always be
abL o control Lheir own markets. It will be only in
periods wiiei cousumuption overtakes the supply that
Canîaila's opportunity will be found, and the pîresent
year preseits noc sucI conmditions.

Aiericani consnumers. cut off froi Canadian products
eitlher inîcreased their owni production or souglit for
th1eir supplies elsewhere ; while the Canadian fariner
tuiried lis attention to new nmarkets for his surplus
BoLli were iot yholly unsuccessful in theirexperimnits.
Conscquently neitlerhavethe f ormer inducement to re

tu to the ol order of thin igs. No dotibt the facilities
nwofvered for freer intercourse betweenl the two coum
tries muust inlcrease trade relationship. But it vili lit

WAREH11OUSE RECEIPTS.

The introduction and gradual extension of the prin-
ciple under wvhicl a customer obtaining advances froin
a bank can give, as the security for sucli advanîces,
practically a mortgage in a very simple fori upon the

goods in his possession, bas been ably discussed by Mr.
Z. A. Lash, Q.C., solicitor of the Canadian Bank of Con-
merce, in his contribution on warehouse receipts and
securities in the Septeimber issue of the Journal of thue
Canadian Bankers Association, the substance of a paper
read by him at the recent Banker's Convention at
Halifax.

Under the present act a bank inay lend money to any
person engaged in business as avholesale maufacturer
of any goods, wares and imerchandise ùpon the secnrity
of sucl goods, whether manufactured or procured for
manufacture, as well as to any ,wholesale purchaser or
shipper of the products of agriculture, the forest anîd
mine, the seas, lakes and rivers, or of live or dead stoelg
upon the security of such products or stock. I also
allows a bank to hold a -warehouse receipt or bil fi
lading as collateral security for the paymilent -cf any
debt incurred in the course of its business. But the
goods mentioned in the document mn ust bc in the pos-
session of the person giving it as bailee in good -faith-
and net as bis own property ; for tlic clause in previous
acts 'whieh pcrmittcd a warehlouseinail te give receilits
uiponi his own goods lias been omiitted frei lin presomit.
eue. This ivas donc te preveîît tranisactions wbcere ài-7
parent possession cf a ce]lar or other. portion of a ware-
lieuse ivas given by flic owner te sone friend.or oui-
ploye îvlo tien issuied as warehiouseiiuan a meceijit for
the goedls whule the practical coîitrol cf the goods and
wvarehouse reinained ivitl the ewmîer.

Tiere is Lthus no safe way of acquiring a warehouse
receipt tuder Uie sections of te present statute uiless
the traisactioni is absolutely a new one. and not con-
neceted by renewal or substitution with any past trans-
actioi. Mir. Laslh therefore recomnnends that the
origiiial r.ceipt be leld by the batik until the debt is
cxtingiishled, as the statute allows the iotes for which
it is security to be renewed or extended without invalid-
ating its pover.

SecLion 73 vests iii tie bank fron the timie of its ae-
quisition of a warehouse receipt the right and title of
te preevious liolder or owner thereof, and section 77 de-

clares that ail advaiîces made on its security give the
bank a prior claim to aniy unpiaid vendor. But the
qualificati is added fthat titis priority shall not be given
over 0ie clium of an unpaid vendor iiviig a lieu on the
goods ai; the tinie of the acquisition of the warehouse re-
ceipts by the baik, uliess the latter was not aware of
ifs existence.

Mr. Lash considers section 70 as unsatisfactory, and
hiolds tiat il is sure to lead to serious questions here-
afte.. if provides that baniks cat hiold the ianufac-
tred products mi-adie fromîî raw imraterial covered by ware-
house receipts w'iti the sane right and titleand for the
samne purposes as iL cotild have held the raw iaterial.
Tins is sîflicient iii the case wiere ail the advances are
niade by oe bakti, and where only .one raw material
formus te basis of the goods. But iii cases where two or
more descriptions of raw mtaterial enter into the compo-
sition of the fi niisied produet, difiiculty iight arise were
advances obftainted froiî different leaders irpon thci.
It iiglt iivolve litigation to discover which of the
lenders was uost; eititled to the inished goods.

in conîclusion Mr. liashi sulnmarizes what should be
borine in iiiniîd by a banker w lei asked to aivance iioiiey

on Uis fori of security. He must remuetmber that it can
on ly be acquired as collateral security for debt incurred
iii bankiig, bisinless; il iust be given by a person as
bailee iii good faitli andi not as of h is ovn property;
il catinot be taikent iin substitution for one previously
given, and, if' il be not givent at the timire the bill or debt
is niegotiated it canunot be given afterwards, unless there
be at the tiie a vrittenl agreement or p roitîuse to gile il

TiHEi4 CONGESTION IN MONEY.
The prosent congestion of themnioney market is, in

its ditur;tiioi and soie of its characteristics, ainost wvith-
out a paralleil. It lias continiied over eleven iionlths
andi at present shows no sigas of alleviation. The banks
fintd iL dillicult Lo employ ail thcir loanable f unds at
anytling like satisfactory rates, and ii the United
States the initerior batiks hold uniprecedentedly large
cash reserves, while the city banks anticipate that the
draiii of currency to the crop mnoving sections may
cease before any relief to the situation can be arrived at,
and lcnce that caill loans iuîst renrain at the unre-
iunerative figures they have brought for the past
eleven imronthns.

Ail over the world the sane finatincial conditions pre-
vail. The Bianrk of England holds coin ai -bullion to

the extenlt of $200,000,000, or nearlyý $65,000,000 more
than was in its vaults at this timie last year. Its re-
serve exceeds $i55,000,000, and the "other deposits"-
that is deposits otier than the government's-amount
to $200,000,000 more. The English joint stock and

private banks have over $100,000,000 on deposit in the
Banlc of England; which is a most unuisual occurrence.
Up to 1890 their deposits' never exceeded $50,000,000,
and il is only within the past ten montis that they
have exceeded $75,000,000. The reserves of the Bank
of France are $40,000,000 larger than they were last
year. Tie increase in the reserve of the Reichsbank of
Gernany is nearly as large. The last report of the as-
sociated baiks of New York shows an increase of $90,-
000,000 in cash reserves and, in spite of the denand for
money to move the crops, they have an idle surplus of
$60,000,000. Money is a drug all over the world,
and ut present there are no signs of iLs appreci-
ating in value. In fact the fuinds offering are so far in
excess of the deniand that time klans on Stock Ex-
change collateral and prime commercial paper are eager-
ly songht for even at the low rates ruling. Banks have
even made purchases of railroad mortgages of the best
class in hope of obtaining some return on their money
and leaders generally during a large portion of the past
year have found difficulty in'keeping downl their stock
of idle funds.

Greater adtivity and higher prices in the commercial
markets are the onily factors that can afford any perma-
tient relief, and fortunately the signs of an expansion in
tie present contracted condition of trade are not want-
ing. This very abundance of money will stimuînlate
speculative movements on a broad scale as soon as tae
export mrovenent in grain is in full swing, and the rail-
ways commence to reflect the improvement in tralfic.
Before imany months are over the industries will have
adapted themaselves to the conditions of the new Lariff;
more workers will be employed; the present strikes and
loekouts will have been adjusted; the consuuptive de-
niand of the working classes will have returnel to its
average volume, and the earnings of the railroads will
once more approxiumate to tieir normal level. Wheu
once confidence in existing conditions is restored, il will
not be long before the abundance of noney will lead to
the exploitation of new commercial and industrial en.
terprises which will resuit tm greater employient for
labor and in consequient stimulus to demand.
There will be ample employneut for idle balances
when once the pendulum of trade swings at iAs proper
level.

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THE OUTLOOK FOR FIS1.

The fish brade bas, of course, -felt the effeets of the
recent depression and consequent curtailment of con-
sunption in symupathy with the other branches of con-

umerce. During the summer it bas been of only fair

average volume. But now it appears to feel the re-

viving influences of inicreased denand, coupled with

onily moderate supply, and the first cargo of 600,barrels

of salt herrings to arrive in this port went off briskly at
froi $175 to $5 per barrel. The fisli were Newfound-

land south shore herring and wYere of excellent qualîty
-large, bright and well cured. Consequently they sold

readily, and, judging froin the demand for tLe first lots,
the outlook for bhe remainder of.the season's business is

reasoiably proiuisimg.
Froii Labrador cones the welcome news that the her-

ring are commeicing te strike back te the coast they
have deserted for the past three years. It was just
about that period that they left Canadian waters and

poured their myriads into every bay and fiord on the

Norwegian coast. Now comes the news that the fickle
fish are in turn forsaking their Scandinavian haunts.
Numbers of a new large herring, evidently the much-
coveted Labrador, are heing taken in Scotch ports, and
the neVs comles that they are re-appearig ou our o-wn
coastsand blat one cargo of 1,000 barrels bas already been
taken and is now on its way to Montreal. Ib is expected
to brinig ' per barrel at least, and it is hoped that it is
only the precursor of other and larger catches; for the
Labrador herring is the filnest Of its species, and bas al-
ways beei the prime favorite with Canadian consuimers.

The shore cod fisbery was soiewhat of a failure this
year. The ice lingered late on the coast, and the north-
eru fishermen did onily poorly. But the bank fishing
Ileet are doing well, and there are numubers of snall
green fishers, out vho bring their own news in wiLh.
them vith their catches, and wlose takes it is impossible
to estimîate. So that ib is too early yet to hazard a pre-
diction as to the fishery. Good dry ceod brings $3.75 to
8,- per quintal; but the old-style bundles of dry fish are
beiug rapidly drivein out of city consuntption by skin
less and boneless cod. The skinless fish is a new for:
tiat bas become very popLulai-. They are large selecte
fish, packed at full length, in 100 lb. boxes, and. beauti
fuilly put up. They seil at $5. per box, aid in cleaili
ucas and delicacy are far alead of the bundled fish
The now well-knîown boneless cod is put up in one an
two pountd bricks in boxes te suit customers, and sel]
ait about 5c per lb.

Very little green Cod is in the market as yet, and it i
not expected ini quantity until colder veather.

AUTUMN STYLES.
Tcry little can be said as to the trend of the public

taste in falil and winter wear this season. B3uîyers of
the large wholesale dry goods houses confess that they
are stil all at sea as to what the leadinig lines in dress
goods will be, as the assortmîent has never been so large
and varied. T weeds and fancy clobhîs are considered
safe Unes. Covert coatings will also be popular, owing
to the masculine bent of fashion. The tendeney to
copy nen's styles is very marked, and as the covert
cloths are popular with me they are exlieeted to go
equally well wi th woimen.

In mantles and fall jackets iost houses have pur-
chased in three lengths-30, 45, and 56 iches. Which
will be the inost popular it is difficult to judge as yet.
It seems certain that nothing shorter than 36 inches
will be -worn, and in view of the fact that men's coats
are longer thian ever this year, it is expected that a
feeling for very long jackets vill niaturally follow.
Plain cloths are more fanci' and the brownis and blacks
are, of course, the best sellers. It is doubtful if fur
vill be worn as mueli as uîsual, as the warm golf jackets
appear to be gailing il favor here as well as in the
United States.

In nillinery the principal novelty is a square cap-
sliaped bonnet, set very far back on the icad, called al-
ternately the Dutch or Puritan bonnet. It is usually
trimmed with two rosetes-one at each side of the
front-anid with birds or ribbon iii the Alsatian effect
behind. IL has very smnall tics, and often none at ail,

THE 'LEGAL .POSiTiON OF LAB0Ik

in the discussion of labor difliculties the exactposi-
tion of both parties bef6re the law is too offen ignored.
'Tie upholders of either side are wont to base théir ar-

.guenet upn premises Ltat Vould bc absolutely ut-
teable fromt a judiciail stanioiint, andth thutside
public are lei to take ant erroneous view of the truc re-
lation of the contestants to eai other. IL is speecially
so it dealing with the question of the desirability, or
possibility, of compulsory arbitration in labor disputes,
and tierefore it muay be well to give the opinion of the
judges to whoim the matter ias been referred, upon the
subject.

The first diiliculty the judiciary find in the wyay is the
necessity for respecting the personal liberty of both the
employer and the vorkmnan; for every muait must be left
to determrine for himuself whether ie wvill observe and
perform such moral and sentimental obligations, or re-
cognize such claims, as the conmunity has not deemed
wise to convert into legal duties or legal rights. And
yet arbitration imtust go beyond the existing law if it is
to accomnplish aLythiiig, for under the present code, no
employer could be compelled lto continue his business
if, for lack of imeans, absence of profit, or cer-
tainty of loss ie refused to do so ; nor could the
laborers lie emuployed be forced to worlk if they refused
to obey the arbitrators decision that it vas their duty
so to do. In the case of syipathetic strikes, where the
difliculty is not between the employer and emuployed,
and the strike is ordered purely to aid some other body
wlose grievances muay be legitimnate or not, the legal
situation becoimes still more complicated. lindeed il is
a question whether innocent outsiders who suffer fromt
such a strike are not at liberty to appeal to the law for
the recouping of their losses.

The question of the legality of the boycott is another
point at issue. Unq uestionably it is perfectly lawftul
for workiugmîen to agree that they will not work for
certain. wages, or that they will itot vork at ail. They
are at liberty to form organizations to exercise these
rights. The employer too has the riglit in law to ei-
ploy whom lue pleases. But every man has also the
legal right to pursue his avocation withloult molestatioi,
violence, intimîtidation, or threats of injury to his persont
or prosperity. Therefore to interfere with cither is a
crime, and IL comnbination for such a purpose is noces-
sarily a criminal conspiracy. This certainly seems to
bring boycotts wlitin the pale of prohibition. 'They
are organized efforts to exclude their object frot busi-
niess relations with others by persuasion, intimuidation
and other acts wltich tentd to violence, and to coerce
him, through fear of resulting injury, to subnit to dic-
tation in the ianagement of his affairs. Sttch a boy-
coLt is simïply a conspiracy froiù a legal standpoint.

'TE OSTIGNY CASE.
Mr. E. N. St. Jean, Q.C., lias left for England te argue the

appeal before fic Privy Council, in the test stockbroking case
of lorgut vs. Ostigny. This case-which was reported in
full in our issue of November 9th 1893-was appealed for
the purpose of secuîring a decision from the higlest tribunal
in the Empire as to wletler tt purchase of stock on margin
is a gaini iig transaction in which loss canot be recovered
by law, or wlhetlcr it is a legitimate business speculation iu
which recovery is alloiable.

The facts are briefly as followrs:-In 1887 Mr. J. 0. Ostignîy
(at that time cashior of he fochelaga iank ln Joliott). pur-
clhased a îiqantity of Stroct Railway and Cas Stocks, on iar-
gin, frem Messrs. L. J. Lergot & Co. Thei market went
agaiist îi. fis iiargin wras eaten up, and as te refused te
put up any more, the stock iras sold. The loss over and
above the marin'gil amounted to $1.,907. This lie refused to
pay, and MOssrs. L. J, Forgot & Co., decided te suo hîîim for it.
'Tlie case was tried in the Superior Court before Mr. Justice
lPagnnîîclo, and decided against the brokers on the grouid
that ti tranisaction ias a gambling one. It iras thon takeî
to the Court of Appeals and arguaed before Chiof Justice Sir
Alexander Lacosto, and Justices Wurtele, Hlall, Baby, and
30sse. ''lhe jnîdgîmnt ef the Lowrer Court was confirmed,
Mr. Jnstice Hall dissenting; but the Chief Justice sugested
that the miatiho hi, carricd before the 1Privy Council that the
liîmîit wlhere a icgitimatc coiiimmîercial transaction in stocks
ends and m. gambliniîg Venture begins, might ho definitely
fixedf.

NAt OF GOMMERCE.

WENTWORTH COUNTY NOTES.
Our Hamilton, Ont., correspondent writes: Considerable

interest is being manifestei as to the result of the vote on the
by-law for the city grant to the proposed Toronto, Hamilton
and Buffalo railway. The merchants, manufacturers and
property owners of the city cannot but entertain the saine
opinion in regard to this beavy grant and the ultiate build-
ing of the road. Surely they nust all sec that it eau do the
city no good, but, on the contrary, considerable injury, by
saddling us with a debt of $225,000. Seme who favor the
road advance the theory that the taxes iiposed on the con-
pany's property will make good the above amount through
tiUe, but they forget-or try to forget-that along the pro-
posei line, on either side, city property will be permaniently
lessened in value by the construction of the road. The elea-
tric iie to Guelph, which would pass through nuimerous vil-
lages and a splendid farming country would vastly benefit
this city, besides boing a great accommodation to the inhabi-
tants along the route. Many people scei fo forget the low
rato at which people fromn the intermnediate villages can bo
brouglt here, and noue are given to tale advantage of such
economie conditions than are the progressive farners of
Western Ontario. 'lie projectors of the T. H. & B. road have
deliosited $100,000 in the Bank of Hamilton, a part to be used
in the work of construction in and near the city. It is ex-
pected the electrie lino to Beansville and Grimsby will be in
operation aboutthe 20th instant.-Sone of the machinery for
the smelting works is roady for shipmnent bere, and it is at
last beginning to look as though this long-talked-of addition
te the city's industries ivill soon be an assured fact. The
total city assessments for the present year are $26,349,820, an
increase of $687,170 over last year's figures. The real estate
asossne nt is $22,662,450, an increase of about $700,000 over
the figures for 1894. The assassinent of personal property
amounts to $2,908,560 as against $2,896,055 for 1894. The as-
sessiment for incone is $719,810 less than in 1894. The popu-
lation is 48,491 au increase of 253.

THE GRAIN TRADE AND CROPS.
The Cincinnati Price Current says : " The late information

furnistes no occasion for reducing crop estimates of either
wheat or corn, but in fact gives encouragement te the view
that the corn crop is quite as likely to reach 1,500,000,000
bushels as it is not to exceed 1,400,000,000. .There continue
to be ovidences of botter yields than have been expected in
various rogions. In thô instances of wheat and oats the
progress of the season unfolded botter results than liad beeu
anticipatei, and it begins to look as- if the final conclusions
concerning corn nay like\vise be more satisfactory than ap-
preliended on the approach to the mnaturing period. Fair
weather lias prevailed most of the week in the west, and
toward the close lover temuperature was experienced but
sev&re frosts have not occurred. IL is eident that but little
of thecorn crop is in sufficiently immature conditionto be sus-
ceptible toinuch injury now from frost. The rains of the
past montb, besides being more or ies helipfl te maturing
corn in filling ont the grain and increasing the yield in muany
sections, have made a great change iu the pasturage wihici is
now in good shape generally. Aud they have favored the
progrcss of autumn seeding oporations, so that wheat bas had
an excellent start. It is too early te speak with definitenoss
concerning the relative area in autumn sown wheat, but the
indications nowv are that it; will not be enlarged, and nîot
greatly reduced. The offcring>eof wheat in winter grain
sections continue Iliiied. There is liberal feeding of tiis
grain te anitmals, but ne reliable estiuate of the extent Of
such absorption can yet be offcred. The movement of whoat
in the Northwet is naturally of good volume at this season.
The grain narkets have shifted downward quite decidedly the
past week. For corn tbe decline seemed quite reasonable.
For wheat the break appears te he without justification,
either in the relation of values or the prospective plentiful-
ness of supplies.

1
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THE WESTERN STANDARDS.
The Western Grain Standards Board have finished their

work in Winnipeg, and the samples show that mills willhave
botter quality te work on in the crop of Manitoba iheat for
1894 than they have had since 1886. The standards, as
selected by the boai-d this year, are practically the sane as
last year. There was little trouble in fixing the standards, as
the crop is similar to last year's in its general condition, and
it w'as agreed at the outset by the board to make the standards
as iearly the same as last year as possible. The liighiest
grade of extra Manitoba liard is magnificent sain-
ple of pure, lard red fyfe wheat weighing 62 lbs. to the
busiel or more. No. 1 liard is a fine milling wheat, weighing
61 pounds to the mneasured bushel. The act calls for a wheat
weighing 60 pounds to the bushel for this grade, but the
wheat is all so heavy that it has been difficult this year to get
a standard sanple down to 60 pounds, consequently the stan-
dard shows a weight of 61 pounds for No. 1 liard, the saine as
last year. No. 2 liard is a really good liard red fyfe milling
wlieat, but this grade weighs a couple of pounds liglter par
busiel than No. 1. The grade of No. 3 liard is still a couple
of pounîds per bushel lighter than No. 2, and will takre in
some wheat that was ceaught by hot weather at e critical
stage, and as a consequence presents a somewhat bleached
and shrunken appea/ance. It is nevertbeless a fairly good
mîîllling wheat. The grades of No. 1 and No. 2 northern are
the sane in general condition as the grades of No. 1 and No. 2
iard, iith the exception that the northern grades will con-
tain a smnaller percentage of liard red fyfe wheat. The in-
spection act stipulates that the nrthern grades shall contain
not less tIai 50 per cent. of liard red fyfe wheat. Soft wheat
will be classed as "sprinig" grades, but there iwill be very
little of this class of grain. Only two or three bags of soft
wlieat appeared among the samples gathered for the board of
examiners. Sînutty wheat of course will not be alowred in
the regular grades.

TUE SEAL FISIERY.
The San Francisco correrpondent of the r Trade Revici

says that tiis year's collection of Northwest Coast ,kiis nay
be suiiimiied up about as follows: Catch up te August 1, 100,-
000, aud froin that date to September 15, 25,000. Were it
not for the low prices prevailing, all of the vessels would bave
done well financially, and for this reason the hunters are pre-
paring to try their luck again' next season. All of the
schooners are being overbauled and repaired, and the best
men in the business have already been engaged. Tne fact
that the iunsters in Behring Sea have been restricted to the
use of spears in killing seals, has not worked against then
even lu the slightest degree. On the contrary, the men have
shown such remarkable dexterity in the use of the spear that
they have brought tliir catches up to the old time standard
witlhout any trouble, and at less expense than heretofore, as
they have savei thousands of dollars formerly spent -or amii-
imunisition and firearns. The spear used by the hulnters is a
mîîost ingenious device, and if even mure fatal in its effects
thman the rifle, as is shown by the tact that the catches of the
various schooners which bave entered Behring Sea this season

range ail the way from 600 to 1,000 skins. Considcring the
short limie during which bunting was allowed in these waters,
aven with the spear the success of the vessels bas been sur-
prising and'it looks as if more stringent measures would bave
to be taken to preserve the fur seal fromextinction.

Abthough not definitely decided upon as yet, the date of the
Alaska saal sale will, no douit, be set some timite during the
miionth of January. The majority of the outside seal owners.
lowever, have already détermined upon offering their skins
in January, aud but a small collection may therefore be
loolked for in November. Taking all things into considera-
tion, they bave concluded that they could-iot possibly expect
fair prices for their skins if sold this year, and that indications
for the January sale are brigliter.

ANOTHER VENTURE.
The Manitoba Patrons of Industry are going into the coin-

mercial arena again. Not satisfied with losinL $9,000 by
their importation of binder twine froi the United States
they are now going to test their success in the export market
also. Their latest idea-that of placing a million bushels Of
No. 1 liard Manitoba wheat on the English market for the
dual purpose of placing Manitoba's best produet there in its
unadulterated state, and at the saine time discovering what
transportation really costs, is attractive. They may possibly
lose a little more than they did on their binder twine specu-
lation; but then the experience would be cleap at the money,
and ire must reimember tbaLt iL ahvays costs soneting to
teach a fariier that he des not know just as muai about
commercial matters as the average business man.

A FIRE-BUGY CAPTURED.
On Friday last the Ottawa police made a mnost iiportant

arrest in the person of Johit White, a blacksmith residing in
the centre of the Chaudiere piling grounds. He is stated to
be the fire-bug who caused the burning of the Booth mills
and lumber piles, and he confessed to being about to fire the
lumber yards of Bronson & Weston and pointed out the spots
where lie hald placed cotton-waste soaked in coaloil under the
dry lumber. The mill-owners of the Chaudiere, whio have
beu living for the past month in constant dread of incondi-
arism, are delighted at the detection of the firo-bug, and it is
also a relieft te the insurance conpanies, who liad miade up
their minds, unless the lumbermen made additional ef-
forts to protect their proporty, to withdraw froin these risks
altogether. According to thc Chronide Pire Tables, 403 saw
mills were burned last year. the loss on which aniounted to
$3,945,965, and the insurance $1,636,263, while during the
saine time 226 lumber yards went up in snoke, the loss:on
whichi was $3,175,721, and the insurance $1,937,733. During
the past 19 years r.o less than 5,314 saw mills, and 2,285
luInber yards have burned. These figures show how little
profit the companies have ever made out of the insurance of
luinber. In fact ini most cases they have lad to use the
money mado in other lines to pay their losses in lunibe'. After
their crowning experience of the present year, during ·the
forest lires in Michigan, Wisconsin acd Miinesota, tbey are
likely to leave lumber risks severely alone.

TUE FUR SEAL LITIGATION.
The suit brought by the United States against the North

American Commercial Co., the lessees of the seal rookeries at
the Prybilov Islands, has naturally aroused great intorest in
Victoria, B.C. The governmtents claîi against the eompany
is for $130,187 for alleged breach of contract, and the con-
pany's answer bas beau made in the nature of a counter claim
amounting to $283,725 for damnages sustained by reason of
restriction in not being allowed to iakie the catches agreed
upon under the teris of,the contract. Mr. Lloyd Tevis, the
president of the North American Commercial Company, has
the following to say rearding the suit "During the first
year of our lease we killed less than 20,000 seals, owing to the
regulations enforced upon us by the Federal Govermenit.
During the seeond year iwe were permitted to taie no seals at
ail. This was hecause of the international complication and
the operation of what was called the modus vicandi. The
Government itself killed 7,500 seals for' the susten-
ance of the natives during this year and sold us the
skins. Car claim is that it was the Goverainent itself who
broke the contract with the North Aincrican Commercial
Company, and that, therefore, ie are entitled to the damnages
named in our answer to the suit. Of course, we liilled these
7,509 seals that were slain for food, but we killed them for
the Government, and under its direction. They were not.

OAUSES O' REED IARKS IN FABRICS.
A reed in which there are two or three of the metallie pieces

broken out causes streaks in the goods. These often break dur-
ing the wcaving and the weaver cannot well fix them, and so she
lets-the-iatter-pass, and frequently many yards of goods are
wovenwith the reed in this condition. The result is that several
warp tlreads will be punched together. There should be an eveu
number of warp threads in each space botween the pieces.
Usually three or four. When a piece breaks out, of course
double the number will be in bunch. The metal pioces often are
bent quite badly. These pleces will cluster the warp threads to-
gether in one place aod letivc a vacancy near by, and this results
in streaks.

EFFECT OF TRAFFIC FACIbITIES.
New York is exceptional aimong Ameri-

can cities jn respect, to tlie sinall nuimber
of railways whichi have a teriiiiiiis within
its illimits. There are only live, the New
York Central, the New York and Now
tlaven, New York and Northierni, -{ow
York and New Englaid, and the New York
and 1[arlomi. CliCago, on the other hand,
is the land teriivinus oft hirty-live railroads.
Fourteen railroads have a direct entrance
into St. Louis, ten into Philadelphia, ten
linte Pittsbirg, sixteei inito Kansas City,
and Pight iito Boston. But ifNow York
is lacking jin direct railroad facilitios it is
aîhead of ail other cities jn the United
States, and or nost large citics eisewliere
in the nimber of ferries and the daily
traitlic they handle.

A SCOTCH PRODUCT.
Onc of the maost powerfil dredgers in

the world las lately beenî conîstructed in
Scotland. Formnerly, wlen it wvas necdful
to iake a chaniel throigh rock, it was
cstonary to shatter the obstacle by blast-
ing. and then dredge out the broken ima-
terial, but recent dredgers are sulliciently
powerful te cut the aay throiuh. rock
witholut the inecessity of preliminary blast-
ing. The new dredger in question has
been construmcted to mcet the requirenoîits
of a now and important channel at Ber-
muda, and is of special workmanship. It
is also described as being the largest in the
world, having a displaceinent of 2,200 tons,
and is entirely of steel ; its length is 208
feet, beami 40 feet, and its depth 17 feet 8

inches, dimensions which enable it to go
anywhere and face any weather. The
dredging gear, ladder, and bucket chain
weigh about 100 tons and are representei
as the strongest in the world ; the gear
las such an excess of strengtih, indced, as
te eiable it to pull up tue eung ne if any
insuperable inipediient is met with lin
working, and disaster will thus be avoided.
The bucket ladder is fitted -with ton power-
fuil bulffer springs, to cushion any shocks
that may be experienced wlhen the dredger
is working in a sea swell. The vessel
will dredge to a depth of 45 feet- below
water level.
