Last Advent this Society started mth ten
tithe-payers; it obtained the approval of thirty-
three BlBhOpS of .the American' and' Canadian
churches, and has now 'in Canada twenty-one
clerical and nine lay members. It has circu-
lated about 20,000 papers snd tracts, Last
June about 1, 600 packets of our pupers were
sent to the memlIJ] ers of fourteen Diocesan
Synods and Coriventions, with' a ‘circular re-
questing our. fellow-Chur chmen to dontinne our
work and advise us for our future guidance, so
for the future no man who has not helped usin
that way can hold back because we have not
the exact pronunciation of his:shibboleth.. .. As
the Sociely hasno expenses in salaries, rent,
&c., we are able to offer the clergy: suits,ble

, Jiterature for the cost of rinting and postage.

As we began with ten tithe-payers, we-hope to
commence again with ten associate parishes.
‘Our success:so far is just sufficient to encour-
age us to -persevere, and no more. I believe
the chief cause of the luke:warmness of the
support we meet with is the same that para-
lyzes our Church in every diréstion, viz.; our
most wicked and in many respects’ our most

INDIVIDUAL AND ORGAN-
IZED WORK.
By the Rev. Dr. TEIGCHTON COLEMAN,

The responsibility of individual
souls in the great work .of the
“world, ‘and " the ‘valué, of organized
effort,.for” the gccomplishment of
this same work, are, ‘perhaps, very
trite : subjects, - I know of none,
however, mors important in con-
sidering the claims of the CET.S,,

to:day, ‘at the kind invitation of
our'roverend - host. = It has been
constituted & national Society be-
cause the -evils of drunkenness are
more or less evident everywhere,
and have a bearing more or less
direct upon every citizen. Beinga
national Society, it seeks to enlist
the sympathy and aid of all Eng-
lishmen and all Englishwomen, In-
asmuch as it is a national Church
Society, it has good reason to ex-
pect the - co-operation of all who
profess and call themselves Chris-
tians.  For as 8 Church Society, it
desls. with drunkenness 88 & sin,
and aims to conduct its work as &
art of its religious work. If, there-
ore, individual Christians decline
to engage in if, they must, as it ap-
poars to me, be prepared to show
that there isn no call for everyone
to take part in it, olse that the
principles and methods of the Seo-
ciety are notdesorving of theirsup-
port. But can anyone think that
there is no such eall, whon, in what-
_ever direction wo look, we see not
--:only how-common are the tempta-
tions to drunkenness, but how many
_persons we ourselves know of those
who have yielded to them? In
attempting to realize the extent of
this sin, most of us, I think, will be
forced to acknowledge that it is the
cause of more downright evil, to
both body and soul, than any other
“we can name, Now, does it belong
more to one person than to another
to suppress this evil? What is
thers In my surroundings that lays
it a8 a duty upon me that does not
equally apply to everyone of you
in your surroundings, and aceord-
ing to. your several opportunities ?
The vory frequency ogthe gin, and
the evident connection between it
and manifold suffering, make it not
only incumbent upon everyone to
do something to prevent, or atleast
to mitigate, ite direful consequences,
but also male it more easy to argue
upon the subject with those who
are not as yet persusded of these
facts. While, therefore, it is a work
that may well employ the constant
efforts of the most gifted among us,
it yet requires nospecial intellectual
ability, nor in individual cases does
it requiré such an expenditure of
time and money as would discour-
age those from undertaking it who
are already. pledged in other direc-
tions.

God, be instrumental in helping
some of the unhappy victims of
this sin against tge enticements
that beset them.
