Intion, in Belfust Prison this state of things is
totaily reversed, and three-fourths of the pri-
goners are Roman Catholies, This state of mat-
ters does not depend on race, nad is not a ques-
tion of injustice, but is a strange fuct which re-
quires some oxplanation,

SYNOD MERTING,

The 21xt, Session of the Synod of this Diocese
opened on the 30Lh, of May lust past in the City
of Quebee and was of more than wsunl im-
portance owing to the Celebration of the Cen-
tonary of the foundation of the Sce.  The pro-
ceedings opened with o grand Choral service at
9. wom, inthe Cathedral 1o which the Clergy
and lay doleyntes marched in procession from
tho Chrreh Hall within the Cathedral close,
followed hy the Lond Bishop of' the Dincese in
his Convoeation robes and  preceded by his
Chupluin, the Rev, Lennox W, Willinins, rector
of Nt. Matthew's, bearing the very beautiful pas-
storal stafl’ which had been prosented 1o his
Lowrdship by hiy former parishioners in Aclon,
Eug, Tho processional hymn was well-known
“We Jove tho place; O God.”. Mating was
sung by the Rov, 1. G, IL Diekor, Incumbont
of St Branabas Church, Aclonvale, Tiondon,
Jongr., und the Tiossong woro road by Ievds, Can-
on Thornloe aund  Cinon Foster. The  Lord
Bishop himzelf was the Celobrant, the Yery Rev,
the Donn of Quebee and the Venerable Arel-
deacon Roo actingns lpistoler and Gospeller
respectively,  Thehymn “ 0O Gl unseen yet
over nentt " was sung al the boginning of the
Moly Communion oflico and during the OfYer-
tory, that beginning * Lowd her wateh Thy
Churel in koeping.”

Tho nuwmboer of communicants was very large
and in the distributionef the elements his Liord.
ship was assistod by tho Dean, Archdencon and
Canons Thornloe amd VaonltHland.

Fmmediately aftor the service the members of
Synod mot in tho Clieeh Hall, the Bishop pre-
siding in hix Convoeation Robes, and the meeting
having opened with prayoer and the Rolls were
alled, the following oflicers were unininuusly
ro-eloctod : Rev, Canon Vonltflinnd, Clerieal Sece-
retury ; Lioutonant Uol. G, R, While, Treasurer,
The Bishop then delivered his churge nwid
frequent outbursts of npplause :

My REVEREND BueTunrry,

AND BrETUREN 0F THE Larty,

I cannot tell you, what a deep sense of re-
sponsibility, 1 feel resting upon mo, with regard
to this my fiesl utteranee, ot the n\)umug of our
solomn Synod,  Awnd, L have indeed prayed,
that I mny bo so diveeted by God, the Ifoly
(host, that my words shall bo good andtene
and helplul, and not inany way hurtlul to the
groat and glorious cause,

His  Lordship then dotailed at length the
whole of  Kpiscopal acts [rom the dale of his
landing in Quebee, prior to his conseeration, up
to the prosent time, concluding the list as
follows :—

Thuy, besides preaching many sermons, and

taking part in many services, 1 have confirmed,
in all, 301 candidates, 121 male and 180 females;
I bave ordnined two Pricsts and two Deacons,
and I have presided or taken part in innumer-
able committees and other meetings, in which
I have reecived tho utmost support and con-
sideration from the clergy and Iaymen of Que-
bec,  For all this and muoch more I desire now
to record my most emphatic and heartfelt
thunks, because we have thus heen enabled to
accomplish together, some rezlly good work for
the glory und praise of God,

I would indeed, offer all praiso to Almighty
God, thalin his mercy, He has permitted mo
to be culled to live and work amongst you here,
and more particularly to build, (as I trust wise-
ly) upon the good and solid foundation, that has
been luid during the rule of my illustrious pre-
decessors, and especinlly under the puiding
hand of the dear, late, lamented Bishop Williams,
I am well aware that no words of mine enn add
to your reverence or love for one, who, through
a long periol of yeurs, proved himself to be
great, as well as good. At thosame time I
feel bound to acknowledge, how much of the
well orgunized and prosperous condition of our
diocese 15 dne to the Iate Bishop's wisdom and
devotion, and ever fustering curo.

Jt i thus, that, with grand and united lay
help and sclfsacerifice, we are fust approaching
to an honorable condition of self-support; so
mieh o, that we are offering, as one clement
of our Centonury Thankgiving celebration, to
give up by the end of the cenlury, the large
sum of 81,500 poer annum which we at prosent
receive from the most noble organization, the
venerable Soeicty for the Propagation of the
Gospel in Foreign Parts, and in order to show

you that the vencrable Suciety thinks highly ot

our aclion and aceepts our proposal, you will
allow g, 1 trust, to read to you the letter very
lately received trom the Scervetary, the Revd,
Prebondary Tucker,

We feol, you sce, dear brothren, that in our
loving thankfulness to Almighty God for all
1Lis goodness to us, we ought to male this oiter;
for, a hundred years ago, when the fiest bishop
of Quebee (Dr. Jacob Mountain), was thirteen
and a half weeks crossing the Atlantic, (o reach
hix distant diocese, there were only nine clergy-
men of our Chureh in the whole of Canads,
whereas, now, we have nine well organized dio-
cesos, with large bodies of clergy and laity, be-
sidos tho eleven newor dicceses of tho West and
North-West ; and, at tho same time, wo have
the pleasure of knowing that, almost within the
same poriod of w single hundred years, there
has grown up, from the aposiolic hands of
Bishap Seabury and others, the mighty and
woll-ordered  ¢quipment of  the  Episcopal
Chureh of the United States; and it will conse-
quently bo ono of our greatest pleasures to wel-
como amongst us in tho course of the Synod,—
the Right Reverend Prelate Dr, Potter, the Lovd
Bishop of New York, whose praise 1s in the Gos-
pel throughout the whole world,  We are all,
theveforo, 1 trust, full of high joy and praise, to-
day, and we are signifying our thankfulness,
not only by spocial services and enthusinstic
gatherings, but also by making an offer, which
will sot free a large sum, until now received
yourselves, for the good of our brethren and fel-

]ow-churchmen, in the North-West and else-
where, brethren who are just now standing in a
position of great and pressing need ; and in wel-
coming this aid I am right glad that our good
friend, Mr, W, G. Wurtele, intends to propose a
resolution of special thanks to the S. P. G. for
its long continued und most generous support.
But, at the same timg, it is ubsolulely necessary
that we should recognize the fict, that this one
act of self-renunciation is a strong call for grea-
ter and even renewed exertions amongst our-
selves. Tor, not only must this $4,500 a year
be replaced, we must also raise still further
sums, in order that we may be able to meet our
gradually increasing necessities. 1 rejoice,
therefore, to observe, how heartily the project
for raising the Bishop Williams Memorial Fund
has been taken np by the whole diocese, and I
trust that strenuous exertions will still be made,
0 that, in the end, we may be able to show,
that every chureh family, nay, every church
man, woman and child, hus contributed at uny
rate some small sum, For, besides forming n
most suitable memorial of the Jate lamented
Bishop, this fund will prove a much necded cle-
ment in our future financial prosperity. And
on the same principle I hope that church war-
dens will endeavour to induce young men in
their parishes, who often carn good wages and
who have not to bear the heavy expenses of a
separate home, to milke theirown separato con-
tributions towurds the parish asscssments, in-
stead of leaving the whole to be made up as at
present by the heads of families,  But, with all
others, I am glad to think that the two great
societies, the S, P. Goand the 8. . C. K., will
continue Lo offer their most valued exhibitions
or scholarships towards the cost of the education
of our students al Bishop's College, Lennoxville,
For, if our work in our country parishes is well
done, we must, 1o a great exlent, depend upon
a native ministry, und a native ministry can
anly be raised and secured with the help of
schiolarships, whereby we are enabled to assist
good and likely men to prepare themselves care-
fully for the great service of God. It is only
thus, in fact, that men, who have been brought
up to be able to endure hardship and to under-
stand the necessities of our country life, can re-
ceive @ high mental and spiritual training, and
wun also have, ag students, the practical oppor-
tunities that are offered by Sunday and vacation
visits Lo some of nur parishes, of being early in
their earcer really useful parish priests. At the
same time, it must be borne in mind that such
visits by students to parishes may very easily
be overdone, and, consequently, it is my earn-
est desire that we should at once set Lo work to
form a Diocesan Ly Helpers’ Association, inte
which we may enrol all Lay helpers, male and
female; and trom the male branch of which we
may be able gradually to choose and appoint,
here and thers Lay Readers, whose duty and
privilege it shall be, while continuing in their
worldly callings, to do on Sundays just
what onr students now do, and to make it
possible to offer at any rate one Sunday service
in every church and school station throughout
the diocese, Forinightly and monthly services
are perhaps better than nothing, but very little
progress will be made, unless there is, at any
rale, one service every weelk.  And these servi-
ces should be so arranged that our people every-
where have the opportunity of the Ioly Com-
munijon at least once in every month, And
whenever and wherever there is a service, great
pains should be taken, so that it may be hearty
and earncst, and for the good of souls, Tt mat-
ters little whether the serviceis said or sung,
but it dees matter whether the minister and
poople at service are alive or dead, it does mat-
ter whether the minister throws his whole soul
into the versiclos and prayers, and whether the
people respond with one heart and one voice ;
arnd this can only be done when the minister
says the service in such a way as to give to the
people the opportunity of responding, for it is
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quite pdssib[c, alas! instead of saying or sing-
ing the service, 50 to read it, as to make certain
of killing all possible response, and thus to ro
duce our beautiful liturgical service to the
sitence and deadness of the grave.

I am very glad, therefore, to think that in
the Bastern Townships Mr, Arthur Dorey, the
organist and choirmaster of St. Peter's, Sher-
brooke, is helping me, by visiting, at the re-
quest of the clergy, many of our churches, and
Dy showing practically what may be done, so
that the people may join heartity in the re-
sponses, psalms and canticles, as well asin the
lvmns,  And, of course, dear brethren, in our
more populous places, wo have no right to be
content with mere Sunday sevvices and ser-
mons; for onr prayer book clearly indicates
that there is to be morning and evening prayer
duily throughout the year, and furthor pro-
vies a speeial collect, epistle and gospel for
many speeial days, indicating that the loly
Contnnion should be administered on these
peeasiong, as well as upon all Sundays. It is
my strong wish, therefore, as it was the wish of
your lite lamented diocesan, cxpressed when
preaching before his Synod, in 1888, thus, when-
ever it may be possible, all these things shall
be curefully and rveverently attended to ad
perforned, And in our own Cathedral, with-
out in the least interfering with the wishes of
the Sunday congregation, I trust that gradu-
ully we zhall be able to earry into effect the pro-
visions of the Canon made in 1888, and to es-
tahli=h weel-day Cathedral services, so that
with the assistance of the capitular body and
of a surpliced choir we may offer the daily
sucritice of worship to Almighty God in as per-
feet o manner as possible.  Iadeed, sinee 3t iy
pluinly expected by the words of our prayer
book that out clergy, unless specially hindered,
even when there is no public service, shall say
the daily oflices themsclves, surely it might be
well in many places, even when only slight al-
tendance cun be expeeled, to Jet our people
know on Sundays, when and where, at any rate
one daily serviee will be said, and to ring for o
few minutes the church bell; so thal all may
kuone that, throughout the weelk, there is a con-
timus offering of prayer and praise; uand in
vases nwhich it would be impossible during
the winter to hold weekly service in the church,
short bright services might be held in some
rovm of the Reetory or in some other suitable
place. As to the manner of conducling service,
Lam very glad to know that we, who have ¢
woolly heritage,—we, who are o part of the
sreat Anglicaen hranch of Christ’s 1loly Catholie
Church, have permitted to us, by the highest
ceclesiastical anthority,—a wide diversity of
methed, so that 1n eities and other populous
places, where there are several churclies, a
Table can be spread for all; and consequently
congregations which enjoy differeat methods
shoubl he content to differ in such matters, and
instead of distinetion and jealousy, each should
telight in honoring and commending the other
for it cspecial virtues and good works, In
couttry parishes the matter stands on rather a
ditferent foling, and it is certainly the duty of
every clergyman to put aside, to areat extent,
his own predileetions and earefully to consider
what, on the whole, is best for the whole body
of people committed to his charge. Not that he
i to follow servilely the wishes of any man or
any hody of men in his congregation, for he has
4 must sucred responsibility; he is the minister
of Gl il s pot the minister of the congrega-
tion, and he cannot rid himself of his responsi-
bility by telling bis people to say what he
ouglit o do; while his people, if they once get
Lo think that they are his masters, will; very
likcly, try again “and again to use their power,
amd will 'in the nature of the case, lose much,
which would he for their good. And in this
ennection, it must always be remembered,
that we are all apt to think {oo much of mat-
ters of ninor importance, and so to take irom
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the strongth and attention that we. ought to
give to the great things of God.

It is not a vital question whether or not wo
take the east or north end point at the Ioly
Commnnion, whether or not we turn o the cast
to say the ereeds, whether or wot wo wenar a
colored stole, whether or not there are fowers
on the Table of the Lord, or the altar of Gad,
whether or not we rise on the entrance of Gol's
servant 1o conduct the service of a church, or
whether we sit and wait while the Alms are
collected, or whether we stand and sing some
hymns of praise (0 God, But there ave some
madters, which ought tobe universally attended
to, because they wren part of the law of our
Chureh, and alzo beeauso they tend more or Joss
to edification. Ifever itis desired to have any
flowers or Church ovnaments sueh as cross,
vases or cundlesticks about the Mable of the
Lord, it ought to be remembered, that none of
these things may, according (o law, be placed
upon the Holy Tabls itself, but that they must
Le placed upon a ledge or retable fixed to the
wall above. This is the well nigh universal
practice of our great cathedral wd parvish
churches in England, and it ix o practice which
demands similar attention amongst ourselves,
Wherever there are any of these things, they
should he placed on a jedge or retable and not
upon the table itself, And there is another
matter, dear brethren, which, as it appears to
me, is stll more important, After the offertory
and before the prayer of the Church Militant,
there is 45 you know, a Rubrie in our Buok of
Comnion Prayer, which says: ¢ When there is
a Communion, the priest shall then place upon
the table so nmich bread and wine s he shall
think sufficient.,” 1t is amply clear, therelore,
that there must be in every church some placo
or side table, from which, at this peint in the
service, the hread and wine should be bhronght
and plaeed for their haly purpese upon the
Table of the Lord.  And, unless this is done at
this point, itis also elear that no oblation or
offering ol bread and wine has heen duly made ;
and that the elergyman ean not irady pray in
the prayer, which immediately follows, * We
humbly besecch Thee most mercifully to aecept
our alms and oblations,” because, as a matter of
fact, no oblation has been made. This, as it

“keems Lo me, is a matter of some importance,

hecanse it is not merely o matter of obedicnee
to the Prayer Book, but is also newdful in order
to give an important clhse in the prayer,
which follows, its true meaning. 1 trust, there-
fore, that in all our churches this point may
receive attention, that there will be a small
side table for the brend and wine, and tor the
alms’ dish, ete., until they are neeled, and that
thus the Rubric will be obscrved.  With regard
to our occasional services, I am very much sur-
prised to find that the service for the church-
ing of women or the service for the offering of
specinl thanksgiving to Gad after childbirth is
seldum used. I must say that there scems to
me to be a fack and @ toss in this, which it
would be well to try to remedy.  For sarcly
this service of speciul thanksgiving is o most
clonuent reminder of the fuet that our lives are
in this and every other occusion of lile in the
1loly hands of God,  Of course it is still more
important, dear brethren, that systematic wt-
tempts should be made to bring all within the
fold of Christ’s Church by Holy Baptism, For
this service, except in cases of sickness, child-
ren should always, if possible, be brought tothe
Church, and on the same principle of obedience
to our Buok of Common Prayer, it is my wish
that marriages shall always be solemnised in
churches and not in houvses, at all cevents uatil
it is allowed to be otherwise by lawful author-
ity. But baptism, although n very great thing,
ix not everything, and, therefore, great atten-
tion should always be given to work amongst
the young. Duy schools should be eonstantly
visited by our clergy and friendly reluations with
day school teachers and children cultivated ;

Bible teaching should be given by the clergy-
men from time {o time in day sehools, whorevoer
he lias permission to do 50,  Moveover, Sunday-
school and Bible Class work should be lovingly
and vigorously prosecuted, and in every possi-
ble instance, there should be, as ono of onr
Rubrics orders, public eatechising ; for cate-
chising service, duly condueted, will do more to
adify okd as well ax young, than all the serinons
in the world.  And great care shonld also be
tuleen in the preparation of candidates for the
sacred rite of Confirmation, not merely {o teach
in an interesting manner our grand old Chureh
Catechism, but also to lead our people to make
a trie and bold profession, and furthor to show
them how to become humble, regulny and earn-
est lumbs in the Church of God.  And itis very
important, that, in every parish there should
be a Chureh Union, joining togethor stafedly in
the Holy Chureh cevery wmonthy, at the eall of
the elergyman, with a view to asking Gud's
Dlessing u]lmn their common work,  Sueh w
union will do much to help those who have been
gonfirmed Lo continue steadtustly in the Fajth
instend of only making a fiest communion and
then, alus, falling away.  And, il the Bishop
e come, efforts shonld he wade to prepare
soine eandidates amd have o Confivmation even
for a very few in cevery parish or township
overy year, lor every Contirmation in a place
leads to new futerest; and sometimes these oc-
castons are the soaree and eause of untold rood,
But in order to duthis, there must hea constint,
earnest setting forth in simple preaching and
lt',nc-}nng, of the \\'holul:usp?] of our Lowd Jesun
Christy, or in other words of the wholo Word of
God, I s, as 3t appears (o me, & most melan-
choly thing when people are gathered togothor
that they should be sent away with o few pur:
functory words, unhelped and untind. Toshonhd
therefore be a madter of conscience with uw my
reverend brethren, in the preparntion of our
sermons that we will really tabor, with God's
blessing, 1o bring home o the hearts of onp
people some vital truth, some practieal fict,
for the salvation or edifieation of man and eon-
sequently for the honor and glory of God, Aund
with this, it will be found in these days most
vitltable to give people, in o stmple way, the
leading faets of the history of the Churel, nul
especially of ourown hranely of it amd partiou-
larly the bistory of omr own dicese, of which
a mostinteresting sketeh has just beon prepared
by onr good Arcedeacon o inerease our thank-
futness and joy, 1 would earnestly ask you all
to obtiin copies of this abile work, which muy
be abtained here, in the Synod hall, at the close
of ur session for the nominal sum of ten conts,
For thus we may gel to value cur heringe, anl
to live in grateful recollection of owr fleavenly
Father's Jove,  And, just as we need to have un
carnest and to some extent a lonrned clergy 1o
teach us all this, so also it i5 necessary to finve
the right men for churehiwardens, Yes! dour
hrethren, thero is w great deal in this matier—
more perhaps than some of you might thinl,
And what we really want in all our puarishey is
men  of strong, personal influence, men of
slraightforwiod, business-like habits s ulyove
all, men who set (very likely, without knowing
iL) & high and noble Christian example, Suc’fn
men and such men alone are able, by God's
blessing, to double their clergymen's worke; and
this leads me to say, that our clergy alsoslionld
o a certain extent, be men of business, very
curcful o keep within their meuns, and to be
ready (o meel every obligation,  Depend upon
it, dear friends, apart from the very righteoys-
ness of'such a conrse, it is absolutely needful; for,
otherwise our spirituad work ean -have fitilo
weight or influcnee.  Another clonient of pro-

“greas iy that there shall be everywhoro suifi-

cient, futherly, Bpiscopal supervision,  No
doub, in some cases, djveeses ire Loolurge, und
consequently, owing 1o wiunt of sysiem and
supervision, the work in diflerent parishes is
very unequal. On tho other hund, the principle
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of subdivision muy easily he carried too far,
and whera this is tho case, there will be loss,
instead of gain, Another mostimporiant mat-
ter, to which you will have to give close atten-
tion at this Synod, and upon which you will be
asked to pronounce your o[pinion, us regards
some of its details, is the Unification of our
Church in tho whole of Canada, I earncstly
trust and pray that we shall be led by God’s
guidanco to a right decision. We have, in fuct,
n very great deul to get through and settle. 1
trust, therefore, we shall all combine to see that
{hereis no unseemly discussion and consequently
no waste of time. But, afterall, my reverend
brothren, the progress of your work for God in
your own parishes will depend, if' you are in
enrnest, especinlly on these two things, (1) upom
the consideration which we show for those who
diffor from ug, and (2) upon your personal visit-
ing.  As to consideration for thoso who differ;
1 a8k no one Lo give up his principles, T ask no
ono to say that dissent or schism is n matter of
no consequence, but I do ask al) onr clorgy to
have w kind word and a kind fuco for all those
who differ ot every kind, [ do ask you not to
pass by their houses from year's ond to yeur's
end, us if theso our brothren sccording Lo the
flesh were not within your cure at all; and 1 do
usle you Lo do just for these penple evory fuvor
that fies in your power, Yes! fry this plan,
with prayer for God's blessing upon your words
and works, for n year, and you will be surprised
b the resull. Nay, you will thank God for His
blossing upon your attempt,

And now, lnstly, my roverend brelhiven, as
{0 your own personal visiting of the wholo of
tho flock committed to your charge, 1 make
hold Lo sy that more depends upon the vigor,
the systom, tho diligonce, tho self-sacrifice,
with which you go on from weeik’s end to
weok's end and from your's end to your's ond
with your visils to the homes of your poople,
than upot anything clse, A man may be &
poor vender aud proachor, but if e s a good
vinitor, it tho intorests and sorrows of his
people are hisns woll as theirs, that man will
puceoed where the more highly gifted man who
doos not visit his people will full. The man who
shuts himsell up In his houso, nnd cultivates
his heart und mind, may do something ; but the
man who givos u lurge portion of lus time overy
day (o visiting his people, with o due remom-
branco of his oltice, until he is o familiar figure
in overy fumily cirele, this man will do incom-
paribly more. And i theso parishes, whero
thoe prival thus visits his people, and where the
lending laymaon, i. ¢, the chureh wardens and
othors, alko move nbout amongst their neigh-
bors, and say a kiud word for their chureh and
their clorgymuan, thero, under God, there will
b the best fruit of all,

God graut, dear fricuds, that wo may all be
glivred up Lo gronter zonl and energy for the
grent sorvice of God, so thal wo may all load
renlly good and useful lives, trusting alone in
the infinito morils of our Redoomer Lord, and
so thut, whoenover our call shall come, we may
boe found ready and may be eavried by angels
into the Paradise of God, and there wuil in joy
and folicily, until at Lho Inst great day wo at-
1ain unto the Resurrection of the Just, amd re-
eoive from Our dear Lord’s own lips the glad-
dening words: “Well done, good and faithful
gorvait, onter thou into the joy of thy Lovd.”

Tho concluston of the addross was receyved,
ag tho commoncoment had been, by loud ap-
plauso,

A voto of condoleneo and symputhy with
tho fumily of Bishop Bond, of Montreul, who
is now lying dangorously ill, was unanimousty
adopted,

Amongst othor business transneted was the
reception of the Report of Bishops' College and
School, in regard to which the Chancellor of the
Collogo, Dr, [Tonoker, Rov, Principal Adams,
Rov. Dr, Allmaty, the Rev, Profossor Wilkin-

son and others made addresses, and the Reports
were adopted,

Compton Ladics’ College also submitted its
report by the Rov. Canon Foster. 1t showed &
debt still existing on the school of 83,400.00,
and contnined nn appeal for more earnest sup-
port on the part of (‘})hurch people us well by
sending their daughters to the sehool, where
they would be sure of excellent care and train-
ing physically, morally, spiritually and educa-
tionally, as also by contribution, The Bishop
Lore strong testimony in favor of the school, as
also did the Rev, Principal Adams, the Very
Rov, the Deun, Dr. Hencker, and the following
resolution moved by Cunon Thornloe was
adopted with much enthusinsm:

“That the Lord Bishop be requested to re-
gpectfully convey to the clergy and congrega-
tions of this diocese the judgment of this Synod
that Compton Ladies' College has a just claim
for generous support from every Churchman of
this diocese, becnuse it is the Dincesan School
for (iirls, working under the sanclion and su-
pervision of the Synod of the Diocese, for the
higher education and churchly training of the
women of our Church ; and also to devote the
offerlory on the 4th Sunday in Lent, in each
year, towanls the support ofthe suid College,

The Report of the Diocesan Board was pro-
gonted by tho Secretary, Reév. Canon Von-
Ittland, and adopted without discussion. It re-
foerred to the proposed abandomment of the
grant from the 8, I, G. Socicty at tho
emd  of the century, to the condlition
of the Clergy Trast Fund, Bishop Williamy'
Memorial Fund, Mission Fund, and Missionary
worl in the Dincese,  Thirty-one missions are
aitded by tho Bonrd. There were no vacancics
with the exception of Lubrador, which was
undor the chargo of s Divinity student, In
gvory other Mission there way o resident clergy-
men,  The following motion wayg then sub-
mitted by Mr. W, G. Wurtele, seconded by
Rev, Canon Von Titland :

“That the members of Synod now in session
assombled, and abont to celebrate the Centenary
of {the foundation of this Diveese, deem it their
pleasing duty to express their grateful appre-
cintion of the gonerous support which has been
givento it by the Society for the Propagation
ol the Gospol in Foreign Parts, during n period
of more than ono hundred years. That they
holievo it is not too much to say that from the
carliest planting of the Church of Kngland in
Canuda -till the close of the first half of the
prosent contury, the Vencrable Sociely bore
almost the entire burden of maintaining the
ministrations of religion amongst Her people
throughout this vast country ; and that (‘m‘ing
the years which have since elapsed, this Diocese
especinlly is under obligations Lo the Socicty for
never-fuiling  assistance, which has not only
suved the Chureh hero from losing ground, and
cven prosorved her existenco in some plices,
but has enabled lier also, while maintaining a
healthy growth, so to manago and develop her
rosonrces, that the approaching termination of
tho Society's annual grant may now be regarded
without apprehension, and oven with satisfne-
tion, that funds may thus beset free to be em-
ployed elsewhere. That in view of tho near
chango in oxisting relations, the Synod tender
to the Yencrable Society the profound grati-
tudo and heartfolt acknowledgment of the whole
Dioceso; and offer a sincere prayer that
Almighty God may help more and more the
great work of the Society in niding the spread
of the Gospel over the world. That a copy of
this resolution bo sent to the Soerotary of the
Society.”

THE CENTENARY OF T1X DIOCESE OF
QUEBEC.

Ou the 7th of July, 1793, the Rev. Jacob
Mountain was consecrated in the chapel of Lam-
beth Palnce ns the first Bishop of the Diocese

of Quobec. It had been set off from the former
Diocese of Nova Scotin, and embraced the whole
of British North America west of Nova Scotin.
One hundred years having, therefore, about ex-
pived, it was determined to hold a special ecle-
bration to mark the event in conncction with
the meeting of the Synod of the Diocese which
commenced on the 30th of May last past. Very
extensive and well-designed preparations had
been made for celebrating so auspicious an
cvent, amongst these being a special service in
the Cathedral, a Public Luncheon in the afler-
noon in the Skating Rink, a special meeting of
Convocation of Bishops' College University in
the afternoon for the purpose of conferring de-
Erees upon two distinguished members of the
“piscopate and upon the Governor-General of
Canndz, and a Conversnzione in the Skating
Rink in the evening. All of these events wure
carried out without any defuult and in an ad-
mirable and successful mannor.

Early on the morning of the first of June
celebrations of Iloly Communion took place in
the several churehes of the city, that atSt. Mat-
thew’s being attended by over 100 Communi-
cants, and there being a goadly number also at
the Cathedral, atwhich the Very Rev, the Dean
of Quebee ofticiuted, assisted by the Rev. IL
Potry. At St Matthews' tho Lord Bishop of
Niagary, formerly Rector of the Church, was
the celebrant.

At half-past ten the groat Thanksgiving ser-
vice of the day, and for which a Special Form
of Prayer had been authorized by the Diocesan,
commenced, The Fay delegutes and clergy of
the Diocese, togethor with the visitors, met in
the church hall and marched from thence in
procession across the Cathedral Close to the
Cathedral itsclf, entering by the western door
and passing up the central aisle, preceded by
a vested choir of men and bays,  Most of the
clergy wore the festival white stole together
with their surpliee, cassock and hood, and sev-
eral of the Bishops were clad in their scarlet
UConvocation robes. There wore present in the
procession  following the clergy the Lowd
Bishops of Ningara and of Nova Seotia walking
tagether, the former carrying his Pastoral Stafl
next in order the senior Bishop of the Meclesias-
tical Provinee of Canada, the Rt, Rev, the Lord
Bishop of Ontario, anl the preacher of the duy,
the [t Rev, Henry Potter, D.D., Bishop of New
York, 'These were followed by the Rev, L. W.
Willinms, M A., chaplain of the Lord Bishop of
the Diocose, carrying the very beautiful DPas-
toral Staff presented to his Lowdship by his for-
mer congregation of Acton, Ing. the proces-
ston being closed by the Bishop of the E)iocusu
himself' in full Convocalion robes. It was a
grand and imposing spectacle, and one emin-
ently seemly in the city of Quebee, evidencing
the character and claim of this true branch of
The Chureh Catholic to the many Roman citi-
zens of that groat city.  As the procession co-
tered the church the whole congregation rose
and sang (the Choir and Clergy as they encered
taking up the strain) the evor beautiful and
welcome bymn, #“The Chureh’s one IFounda-
tion.”  Tho vested choir had been reinforced
for the oceasion by a number of ladies from the
difterent congregations, and Mr, A, E. Bishop,
the well-known organist of the Cathedral, pre-
sided at the organ,

The only decorations in the chureh were in
the chancel and around the pulpit. On the re-
table of the former there stood & magnitcent
floral Cross and vases of beautiful flowers, and
on ceach end two large candlo-sticks bearing un-
lit candles. The Allar itself was vested in fes-
tival covering; an exquisitely worked Altar
cloth, frontal and super frontal. Around the
base of the pulpit had been beautifully arranged
a large number of fragrant nacissus, presenting
o very attractive appearance, Tho Dean, Arch-
deacon, and Canons of the Diocese, took seats in
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the choir, the remainder of the clergy occu-
pying scats in the main aisle, and the Bishops
entering within therails, the Lord Bishop of the
Diocese taking Fosition as Celebrant, The or-
derof Morning Prayer was followed with specinl
T':alms, Liessons and Collects, the Psalms being
100 and 111, and the Lessons 1 Kings viii, 54~
62, and St. Matthew xiii, 31-33. The service
was choral throughout and admivably rendered,
the priest’s parts being taken by the Rev. M.
licker, a former curate of the Bishop, and who
had come out to assist on the auspicivus ocea-
son, The essons were read by the Lord
Bishop, of Ningars and of Nova Scotia, respee-
tively. After the third Collect a special an-
them “Break forth into Joy” (Barnby) was
sing, followed by the remainder of the Office,
with this special thanksgiving following the
tieneral Thanksgiving :

Almighty and BEverlasting God, by whose
spirit the whole Body of the Church is governed
and sanctified, we thank Thee for all the Dless-
ings and protection vonchsafed 1o this Diocese
dwring this hundred years, for its growth and
extension, and for the continued pre- perity
which it enjoys at Thy Hands. And especially,
we thank Thee, O Lord for the labours of Thy
fuithtul servants, the Bishops and Pastors of
Thy fluck, who have entered into their rest,
and whose works do follow them; and for all
who are now labouring in Thy service, humbly
beseeching Thee that they muy set forward the
salvation of all men, and extend the Kingdom
of Thy glory, through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Amen,

The Introit hymwn was eminently suitable,
being the glorious one commencing with the
words, ¢ For all the Saints who from their la-
bors yest,” and was sang by the whole congre-
gation con amore. In the Communion Oftice the
Lord Bishop of the Diocese was Celebrant, the
respunses were sung to a special composition of
Mr, Bishop, and a speeial Collect, that for All
Saints’ Day, was nsed; the Epiatle being Ephe-
stans iv, 1-13, read by the Lord Bishop of On-
tarin, and the Gospel of St. Matthew xxviii, 18-
21, read by the Bishop of New York, Tho ser-
man, un ahle and historical onc eminently fitted
to the ocension, was delivered by the Rt. Rev,
Dr. Potter and listenod to with the utmost and
sustained attention,

During the taking up of the special oftertory,
whiell was devoted to the extension of mission
wark in the Diocese, hymn 367 A, & M, was sung,
after which in conneetion with the presentation
of the alms the Bishop in aceordance with the
special offce prepared. said

Dearly beloved in the Lord, in this our Ser-
vice of Joy und Praise, I would carnestly ask
you not only to dedicate our present offerings,
tut also o entreat our heavenly Father to ac-
tepl as a part of our duty to-day the Bishop
Willizms Memorin] Mission Fand, an aceount of
which | will now place in your name before the
Lord 40 he o permanentremembrance of the late
reverend and saintly Bishop of this Diocese,
aml then :

As Celebrant he offered and placed an account
of the Bishop Williams Memorial Mission Fund
upon the table of the Lord ; and then, after the
Ohlations, he said :

permitted to work for God and His Church and

to promote our growth and success, Yea! let
us pray for the whole state of Christ’s Church
Militant here on earth,

A very large number romained throughout
the entire service. A number of tho eongroga-
Lon communicating with tho clergy presont.

The service closed with the grand processional
hymn “Onward Christian Soldiers " graudly
and most heartily sung by the whole congroga-
tion as the procession passed out of the Church
to the Church hall, A more dignified, roverent
and beauliful service has probably never been
rendered in the old Cathedral Chureh, although
wo read in Mr. F, C. Wurtell's excellont bro-
chure entitled “The English Catliedral—Que-
bee,” that when it was conscerated on the 28th
August, 1804, a most imposing function took
place, at whieh his Excelleney the Lieatenant
Governor of the Province was present and a
number of clergy and others.  There was, too,
in those early duys u surpliced choir of 13 boys
and 4 men under the direction of' Dr. Bentloy
and a special precentor, the Rev, Mr, Tields,
and the Cathedral waa opened with a tull Choral
Service,which,it is suid,wus regularly maintained
Yas long as a clergyman could be found to con-
duet it. ~ The surpliced choir was kept up for
gome forty years,” Now on the one hundredth
anniversary of the foundation of the See, the
surpliced ehoiv enfurged reappenrs and u serviee
more finished and complote is rendered by those
who have entered into the labors ot the sainted
dead,

KINGSTOXN.

The annual meeting of the Woman's Auxili-
ary of Ontario Diocese was held last week in
St. George's Hall; in this city.

Ottawa; Dorcas secretary, Miss Muckleston,
Iingston,

The reports read showed a steady inercase in
each department. The membership of  the
W. A, is now 1,340 in 32 branches, with 10
diocesan members in outlying places. The
J. W, Al reports 225 members in 11 branches,
and the C, C. M. G, has 330 membors in 18
branches,

During the year two life memberships have
been presented, ono in Ottawa and one in Pie-
ton. Total membership, 1,804.

The Treasurer’s report showed 81,887.76 for
Missions outside the Diocose, nnd $114.25 to the
Diocesan Missions, Total, 82,002.01, against
$1,810 given last year,

"Che Learle editor reported 770 cepies sub-
seribed for and 130 distributed free,

The Doveas report showed that 79 bales had
been sent out this year. Value of frojght and
rew material, §950.36.

Several important matters were discussed,
the constitution for junior Dranches was revised,
and the session closed on Thursday afternoon,
the members meeting again at Bishopsleigh,
where the Bishop and Mrs. Lewis tendered them
a reception in the evening.

Orphan's Fund of the Diocese of Ontarioe,

members of the Board and dolegates present,
which she atterwards devoted to the W, and O.
Fund, The gold badge was given Mrs, Tilton,
the President, by tho members of the Bourd, she
having been mude a life member threo years
ago by the Provincial Board before the Win-
chester eross wits devided upon as the hadge,

At 2 missionary meeting held on Wednesday
evening a stirring address was given by Rev,
Mr. Renison, late of Algoma Diocese, in whiel
he delighted his awdience by muny tales, both
amusing and pathetic, of work among the tn-
dians, Ilis newn of the probnbility of the
speedy return of the Bishop of Algoma with re-
stored health, was most cheering.

A LIFE-LONG DEVOTION.

About thirty-five or forty years ago, somoone
from Nashotah, whether priest or student is not
remom bered, stopped over Sunday in the city of
Syracuse, N. Y., and was invited by tho rector
of tho parish Church to tell the people about the

work and mode of life at Nashotah, then hut
little more than ten years old. A young girl
in the congrogation listened with intensc inturest
to the description of the simple life and its i
vations, and she was especially struck by the
fact that the household looked for its daity bread

from contributions sent through the daily muil,
When she got home after service she told her
father all she had heard and asked if'she miglit
be n contributor to Nashotah’s daily bread fimd,
Her father told her that she might save what
shecould from her weekly allowance which he
was ncenstomed 1o make her, and send it to Nu-
shotah. She began then to lay aside her weckly
offering, and twice a year without fail ever sinet
then thoe mail has brought regularly her gcner-
ous contribution. As her resources inereasol
her contributions increased, while each yveur her
interest in Naghotah deepened until the place
had a strong hold npon her affections,

Just after her marriage she paid her first and
ouly visit to Nashotah, = Much of her life afier
this was passed abroad, Her husband dying
soon after her marriage, she and hier widowed
mother beenme constant compunions, and were
moro like two sisters than like mother anl
child.

Last October, having been for several years
an invalidghe arranged for her final trip abroal,
hoping to find relief for her bodily illness in the
south of France. Just sailing form Kurope, she
wrote to Doctor Gardner, president of Nushotah
House, asking what were the pressing necds of
the institution, and also inquiring as to the legal
form of making a bequest, saying that she in-
tended to make her will, which she should leave
behind her, and that sha had but litde hopes of
ever sceing Americaagain. A few days hoeloe
her sailing the president received a letler from
her, asking that tho prayers of the house might
bo snid for hersolf and her mother daily while
they were at sen, the letter eaclosing a special
offering of 85,000,

Junuary the thirty-first, of this year, she dicl
at Mentone. During the lust hours of her life
she spoke very frequently of Nashotah, and of
her love forit.  “ You must love Nushotah tor
my sako,” she said to her mother, asalmost her
last words,

The bereved mother made her jurney weross
the ocean with hersilent companion, and arrivel
in New York on the sixteonth of April.  Refore
her doath, this lady of whom woare are writing,
give most minute directions as to the arrunge
ments of her funeral, and among other things she
irected that the President of Nashotah should
be asked to assist at her burial, and that he
shoull wlso Dbe invited to hear, with her near
relatives, the reading of hor will. Inaceord:
ance with this request Doctor Gardner wis
asked to go to Syracuse, N. Y., to take partin
the funeral serviees on tho eighteenth of last
month.

The sun shone brightly as she was laid to
rest in her gravo on one of the green slopes of
Oakwood cemetery,Syracuse. The rector of her
old parish read the Church’s words of conr
mittal, and her mother, ber only near surviving
relative, standing at the end of the grave, east
the ushes upon hor coftin, Immediately alter
her funeral ber will was read, and it was found
that she had bequeathed to Nushotuh House 825,
000. As she hind begun her wark for Nashotah
as a child, sho bequeated this from hor maiden
property, and expressed the wish that the me-
morial name attached to itin the institution
should be that of her ehildhood, Alice Sabine.

The name of Mrs. Alice Subine Magee, of
Syracuse, N, Y, is one moro that will be added
to the list of Nashotah's benefactors; one more
that will be read out yearly for rememberance
at the altar forall the years to come.—Zhe Ange-
lus.

I can
only say for mysolf that Mr. C. W. Parkin's
letter gave mo the first information on the sub-
jeet of his father's educational labours.

Revd, Sir,—I have been reading with much
interest yonr little book, “Story of the First
Tlundred Years of the Diocese of Quebee,” for
ihe publication of which the Churchmen of the
Province owe you a dobt of gratitude, At ihe
same time I am somewhat surprisod at the
onission of all mention of my father's name,—
ane of Canadn's earliest missionaries, a man of
the highest attainments, of great cloquence, a
conscientious clergyman, and the most success-
ful teacher in the country at that time,

My fathor came to this country in 1818, hav-
ing suflered shipwreck on the Island of Orlesns
as & cubmination to all the discomfort of what
was then a long and tedious voyage. On his
arrival he was at once sent by Bishop Mountain
to Chambly to take charge of a Divinity school
there, and in fuct all the Divinity students of
that time were under him. At the outset there
were three, tho very first committed to the care
of the Church, For each of these he veceived
£75 per annum.  ITe built the first church in
Chambly, and also a parsonage and school
which afterwards passed into the hands of Mr.
Braithwaite, He also cducated many of the
tirst men of the day, and the school founded by
him passed over to Mr. Braithwaite, an estab-
lished and successful undertaking with prestige
suffivient to guarantee its future, ¢ was the
contemporary of Bishops Jacob Mountain, C. J.
Stewart and Jehoshaphat Mountain, the first,
second and  third Bishops of Quebee. Under
them he passed & most useful and successful
career af Chambly, and afterward became Rec-
tor of Sherbrooke and Lennoxville, e was

certainly recognized as the great educator of

hi~ day in this vountry, and many prominent
names could be given you, the foundation of
whose suceess was dee to him,
Coarrrs Wy, Panrxiy,
The Yen, Archdeacon Roe.

T the Edlitor of the CHourett Guarpian:

Such action has Dbrought shamo upon the
Chureh, and has seemingly been rebuked by
God Himself in Kpiscopal clections by the pre-
vention of the return of cither of the purty can-
didates,

Our Lord warns us against a very subtle form
of unbelief when He asks, « flow can ye beliere,
which receive glory ono of another, and the
glory that cometh from the only Gaod yo scek
not 2"’ St. John v-4¢ (RV))  If we had simple
fhith in God’s government of the Church, weo
should never seck eithor for onrselves or for ¢ur
friends “ glory from men,” but should wait, pa-
tiently for Him to point out the *“ vessel chosen
to honour,”  We do sorely need this faith and
grace to pub iLin practice, Such fiuth would
kill party division and restore a true concep-
tion of the Ongnoss of the Body.

It s in
brief thin:  That the Genoral Synod shall re-
commend or request the children of the Church
in every Sunday School in the Dominion to set
apart their offerings during the next Lenten
scason for the support of one or more Mission

ary Bishops in Canada,  These offerings are to
be forwarded to the Domestic and  Forcign
Mission Board, which | hope will then cover the
whole Dominion. Then, for example, supposo
the offerings amounted to §2,000.  Thisx [ eun-
sider would be n reasonablo salary for o Mission-
ary Bishop. The Board of Missions wonld then
decide where was the greatest need for such o
Bishop. This having been done, the next step
would be the appointment. This could be made
in two ways, Kither the House of Bishops of
the Provineial Synod in whose jurisdiction the
Missionary Diocese was should elect, or the
Primate shonld summon the whole House of
Bishops of the General Synod, who would clect
a priest and take order for his consecration.

If $4,000 were raised, two men could be
clected.” The children would continue to sup-
port these men,  Each Bishop should begin at
once an endowment for his See.  When one cu-
dowment wis completed the funds should he
free for the support of another Missionary
Bishop. 1 belicve the children of the Church
would respond heartily to this call.  The wup-
port of a Missionary Bishop by the children
would be a popular movement. Wodo not know
who our delegates from Rupert’s Land will be,
but I will undertake to say thal sume one from
the West will get this scheme into shape and
bring it before the Synod, if it meoets with favor,
Meanwhile 1 would invite the criticisms of

Churehmon on this plan which I considor to bo
practical and easily earriod out. We all boliove

~tho extension of the Episcopate to bo desirable

for the growth of tho Church. Tiot us not wait
for ondowments. They will como aftorwards,

Christinnity is
Moral Powor, moditying charactor, contralling
matives, cultivaling graces of disposition and
labits of thought, in v way which no othor sys-
tom of religion has attempled ov claimed to o,
Submission—Humility—Contideuco  in God—
Subriety or selftrestenint—Spivitual Alertness—

Fuithfulness in doctrine—these are cssentials of

tho Christan character.

11—"The submission here recommended is:
i That of 1 member of the Howsehold of Faith
o Chireh ordor, and the doetvine of the Apos-
tles; il that of a member of the common-
wenlth, (0 (he uuthority sof over him, v secular

things; iii. that of & member of a family, a sen,
or daughter, or servant to the authority of pa-
rent or employer. Humilily—not the unrenl
profession of one who is meroly influenced by
the hollow pretences of society politeness, the
assumed deference {0 others, which is merely
the result of habit or policy—not the superficial
confession of the callous Christian who glibly
pronounces himself *a miserable sinner” and
“lost sheep’ without tremour or shame, but
the sincere, inner consciousness of imperfection,
of spiritunl faculties unused, or misused, of want
of relish for the deeper, and higher, and more
perfect counsels of the Divine Lifo.

To be humble in the sense of the Apostle iy
to have that choice spiriv of inward diffidence
which he shewed after his own fall.  (See St.
John xxi., 15: “Lord; Thou knowest,”) Boast-
ing, rash vows rather under the influence of a
great inward emotion, or outward eorrow,
rashly promising with the lips, and hastiness
in uttering any word before God, (IScel. v. 2),
are entirely contrary to this spirit of Christian
humility, Confidence in God demands that all
“afl” our care should be Inid upon Him. “All”
—iot the weighticr cares of life, not the mervely
spiritual troubles of the time, but every care,
rexpunsibility, duty of our daily life. There
must be no reserves, no area of the life into
which God is not admitted.  JBvery door of the
soul must be thrown wide open, every avenue
of approunch free to 1im, who cares for us, and
longs to share our cares. God asks for our
confidence in small things as well ag in great—
the petty delails of vur vbseure, and (to the
workl) unimporiant lives, We tell the veriest
trifles to thoso we love, it is a mark of confi-
dence.  We presume upon their love, beeause
we know thoy “cnre” forus.  Sobriety, watch-
filness, habits of mind suited {o the state of
expectatlon in which wo live, the pilgrimage
through the enemy’s country in which we are
engaged, the period of probation, for a greator
and higher life, through which we are now
passing.  * Sobriety is a grace belonging to
the mind as well the body ”: it calls for a tom-
perate use of bodily pleasure, but it hints
st foreibly at the duty of keeping the mind
ever on an even balance, so as never lo be unduly
elicited by joy. or depressed Ly sorrow: or se-
rivusly atfected by ' the changes and chances
of this mortal life,”  To be watchful is 1o be
self-distrustful, and to bo constantly on the
look-out, (circumspeet—Ilonking all around) for’
dangoer. ‘Che vouring fion—not awaiting the
fall oT the soul, but actively secking to “devour”
it, “ going ubout,” busy in his work ot’ destroy-
ing tho children of the kingdom, a striking
figure, presenting in a manner not to be mis-
undorstoad, tho ageressive power of evil. The
samae in our day ay when Epistle was written,
Satan n Parsou, not au influence or a principle.

1IT.— Faith " the shicld with which to resist
evil,  Faith in the impartiality of God, a great
strongth to the templed, We must not say, “my
lot is harder than that of othors,”—* I ammore
triod,”—ours, dear brothor or sister, is no pocu-
liar case, no * strange thing,” even it it is a
“fiory trinl” that tries ws.  *“Though he slay
me yet will I trust in Him,” is the confession
of tho sublimest Christian philosophy—it can
never be improved upon.

IV.—Sufforing and trial muost do their work
inus. “3Many a blow and biting sculpture,”
must “ polish well the stones elect.”  With joy

we mustaccept the law of the Divine economy
that we can be made perfect only through “suf-
fering.” e, v,, 8. But this state of triul is
only “for a while.” We know nothing of the

.despair of the heathen, who foresaw no relief tv

his misery. “ Fato” is the cry of heathenism
—*“Hope” the watehword of the Christiun.
ilumanity was not created to feed the grave,
but to live with God for ever and ever. So the

HYMNS AND HYMN WRITERS.
BY

We come now to more modern times, and to
speak of hymns and hymn writers in the nine-
teenth century,

The cighteenth century was a dark periad in

‘the history of the Church of Englund. The few

eavnest spirits were estranged from her, and in-
difference and apathy prevailed ; consequently,
the hymnody of the cighteenth century wasdue
mainly to Nonconformists. In the nineteenth,
a great change has taken place. With few ex-
ceptions, the noblest and most numerous of the
hymns of the last sixty years have come from
tho heart of the Church of England—bright,
and clear testimony this, to the power and zeul
of her religious life.  Matorials arce now over-
whelming, and hymn-writers are abundant. We
have Kelly, Montgomery, Mant, Heber, Mil-
man, Grant, Keble, Lyte, Charlott, Llinu,
Frederick Fnber, Mrs. Alexander, John Henry
Newman, and Francis Ridley Havergal. In
treating of these, we can here do no more, thun
notice some of the most famous hymns, for
which we are indebted to these gifled poets,
To Kelly, we ave indebted for:—
“ We sing the praise of Him who died,”
and tho Leautiful ovening hymn :~—
“ Through the day, Thy love has spared us,
Now wo lay us down to rest.”
James Montgomery is one of the most popu-
lar of hymn-writers,  From bis pen we quole:
“ 1ail! to the Lowd's anointed,
Great David’s greater son,”
and :
“ For ever with the Lord
Amen; so let it be,”
of his more solemn hymns we have :—
“ (7o to dark Gethsamene,
Ye that feel the Tempter's power,”
and the Ordination hymn :—
« Pour out Thy Spirit from on high,
Lord, thine assembled servants bless,”
and the bedutiful ode to prayer :—
“ Prayer is the soul's sincore desire,
Uttered, or unexpressed.”
This hymn was written for a book on prayer
by the late Rev. Edward Bieleersteth in 1818.
Bishop Heber inaugurated a new era in our
Church hymnody, He not only wrote many
hymns himself, but adapted them to the services
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of the Chureh, While at Oxford, where the
chestnut-tree which spreads its branches to the
rooms he occupied in Brazennose College, is
called “Heber's Tree” he gained several
prizes for his poems, IIis most cherished desive
was to put forth a Church hymn book, but from
this, he was dissunded by the Bishop of London.
One of his hymns sung more often than any
other is :(—
« From Greenland’s icy mountaing,
Jrom India’s coral strund.”

The account of its origin is interesting and
worth knowing. Ile was staying at Wrexham,
North Wales, with his father-in-law, the Dean
of St. Asaph, On Whitsun-day, 1819, the Dean
was going to preach on behalfof the Sociely for
the Propagation of the Gospel in Forcign Parts,
" On the Saturday previous, ho asked Ilcher to
write something to sing in the morning. llcker
went to axside-table, and shortly, the Dean asked
him what he had done. 1Ie read over three
verses,  That will do,” said the Dean: “No™”
was the reply, the sense is not complete.  And
Tieher added the beautiful fourth verse :—

«Vaft, waft ye winds His story,
And you ye walers roll
"Pill like a sei of glory,
It spreads from polo to pole, -
il o'er our raansomed nature
The Lamb for sinners slain,
Redeemer, King, Creator,
‘In bliss returns to reign.”

I{cher afterwards beeame one of the Chureh’s
«crentest missionary bishops.  Ie aceepted the
Bishoprie of Calcatia in 1823, At the present
{ime, Caleutta is & vast diocese; what must it
have been then, when it included the whole of
Lilia Ceylon, the Mauritius, and Australia 7 The
other popular, and  best known of 1leber's
hymng, are the noble Trinity hymn:—

“ Ilaly, iToly, Holy, Lord God Almighty.”

The Ipiphany hymn :—

“ Brightest, and Lest are the sons of the morn-
ing.”

The Advent hymn:—

¢ Jlosanna, to the Jiving Tord,”
and the triumphant song for All Saints Day :—
«he Son of God goes forth to war.”
To Dean Milinan, we are indebted for the great
hymn for Palm Sunday :—
¢ Ride on ! ride on in majesty,”
and :—
“ 0O help us Lord, each hour of need,”
and ;—
¢ When our heads are bowed with woe.”

And now we come to John Keble, clarum et
rencrabile nomen, who was remarkable in other
spheres of life than the world of hymns, e was
Lorn in 1792, and when cighteen took the high-
est degree in Oxford “ double first,” His great
work s, as every one knows, the Christian
Y car—a book of world wide fame, and used and
accepted by thousands who difter from him in
his religious views, It was published nearly
sevenly years ago at the earnest request of his
friends, ~Keble's idea was to go on improving
the series, and have it come out when he was
out of the way ; but his friends, Coleridge and
Arnold would not allow this, Arnold suid,
“ nothing cqual to it, exists in the language.” Lt
was published anonymously, and has always
beenso, In twenty-five years, it went through
forty-three editions, and in 1866, it had reached
its ninety-sixth edition. In the mine months
after Keble's death, seven editions were issued
numbering eleven thousand copies : such success
is without a parallel in religious poetry. Keble
himself made several changes in different edi-
tions, hut whether he authorized the changoe
made in the hymn for ¢ Gunpowder Treason ™
in the vorsc respecting the Iloly Communion, and
about which so much controversy was stirred
up after his death, will, I presume, ncver be

known. The hymns which have found their
way into almost every hymn Dlook, are his
beautiful morning and evening hymns, and the
one for the solemnization of holy matrimony :—

“ The voice that breathed o'er Iiden,
That earliest wedding day.”

AN ImporTaNT OMIssion,—An esteomed cor-
respondent ealled our attention to an unfortunate
omission whicl ocenred inun Ecclesiastical Note
of the first page of the “ Guarpiax ™ of May

of Cunterbury at the meetingof the Y. M, C A,
London., The Note represented the Archbishop
as saying that ““he did not think it a matter of
importanes what church a person belonged to.”
Our tlypesetter ommitted the word “no”
although inserted in correcting proofs ; and what
the Archbishop said was that“ he did not think
it 1 mattor of NO importance what church a
person belonged to.” The mere fuct that the
Archbishop appeared upon 2 so-called non-de-
nominational platform would be, he evidently
thought, taken advantage of and the Archbishop
anticipated any such argument by eandidly and
openly stating that ke did think it « matter of in-
portance. Sueh a position is only in accordanco
with the well-known views of Mis Grace, We
are obliged, however, to our correspondent for
ealling attention to the unfortunate blunder,
and do not wonder that he was “surprised” at
the statement.

« WHAT GOOD CAN I GET BY THEM?

This is a question often asked by muany so-
walled Church people when spoken to about
their negleet of God's appointed *Means of
Grace.” They attend, when they can, morning
and evening sorvice, but they do not see the
utility of cither Baptism, Confirmation, or Ioly
Communion, and they openly avow that they
see no difference between people who are strict
in their observance of these ordinances and
those who disregard them altogether. ““They
are such simple things,” they say.

ater, or pouring water on its forchead, ur hav:

ing a Bishop's hands placed on one'’s head in
Confirmation, or that the partaking of bread
and wing in the Ilely Communion should be the
means of conveying spiritual blessings.” So did
Naaman the Assyrian argue when commanded
by God’s prophet to go and wash soven timos
in Jordan for the curing of his leprosy (2
Kings v, 10-15).  So might the blind man have
argned whe eame to Clirist and whom our Lord
proceeded to enre with elay made from Ilis
own spittle and the dust of the grownd. Howas -
not only n simple but an unnatural vemedy, If
a doctor in these days attempted to cure Dlind-
ness in tho smmne way we should laugh at his
folly, and =say that sueh a remedy (?) would he
more likely 1o perpetuate than cure blindness,
And so the blind man, when he felt tho gritty
clay being rubbed on the tender eyeball, might
havo turned his head away, But le had fuith
in our Lord's power, and he knew that simple
moans in 1lis Hunds would he as eflicacions as
gome mors claborate process.  And his faivh
was rewarded.  Tnoall the miracles of liealing
porformed by Our Blessed Tord faith in His
Person on the part of the persons recking Iis
aid was a1 necessary qualitication.  Audis it not
the lack of' this Chiistian grace in these days
that deprives the Saeraments of their powar to
heal? 1s it not enough tor us that the © means)”
simplo  though they be, were orvdained by
Christ?  And simple means in iz Hands aro
all-powerful if there bein us the necessary faith
in their efficaey,  And is it not probsble that
Ile choso simple meany i onder, firstly, that
our {aith in Him might be thereby fested, and,
secondly, that a man's neglect of them might
be rendered inoxcusable 7 Should we not rather
heartily thank God for their simplicity ?

Many of these Church people who neglect
the Sacraments profess nostrict ndhevence and
even devotion to the Chureh, Bul they entively
forget that in neglecting the Sacraments thoy
ignore the chiof distinguishing mark hetween
the One, [Toly, Catholic and Apostelie Chwreeh
in this land amd the many “isms” with which
she i8 surronnded. 1t iy cortain that these
pooplo do not obtain from their religion all the
spiritinal Dlessings which w strict vhservanee of
the Chuvel’s rules and round of dovotion js
capablo of conferring upm them, Lt these he
observed, and we shadl find  onrselves heing
built up upon the foundation of the A postles and
Prophets unto a holy templein the Loril; daily
growing in holiness until we attain to the ful-
ness ol the stature ol Clirist.

THE THREE FOLD MINISTRY EXPLAINED

In the new testament, those of!
the Highest Order were called Apos-
tles; those of the 2d Order “or-
inined in every city,” were called
Preshyters (Elders) or Bishops;
thozc of the lowest Order were called
Dencons,

Tuke special notice that, in the New
Testament, the word Bishop,whenever
wseld technically, always refers to the
21 Order, and never to the Ifighest
Order. [For example, in Phil. i, 1,
St, Paul of the Highest Order ad-
dresses tho Christians of Philippi,
and the “ bishops and deacons ;" that
is, the lity with their clergy of the
20 and lowest Order.]

2. Afterwuards, the name “Apostle”
was tlimited to the original Twelve
and their immedinte suceessors, who
have scen Christ Himself, at which
trne the word ¥ Bishop " was also set
upnirt to denote technically the Ifighest
Order, This is expressiy staled by
Sts, Jerome, Ililary, Chrysostom,
and Clement of Alexandria.

Also Theodoret, writing in 440,
suys: “The same persons were in
ancient times called either Presby-
ters or Bishops, at which tine, those
irho wre now called Bishops, were called
Agstles”” He adds, “ In process of
time, the nime of Apostle was left
lo those who were in the stifet
sense Apostles, [i. e. sent by Christ
ilimselt]] and the name of Bishop
was continerd to those who were an-
ciently called Apostles,”

Rev, A, W, Little puts it as fol-
s © Just us long as the Presby-
ters were called Bishops, just so long
weve the Bishops called Apostles, The
Orders were distinel, and remained
unchanged.”

Bishop Lightfoot said: “We can-

Huving felt for many yeurs that

the mirsionnry work systematically

curried on in our college was not fol-

A DOCTOR'S VIEWS ON “TEM-
PERANCE.”

You sny thut alcohol keops out
the cold. Now, what it actually does

is to send the blood to the surfuce,
and thore you get a much more rapid
avuporation ; but although the first
feeling is thal of warmth, the after
cffeet is to produco a much greater
deprossion  of tempoeratwre. Thus,
although u sonso of warmth is the
first ellect of liquor it has been prov-
ed boyond doubt that its ultimato ef-
foct 18 Lo lower lhe temperature, 1
wus only veading & short time ago
about the first vessel which sailed
withou! stimulants, It came nbout
in this way, The steameors ranning
on the Inkes of Ontario and Iirie were
accustomed Lo have o leg whisky in
the companion-wny, nnd the snilors
worg ilowed to indulge themeselves in
it ag they liked. During the passuge
of ono of the vossels, u very severe
snowstorm  came on and it was
bitterly cold. Seme of the sailors
had been drinking and some had not,
and the captain found that these who
had ot heen drinking were ablo to
do their work, whoreus the mon who
had been drinking were not, and he
snw that unless he stopped the liquor
, drinking he should ncver got his

vessol sufo to shore.  So, us ho went
down the companion-way he turned
tho tup of the whiskey kog and lot it
run out, This, of'course, made n grrent
fuss umong drinkers of the crow, who,
when thoy got aehore, all left the
vossel.  But the caplain, attor that
timo, would nevor tuke any but total
abstaiuers on board, and, s n rosult,
the curge insuranco companies gavo
him better rates, that is, he got bet-
tor ndvantages through having what
i cafled “u toctotnl ship ' than was
was givon 1o other ships, The con-
sequonco wag that olfrur capluing
adopted thesame plan ; and that was
the beginning of teototal ships,

Oueo thore way a party of men go-
ing neross the Sierra Nevada, wnd it
vame on bitterly cold ; und they wore
obliged Lo remain oxposed o the cold
all night,  Somo of them drank a lot
ol liguor, so that they became almost
intoxicated; others  tovk a small
quunlity, and somo toolk none at all,
In the morning, thosowho had taken
feeoly of liquor wore dead, these who
had taken a small quantity  woere
frost-bitten,  whilo thoso who had
tukon  none wore hale il well,
This is a faet.

Yast yonr whon 1 was in Borlin, 1
suwa cnse in which o man had ane
logr amputated, whilo tho other wonld
subsequently bo obliged to be am-
putated from  tho eftect of frost-bite.
Mobhad got drunk and fullen nsleop
in the opon air. I made inquiries on
tho subjoot, and was 1okl that on an
averngo thore wero twenty-four of
anch vases in Berlin overy wintor,
and it invavially happoned that the
mon, were drunk when they fll

asloe],  For myself, 1 ean say this,!

that I hiavo been where the thermo-
meter has fallen fifteen degreo below
zero—which is forty-seven dogrees of
frost—and I have beon able to get
about and d) my work all right;
and it has been proved beyond
doubt by the Arectic voyages that
teetotalers alone can stand oxtreme
cold, “But,” you you will say,
“if it isnot good too keep out the
cold, it must be good to keep oft the
hoat,” But I nssure you it is no
good for keeping off heat. Those
who have been 'n grent deal in
Indin know perfectly well that it is
not the climate which has such an
effect upon the Ruropean, but tho
fuct that he will talie his Bass's ale
and 80 on, just ns he docs in England
This point came outin conneetion
with Madras Army.

sledge-hummer., Tfm gontleman
turned to him and said, * What do
youdrink?" Tho man pointed to
some cmply ginger-beer bottles, 1f
ho had drunk alcohol he could not
have done his work,

INSTITUTION.

The Chester Diocesan Dezconess
Institution has lately issued its re-
port for 1892. 1In this the work of
3 deaconess in & parish is stated as
follows :

A
towards her incumbent a position

similar to that of a curate, and her
appropriate work is the superinten-
Jence of the women's work in the

parish, or so much of it as he may

choose to place under her care. Of

couse, her work depends entirc]y'

upon his pluns for his parish, as a
curate's would, but its main feature
i usnally parochial visiting, This
may be cither (a) in a given district
allolted to her, or (b) generally, over
the whole parish, s that she may be
able to tallk over dificulties with the
district visitors, and help them with
speinl cases; she thus supplies a
sort of centre for the other women
workers, being ready to help and ad-
vise, or to supply the place of any
among them who are temporarily ab-
gent, 50 as to fill up gaps and prevent
lapses in the various parts of paro-
chial muchinery, The supervision of
{he nursing among the sick poor,
help in eonfirmation classes, temper-
anee and reseue work, work in Sun-
day and day schools, classes, meot-
ings, and purochinl societies, are all
malters in which sheis trained to as-
sist the parish priest  Her work is
reported to him regularly, and she
acts systematically as his agent and
messenget among the people.  Five
deaconesses are alveady working in
the Chester dioceso, and three Iadies
are in training for the office,
