{f then, my brethren, the Apastle whose great
anunal {eadt 1s celebrated this day, and for which you
have now mei, is truly an Apestle of the Lamb—if
e bad a commission, not from man, but from God,
10.go Lo a distant country, a country dear o many
Liearts here to-day, and which beat warmly and fer-
vently with love and reverence towards IHim—if, like
8t, Paul, he received kis Apostleship from God, he
may well have said of himsell, and no doubt in his
Jumility he did apply the words to himself, that he
100 appeared as the last of men, as one of those
wen not merely destined to slaughter, but oune who,
i various ways, had become, in spite of himselt, ¢ ay
spectacle to the world, and to augels, and 1o men.”
1t is this characteristic of the Apostleship, as applicd
0 the blessed Saint Patrick, which I wish to place
Yefore you, and to show you that the characteristies
avhich Saint Paul here claims for himsell must likewise
bu considered as having belonged to him.

\We are made, says St. Paul, first, a spectacle to
the world.  And what is this world of which the
Apostle speaks T You lknow weli, my brethren, how
familiarly it is spoken of in the Gospel, and parti-
cularly in the Epistles of Saint Paul, as *¢ the eneiny
of Ged.” The world comprises within itself’ that
vast moltitude of men of every age, of every clas_s,
and of every country who may well be said to be'in
a conspivacy against the propagation of whatever is
holy and whatever is divine. The world is that vast
multitude of maukind who will not believe in the ex-
istence of a truly Christian and disinterested work—
who cannnt understand that any person would do any-
thing, and still more, suffer anything, for Christ—that
multitnde 1o whom the cross is foolishiess, and they
who {ollow it ure but fools. 1I they see a'man who
hias devoted himseif to what he considers and knows
to he God's work—if they see one who gives himself
no pleasure in the_things and enjoyments of this
world, who keeps himself aloof from its allurements,

who Leeps on in his own silent path deing good, who
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by these means accomplishes in some manndr that
which be undertakes, is successful in propagating the
truth, has fruit in- bringing sinners to repentance—

sand it in doing so he is in the least honored, respect-

ed, and esteemed by others, the world is sure to_find.}
that there was plenty of sellish motives, ambition,:
self love, or some other mean and paltry feeling at

 the loundation of ail he did—that it was sucl feelings

that administered the sap to what may seem to have'
arown and lourished. They eannot understand the

poseibility ot any one loving his Saviour more than”
this world, ‘and doing His work purely for Ilis own
sake, and for his-reward. The world Lelieves not,
in fine, in the spirit of sacrifice which is the very’
groundwork ol the Apostleship,  And when it sees
the great things done for God, and bears of God re-
warding what is done for Mim ; when it is told of an
Apostle who has gone forth to the distant cnds of 1he
carth, without the provision necessary for Lis cxist-

| cuce, leading a poor and wretehed life, and.convert-"

ing nations, and when it is told that Gad is pleased to
fuvor the work by wonderlul signs and gilts super-
natural, the world smiles upon it all, and discovers
abundance of rational motives why such should have
been the case, and sees clearly that the Apostle Lad
“his full reward in the honor lestowed apon bim. "This
is the world to which the Apostle becomes, in the
lie=t instance;a spectacle,

Can you not casily imagine to yourselves that when
St. Patrick was in is captivily, when he was a poor
islave feeding the flocks of a strange master—if he
; ever related to those by whom he was surrcuiided,
[ still grovelling amoni the things of earth—if he ever
said that, poor boy as he was, engaged in that sei-
vile occupatinn be Jooked forward to a day when lie
should preach the Gospel to a barbarous nation, sud
convert it to Christ—1l he ever told them that in hLis
sleep he had-seen a man of [reland dpproach him,
and ask Lim to go fo thav comntry, and teach the doc-
trines of cternal life—do you think that that litile’
world which surrounded him did not sooff him as thie
brethren of Joseph, when fhey lieard his dreans, aud-
'say, *You to-be the Bishop, the Apostle, the Priest
of a nation !  And when they saw him, i that spi-

“rit ‘which alone could feel sueh thouglhts, passing:

whole nights in prayer, praying -to God in the midst
‘of the sorrows of captivity, forgetting his own home
awd the dear ones that were in his thoughts of the
futnre home which God was preparing for Llis Disci-
ple, and still more that blessed home o which alone
he aspired as his reward—did they not mock him as
the hypoerite who was seeking for fuvor by his piety
and his psalms 7 Did they not consider that it was
cither a foolish delusion or a cunning ariifice of which
he was making use for some earthly purpose?  "That
was the world which surrounded im ; and, no doubt,
lie was a speetaele to that worlld which could neither
understand nor appreciate the sublime thoughts which
filled his breast.

Aund when in after life this roaming youth left Lis
crovelling occupation, after the Hower of youth had
withered away, lic still adliered to those saine thoughts,
ani devoted himsell to those studies which were ne-
cessary for the work before him, how much had be
to encounter, how much had ke to sufier from those
who may have been made acquainted with lis long-
cherished thoughts, with his dearest intentions? And
when at last Its work is done, be comes before his
Sovereign Pontilf, and asks for this mission for Ire-
land, into which scarcely a ray of the Gospel has
broken, of which the nearest shores were scarcely
known to the Rowan conguerors of Britain, of which
the language and its different dialects were not pro-
bably spoken by one single man either in Rome orin
the extent of the Roman dominions—an uncouth jar-
son both to the ear and mind, and almost beyoud the
power of civilised man to learn—when lhe asks at
ance to be sent thither, without having wone through
what may be considered the usual preparatory course,
without having given any extracrdinary proofs either
of fwture success or of his Apostleship, without hav-
ing shown any evidence of that zeal and intense feel-
ing which Divine inspiration alone ean give. he boldly
asks to be sent thither, and undestake what might
appear a hopeless task for even an army of Mission-
aries, do you think that that portion of the world who
heard of this extraordinary desire, of this ambition
10 be so glorious in the Church, did not consider it a
mere act of deceit and presumption, and perhaps
spoke of Patrick in words neither kind nor friendly ?
Is it not probable that to the Sovereign Pontifl him-
setf, who was thus solicited, there canie wise, and
grave, and holy men to tell him to beware of what
might prove an adventurousscheme, and not trust the
foundation of a mew Church te one who was not a
Bishop, who was not known, but might rather be said
to be unknown in the Church. :

And now, after the world has ecased to ook upon
him. to wonder, and io speak of iim—after the world

 has lost siohi of Lim, he has committed himsclt to the

frail bark which shall throw him, Lke the shipwrecked
Jonas, upon 4hat desert caast, and he ceases Lo ocet-
py @0y longer even thetr passing thoughts, he begins
instead Lo be a spectacle to the Angels of Godi—
They in their turn now begin to wateh with fively in-
terest what is about: to take place, and to follow step
by step with wonder anil with delight the cowrse of
this ‘groat Apestle. . Then fly from the battiements
of Tleaven thiose angels who have watched over that
eounfry, and bave been praying lor its conversion—
those angels with kingdoms, of whom we read in the
Book of Daniel, who watch over the fate of entire na-
tions, who fight for them, when necessary, against
evil spints; those Angels who have been holding up
their hands to Feaven, and entreating the Lord of
Mercy to fook down upon 4 country whase inhabi-
tants were shronded under the dark ¢louds of idala-
try, but still shawed symptoms of hope, and manifest-
et pracious and favorable dispositions for receiving
the traths ol life; those Angels now behold that their
request has been beard.  “They have seen in the Va-
tican the youthful Apostle prostrate before the foot-
siool of the Aposties Sts. Peter and Paul, aod then
‘reeived. from the hands of the Severcign Tontit)
hiitaei the commission to go forth and preach the
Gospel. They now witeh over his progress, lest
lie skould dash his toot apainst a stone. They have
taken in hand the vessel i which lie has embarked,
and led it safely to the shores of that country. Ile
lands, and they survonnd him as an impregnable host.
They have turned to him as the means hy which God
is to carry into effect theie supplications.  They ex-
ult for joy that the light of salvation hath appeared
in the midst of that darkness, and that the first ray of
its liightness has now hurst on that land,  They now
hecome the spectators of the scenes which are about
to ensve. Do you not think that these Angels re-
joiced as they watched, step by step, the progress of

i the Gospel through the whole of that land, that they

shouted for joy when for the first time the waters of
Baptisi were poured forth, and went, as that stream
which Ezelkicl saw issuing from the temple of God,
deepening and swelling in its course mntil it became
as the waves of the ocean, in which all were im-
srersed, and from which all the inhabitants came forth
clean, and pure, and holy—a royal Driesthood, and a
people renovated and sanctified by God?  Tlow did
they rejoice when for the first time there was raised
up in that island the Bread of Life to be adered,
when the Vietim of Salvation was glorified for the
first time in that infide} tand ! Iow were they glad-
dened when the Apostle went from town to town,
everywhere leaving behind bim the symbol of Chris-
tianity, the Cross planted in the midst of cvery vil-
lage ; and when they saw the humble church or cha-
pel erccted in the midst of the poor inhabitants that
surrounded them, and belield the towers, that perhaps
remain to this day, raised to attest the truth of Chris-
tianity 7 ¥Tow did they still more increase their ado-
ration and their canticles of joy, when Bishiops were
consecrated and Driests ordained, and when in the
course of a few years that land, which before was
but.one of darkness and ignorance, became so brightly
enlightened by the rays of that truth which Patrick
was the first to jmpart, that it brought fro:mn the whole
world the extraordinary appeliatinn of the * Island of
Saints,” and was eonsidered the instructor and teach-
er of ather nations, to which men came f{rom Italy
itself to learn more deeply the truths of religion?—
How did Angels joyfully watch the progress of his
holy work as communitics rose on every side, and
men were easily {ound to fill the new structures in
which from morning to night the praises of God were
sung—when, even at midnight, they would hear as-
cending to their own heaven the canticles which thase
blessed recluses sent forth withaut intermission, suc-
ceeding one another from place to place, so that
throughout the whole of the Jand there was an uaceas-
ing, continued course of praise to God in psalmS,,and
hymns, and holy canticles, as there was among the
whole of those celestial spirits themselves—when
trains of holy virgins following the precepts of that

world, God was watching over him, and directing the

first Avostle of the ixdand flled the houses that were.
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prepared Tor them, and there began that edifving
conrs: whiclr has been uninterrupred until the present
day of simple prayer and contemplation, and alter-:
wards, worls of charity and merey which hnve filled
the whole of that laml with a peculiar odor of sane-
l‘lt)'! how, i fine, when in the course af one man's
life they saw the whale kingdom converted ; its kiny.
its Driests, its people, its soldiers, the whole of tlat
numense nation speaking but one tongue, not merely
by the lips of the body, but of the understanding : all
united as one body and one soul in the power with
which (hey embraced this love and anity of the trach.
“Thus, my brethren, did St. Patrick continue tlro”
the whole course of his life to be a spectacie to Au-
) g.els,. who rejoiced as he went forward, who comlurte!
him in all his works, and who, at length, when the
thour came in which e had to depart to Iim that
seut him, formed 2 joyful choir around lim to Lkeep
him safe from the assaulls of the enemy of souls, to
breathe into his heart thoughts of confidence and of
love to sing aronnd bim those familiar songs which
they had often mingled with Lis own praises of (o,
and thus 1o let him know that they were near to pre-
tect him, and to conduct bim (o his reward.  Awd
Angels watched that life ay it was cbbing and fast
goimg away 3 those Angels wha comsidered thee-
selves his very debtors for what le had done in e~
hall’ of souls dear to thein, and commifted to L
charge.  And when at Jast that Blessed spivit was <o-
parated from its bady, they bove it away as a compa-
uion of their own—as ane whorm they loved, and oue
with whom they had themselves long associated.—
Liach seized some memorial of his work to bring lie-
lore him around the throne of grace—the praises of
thousands of souls converted by his preaching, the
memorials of his zeal and piety seattered everywhers
aver the whole land, his own prayers and mortitica-
tions, and the innumerable deeids of his holiness and
devation. The whole army of those blessed spirits
can scarce sullice each to bring before the tribunal
of God the record and evidence of some great and
!nngll)".W’ﬂl‘k whicl: he had performed for God’s «ake.
Sueh W'soul as that needed not to fear, bur was
sure to be at once received into the ermbrice of }lin
who welcomes His faithful servants, and who, be-
cause they have been faithful over a few thing
makes them rulers over many things.  And iy we
nat believe that if to Patrick was given also, wihat
we 89 famniliarly attribute to the Angels and Saints of
Giod, some mission and interest in this lower world—
il to him who was faithful in a few things was not
only given the joy of Heaven, but also a nore espe-
cial rule over many things—may we nol 1nost piously
believe that it was his own peeuliar country, the
couniry of Lis adoption, the country of his labor, Uic
country of his suceesses, the country whercin e sn
faithfully discharged his Apostleship, which was give
to him to be under his perpetual guardianship, to be
walched over by him with that tenderness amd eare:
which he manifested to it during bis life, to continse
the growth and consolidation of {lat work which he
had been called to nurture in its immaturity and s
infancy.
1t was then that Patrick began to be that specta-
cle to men which, during his life, he had been to an-
gels, when men began to think and kuow his glovies,
when his work began to be contemplated in the
Church, when not only within the limits of that
country which lad been the specia! scene of lis la~
bors, but over the whole world became known what
lie had dene for God—rwhat ke had achieved for the
Church—what he had accomplished for the salvation
of men, when he began to be truly valued and consi-
dered.  And when, as age went after age, his swork
was found to be confirmed, his praise, his glory in-
creased. 1e became more loud and frequent in the
mouths of men ; he beeame one of the Suints of the
Calendar; lie became the Patron Saint, most justly,
of that country which he converted.  The place of
his buriat became lenared, and a pilgrimage to it
most dear to those who had buen benefited by Lis
apostleship ; and year after year, without diminution
even to the end of time, will be sacred aud deac to
muillions, some of whom are at tke very extremities of
the earth—some of whom dwell on this vevy, day in
those countries that are in darkness when we have
day. Millions scattered in the west, and those—
found in whateser condition, whether prosperity or
adversity, in every part of the globe—will unite tlis
day in singing his praises, and proclaiming him the
Saint to whom they owe the knowledge of the truth
and of eternal life. And is not this sainted Apostle
a spectacle to the whole world, when there is nol a
spot hardly, or a portion of the globe, or the small
island in the heart of the ocean, from which there is
not-some eye turned towards him, now in glory in
hieaven,, in which some mouth or other speaks not of
him in"accents of love, and in which there is not a
breast but is adorned, if possible, with bis well knolv.n,
badge, wearing it in token of his reverence to St.
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" Patrick, and as 2 symbol of his evergreen and un-
' fading refigion. 'Chis is truly to be made aspectacle
_ to men, but dees not diminish that honor and rever-
ence which he receives in those heavenly hosts that
sirround him, those heavenly Angels that took part
in his ministry, and who recall with pleasure and de-
Tight all they-had in-common for the salvation of 50
‘many, poorsouls.  ~ ° g ) , .
Then be has indeed that distinctive characteristic
which the Apostles describes as being peéculiar to all
that share his apostleship. e is to be made a spec-
tacle to the world, and such he was when le under-
took, rashly and foolishly, as the world thought, the
apostleship.  He has been a spectacle to Angels
during the time he was engaged in his ministry. And

he is now a spectacle to men in_every part of the:

olobe, wherever the blessing of his ministry has
reached a single soul. ) :

"Then, he was an Apostle according to God’s own

heart, because Ilis own choice. e was not one
chosen by men, but one sent by God, and sent,as the
Apostle tells us, as * the last of men.” It is true
that he did not receive that mark of the apostleship
which St. Paul here unites to that upon which Ihave
dwelt. e was not a man destined to death, but he
was senth forth as one destined to death; for it hus
been the usual lot of the Apostleship to see this as
the result of their preaching. We may compare
the Apostle to those who undertake to mount the
breach of a city stormed and carried by assault.
"I"sose who first mount the ruins of the bulwarks,and
plant the banner of their nations on the summit, are
nien destined for staughter. And so the Apostle who
first rushes forward, and who directs towards himself
the fury and rage of infernal enemies, the prejudices
and the passions of the unbelieving multitude, may he
said to have made-up his mind fully to death, and to
be one intended by God to meet that fate.  So the
true Apostle, though he may not actually receive the
crown of martyrdom, may be sure necessarily to
have received its spirit. He must have made up his
mind to encounter death in the cause which he under-
takes. And if in this case God was pleased to make
a glorious exception, there can be no doubt that it
wus for the special purpose of leaving to the Church
one single example of a kingdom converted without
« persecution.  Itis a proud prerogative, the privi-
lege to which so many of you, my dear children and
friends, belong to claim Saint Patrick as your pro-
teetor and friend in Heaven.

Then think how you likewise may honor him, and
may be looked down upon by him this day and all
days with complacency and love. e is dear to you.
You desire to Iook up fo him to contemplate his
glory, to beg of him earnestly to make you partakers
of it; then remember the particular gift which he
brought to your land. ‘The seed which he cast there,
the great gift which he wished and intended to be
multiplied, and grow, and increase, and remain ever
racted there, was the true orthodox faith of the Ca-
tholic Church. It is this that gives a peculiar cha-
racter to the couversion of tlat land, that whatever
storms may have passed over it, whatever efforts may
have been made, they have never succeeded in rooting
up from the hearts of its people that thorough, per-
fect attachment to the true Taith of the Catholic
Church in which they not only now preserve, but in
spite of what may be said or done, promise to perse-
vere faithfully to the end.

Let me then exhort you to honor this glorious Saint
By the love of that holy religion which he planted
among you, by a faithful adberence to all its doctrines
and to all its precepts, by not allowing yourselves to
e seduced or led away by any temptations, by any
promises, by any threats, by any efforts that may be
iried. Ever keep.in direct and close communion to
the Church, and what she teaches, and what she com-
mands. Waich over your children especially. There
is danger to.you and yours. See that they swerve
rot for a moment from the teaching of St. Patrick.
See that they receive instruction only from those
wham you know will give it them. in that sane spirit,
and sow in their tender minds that same seed of
{rod's truth which St. Patrick scattered over your
land. In this way you will honor him. And I trust
vou will not merely honor him on this day, but you will
coutinue to do so through your iives. You will be care-
#al that you adhere to the Church in the use of her
Sacramenis by having recowrse to the means of
grace which she administers, not merely by calling
vourselves Catholics and Ivishmen, but by living as
Catholies should do, and all those who claim Saint
Patrick as their pattern for lile.

Beg of biin to assist you this day by his powerful
intercession. Beg that he will look down upon your
country, that he will remedy its evils, and cure its
faults; that he will obtain for it still increasing
graces, fidelity to God and to his Church, the pre-
servation of those virtues which have become so
strongly its characteristic—that. charity especialiy
which may now be said to bea marled feature in the
characteristic of that country. DBeg of him that its
Priests may go. forth in every direction spreading the
Gaspel of Christ, and becoming the Aposties of
others—that they may be found at the extreme
hounds of earth, attending the sick and instructing
the poor; that there may be peace, and happiness,
and union awnong all classes, and that we may always
have no thougin but that of promoting the honor and
glory of :God, the salvation of those souls that are so.
dear to him, and that are dear also to your glorious
Apostle, who this day, ne doubt, joins in praying that
God may shed his love upon you all, you and yours,.
here and:absent, so that al) may continue to be his.
faithful children, united to God in that Faith and in
that spirit of love which he came to preach on earth,
and which now in Heaven he desires much more to
see propagated among men, that so all may come to
enjoy the happiness of God with him hereafter in
Heaven.— Catholic Standard.

THE TENANT LEAGUE.

The gentlemen who had been selected by the Te-
nant-Leaguers of Ulster to proceed to London as an
aceredited deputation, to watch over, and carefully
scan the doings of the committee of inquiry into the
merits of the two rival land bills, bave returned to
head-quarters in Belfast; they thus speak of two of
the most prominent members of the Parliamentary
commiltee :—
¢ Among members of Parliament connected with
the Government, 1he deputation have had special in-
terviews with Sir John Young, Chief Secretary for
[reland, and with Lord Viscount Palmerston, Secrelary
of State for the Home Department. Of the conduct,
and kindness, and uniform condescension of the Chief
Secretary for Ireland, the deputation feel bound to
speak in terms of unafected praise. Be the practical
issue of our mission what it may, it is simple justice
to say that Sir John Young acted admirably through-
out, and in a manner which strongly impressed us
with a convietion that, whatever may be the views of
others, he, at all events, is in earnest in his professed
desire of seeing the 1tenant-nght question fdirly
settled. The Chief Secretary, of course, stated no
opinions committing the Administration to any specific
course—we could merely gather from his expressions
a general disposition to accede to an equitable adjust-
ment between the two competing inlerests, together
with an assurance in our own minds of his sincerity
in this respect. This laller circumstance is one of no
slight importance, as the tenant-right question has
never before been in the hands of statesmen who had
any serious intention of dealing with it practically.
Had Sir Robert PPeel been providentially spared to
Ireland and to the British empire, he would certainly
have placed our whole Jand economy upon a. reformed
basis, but, with the exception of that unequalled states-
man, not one of the political characters who formerly
professed to take up the subject had any idea of its
application to other than objects of sectional expe-
diency on the one hand, or of party embarrassment on
the other. The urbanity and attention experienced
by your deputation during their-interview with Lord
Palmerston are eutitled to. special acknowledgment,
while his Lordship admitted the importance of the to-
pics submitted for his censideration, and seemed im-
pressed. with the justice and expedicney of dealing
with the question in a liberal spirit; but how far this
impression may extend when practical legislation
shall become a matter for Cabinet discussion it is im-
possible to say. As Lord Palmerston is the only
member of the Cabinet in the select committee, and
as much will, in other respects, depend upon.his
lordship’s final opinion, the deputationstrongly feel the
importance belonging to. his- position.

¢ 1n the select committee Mr. Napier acts with all
the tenacity of a prefessionul agent of the landlord in
opposition to the tenant classes, and in this course he
is sustained: by an organised band of retainers, cou-
sisting of Mr. Whiteside, M. P. for Ennislullen.; Mr..
Davidson, M. P. for Belfast; Sir R. Ferguson, M. P.:
for the city of Derry; and Lord: Naas, M. P, for;
the. borough of Coleraine. There are others occa-
sionally active in the same- service, but as the gentle-
men mentioned. represent northern constituencies, we-

rence to the tenant guestion, and if they approve of it
they will ‘of course say s0; if they do not, it is ex-
ceedingly niecessary that public opinion shounld be
expressed ion the subjeet. The people of Belfast,
Derry, Enniskillén, and €oleraine, ovght to be called
upon, in the name of the tenant-farmers of Ulster,
who, under Mr. Napier’s bills, would be exposed to
wholesale robbery, to demand from their so-called re-
presentatives, an- account of their stewardship in this
important mattir,?? :

The conclusion which they draw from these unfa-
vorable emens is thus summed up :—

“ From the composition of the select commitiee, the

the understood sentimeuts of a probable majority of its
members, the deputation feel bound to state, inall
candor, that a satisfactory measure of tenant-right
compensation may uot be embodied in its concluding
recommendations ; and for this possible issue the agri-
cultural community of Ulster ought te be prepared.
There can be no harm, but, on the contrary, unitorm
advantage, in being prepared for disappointment, as
all the proverbial perils of a false security are thus
avouded, while popular rights cannot be voted away
before the parties interested have leisure to awaken
{from: their primary surprise. The government, it is
true, are not bound by the report of the committee,
but the avthority ostensibly belonging to this docu-
ment cannot be overlooked ; and if it shall contain
such recommendations on the subject of tenant-right
valuation as these which are now currently discussed
about the lobbies of the House af Commons, it is the
duty of 1he deputation to teli the people of Ulster that
they ought to hold themselvesin momentary readiness
for a simuitaneous, united and energetic exhibition of
provineial opinion on this subjeet.”

Tue Imisin Exwirs.—We have sincere pleasure in
recording an episodé of unuvsual interest, which re-
cently varied the proceedings of the Galway Board of
Grand Jurers :— Mr. Gunning rose and said that a re-
quisition had just been put iuto his hands for the por-
pose of bringing it under the notice of the Grani Jury;
and he was sure that when he toll them its object
was 1o have a public meeling convened, to memorial-
ise the Government for the liberation of Smith O’Brien
and his brother emles, that they would all willingly
sign it. No man with a heart in bis bosom, but, above
all, no Irishman, conld be indifferent to the suflerings
of Smith O’Brien and his fellow exiles, Ii was the
duty of every father and every patriot to use every
legitimate exertion to have those men restored 1o thetr
country and relatives. He was, thereflore, sure there
would be no diflerence of opinion amongst them when
he moved that the requisition which he held in his
hand sheald be signed by the members of the Grand
Jury. Mr. G. Munay said he felt great pleasure ia
seconding the motion of Mr. Gunning, with whom he
fully concurred in every word and sentiment which he
had expressed on the subject.

We have heard some
of the gentry in this neighborhood complain that 1he5'y;
cannot procure laborers ioattend 1o theirspring work.
A Roscommon paper, the Journal says:—¢ Laborers
are very scarce in thisneighborhood. " Iufactan al:,le-
bodied workman is not to be had for any money.”—
Again, the Clare Jowrnal—¢ The paupers in Ennis
workhouse are reduced to 2,250, In conseqnence of
the scarcity of Jabor in the union, and as the farmers
are obliged to come to Ennis to obtain laborers, and
cannot get them, although they offer 8d. per day and
three meals, a committce of the board was formed to
esamine every male inmate in the house over the age
of fifteen, likely to be of service in agricultural pur-
poses, and 1o be discharged.  Atan adjomined meet-
ing of the Ennis Board of Guardians, held on Saturday
Jast, 40 able-bodied young men were discharged to
look for work.”?—The Guardians of Gort union com-
pluin of the great searcity of laboress thronghout the

comty, and demand the immediate expulsion of all
the able-bodied paupers in the workhouse. The An-
glo-Clt thus Chronicles the Exodus from the ¢ Gap of
the North? :—¢ The rush of emigrants from all parts
of the county of Cavan is really astounding.  Every
day the coaches are loaded with persons fleeing from
the land-of their nativity, as if it were a doomed spot.
Three coaches leave Cavan daily for Dublin, and they
are insufficient to meet the demands forseats. The
areat majority of the emigrants direet their course to
the United States, some few to British Amerira, and
athers, who have means to defray the heavy charge
for passage, go to Australin.”” From Mayo, we hear
the same Iale, A Ballina paperinforms usthat ¢ many
persons from this neighborhood have already departed
this season, for Amcrica, and hundreds are preparing
to fotlow them.”

It seeras that the voluntary emigration of the people
does nm satisfy some individuals in the western coun-
ties, especially in Galway and Clare. In the former
county we are infermed that, for some months pasl,
notices have been frequently served upon relieving
officers under the poor law, apprising therti that tenants
were to be evicted from their holdings. In Kiltush,
and other uuions in Clare, where such vast numbers
of the peasautry had been exterminated in the famine
years, there are symptums of a revnya] of the clearance
system. The Blunster News contains a copy of a Jcm’_gr
ejectment notice, issned from the Court ol_' Queen’s
Bench, at the suit of Colonel Crofton Moore Vandeleur,
of Kilrush Fonse, respecting which that jonrnal re-
marks, that this ¢ truly leariul document estends to
three baronies in Clare, and names between fifty and
sixty persons, heads of families > No particnlars are
given rezarding any of the cases; nor is it stated
whether uny ulterior proceedings have yet been taken
upon the notice, which is dated the 13th January last,

Armagh to Monaghan gaol are charged as principals-
in the case, on the evidence of a man named Patrick’
Nogher, an approver, at present in custady in Armagh
gaol. There are five or six other prisoners also con-
fined in Moraghan gaol on a charge of haviug con~
spired to morder Mr. Bateson. In the latter gaol a
second approver, named Grant, is in custody. This
man is not to be confounded with the prisoner Bryan
Grant, transferred from Armagh to Monaghan gaol.—
So far as the evidence of Nogher, the approver, has
transpired, it would appear that he, Neil Quin, and
Bryan Grant were the three persons engaged in the
perpetration of the murder of Mr. Bateson.”

Tue Crops.—The early-sown wheat is reported to
have suffered a good deal by the recent frost, and is
rather sickly. In many districts the early-planted
potatoes have been totally destroyed by the severity ot
the frost, and several parties are preparing the ground
for a renewal.——Cork Reporier.

Almost all the early crops of potatoes which had
been sown are so much injured that they will have to
be replaced by ather seed. In the county of Longford
where the potato is much earlier than in Roscommon,
a gentleman says, “that all the early polatves planted
in that neighborhood have been ruined by the frost
penetrating the earth to such a depth as to come in
contact with the eeed.””—Roscommon Journal.

The potato crop in the neighborhood of Galway, is
stated 1o have sustained considerable injury from” the
frost, which penetrated to ihe seed, aud completely
destroyed it. * Oue grower liad an entire acre of early
potatoes so injored as to render it necessary to have
fresh seed put down.

It is the opinion of experienced farmers that the
late_snow will be productive of much benefit; they
confidently anticipate a good potate erop this season.
Agricultural labors have been carried on without
intevruption during the week, the only obstacle being
the scareity of laborers, wkich is severely felt.— IGl-
Lenny Journal.

Tur Law oF Drverce.—Lord Redesdale has pub-
lished a statement of his cpinion on the report of the
commission, and of the reasons why he cannot entirely
concur in il. He says that before he was appointed
un the commission he held the opinion that the text in
St. Manhew’s Gospel not only permits the pntting
away of a wife who is guilty of fornication, butallows
both parties to marry again, but that the atlention he
has since given to the subject has forced Lim to change
this opinion. 'The only Apostalic injunction on the
subject, that of St. Pacl (I.” Cor,, vii.) is opposed to
divorces, and his lerdship goes on to say—¢ That
which appears to be the true doctrine was generally
aceepted by the Chureh, that if a woman is guilty of
adultery the husband is justified in putting her away
from him, but that the marriage, neverless, remains
indissoluble.”  After this admission, he most unjustly
accuses the Catholic Church from having ¢« held the
soond doetrine as 1o the indissolubility of marriages,
but made the Word of God of none effect by its tradi-
tions,*® but, on the other hand, with rezard 1o the Re-
formers, he says:—¢ 1t is remarkable that inen who
professed in all matters to take the Seriptures for their
guidance shonld in this have gone quite beyond what
is therein sanetigned, and allowed divorces a vinculo
for other canses than adoltery. Itis hardly possible
to conceive u stronger proof of the danger of admitting
the principle of such divorces, or of the certainty that,
when once admitled, it 1s sure to degenerate into more
extended abuse.” On the whole, Lord Redesdale
conciudes :—¢ For these reasons [ am unable o con-
cur in the report agreed upon by the ather commis-
sioners in all that relates to diverce ¢ vinrulo, as, in
my opinion, it is expedient—That the law of England,
which now holds the marriage tie to be indissoluble,
shonld remzin unaltered ; and that the practice of
passing nnceptionable laws in favor of particular cases
shonld heneeforth be discontinued.”

It
is due 10 the Admiralty to state that they have render-
ed some assistance in the equipment ol the [sabel,
and that this vessel will be towed by n Government
steamer as far as the Isle of Wight, ~The heavy ex-
pense, however, of provisioning and storing the vessel
with the pay of the erer, fifteen in namber, is defrayed
by Lady Franklin. The Isabel is provided with
every requisite for her long voyage. Mr. Kennedy
hopes to reach Vancouver’s Island with his stock of
foel. ~ There he will take in a fresh supply; that
island having valuable coal-mineson the north-eastern
side, abont filty miles {rom the chief settlement of
Fort Vietoria, ~ He will also take in a stock of dried
beel and vegetables.  His provisions include an
abundance of varions anti-scorbutics, and preserved
meats and vegetables, Mr. Kennedy will sail on
temperunce principles, taking only such a quantity of
Spirils as may be necessary for medicinal purposes.
His first object will be to vonmunicate with Com-
mander Maguire at Point Barrow, which is 600 miles
beyond the entrance to Behring’s Straits. I he sue-
ceeds in cffecting this, he will, should the sea he
sufficiently open, make his steam-power available in
any manner that may be deemed most desirable for
proseeuting the searcly for Sir John Franklin, and for
Captains Coliins and M«Clure. To this paragraph we
may add, that the enterprising Avetic traveller, Dr.
Rae, leaves Liverpool this day for New York, from
whenee he will journey as fusl as possible to Lake
Superior, and theuee by canoes to the North Ameri-
can shores, He hopes to be able by dint of long
marches lo elfect his proposed exploration this sum-
mer; and it he discovers, as wo think he will, a con-
tinvity of water between Bellot Siuait and the passage
between America und Wollasion and Vietoria Land,
he will have diseovered a north-west passage ; not in
all probability a passage practicable for ships, but a
water communication between the Allantic and Paci-
fic Oceans to the north of the American continent.—

Then, ¢ the Commitlee > (who are the Com-
wittee 7} conduct these pauper Christians to the near-
est Chureh, wheve they can be conveniently siowed
away. The nexteourse isto advertise the fuct in the
Times ; and on the strength of having fed and carried
some hundreds to church,—thus making the professed
worship of God 2 consideration for a breakfast,—ihe
Commiltee appeal to the public ¢ for the means
purchase such apparel as is abeolutely essential to
maintain health, decency, and common comfurt among
the poor, as well as 1o preserve greater propwiety dur-
ing public worship.”> ~ When they hold ont such pre-
miums as these, 1s it a wonder that the Iazy, the im-
provident, and the vicious, make < unusual demands®
upon theit < greatly reduced funds®?  The Soup
Kilchen Apostolate finds strange converts, as our po-
lice report shows. During the week ending March
19, we are told that 3532 men and women have been
relieved at the Kitchen, and 6179 at iheir homes.
Now, which of these classes is it that abtains a stock
of lickets under various pretences, and selis them to
buy gin with the proceeds? We see that one single
man got a ¢ family *? ticket twice; and that the same
fellow carried his insolence so far as to assail the be-
neveolent Curate who bales ont the Sonp ! Apart from
the religious or irreligious aspect of the proceedings
of this institution,—which may be philanthrapic batis
certainly not wise,~there is another thing to be can-
sidered.  Lither the administration of the Poor-laws
is very jaxin these West-end and City parishes, ar
else the Soup Institntion relieves thess of equivocal life,
and no! the deserving indigent, as it pretends, We
are notl concerned to show which. Clearly, the Sonp-
adwninistration of the poor is an irregularity. Some
persons in great straits may be 1elieved ; but experi-
ence shows that the pushing, the talkative, the sham
pious, and the drunkeun, are those who get most reliet
from irregalar charily everywhere ; while the induos-
trioes, whohave self-respect and no tzlent for courtier-
ship, have to fight the domestic cvii or go te the par-
ish. Besides, the Police have testified that around
the doors of these Kitchens property is in great danger,
and that there the children of misappropriation most
do congregate. ‘The remedy for these seeming pallia-
fives, but actual irritants, would Le a just and wise
administration of a just and wise poor-law, giving to
those who nced, instead of a [ree brotherhood institu-
tion for those who beg. ¢ Panem et circenses >’ grew
to be the walchword of the Roman people : Leicester
Square and Cily Hospice are ereating a public lormid-
able to the Police, under the rallying ery ¢ Soup and
Chureh.”— Spectalor. .

. FRANCE.

‘The Budget is increased by about 800,000f. The
reduction in the War Estimates is about 19,000,000¢.

I'ne LoxpoN DEPUTATION AND THE IPRENCH
Emperor.—The Emperor received on Mounday
morning the deputation of London merchants charged
to express the desire of their fellow-cilizens for
continued friendship with Irance. Sir James Duke
introduced the members of the deputation, and pre-
vious to presenting the numerously signed document
with which he was charged, addressed-the Iimperor
in the following terms :—

¢ Sire—We have the lonor and gratification to
appear before your Majesty, for the purpose of pre-
senling to your Majesty, and to the French nation,
a declaration {rom the commercial community of the
metropolis of the Brilish empire, embodying the sen-
timents of amity and respect by which they are ani-
mated towards their brethren of France.

¢ The circumstances which have called forth tbis
declaration being fully stated in the declaration itself,
bearing the signatures of upwards of 4,000 of the
werchants, bankers, and traders of London, we bave
only to add tbe expression of our conviction that this
document conveys at the same time a faith{ul repre-
sentation of the feelings of the people of Englandat
large. ’

« In conclusion, Sire, we beg to express to your
Tmperial Majesty our fervent hope that, under your
reign, France and Iingland may be always united ina
{riendly and mutually beneficial intercourse, and that
from the {riendship of these two great nations results
may ensue favorable to the peace of the world and
the happiness of mankind.”

Sir James then read the address.
thus replied in the English language :—

« Gentlemen—I am extremely touched by this
manifestation. It confirms me in the confidence
with which the good sense of the Lnglish nation has
alwaysinspired me. During the long stay I made in
Lngland, I admired the liberty she enjoys, thanks to
the perfection of Ler institutions, Nevertheless, at
one period last year I feared that public opinion was
misled with regard to the true state of France, and
her sentiments towards Great Brituin.  But the good
faith of a great people cannot be long deceived, and
the step which you now take is a striking proof of
this.

“ Tover since I bave held power, my eflorts have
constantly tended to develope the prosperily of
France. I know her interests. They are not differ-
ent from those of all other civilised nations. Like
you, I desire peace ; and to make it sure T wish, like
you, to draw closer the bonds which unite our two

countries.”

In the absence of political action in Paris, the for-
mation of a camp at St. Omer, as if menacing Bel-
gium—the movements of the fleet at T'oulon, and the
general appearance of activity for no avowed object
—keep uncertainty alive. The language of the
Trench newspapers contributes to the feeling of

-doubt. 'These which appear to reflect the opinions of
the government are now arguing that Lingland is ac-
tuated by jealously of France in the Iast, and that
the advancement of Russia does not bear injuriously
upon French interests ; the whole aim of these semi-
cfficial writers being to intimate thatat head-quarters
in France there is the most friendly feeling towards
Russia. : '

The Paris correspondent of the Z%mes says, that
a rather unpleasant effect had been produced in Paris
by the announcement of the reinforcement sent from
Eungland to Malta, and also by the rumor that orders
have been sent to Admiral Dundas to have his fleet
ready to sail on the arrival of that reinforcement.

PRUSSIA:

Beruiy, Manrce 26.—A conspiracy has been
discovered.

SWITZERLAND.

The Federal Council of Berne adopted, on the
22nd ult., the note in reply to the grievances of Aus-
tria against the government of -the canton of Ticino.
The council denies that there is foundation for any of
these complaints, and expresses a hope that Austria
will revoke the measures to which she has had re-
course with regard to the canton in question.

SPAIN.

The Spanish Government has achieved a coup
Pétat, not in Madrid, but in the West Indies. It
‘has decreed final freedom at five years’ date, to its
¢ Emancipados” or Négro apprentices, with a fixed
term for the Gnal freedom of other apprentices here-
after. Thus the freedom of the Negro in Cuba is
‘put in fair train for completion.

AUSTRIA.

The leader in the TYmes of the 12th, on the con-
duct of the Austrian military anthorities in Italy, has
‘added fuel to the fire which threatened to consume
Lnglishmen residing there. « L. W.,”’ of the Lioyd

informs the lieges that the * well-informed” English.

journal speaks:as if some thousands of -persens had
been executed in Italy instead of 16 —that is, 13 at
Milan, and three at Mantua.” It is further roundly
asserted, that the ZTYmes knows. as little about the
sequesfration question as’ it does about the "Licino
matter. .

The Vienna corvespondent of the Z%ines writes:
 Should the French and English fleets enter the

Dardannelles, Austria.would probably at once occupy
Bosnia and the Herzegorvina ; butin case of ‘an ami-
cable partition of the Turkish empire, this govern-
ment would most certainly try hard. for Bosnia, the
Herzegovina, Servia, and Albania. It is not .yet
forgotten here that by the Gth article of the treaty
of Passarowjtz a great part of Servia was secured to
Austria.” ‘

ITALY. .

A proclamation from Field-Marshal Count Ra-
detzky, appears in the Milan Gazetle, to the effect
that the prosecutions for high treason at Mantua had
been abandoned, his Tmperial Majesty having been
convinced that the persons most implicated in the re-
volutionary plots had confessed their crimes with re-
pentance, and had sufiered severe punishinent in con-
sequence of their guilty acts. His Majesty has fur-
ther ordered, that all persons in prison unsentenced
an the above charge, shall be immediately set at li-
berty, without any distinction whatever. None are
excluded from this amnesty but these who have been
already sentenced, taken to flight, or are under pro-
secution by default. T'his act of mercy has afforded
the greatest satisfaction. DMantua was splendidly il-
luminated upon the oceasion, and the same manifesta-
tion of rejoicing was expected to take place on the
following evening at the theatre of La Scala, Milan,
The Archduke Albert will take the place of Marshal
Radetzky in ltaly.

The Purlamento of Turin of the 22nd ult., an-
nounces that the project of law, granting supplement-
ary allowances to the Sardinian Clergy, which had
aiven rise to long and warm debates in the Chamber
of Deputies, was approved on the 21st by the Se-
nate, without any discussion, by forty-seven to two.

Letters from Iflorence of the 18th slate that it
was in consequence of a humble petition addressed
by M. Madiai and his wife to the Grand Duke, that
theiv punishment bad been commuted.

Roae.—I hear from a very good source that his
Holiness has declared to M. de Rayneval, the French
Ambassador, his determination of going to France
for the coronation of the Emperor, and that M. de
Rayneval has communicated this acceptable intelli-
gence to his government. ‘The opposition to the
Pope leaving Italy will, however, be very strong in
the College of Cardinals, where Austrian and Rus-
sian sympathizers are in a majorily .— Times Corres-
pondent.

The French court-martial at Rome las just con-
demned a woman, vamed Santa Manganelli, to five
years’ imprisonment in France, for attempting to kill
three Irench soldiers.

Tue Mzsmory oF THE DEeap.—Mr. Charles
Bianconi, who is at present in Rome, writes to the
Telegraph, saying that he has found there the heart
of Mr. O’Connell in the same condition in which it
was deposited by the hands of the Rev. Dr. Miley.
Nothing hus been done with respect to the erection
of a monument in Rome to this relic of the deceased,
and accordingly Mr. Bianconi, the “alien,” declares,
that if none others will take upon themselves to ac-
complish something worthy of the man, he will, at
his own expense, raise a monument to perpetuate the
wemory of Mr. O’Connell in Rome.

TURKEY.

The events that are openly taking place in Turkey
are of 2 kind to create more alarm than the covert
assurances in this country can allay, ‘That Turkey
is approaching the very crisis of her fate, becomes a
deeper conviction in the public mind at the receipt
of the news every week; while each successive as-
surance that the difficulty has been got over—that
the misunderstanding with France, or with Austria,
or with Russia, has been *amicably” arranged—be-
comes o commonplace that cannot engage our trust
atall. To speak plainly, we do not believe it. The
facts are inconsistent with any such belief. The
Russian Ambassador, the most extraordinary of en-
voys, makes his appearance in Constantinople attend-
ed by a retinue of a studiedly aggressive character;
generals, admirals, and military oflicers swelling his
train.
as to enable the Christian population of Constantino-
ple and its neighborhood to join in rendering the ar-
rival of the Russian Ambassador a demonstration of
the Greek Church and its flock.

The bill provides for the appointment by the Go-
vernor, of three commissioners, with power to adjudi-
cate on all claims, by any individval or associalion,
for actual loss of property by the aats of the mob,” at
Charlestown. The bill was ordered to a third reading
—yeas, 124 ; nays, 81 ; absent, 63. The House soon
after adjourned. Inthe House of Representatives, on
Saterday, there was another debate on' the bill to in-
demnify the owners of properly destroyed on the oc-
casion of the bumning of the Ursuline Convent, grow-
ing ont of an atlem)t to associale extraneous matlers
with the act. The discussion ended with 2 motion to
reconsider the vote by which the bill was ordered to a
third reading. Oun Monday, the motion to reconsider
vote of indemnity passed by a vote of 117 to 108, and
was discussed up to the adjournment. The debate is
to be continued on the 13th inst.—Boston Pilot.

The New York Herald reports the progvess of the

Mauy
living in open violation of God’s commands, profess
to feel no condemnation. A tide of worldiness threat-
ehing 1o sweep away the boundaries between the
Church and the world, is setting in. There must be
causes for the existence of this state of things.”*

Rev. Charles Beecher of Newark was some time
since designated by the Brooklyn Association of Con-
aregational Ministers lo investigate and report upon
the phenomena of our day, currently characterised as
¢ Spiritnalism,’ and sometimes as «Spiril Rappings.*
Mr. Beecher accordingly devoled many weeks tu the
Tequisite investigration, and has summed up his obser-
vations and reasonings therenn ina Report, which (by
reason of the author’s recent departare for I2urope) was
read in his behalf by his brother, Rev Thomus K.
Beecher of Williamsburg, at a meeting of the Associi-
tion yesterday in Rev. J. B. Grinnell’s Choreh, Fourth
street. The report is tov Jong even for columns su
ample as ours; bul its reascning is compact and forci-
ble, and its conclugion so striking that we are glad
hexr the report will very soon be issued in a neat pam-
phlet by Putnam. Its main conclusions, so far as «
hasty perusal has cnabled us. to apprehend them, are
as follows:

1. The idea that these ¢ Rappings,” or whatever
they may be called, are the product of mere juggle,
or intentional imposture, is not {o be entertained by
any one even imperfectly familiar with faects abuu-
dantly verified. ) )

2. The hypothesis that these phenomena have their
origin in some hitherto latent action of Electricity,
Magnetism, or any other natural and physical force,
creates many more difficulties than it overcomes, ami
is also inconsistent with some of the best attested fact=.

3. In like manner, the idea that these phenomenn
are caused by some unconscious, involuntary mental
action of some person or persons still in the body,
is egually unphilosophical, equally at odds with the
attested facts, and equally open to the objection that it
magnifies the maivel it professes tn explain, To say
that a table which sustains itself on two Jegs, or one,
or none, at the request of some person near it, and
responds intelligently to a dozen various questions as
they are asked, is impelled 50 to act by Electricity, or
Magnetism, or some mental-impulise of an individual

trpe what is incredible, becanse contrary to the world’s
gniform experience and to all known laws of causation.

It is essentially one with the
denionic possession whereof the Gospels often speak—
that is, by the control and use of the bodily organs of
living human beings by disembodied hnman spirits,
incorrectly lermed ¢¢ devils® in our English version of
the scriptures. ]

6. The fact of the evil character of these modern
spirits is demonstrated by their general denial of the
inspiration of the Bible, of the great fundamentals of
Evangelical Christianily, their disinclination t9wa.rc!s
vital piety, &c. &c. We have in the Bible an infalli-

ble test of spiritnal pretensious, and whatever contra- :

diets any portion of that Book, or denies it the authoril_y
and obedience due to the revealed Word of Ged, is
thereby proved false and diabolic.

How will they explain this orthodox
confession of Satan, or account for his Protestant
sympathies ?

AN HOUR IN A CONVENT.

What I saw at the Hotel Dien, when on a visit to
Mr. Cameron, now inthe hospilal there, made me
anxious to know more of the lives of those religious
women who spend the morning and noon of life in
works of unobtrusive but active charity.

The Calvinist (and Calvinism is the creed of the
churches of England and Scotland) believes that a
beuevolent God has ¢« fore-ordained whatsoever comes
o pass”—loreordainel the elernal salvation of mil-
lions, elected to Paradise before the world began—
foreovdained, too, the eternal damnation of millions—
so that whatever of good or evil is done in this life can
in no way affzet one’s eternal lot, though a disposition
wevil or'to good may lead to imperfect inferences with
regard to our future.

The Catholic, Roman Catholic, or, as others have it
pupists, on the contrary, believes that ne one will be
condemned eterually, except through his, or her, own
bud or guilty conduet ; and provides a middle place
between everlasting-happiness and endless misery, a
sort of probatjonary state beyond the tomb, where the
wronbled soul remains until it is allowed to ascend 1o
the mansions of the just. )

Concerning these different opinions or creeds, I offer
no remarks; this is not a proper vehicle for polemics ;
and if it were -f am not the man 1o meddle in such
coniroversies; but all can understand and agree npon,
all can readily appreciate works of entire benevolence.

for cleanness, nealness, aud the sweetness of the air
are breathed in it, left nothing to be desired ; 1 found,
o the ground floor, many persons—old, decrepid, bed-
tidlen ; the frail, the siekly, the infirm, the helpless;
those who had none to care for them—uone to aid
them—not 2 few to whom life must surely be a bar-
then, and a message for eternity a desirable relief.—
Sowe of their beds were in the same ward, and neatly
curtained ; the dormitories of others were up one and
1wo slaits, in the main house.

The lady who presides over the Convent is called
the Supetior she was accompanied by six of the
Religions Ladies called Nuns ; they allowed me to sece
the several wards; answered my questions frankly
and in good English ; showed me the school, where
there are forty-eight young pupils, boarders, recetving
their education within the convent, They had, inone
of the rooms some teu or iwelve pianos. The vuns,
and the lady snperjor, were dressed in pure white, and
they eannot al any time pass without the Convent or
its garden walls j nor could I enter the school. To
see them flitting about amoug the poor and the infirm,
whose pains and privationstheir lives ave spent In les-
sening, wasto me a really pleasant sight. 1f their
chatity is not active Christianity, what does the term
mean? We of Upper Canada are getting a bill pass-
ed here (Mr. Hincks) to give the townships leave to
xssess themselves to relieve the necessities of the in-
firm, the blind, the halt and the lame. At the Gen-
eral Hospital T saw some of the finest women 1n
America, who had abjured the world and its allure-
ments in the morning of a blissful existence, and are
constantly employed either in devotional exercises, or
in spreading conientment among the dependent class
whom misfortine sends toseek the shelter of their
hospitable maasion. There was an air of contentment
and’ resignation among the aged boarders that spoke
volumes as to the treatment they get—and to this the
sole exception was a parrow ward where lhe insane.
are kept, one of the patients in which was rather res-
tive, being in one of ihe paroxisms incident to a mind
diseased, :

This charitable establishment has stood 160 gears,
and was in charge of another religious society efore
that, but for how long 1 was not informed.  There is
1o respect of persons shown ; the Protestant is as wel-
tome to its comforts asthe Catholic; the African as
the Caucassian ; in houses like this the feeble, the

forlorn, and the wounded in spint have the words of
kindness and compassion ; the sick are cured and,
cared for, the dying comforted. T

As I left the house I could not help asking myself
why it was that in the fair and unclouded morning of
their fondest hopes, maidens lavely as a vision of
celestial spirits, with eyes so bright and Instrons, that
no sparkling gem from Golconda’s mine ever emitted
such heavenly 1ays of life and light, had freely chosen
1o leave this gay world of ours, and all its enchant-'
ments, for the wearisome sameness and perpetual
seclusion of a convent and its hospital—bringing with
them, too, as I was told, handsome fortunes, in not a
few cases? It is to me incomprehensible—-an unfa-
thomable mystery !

Upon the important question of whether it is better
to take one mode or another of comforting the bowed
down, and healing the sick, I do not choose to enter.
My impressions may be erroneous, but they were de-
cidedly favorable to what I saw last week at the Gen-
eral Hospital and Hoiel Dien. Were I 1aken serionsly
ill here—far from home and its comfortz—1o one of
those excellent asylums would [ desire to be carried—
for I have faith in this that belter nursing and gentler
nurses could not be found in Christendom. Before
Mz. Brown shall begin to talk giibly about my ¢ pan-
dering to papists,”” than which nothing can be more
untroe, he should visit, as [ have done, the institutions
of which he speaks.—Quebec April dth.— Mackenzie’s
Weeltly Messuge.
