AN EXTRAORDINARY STORY-—DYNAMITE IN
WESTMINSTER HALL ARD THE BRITISH
HOUBE OF COMMONS.

Loxnpon, Jan. 24, 2,10 pm.—Ap alarmaing
exploaion bas ed in the Houses of Parlia-

ment, -

9230 p.m.—The Houses of Parlitment and
Government offices were severely shaken, and
considerable damags waa'done, It is impossible
at this moment to tell the extent of the cala-
mity. The report of the explosion was heard in
Downing &treet. Great excitement prevails,
and enormoua crowda are aseembliug at the
scene of the explosion.

Lonpon, Jan 25, —The fact that an unusnat
number of ladies visited the parliament
buildings bas given rise to a suspicion that
the miscreants who perpetrated the outrages
were wotnen, or men in women’s attire. The
attendanta say parcels were carried by many
of the women, aud they seemed to bo very
careful in guarding them. Count Munster,

‘The dynamite which
caused the second explosion must have been
laced under the puers’ gallery om the
Eef tuside.

Many
weore serioualy hurt ; one man had his leg
smashed ; apother's ear was severed from his
head. Excited crowds remained about the
towep, and criee for vengeance are heard on
every alde. The Yolicemm most soriously
injured by the erplosion is sinking rapidly.
All hopes of his recovery are abandoned. Sf
thé two persons arrested after the explosion
as they were hurrying away from West-
minater, the man ia middle-aged, above the
medinm height, describes himself as a Cans.-
dian seafurer and part owner of & vessel. An
eye-witness of the parlisment houses explo-
sion says after the first: explosion be
oentered Westminster beall and found
three constables prostrated on the staira
leading into the orypt under the hall,
all of whom were seriously injured. Near by
a gentleman lay atretched on the ground,
completely exhausted, whose hat and clothing
wore torn.

Some interesting statistice regarding the
eompamtlve efficiency and earnings of Iabor
in Great Britain and of other countries have
been compiled by Mr. Jeans and put in the
shape of a paper, which was recently read
before the Statistical Bociety in London, Mr.
Jeans calculated that the fourteen million of
people belonging to the wage earning olass in
the United Kingdom in 1881 bad earnmed a
total of £580,000,000, the average wagesbeing
£42 18 per head, an inorease of £162,000,000,
or 10 per cent, on the sum computed by Mr.
Leon Levi to represent the average earning
of the working class of Great Britain in 1867,
Mr. Jeans compared the British workman
with workmen abroad, and statel that
the average wages paid in the United King-
dom were 45 per cent. below thoae of the
United States, 42 per cent. above these paid
in Germany, and 58 per ceut. above
those of France. Mr. Jeans fur-
ther stated that -between the years
1850 and 1883 the average earmings paid
in a large number of leading industries of the
United Kingdom had increased to the extent
of 40 per cent., while in France the increase
waa 53 per cent. in Parws and 65 per cent. in
the oountry. He further showed that in the
United States the increase between 1860 and
1883 was identical with the increase in Great
Britain between the years 1850 and 1883, or
just 40 per cent. - The countries employing
the. most women were Austria and France,
while the United Statea smployed the largest
number of juvenile workers. The country
baving the largest percentage engaged in
manufactare was the United Kingdom with
24 per cent., againat only 9 per cent. in Prus-
gia, 8 per cent in France, and
7 per cent in the Uaited States.”
With respect to the efficiency of the labor
employed, Mr. Jeans B stated that Euglish
labor waa better and rmore efficient than the
labor of any other country, with regard to
the quantity produced in a given time.

ProrErTY qualification for representation
of the people in any of our public bodies is an
anomaly that should be done away with, All
experience goes to prove that the property
qualifieation is an utter failare as a test
either of fitness or solvency. The
effect of the property test s
and always has been to exclude many
otherwise woll qualified citizens from ocur
municipal and legislative bodies, and to let
in alotof worthlessadventurers who,so farfrom
owning property free from incumbrances, are
well known to be without means, The Toronto
Globe, in discussing a proposal .to increase
the amount of property qualifization for al-
dermen in the Queen City, charges that there
always have been in the Council of Toronto
aldermen withou$ property qualification, who
have evaded the law with perfect ease.
Our contemporary adda that ‘“on the
other hand, the Council has, thanks to
the property qualification, seldom had the ad-
vantage of the preesence of real wage-earners.
Vet wage-earners are the most numerous of all
classes, and it i they who are moet prejudicial
Iy affected by any blunders, fiscal or sanitary,
which the Council may chooss tomake. There
is no doubt that the presence of two or three
gennine workingmea in the Council would bea
wholesome restraint wpon the assemblage.
Ald. Denison, however, seems to think it
desirable to raise the property qualification
#0 high aa abaolutely to exclude all working-
men who will not-descend to the taking of &
false oath. It wounld be far better if the
present property qualifications were re-
duced and means taken to prevent the
evasion of it."”

ALIEN LANDLORDS IN AMERICA.

Tre American Congrees hag prepared a bill
to prohibit aliens and foreigners from acquir-
ing or owning lands within the borders of the
United States. Already certain noblemen of
Europe, priocipally from Great Britain, have
acquired in the aggregate some twenty-one
million acres of land in the United States.
Up to the present the palicy of the American
Government towards aliens in the matter of
real estate ownership has been characterized
by great liberality, and the different States
of the Union have gone still further upon
the idea of the desirability of a rapid increase
ot population and wealth, ard, by their legis-
Iation, have conferred upon aliens' rights
which were far beyond those that treaty
stipnlations and the common law entitled
them to. Thia alien non-reaident ownership
hes, however, in the course of time, led to a
system of landlordism which has come to be
considered "by the public men of the country
to be incompatible with the beet intereeta and
the free institutions of the Repnblic. The
foundation for such a syatem has been laid to
an alarming extent in the Woatern States
and territories.
The report on the bills points ont that a
considerable number of the immigrants annu-
ally arriving in the country are to become
tenants and herdsmen on the vast possessions
of these foreign lords under oontracts made
and entered into before they saill for our
shores, The avarice and enterprise
of European capitalists bave cansed
them to invest many millions in
American railroad and land bonde, covering
porbaps ome hundred million acres, the
greater part of which, under foreclosure
sales, will most [likely before many years
become the property of these foreign
bondholders, in addition to their pres-
ent princely posssssions. It is thus manj-
fest that it the present large alien owner-
ship is an evil, the probabilities of the
near future still more imperatively demand
legislation] for its prevention. This aggres-
sive foreign capital is not confined to lands it
hes purchased, but, overleaping ite boun-
davies, has caused hundreds of miles of the
public domain to be fenced up for the grazing
of vast herds of cattle, and set at defiance
the rights of ; the honest, but humble, settler.

The guiding’principle of Congress will be,
that American! soil should be. owned exclu-
sively by American citizens, and the present
bill proposes in"plain terms, and as a part of
the nstional policy, to prevent absolutely the
citizena or subjects of other nations, so long
ag they adhere to Jand retain their allegiance
to foreign Powers, from acquiring the owner-
ship ni American! soil within the jurisdiction
of the United States, No wiser or more op-
portane measure could be adopted.

The zreat bulk of European emigration atill
Sows towards the United States, The num-
ber that adopted the Republic as their home
waa almoat ten timea ag large aa the number
that consented to eettle in this Canada
of ours during the past year.

If Canada had a
reputation for freedom and national indepen-
dence as gréat and widely known throughont
Europe as the United States enjoys, we do
not; hesitate to say that instead of having an
immigration ten or fifteen times smaller than
that which aunually pours into the Union,
the  Dominion would have'an equal, if not o
ln.rger, shave of the immense population that
is  constantly. sbundoning j thexr homes in

of the next century.. It nught be - _t_he
close -of ‘the present. century, if Europeans
could ‘look upon the name of Canada as
onhrely and unequlvocal!y Bynonymous with
pational freedom and independence.

1906 in 1883, a deorcaae of over dne
hundred and odd . thousands:  As this
total ocomprises about 97 per cent. of the
immigrants arriving in this country, ik
may betaken as an index of the actual
decrease.- The total for December of 1884

was 13,622, as compared with 23,766 in the
same: month of 1883, Germany hesds the
list of nations from which this immigration
came, 154,501 arriving in 1884, againad
180,812 in 1883. The following table shows
the immigration by countries in 1884 as com-
pared with the year 1883 :

THE FIRST BATTLE OF THE NILE
. EXPEDITION,

Gordon was made a prisoner i Khartoum
on the 19th of January, 1884, and exactly one
year from that date he heard the first gua
fired for his rescne, After months of vacilla-
tion the Gladstone Government made up its
mind to send out an expedition last enmmer
for the purpose, and its command was confid-
ed to General Lord Wolseley. The difficult

wera carefully studied, and there was no
limit to the preparations for the effective ex.
ecution of the plan.” Gen. Wolseley was
given carte blanche as regards men, money
and materisl of war and the, entire nation ex-
pected and were even promised an exploit as
succesaful a8 was the trinmphant march to
Tel-el-Kebir. Wolseley had fixed upon
the closing days of November last as the
time at which he wounld enter Khartoum
with the relieving forces. But as weeka
and monthe wore om it became plainly
evident that the choice of the circuitous river
route, instesd ofa direct march from Suakim to
Berberwaa a bad one, It involved an enormous
wuste of money, time and material, and has
ended in materially damaging Gen. Wolseley’s
reputation, In fact his mapagement of the
expedition hus called forth serious censure
from high places in Louden.

Assgoon a8 the advanced guard of the ex-
peditionary corps had reached Korti, a village
on the Nile, Wolseley saw that it would be
foolish to continne the Nile route any fur-
ther, and & march across the desert must

be confranted after all, with Shen"
dy as the objective point. A force
of 1,600 men was placed under

the command of General Stewart, and they
started on their perilous jonrney at the end of
December lust, The suffering of the troops
in the march of 160 miles through a scorching
desert are described as horrible and as entired
ly attributable to the extremely bad manage-
ment of the water supply. &

A large number of the troopers are said to
have been kept in a state of  semi-insanity
half the time from thirst. Plenty of water
ground was found at stated places, but it was
imposgible to reach it in most instances, be-
cause of some such criminal negligence on the
part of the commissary as that, for instance,
ot leaving the portable pumps behind, which
waa done at Korti, Some of the London
journals tauntingly say that Wolseley haa
been far less careful abont the water supply
for his troops than he has been for the safety
of the jams and marmalades, .

It was in this condition and under these
sircumstances that General Stewart with his
little army had to meet a numerous detach-
‘ment of the Mahdi's followers on issuing from
the desert near Matemneh, The Arab forcos
are said to have numbered from eight to ten
thousand. The engagement was heavy
and the fighting was furious, proving
the natives to be no cowards, but ready
to stand their ground until diszbled or killed,
After the first few volleys the battle became
a regular hand-to-hand fight. Most of the
Arabs wers armed with spears and they
rushed to cloge quarters, swarming over the

.bodies of their dead and wounded comrades,

A press despatch says that “at the
first shock from the enemy the
fate of the whole British forcoe trembled
in the balance, but the steadiness of the
Guerde, Marine corps and moaunted infantry
prevailed, and the Arabs were forced to re-
tire. They left as many as eight hundred
alainc on the ficld, and the number of their
wounded ia estimated at two thousaud.

AN EVENT OF NATIONAL IMPORT-

There has been no incident in modern Irish
politics vegarded with more abaorbmg inter-
eet and snxiety by both friends and foes of
the n&hou! cunee, thn the recaut Parliamen-

tary nomination in Tippeeary. The cable

correspondents at the time deslt meagerly
with the event whxoh is destined to become
memoruble, in. Irish : bistory, . because it
turmed out. fayorable to the causel
of anion and sslf-government ; but our Irish
exchanges are brimful of the proceedings.
whioh threatensd a national disruption, bug
ended 'in an unparalleled trinmph for the
people, the country, and their leaders, The
criais avose in this way,: Awntwuisned
for the :elzction of a member in the place of
the Iate P. 7. Smyth and a convention of dele-
gates from a number of the Natiodal League
branoches ol the connty was held ‘in Thnrles,
Previons to the convention it was publicly
snnounced that it waa the desire of Arch-
bishop Croke and of Mr, Parnell that a tried’
Nationalist, in the person of John O'Connor,
of Cork, should be iavited to stand. Up
to the dny of the convention the pame of
10 other candidate was mentioned
and it was acoepted a8 a foregone conclusion
that the National nominee wonld receive the
endorsation of tho premier ocounty. When
the convention assembled, however, a Mr,
O'Ryan of Cashel, a good speaker, and a
strong supporter of the National party, was
proposed and his seleotion waa advocated on
the ground that it was not necessary
to go, outside the oonstituency
to seels for a fit and able repreeentative. This
argument led a majority of the convention to
vote for the nomination of Mr. O’Ryan, and
on the motion of Mr. O'Connor himself the
nomination was made unanimous, Here all
would have ended well, only for ontaide and
foreign criticism, The result viewed and
criticised from a distance had assumed a
significance as terrible as it wae unexpected.

The faot that the candidate recommended
by the leader of the Irish Party -and by the
patriotic Archbishop of Cashel, and stamped
with their emphatic approval, had been re-
jected by a county convention of the National
League, set the anti-Irish press on both sides
of the channel almost beside themselves with
joy. 'The long looked-for and desired split
in the National ranka was at last abomt to
take plaoe, - A pang of consterna-
tion went through the country and
a yell of exultation passed through
the ranks of ita enemies. The Castle
organ declared the event wouild strike a death
‘“ blow at the dictatorship, which is a sine
¢ qua non of the Irish parliamentary party’s
 efficiency Jfor mischief,” 'The London
Standard exclaimed that it * was one of
‘* national importance because it was a re-
¢ pudiation of the principle upon which
** hitherto the business of the pairictic agita-
‘* tion was suocessfully worked.” Thus, gal.
lant Tipperary, which is the verysoul and
centre of Irish nationality, was reckoned upon
by the enemies of Ireland as an ally
in the deatruction of the power
which has placed the people within measur-
able distance of the right to govern them-
selves, The men of Tipperary had given a
direct snub to the leader of the Irish people.
A few more elections resulting like this, in
an apparent defiance of his advice and
authority, would so shatter his influ-
ence that he would be disregarded by
both the Mnglish parties in the house. The
days of his power would in fact benumbered,
and the Irish party once disunited would be-
come & thing of the past. With these anti-
cipations it was no wonder that the British
and| anti-netional press had article
after article urging the men of Tip-
perary to maintain their reputation
for independence, and to offer a manly and
determined resistance to the dictation of Mr,
Parnell, who was endeavoring to force an
outaider on the county in preference to one
of its own sons, whose candidature had been
unanimously adopted at & representa-
tive coovention, This howl of exults
tion and the eagerness of the exhorta-
tion to continue in its attitnde of al-
leged defiance against Parrell soon aroused
the people of Tipperary to the consequences
of the ill-understood and ill-considered action
of the convention, The moment they real-
ized the conatraction put by Ireland’s ene-
mies npon the nomination of Mr. O'Ryan,
they recoiled in horror from the im-
putation of revolt against the Irish
leader and Archbishop Croke, with which
they had been so euddenly credited,
Ax an Irish exchange poetically put it, * the
great heart of the county was wounded to
the core by finding Tipperary patronised ag
an engine for the destruction of the National
atrength,” Underthese circumstances nothing
but a complete and unconditional . reversal of
jta aotion ‘could remove the miscon.

THE ICE CASTLE.

__The ioe castle is composed of 17,000 blooks
of ice and stands on Dominion square. The
ground floor is ellintical in form, the major
axis being 160 feet long, and the minor axis
120 feet. On each end of the major axis are
two oblong towers of about 38 feet high,
through each of which there is an entrance to
the interior. At each end of the minor axis
are placed two round towers, which rise to a
height of about 44 feet; between the towers
is an arched entrsnce. Walls parallel with
the two axis of eflipee connect the two oblon
and the round|towers. At the intersection o
these walls rises the main tower to a height
of 100 feet. This main tower is fanked om
one side by double towers, and on the other
by single towers, the double towers rising to
& height of 40 and 50 feet respectively, and
the single towers to a beightof 70 feet,

. THE ICE CONDORA.

. 'We give to-day a picture of the ice condora
or cairn, erected nuder the auspiocea of the

-

Champ'de Mars. {tis copied from a design
of Mr. Theo, Daoust, of this city. The
atructure is round, its base diameter measur-
ing Bifty foet. Ita height without the coloasal
statue is seventy-five feet, built in a serics of
seven stories, hnished up with a crown, and
is intended to represent one of the old Egyp-
‘tian castles, which were named Condoras. In
the construction of this cairn, 12,000 blocks
of ice were used. On the topmost block
colossal figure is placed, aboat 11 feet in
height, dressed in the picturesque costume of
Le Trappenr Saowshoe Club, and holding in
one hand a torch, the latter lighted at night
by electricity. The electric light is to illu-.
minate the cairn from inside. At the inau-
guration, members of Lo Trappeur Clab stood
at stated distances all over the outside of it,
upon every available block of ice, each man
having a lighted torch in his hand. The
structure is flanked with eight turrets bearing
the flags of various nations.

THE ICE LION.

The pedestal, npon the conical summit
of which the lion rests in an attitnde of re-

ose, is 20 feet high, with a diameter at the

e of 21 feet. The latter is in the form of
a cross, gradually assuming a conical sba)
the top of which is six feet in breadth,
tween each of the angles is a row of round
ateps in ice, in conical ehape, over which
water is poured, making an icy e,
through the interstices of which the powerfui
rays of the electric light, placed in the inte-
rior of the structure, shine, producing a bril-
lisut effect, The lion is 16 feet in length,
and the entire structure 30 feet high, The
head of the lion looks in a westerly direction.
On Place d’Armes, at the back of the lion,
near the fenve, a snow hat, conizal shaped, is
erected. From the top of the structursa
powerful electric light shines directly down
upon the ice lion.

Take aa
examples of the latter class two great British
poets, Milton and Spencer, How grand, how
glorions, how wondrously sublime is Milton !

How he carries you be-
yond the utmost stretch of your ordinary
imagination, and enables you to rise, as it
were, to the very gates of Heaven, or to walk
without fear on the hurning marle of the
bottomless pit! Yet he  addresses
himself to one order of mind exclu-
sively. It is only some peopls who can
thoroughly appreciate even bis finest wut-
ings. The same may be said of Spencer. No
doubt you all have a copy of the * Faerie
Queen,” but how many of you have read it
from cover to cover. Bt with Burns the
cage is different. The speaker then proceed-
od to say that it mattered not what was the
phase of life to be treated, Burns waa at home
in dealing with it, and elevated it into & sub-
ject of admiration. His genins had the great
quality of universality. He entered into a
beantifal desoription of the characteristica of
Burns' descriptive powers, dwelling on the
beauty with which he clothed the moat sim-
la and oommouplace incidents of every-day
ife, Oneof his great oharaoteriatica was the
earnestness of his patriotism, It wes nct
the patriotism that had for itz mainspring
the defiance of other nations, We heard
a great denl of jinge talk pow
and then, and were fond of vauot-
ing oamelves at the expense of other
ple. But there was a patriotism grander
and deeper than that which thoughtit its duty
to hate the rest of mankind, We had speci-
mens of that just now in the patriotism that
manufaciured dynamite and made war on the
human race for a fancy of its own, destroying
innocent-women and children ir its revengeful
fury—a patriotism which, becsuse it wiehed
to have s parliament house ina antloqlar
aguare, broke down, ot cnly sl political
law, but all civilized and moral law. That
was nob patriotism at all, He was sure they
would be rid befora. very long. The great
heart of humanity would rise agaiuat it'and
pat it down. It was not Great Britain, not
the . Eoglish alone twho'wero attacked in this

‘the world ' at” large. Let them blow us up
‘with dynamite a littlelonger and” we would
‘see "whether we  or they aro stronger. Iicit

The enemy
wheeled to the left and delivered a well or-
ganized charze under a withering fire from
vur men.

THE SQUARE PENETRATED.

The square was unfortunately penetrated
by sheer weight of numbers, about its left
rear, where the heavy cavalry and camel
regiment were in position. The admirable
steadiness of our men enabled them to main-
tain o hand-te-hand fight with the opposing
force, while severe puoishment wus being in-
flicted upon the caemy by all the other parts
of the square. The eneiny were finally driven
back under a heavy fire from ali sides, The
19th Huasars then pushed forward to the
wells, which were in our posscasion by five in
the evening.

THE ENEMY'S LOSS.

PRAISE FOR THE TROOES,

Gen. Wolscley says: Gen. Stewart con-
eludes his report as follows: ¢/ It has been my
duty to command a foreq from which ex-
ceptional work, exceptional hardship and ex-
ceptional fighting have been called for. It
wounld De impossible to adequately describe
the admirable support given mo by every
officer and man of the force. I regret to say
that our loss was severe, but our success has
been so complete that it may dishearten the
enemy to such an extent that all their future
fighting may be of a leas obstinate character.”

The number of their wonnded “‘who'were abls
to march or be carried from the field 'is esti-
mated at two thousand,  The' most casualtics
on the British side occurred during the break
in the line of the Hussars, The British took
‘their own and Arab wounded to the wells at
Shebacas. Most of the wouuded are doing
well. General Stewart withthe remainder
of his troops is progreasing toward Metemneh,
During the night preceding the action the
Arabs threw up small earthworks intended to
intercept Stewart's march, but they were
captured and destroyed by a detachment of
English treops.
THE ABABS’ COURAGE.

Additionsl particulars say the battle was a
fearful hand-to-hand fight. Most of the Arabs
were armed with speers and protected by
spiked shields of ox hide. They rushed to
close quarters and swarmed over the bodies
of their dead and wounded comrades. The
Buglish troops after the firat two rounds
fought with shortened sabres and sword
bayonets wielded at half-arm length. Colonel
Burnsby was killed by the thrust of an Arab's
spear, which severed his jugular vein. The
English soldiers had neither food nor water
since the night before the bsttle. The Bri-
tish had no idea that the enemy was so near.
Native reporte led them to suppose that only
a few rebels held Abv Klea.

AT THE FIRST SHOCK

from the enemy the fate of the whole British
force trembled in the balauce, but the steadi-
ness of the guards, marine corps and mount-
ed infuntry prevailed and the rebels retired.
The Egyption allies fought desperately.
The greatest losses fell on the heavy camel
corps, six of whose officers were killed and
two wounded. The rebels brought all their
best troops to the attack. Line after line of
rebels fell under the fire of the Martini rifles,
The naval brigade suffered great loss. Col.
Burnaby fell while gallantly fighting with his
comrndes. Gen. Stewart's orderly was
killed by his side. The interior of the square
presented a mass of falling camels and strug-
gling Arabs and English.

TIIE NEWS IN LONDON.

Loxvox, Jan, 22,—The news of the battle
in Epypt surprised the government as severe
fighting was not expected. Serious doubts
are expressed as to whether General Wolse-
ley’s force is sufficiently strong to reach Khar-
toum. Col. Burpaby’s death is greatly de-
plored and has been the great topic of con-
versation, being more talked about than the
battle itself. Great excitement prevails. The
morning papers contain columns of descrip-
tions and comments regarding the battle, un-
animously extolling the heroism of the British
troops. Cel. Burpaby is desc-ibed as dying
like a true British bull-dog, with his right
hand clinched in death about the throat of
an Arab whose spear was thrust through the
colonel’s neck.

THLE MAHDI'S ORDERS.

Merawe, Jan. 21.—The Black Watch
regiment has arrived herc and an advance is
daily expected. An Arab newspaper pub-
lishes the Mahdi’s letter to his lieutcnant at
Shendy, ordering him to take all his troops
to Berber, where, with §,000 warriors, he
shall attack the KEnglish forces. Another
letter to Osman Digna, urges him to capture
Suakim and thereby enable the Mahdi to pro-
cure aid from Arabia,

SKETCH OF COLONEL EUKNABY’S LIFE,

Lieutennnt-Colonel Frederick Burnuby,
whose death is anncuuced above, was prob-
ably the best known of tlie younger superior
officers of the Britieh army, though his fame
was more due to his exploits in the region of
the traveller and explorer than of the soldijer.
He was born in Bedford, Eng., on March
3rd, 1842, his father being a clergyman, and
received his education' at Harrow and in
Germany. Determining on a military life,
in 1859 he entered the Royal Horse uards
Blue, and was commanding lieutenant-
colonel of the regiment at the time of his
death, Passionately fond of gymnastics, he
carried physical exercise to excess, the re.
sult being that biis vitality broke down, and to
recruit his health foreign travel was recom-
mended by his doctors. He accordingly set
ont, visiting most parts of Europe, besides
South America and South Africa. In 1873 he
set out on his celebrated journey over the
great Asian steppes, the story of which he
published in book form under the title of = A
Ride to Khiva,” the difficulties and dangers
of the expedition—by many thought insur-
mountable —being only strong incentives to
the hardy soldiers to make the attempt. At
more than one station the pnssage of anyone
bat a Russian was absolutely forbidden, and
Captain Burnaby only got through on acconnt
of the inability of the inspectors to read his
paasport, his knowledge of the Russian and
Arabic topgues also standing him in good
steod On arriving at Kozala at the mouth
of the Sir Daria river, he was aiter much
hesitation, allowed to proceed Dy the com-
mandant, who assumed that he would go
direct to Petro-Alexandrovsk, in the territory
then Iately acquired by Russia. But
Burnaby, suspecting something was wrong,
made a detour, crossed the Oxus into the
Khanate of Khiva (and thus probably saved
his life), and made his way to the capital, in-
tending to proceed thence to Bokhara. The
St. Petershurg wnutharitics did not like the
iden of an linglishman spying on their opera.

THE HOME.

WATERCRESS SaNpwiIcHES. — Well wash
some watercress, and then dry ina cloth,
pressing outevery atom of moisture as far as
possible. Have a stale loaf and some fresh
butter, and with a sharp knife cut as many
thin slices as will be required for two dozen
eandwiches; then cut the cress into small
pieces, removing the stems ; place it between
each slice of bread and butter with a slight
sprinkling of salt, press down the slices hard,
and cut them sharply on a board into smal
squares, leaving no crust. :

SARDINE SaNDWICHES.—Take two boxes of
sardines and throw the contents into hot
water, having first drained away all the oil.
A few minutes will free the sardines from
grease, Pour away the water and dry the
fish in a cloth ; th:n scrape away the
skins and pound the serdines in & mortor till
reduced to paste ; mdd pepper, salt and some
tiny pieces of lettuce, and spread on the
sandwiches, which huve been previously cut
as above. The lettuce adds very much to
the flavor of the sardines,

Axciovy Saxpwicnes are  similar,
anchovy paste being substituted for sardines.

CoLn DEvILLED Eggs.—Doil & number of
egps very hurd ; when cold remove the shells
and cut each eyg in half,  Take out the yolks
and pound themn in & mortar with a few
boned nnchovies, pepper, salt and a pinch of
dried mustard, moistening with a little but-
ter, Fill the empty whites cut in halves with
this mixture und wrrange in a dish garnished
with parsley. This is a great favorite at
Cinderella suppers,

SavLap.—Thoroughly wash, dry and cut up
into small pieces a lettuce or endive ; cub up
also a boiled beetroot; sprinkle well with
salad ail. Then mix in & cup one teaspoonful
of castor sugar., Pour thie over the lettuce
and beetroot and stir well till all is mixed. A
little tinned lobster cut into small pieces or &
few boned anchovies will improve it, -

CorFer JELLY.—One teacupfal of very
atrong coffee. Dissolve in it one packet of
gelatine. Puton the fire one piot of milk
aud six ounces of lump sugar; when nearly
on the boil pour in the coffee and gelatine.
Let all boil together for tem minutes ; ﬂour
into » wetted mould and keep in a cool place
till atiff.

OraNGE CRrEAM. —Sosk one ounce packet of
gelutine and add to it one pint of milk in
which six ounces of lump sugar have been
dissolved. -Add a litsle lemon peel, and boil
all together for ten minutes, Strain the milk
and add to it half a pintof orange junice and
the juice of one small lemon, Stir well and
pour into a mould till set. This is excellent.
Both these recipes would be improved by the
substitution of cream for milk, ﬁut could not
then be called economieal,

Swrrr Biscuir.—One pound (lour, eight
ounces white sugar, three ounces butter,
three eggs well beaten, two ounces carraway
seeds. Mix thoroughly ina basin; roll out
on a board und divide with the vim of a tum-
Dler into rounds, bake on a tin in a brisk
oven for half an hour; sprinkle with castor
sugar.

Sroxcr Cake.—Four eggs, their weight in
castor sugur, the weight of two eggs in four,
Beat tho eggs and. sugnr well together for a
quarter of an hcar,  Tien lightly stir in the
tlour, tuking cure mot to beat the mixture
again, only to stir it together. - Add a few
drops of any essonce and bake in a buttered
tin for half or three-quarters of an hour,

Crarer Cur.—T'wo bottles of chesp claret,
two pints of water, two lemons, to glagses of
brandy, eno pound of iump sugsr. Mix
thoroughly and stir with a silver spoon, Cut
up the rind of the lemons small and slice
thoe inside thin. Let it stand for an hour
and strain off tho lemons after well stirring
again.

Lrvorapr.—Six lemons, ome quart of
boiling water, two ounces of lump suger.
Grate the peel of the lemons and pour boil-
ing wateron it; let it stand o little and
then ndd the juice. Sweeten with the sugar
n.nlctli strain through muslin, Let it stand till
cold.

the dynamite operators had few sympathizers
in Ireland and less in America than was
eneraily suppossd. He believed Patrick
i’ord and 0'Donovan Rosaa wers not actuated
by mercenary or blood-thiraty matives. The
dynamiters consist of two classes: Those
who ®re convinced that it is impoasible to
persuade English statesmen of the reality
of Irish grievances by legal methods, and
those who have suffured for the Irish cause
and their relatives and friends, Davitt eaid
experience had shown that agitations were
withont results, while movements bordering
on revolt produced different resulta. He
alleged that it was impossible for Rossa to
forget the degrading insnits received .while
in an English prison, avitt charged
that the secret polioe ore . fosterin,
the outrages through their agents, su
sa McDermott.

Riddleber%cr then moved that further con-
sideration of the resolution be postponed
until next Wednesday, He repeated that he
did not approve these methods, * but we all
know,” said he, ¢ that there is war between
England and Ireland—absolute war so far as
Iriehmen without a government could make
it. We are a0 neutral bere,” he continued,
‘¢ that some senators think we onght not to
dig a ditch (alluding to the Nicaraguan canal)
without the consent of England-—so nentral
that we could not give an opinion about any-
thing regarding England except an adverse
opinjon about r stmggling Ireland.
Although Ireland’s natural increase,” Riddle-
berger coutivued, ‘ had been equal to that of
England, there were not by two millions
80 many inhuabitants in Ireland to-day as there
were twenty years ago. Such was the result
of oppression. Any resolution that might be
passed here would be construed as a resolu-
tion of sympathy and fellowship with a
government of cruelty and tyranny.”
Hoar said the senator from Virginia seemed
to treat the occurrence in London as if it
were warfaure adopted by the Irish people
wgainst England. e (Hoar) had among his
constituents many persons of Irish descent,
intelligent, brave, manly people. He thought
he was justified in stating that the doctrine
expressed in the resolution was their doc-
trine, as it was that of ether American peo-
ple. The makiog of war upon unoffending
women aond children was as repugnant to
these citizens as to any other people. He
said thet Her Majesty’s American representa-
tive had said that Americs had been remniss
in her duties in some respects. America
could not unlertake to deal with mere vio-
lent expressions, sud if it did those things
would be more dangerous in their repreasion
than in their cxpreasion.
Riddleberger said he had not assuined that
the explosious were the result of o method of
warfare adopted by the Irish people He
declared again that he had not sufficient in-
formation, nor had uny other senstor suffi-
cient information for the proposed action.
Gibgon said he thought it emiuently proper
that the American people, kindred in {natitu-
tions nad kindred in blood with the British,
should pive this expression of their views.
People who used dynamite put themselves on
a level with those who used poison--thay
were assassing and murderers,
Ingells noticed in the papers that feelings
were prevalent in England on Seturday in
favor of bringing scme pressure to bear upon
America, In this respect he wonld vote for
the resolution, not as an apology, but as an
expression of sympathy and as an_expression
of abhorrence for such crimes. The explo-
gions of Saturday shook the foundation of
every capital in Christendom, But there was
something woree than dynamite.

Vhat we have felt, singly, scattered as we
are over this broad land, during the last de-
cennium toward yon, respocted brethren, in
the very depths of our souls, we wish now,
sssembled in the Third Plenary Council of
Baltimore, to declare aloud,

Your meritorious suffering, ** wherein you

endured a great fight,” have filled us with

grief and sympathy ; but your steadfast pa-
tience, by which yon were made'* & pectacle
to the world and to angels and to men,” in-.
spired us with no less joy and admiration.

You were ready to becomemartyrsof Christ ;

you bave become in reality oonfessors of the

faith; for with unoonguerable oceurage you
bave borne all the injustices that were in-
flicted 02 yourselves and your beloved flocks

—calumnies and threats, robbery and per-

secution, imprisorment and exile.

“You have Joved justice and hated iniqui-
ty,” therefore one of your number suffered a
gloricus death in exile, in whick, alast two
others still romain seperated from you.

WEEELY REVIEW OF MONTREAL
MARKETS,

The business situation begins to assume a
more healthy tone, which is set forth not only
in the greater activity of trade but in the
more confident demeanor of merchants, who,
without expecting great things, seem 'well
satisfied that a full average busineces at leaat
will be done, and that, too, on more profit-
able terma than was the case last year, 28 it
is very generally conceded that values have
touched their lowest pointa. There has
been no improvement in some branches
of trade during the week, which has im-
parted & greater amount of life to the mar-
kets. Pig iron, dry goods and groceries have
made a change for the better, which itis
hoped will be sustained, and in other items
thcre is more appearance of life, Thear-
rangementa for spring importations have
been and are being made with a
commendable degree of caution so far as can
be judged at present. There have been & few
faifures recently, notably in the grocery trade,
butwithoutcausingmuch comment. Although
business is more active than it was » week
ago, it must still be characterized as quiet,
but the sutlook is viewed with inore or less
confidence. Prices ure low for most of the
leading articles of prime necessitv. DBread-
stulfs are cbeap, sugar has wvever been go
cheap before, nud the values of dry gooda are
much below the ordinary. Raw material
generally is also cheap, while pioney is ob-
tainable at low rates of interest. If thesc
circumstinces do not form the basis for at
leaat a fair degree of prosperity, then the
tlmes are indeed sadly out of joint. Busi-
pess goea in waves, It is oonstantly rising
and falling. 1t has been on the descending
seale for two years, but it would
seem that it is not going too far to say
that there are many circtmstances which
favor the idea that we nesd go wo fur-
ther in that direction. Dry gooda.—The
trade in spring goods has opened ont
more actively since our lsst, there having.
been a larger volume of business in the sta-
ple lines of spring fabrics. Business, how-
ever, although larger, cannot be called active,
and there are many complaints from travel-
lers that sales are difficult to make. Ag the
game time the number of orders roceived hsa
perceptibly increased, and a more healthy
tone governs the market, Tha great majority
of the orders, however, ere for small amouxts,
which indicates that country merchants ere
inclined to purchase cautionsly, It in satia-
factory to wholesale merchants as well, who
do not wish to expand their credits to too
great an extent. Stocks are now well assort-
ed and payments continue fair, The ar
rangements for & ootton  combination. to
which we referred last week, have not been
fully completed, but it is safe to say that s
higher range of prices will be established

Meantime the trade in cotton goods is sus-
pended, and wholesale dealars are working
only on what stocke thay bave on hand. We
learn that the members of the oombination,

The interval since our last report has witnoees-
od an improvement in the demand fur pig
iron, which has had more int;fying ro-
sults in the shape of actusl business than
have been chronicled for a €god many woeks,
The inquiry has been from Western founders,
who have purchased over 300 tona del vered
weat at prices abont equal to onr guotatious
here. It is remarkable that founders shoald
be in the market at this time uf year, as they
usually have enough iron on hand te cover
their wants until epring, and it demonstratea
in o satisfactory form that stocks at western
points are light, and that the situation so far
as Oanadn is concerned has a bealthy look,
whioh, all other things being equal, :Fromim
well for the future course of trade. The salea
made consisted of Coltness, Langloan, Gart-
sherrie and Shotts.
