History of the Militia.

The Militia. Act of 1808 was quoted in
full, and Col. Merritt proceeaeqa:

“The weakness of the old militia sys-
tem was in its rendering. In some
provinces the militla man eventually
was only taught to bear arms in one
muster day ‘a year, and there was no
other training even in the matter of
rifle-shooting. In other provinces, such
as Nova $cotla, n better state of
things prevailed, but the general weak
rendering of an otherwise perfect and
necessary system for Canada caused
efforts to be made to create an active
militia which should have more train-
ing. This appears to have been the
object of the partial change effected
by the act of 1846, and of the epoch-
making act of 1855. The act of 1846 was
the thin edge of the wedge. Its most
noticeable features are the introduc-
tion of the classification of the old
‘universal service’ militia and the au-
thorization of ‘volunteer’ companies.

“The act of 1855 brought about a de.
parture from the old ‘patriotic -ser-
vice' form of military organization in
Canada, and contemplated the raising
of some B§000 men to form ‘corps
d'elite’>among the militia, and the re-
tention of the old ‘universal service.’
Two ‘divisions’ of militia were now re-
cognized, the ‘sedentary’ and the ‘ac-
tive' or ‘volunteer.’” The former was
to be enrolled annually. The members
of the active or volunteer force were
to provide their uniforms and clothing
free, but they gfre to receive pay for
a specified numWer of days’ drill in the
vear.  In 1859 the volunteer militia
were ordered to drill for six consecu-
tive days in each year, with pay of a
dollar a day. In the early sixties,
schools of military instruction in con-
nection with the regulars, then in Can.
ada, were established, with $50 allow-
ance to those who obtained cerfificates
of qualification in a 56 days’ course.
In all, more than 6000 certificates were
thus obtained. In 1865 the volunteer
militia was ordered 16 days’' drill at
poc a day. In 1868, after Confedera-
tion, a militia act for the whole Do-
minion was passed, which is virtually
the system at present existing, with
-an active militia and a dormant, or
sedentary, militia ag a reserve. The
Militla Act of 1901 is, however, a more
decided step in the directfon of
standing army, in that it provides for
a permanent force of 2000, increased
in 1905 to 5000,

"The resolutions which Lord Lans-
downe gave notice that he would in-
troduce on Wednesday follow:

“It is desirable that provision be
made for settling differences that may
arise between the house of commons
and this house as reconstituted, re-
duced in numbers in accordance with
the recent resolutions of this house.

“That as to bills, other than money
bills, such provision should be made on
the following lines : If a difference arises
between the houses in regard to any bill
other than a money bill, in two successive
sesslons, and during an interval of not
less than one year, and such differences
are unable to be adjusted py other means,
it shall be settled at a joint sitting, com-
posed of the members of the two houses;
provided that, if the measure relates to a
matter of great gravity, and has not been
adequately submitted to the judgment of
the people, it shall not be referred to a
joint sitting, but submitted for decision
to the electors by a referendum.

“That as to money bille the provision
should be on the following lines: The

A halt for the night will be made at
the railway junction at Gorbatchevo,
and the train is due at Zaselka, the
station near Yasnaya Polyana,early to-
morrow forenoon. The distance from
the depot to the Tolstol home is not
great and the casket, according to
Russian custom, probably .will be
borne to the house on the shoulders
of the mourners. :
Since early morning the countess had
sat in the stationmaster’'s hut, where
her husband died, with her head bow-

sants admitted to the death chamber;
and quitted her position only when M.
Gunzberg, the sculptor, came to take
a death mas!.

Leonido asternak, the portrait
painter, sketched the scene. This was
as simple of Tolstol could have wish-
ed. The body reposed in a plain oak
coffin, at the foot of which a few
wreaths of fir, emblematic of .immor-
tality, had been placed, and the plat-
form of the railway station was cov-
ered with fir boughs, spread by the
peasants of the neighborhood.

NEARLY THAD MORELIFE

Amount Taken by Native Come
panies Exceeds British and
American Together.

OTTAWA, Nov. 21.—(Special.)—The
report of the superintendent of insur-
ance for the last fiscal year, 1909, shows
that business was carried on in Can-
ada by 55 companies. Of these 23 were
Canadian, 18 British and 14 American.
Cash recelved for fire premiums during
the year amounted to $17,049,474, being
greater than received in 1908 by $22,199.

The amount paid out for losses Wis
$8,646,826, which was less than pald in
1908 by $1,632,620, British companies
paid out for losses $4,849,587;. Canadian
companies, $2,123,608, ' and Americen
companies, $1;,673,731. The gross amount
of policies; new and renewed, taken
during the year was $1,579,975,867, which
was greater by $113,681,846 than- the
amount taken in 1908, = ‘- . g

The business of life insurance was
transacted by 40 active companies, of
which 23 are Canadian, 6 British and 11
American. . The total amount of life
policies taken during the year was
$131,739,078, an increase over 1908 of
$31,842,872. For the year the Canadian
companies show an increase of $10,-
$92,394, the British companies increase
of $540,473, and the American - compa-
nies an increase of $21,210,006. The to-
tal amount of insurance written by toe
Canadian conipanies during the year
was $70,121,977, American $48,686,230, and
British $3,930,280, so that the amount
taken by native companies exceeds that
taken by British and American to-
gether by $26,500,000. :

The total amount of life insurance in
force at the end of the year was $780,-
256,980, which shows the large increase
of $60,840,966 over the previous year.

The amount of insurance terminated
during the year was $11,435;061, which
was greater by $387,678 than the cor-
responding amount in the previous
year.. These figures do not include the
amount terminated or lapsed and sur-
rendered,which totaled $62,780,600, being
greater than in 1908 by $3,862,182.
