senate hqve been pressing for a clause 
in the railway act imposing on the 
railway board the duty of seeing that 
all cities got corresponding treatment 
with the suburbs of Montreal. The two 
big roads admitted that they give 
Montreal these advantages, but they 
argued in parliament and In the com­
mittees that they gave the trains and 
the cheap tickets as x matter of grace 
—that they didn’t have to da itl 

Ags.nst Dircrlmlnàtion.
But Mr. Maélean wa* able to show 

that the underlying principle of the 
act was equality of treatment in cor­
responding conditions, and he drafted a 
clause empowering the railway board 
to see that there was no unfair dis­
crimination. At last Hon. , Frank 
Cochrane and Son. Dr. Raid a* minis­
ters of railway», who had at different 
times the consolidated railway act In 
their charge.,.saw that the necessary 
clause was embodied in it.

But the senate for the last three 
years defeated the consolidated act. It 

only got thru in the last session 
by putting the clause* protecting 
municipal rights In regard to power 
wires in a separate bill. The senate 
thereupon allowed the consolidated act 
to pass that body and parliament. The 
royal assent was given; but the 
statutes have not yet been distributed, 
The World, however, is assured that 
the clause Is in the law, and It Is now 
within the right of the city of Toronto 
or any town within the area to ask the 
commission to order such a suburban 
service with commutation tickets.

May Step Thru Trains.
This even gives the power to the 

board to order thru trains to stop at 
stations where such a service is 
needed. Senator Blain for years con­
tended that if the Grand Trunk gave 
suburban service with commutation 
tickets to Oakville, it ought to treat 
Brampton (his home town) In the 
same way. But Mr. Maclean went 
much further: He said that whatever 
services the railways gave to Monvreal 
and its suburb* as a mattfr of grace 
they must give as a right to Toronto 
and vicinity.

As soon as the statutes are printed 
the solicitors of the cities and town» 
can make a move. Indeed, The World 
advises them that they can do so 
any day now, as the railway board is 
fully organized again and the mem­
bers are supposed to know the stat­
utes even if not printed generally.

The World believes the new chair­
man, Hon. Frank Carvell, will give 
the municipalities the fairest kind of 
treatment.

Years ago The World prepared the 
list of the suburban trains of Mont­
real and there were scores of town* 
that got commutation tickets while 
comparatively few ware supplied In 
the Toronto district.

The Telegram of yesterday brings 
this list up to date and it certainly 
confirms all that was said in the, 
house by the advocates of equal treat­
ment for Ontario's cities and towns.

Herbalists By Associated Press.
Berlin, Aug. 12. — A complete 

and carefully - drawn plan to 
overthrow the present government 
and further world revolution la con­
tained in a secret Spartacan circular. 
to lta agents and district chiefs. The 
document, which was captured by the 
"General Bureau for the Study of Bol­
shevism,” begins by regretting that the 
government signed the peace treaty, 
thereby delaying the inevitable crisis.

The document speculates on various 
political developments and sets forth a 
concrete plan, the first step of which 
would be to hasten an internal German 
crisis by tampering with the home 
guards of Gustav Noske," minister of 
defence, wh.ch are declared to be less 
reliable than formerly. The circular 
urges Spartacan organizations to agi­
tate among the sold.ers by leaflets. The 
railway men, the document says, can 
already be counted as won for revolu­
tion, even tho they do not accept 
Spartacan politics.

The postal workers are depressed, 
according to the circular, which goes 
on to say that the program without 
the peasants 1» complete. Delay in 
provoking the revolution Is rather wel­
comed. "as It will enable further edu­
cation of the proletariat, but 
movement and every situation must be 
utilized towards the final goal.”

The circular says that the railroad 
men's movement Is regarded as 
pec ally important, affecting the 
bourgeoisie as no other, and bound to 
overcome any government The docu­
ment doubts that the railroaders aim 
at the Spartacan goal, their objects 
being economic. The-efore. It *<v-< 
their movement must be supported in 
other than parliament ways at present 
“Meantime,’’ the circular says In con­
clusion. “they must be shown that the 
concessions granted and lower food 
prices are a swindle, and that they 
should strike for a council government 
of Industry.”
