Ottawa, Oct. 9.—(Special.)—In official
circles there has been considerable talk
to-day of the record trip of ¢he Dom-
jnion Liner Canada, which arrived in
Quebeéc . early this morning. Colonel
‘White, Deputy Postmaster-General,
says that a line of fast steamers, leav-
ing Montreal on Thursday, would get
the cream of Canadian mails,and prove
‘a great boon to the business com-
munity. Usually the mails for the
fast mail steamer, leaving New York
on Wednesday, close in Eastern Can-
ada on Monday, and there is not an-
other mail out via New York until
the Saturday following. Hence a fast
Canadian liner leaving on Thursday
would get three days’—Tuesday, Wed-
nesday and Thursday—mails to carry,
Friday’'s mails being reserved for New
York.

THE FAST LINE.

The decision of the Ministry regard-
ing the fast service -will be made
known in a day of two. Mr. Laurier,
Sir Richard Cartwright, Messrs. Mu-
lock and Davies had a conference this
afternoon on the matter. Meanwhile
a pamphilet by Dr. Sandford Fieming

‘on the fast steamship service, just
- published, is likely to excite a keen
controversy. He discusses the St.
Lawrence route and reluctantly in-
clines to the belief that, on account of
fogs, icebergs, etci, a fast line to and
from Quebec or Montreal, is out of
the question. His conclusions are as
follows: (1) That any attempt fto es-
tablish on the St. Lawrence route a
line of fast trans-Atlantic steamships
to rival those running to and from
New York would result in disappoint-
ment. » R
. (2) That our great waterway will al-
ways be employed to the greatest ad-
vantage in the conveyance of staple
products ‘and all ordinary cargo mer-
chandise, at the lowest possibie ratés,
that to secure low rates it must

(3) That steamships suitable for the
trade of the St. Lawrence in summer
would, at the close of navigation, find
an open harbor at St. John, N.B., the
nearest eligible Canadian seaport for
cities on the St. Lawrence.

(4) That if we desire to establish
a Canadian line of passenger steam-
ships equal in power and speed to any
on the ocean it will be necessary to
make it an ‘“all-the-year-round” line
from one of our best Atlantic sea-
ports.

(5) That there is no more eligible
harbor on the western side of the At-
lantic than Halifax or on the eastern
side than Loch Ryan, Wigtonshire, in |
Scotland, and that between these two !
points will be found the shortest
available route across the ocean which
can be used by the fast steamships at
all seasons of the year.

CROPS IN THE WEST.

Under these circumstances fruit trees,
which were full of blosgoms, set their
fruit sparingly, and the growth of|
8rain was retarded. Following this the |
weather became unusually hot and!
dry, and the drought, which continued |
almost without a break until the mid-
dle of September, ripened the grain
prg»ma—mrely and prevented the fruit
Irom attaining its usual size and qual-
m\g Notwithstanding these disadvan-
tages, a large quantity of fruit has
been produced in British Columbia,
and shipments to Manitoba and ths
Northwest Territories have been large.
The area under orchard Kas been much
increased during the past few years
and-the fruit crop is becoming increas-
ingly important every year. The
charges for carriage in carload lots
to the east have been much reduced.
Methods of packing have been im-
broved, so that most of the fruit
has reached its destination in
€ood condition, and the returns
8ood condition, and the returns re-
ceived by the growers are said to
have been satisfactory. :

ON THE 8 TICKET QUESTION

Council commi'ttée to Oohfer With
the Railway  Employes.

Points at Issue Between the Company and
the City Now Reduced to Two=The
Question of Cheap Fares unﬂ the Regu-
1ation of the Hours of Employment -
Views of the Représcniatives of the
Street Car Men’s Unfon-Effects of the
Proposed Restrictions.

«Come around here and take a seat,
You make us stand upon the cars
sometimes, and we object to it, so we
won't ask you to stand here,” remark-
ed the Mayor to President McKenzie,
Superintendent Gunn, ‘s.nd Queen’s
Counsel Laidlaw, representing the To-
ronto Railway Company, as they en-
tered the room in which the Sunday
Car Service Committee was
yesterday. The Mayor was in the
chair and Ald. Burns, Lamb, Boustead,
Hallam, Saunders, Leslie and Shepp_ud
were also present.

THE COMPANY’'S REPLY.
The following communication, ad-
dressed to the secretary, was handed
in by the Street Rallway Company:
Dear Sir,—In re proposed Surday
car bylaw, the proposed draft agkee-
ment was received by the companyion
the 6th instant, and the answer of the
board -may be summarized as follows:
All matters of form must be settled
between the solicitors, and if they do
not agree, any differences may be re-
ferred to Mr. Christopher Robinson,
Q.C., for settlement.
Clause 9 proposes
the entire service. .
The board understood at the time
of the former vote, and of the meet-
ing before the Railway Committee,
that a general opinion had been ex-
pressed by the citizéns in favor of a
limited Sunday service, and the hoard
thinks that it will not be necessary in
the public interest to run the cars
over all the streets at the time of the
commencement of the service, and that
it would be reasonable fqor the com-
mittee and the superintendent of the
railway to agree upon a limited ser-
vice, subject to be increased or chang-
ed by order of the City Engineer and
approval of the City Counecil
This matter was fully discussed be-
fore the Railway Committee, and the
legislation of 1894, passed on the ap-
plication of the city, was specially
directed to a limited service; and pro-
vided that the - law should define
“}he character and extent of the ser-
vice.” s
A clause is submitted for considera-
tion for a limited service, in lieu of
clause 9.

ENGINEER TO DECIDE.

A clause is also proposed in lleu of
clause 11, in order to give the engineer
full power over the service, in passing
churches or Sunday schools.

The words “at any time”
should be struck out and the words
“within the limited hours” added; but
if the intention of the committee by
this clause is to propose a new agree-
ment for fares, it cannot be enter-
tained by the board, because the ex:
perience of street rallway companle§
has proved that a streét railway ser-
vice ‘cannot be carried on at a three-
dent fare.
Mr. Christopher Robinson, in his
opinion, states: “I think the statute
contemplates an agreement only as to
the character and extent of the pro-
posed service, which I take to mean
generally such questions as to the
hours, localities and speed of the ser-
vice to be given,” etc., and the citi-
zens under this opinion would be rea-
sonably entitled to the submission of
a bylaw for a vote under the terms of
the original agreement, which are in-
corporated in and made part of this
proposed draft agreement; but the
board is willing to concede to the
committee the addition of new clauses
submitted with this letter, or such
approximation of them as may be
agreed upon between the city and the
superintendent. Yours faithfully,
Wm.

LIMITED SERVICE PROPOSED.

The varjous clauses were adopted
nem. con., until clause nime was reach-
ed, Mr. Laidlaw submitted the follow-
ing substitution:

It is mutudlly agreed that the cars
to be run upen Sundays at the com-
mencement of the Sunday car service,
shall be run over the street railway
tracks marked on. the map to be pro-
duced by the superintendent, subject to
be increased or changed from time to
time, as may be ordered by the City
Engineer, and approved by the City
Council, and that the company will
run cars to carry persons to and fram
the early morning railway trains, and
will commence the regular service at
9 a.m., and close at 10 p.m.

The plan, as submitted, showed that
the Rallway Company proposed a ser-
vice on King, from Balsam-avenue
to the lake shore crossing; Queen, from
Yonge to Roncesvalles; Dundas-street,
College and Carlton, east to Pape-
avenue, and west to High Park;
Yonge-street, to North End; Spadina-
avenue; Bloor west, to end of track,
and north from Bloor, on Bathurst,
to the Canadian Pacific Railway
tracks; Sherbourne-street, to north end
gt 1present Church-street line in Rose-
ale.

The Mayor: You are going to have
no end of trouble, Mr. McKenzle, if
you try to get this through. You had
better accept the clause .as it is.
SERVICE ON ALL LINES.

Ald. Lamb: We must have a service
over the whole of the tracks.

Ald. Hallam: Limit the time, if you
like, but every line must be operated
on Sunday.

Mr. McKenzie: Just let me explain
that the company submitted this pro-
position, because we understood the
citizens required a limited service. We
don’t want to be placed in the position
of trying to,force a full service
throughout thé city.

Ald. Sheppard: It is a limit of time
instead of the extent Oof the service
that we want.

The Mayor, handing back the draft
clause suggested by Mr. Laidlaw for
substitution: ‘“Put that in your pocket,
Mr. LaidlaWw.

Ald. Saunders: How came that re-
ference to night cars in that clause?

THE EVENING SESSION.

‘When the committee re-assembled in
the evening, Mr, Henly, the timekeep-
er for the company, explained that
there are a certain number of extra
men, who run the 6 o'clock trips and
at other times when the traffie is
heavy, and who take the places of
sick men, or men on leave. These ex-

He
thought that with a few extra men
that time could easily be reduced be-
low the limit of 60 hours, specified in
the contract. Hemoved that a sub-
committee be appointed to meet the
men and go over the time table to see |
whether some arrangement could nog

be come to that would be satisfactory

to alll

THE COMPANY'S POSITION.

Mr. Laidlaw explained that almost
the full number of regular, relief and
extro men were employed part of the
time every day now for a gix day ser-
vice, and the provision that “no em-
ploye having worked upon six days
shall be required or permitted to re-
sume work until he has been a com-
plete day of 24 consecutive hours off
work,” would bar every man who has
worked a part of a day from working
on the seventh day. It would be impos-
sible to ecarry on the service on the
seventh day without employing three
or four hundred new men for the day.
The interest of the public, the company
and the men ought to ‘he a common
interest, which might reasonably he
harmonized by a modification of this
provision. Some relief men who had
about 45 hours and extra men who had
25 hours’ wark on six days, might be
permitted to work on the seventh day
if they wished. The relations between
the company and the men were har-
monious and it was of the highest im-
portance to allow the superintendent
a reasonable latitude to arrange a time
tahle, under which the greater part of
the work would be distributed amongst
the present men. He invited the com-
mittee to examine the present, time-
table and consider the right of the
public to a service carried on by men
of experience who would be satisfied
with their hours, and he urged that
the claims of the men Wwere
deserving of the most careful con-
sideration before a clause was ad-
opted which would, if carried out, |
practically double the staff and create |
dissatisfaction on all hands.

After further discussion, a committee
composed of Ald. Sheppard, Lamb and
Burns were appointed to examine and
report ‘on this question. The vote was
ag follows upon the proposal: Yeas—
Ald. Burns, Sheppard, Saunders, Les-
lie, R. H. Graham and Boustead. Nays
—Ald. b, Hallam and the Mayor.

A DEADLOCK OCCURS.

When clause 14 was reached, it did
not take médny minutes to produce 4
deadlock. ' The Mayor, Ald. Hallam,
Lamb and Burns strongly favored
eight tickets for a quarter, all day,
or if that could not be had that cer-
tain hours, similar in number to that
enjoyed on week days, be set apart
for the use of that class of tickets at
the hours most needed by the people.

Mr. McKenzie laid down the prin-
ciple that the council only had power
under the act to define the limit and
extent of the service. It was out of
the question to give eight tickets for
a quarten‘all day anyway.
| The committee insisted upon this
clause standing, however, and it will
go on to eouncil.

Mr, George Bertram, representing
the 11,000 petitioners for a vote on the
Suhday cars, protested against the de-
lay that had occurred and also agalnst
the committee blocking the taking of
the vote.

The Mayor explained that the agree-
ment, as approved of by the commit-
tee, will go on to council, and that
the matters in dispute with the com-
pany would be fought out there on
Monday next.

"PRISON LABOR.

The binder twine factories connected
with the Central Prison and Kingston
Penitentiary turn out about one-third
of the entire Canadian output. The
remaining two-thirds is supplied by
some seven factories, two in Brant-
ford, and one each in Port Hope, Hali-
fax, Montreal, St. Jokn and Toronto.
‘Prison labor acts as a disturbing fac-
tor in the business, so much so that
many workmen have been thrown out
of employment, several of the fac-
tories having had to shut down on ac-
count of over-production, The idea of
utilizing prison labor seems to be an
excellent one, but it appears to us
there are many uses to which it could
‘be put without injuring the honest
workingman, Can’t: the prisoners Be
‘put to work on the roads? The sys-
‘tematic employment of prison labor
‘ought -to supply the province with
many- milés of excellent trunk high-
ways every year. Why not send them
into the mining country to mine ore
or open-up roadways into the mining
districts?

SALARIES OF THE CLERGY.

Many _clergymen in Canada are no-
toriously  underpatd. In some 'mm-
stances they do not receive more than
a 'few .hundred dollars a year. In
others they get good fat salaries, but
few receive sufficient to warrant them
engaging in any, considerable act of
charity at the own expense. And
yet it would seem that no body of
men are more likely to have instant
and urgent calls upon their purses.
Clergymen are but human, however,
and all of them cannot be expected to
‘be more liberal than other men. They
have their families to look after, and
of all people in the world clergymen
should be placed beyond the pale of
want. As has been said, some . in
Canada have hard scraping, but it is
strange fo read in the papers that
many clergymen in England, and of
the Episcopal Church, too, are little
better than paupers: Some of us have
been prone to look upon the ministers
of a state church as pampered min-
fons, but it seems that since the cut-
ting down of clerical livings in Eng-
land, consequent upon the decline of
value in church endowments, a num-
ber of the clergy are living in actual
poverty. According to the -estimate
of the Dean of Norwich, there are 400
beneficed clergymen of the Church of
England who: receive less than $250 a
year; 3500 who receive less than $500,
and 7000 who receive less than $650.
In CGoldsmith’s time it may have been
possible for a parson to be passing
rich on forty pounds a year, but that
was a cenfury and a half ago. A
man in any walk of life is now poor
enough on $200 a year. It is certain-
ly desirable that a clergyman should
be in possession of something more
than a cash boy's salary. According
to the worthy Dean of Norwich, the
minister of the Gospel who receives
an income equal to that of an or-
dinary clerk is doing well, notwith-
standing that to 'meet the require-
ments of his position he, or his par-
ents ‘for him, must lay out a’ great
deal more for education than any
aspirant to a clerkship needs to do.
And these servants of the English es-
tablishment are gexpgcted to live like
gentlemen; they musdt have an even-

a suitable dress fi the event of their
being asked to dine’with the lord of
the manor. They " must send their
children to college and must fit thelr
daughters to marry with the gentry.
In short, with less than a workman's
wages, they must maintain the state
of gentlefolk. How this state of things
can be remedied it s somewhat dif-
ficult te say, but -we should imagine
that after this reveldtion there will
be many a poor clergyman in Canada
who will be more content with his
lot. Poor as the village and conces-
sion parson is with us, he at least
usually has Sufficient to live comfort-
ably and to make a decent appear-
ance without pretence.

Norwegian Vessel Driven Ashore on Cape,

Breton’s Rocky Const and Ten or .
the Crew Were Drowned.

Halifax, N.S, Oct. 9.—A heavy easterly ,
gale swept the rocky Cape Breton coast of
this province all day yesterday, dolug con-
siderable damage, but the only news of
great /dfsaster comes from Green Cove, &
small fishing settlement seven miles away
from Ingolish. ~

At 3 o’clock in the morn:ng the Norweglan
barque Arladne, commanded by Captain
Paulsen, drove ashore there. The vessel
struck close in-shore and under the beetling
brow. of an abrupt cliff. The sea was rui-
ning very high, and the moment the Ari-
adne struck her fate was sealed.

The barque’s crew of 12 men were wash-
ed into the sea in attempting to man the
boats, and omly two succeeded In saving
their lives, These were Christian Johnsen,
second mate, and Johannes Raunbaug, sea-
man. No one on shore kmew anything of

the wreck till the morning, when the two
survivors made their way to the houses In
the sottlement, but nothing could have been
done to save the men, even had the shore
people seen the wreck when it occurred. In
the morning the body of the first mate
wushed ashore, and two other bodies were
seen am-gmil about.in the. waters, but the
sea was so high and the approach so steep
and dangerous that it was lmpossible to
recover them. ¢

Sertous Blunder Against the Imterests

The Bell-Dunn' - charges, around
which considerable interest centred,
have, upon enquiry, proven to be not
nearly so serious as was anticipated
by . some. Probably the harmonious
nature of theé\ proceedings before the
Board of Control was, to a large ex-

tent, attributable to the tact displayed
by the Mayor, whe, as chairman, ou
several occasions succeeded, by some
offhand joke, in diverting or subdu-
ing the rising wrath of the interesteu
parties. ''The charge in reference tu
the alleged attempt to secure a remis-
sion of taxés, which, happily for the
good name of the council and city,
was ly susceptible of explanation,
was chiefly remarkablé for the ex-
posure of the loose methods which
have in the past prevalled in the civic
administration. From the facts
brought out, it appears that in Sep~
tember, 1883, the City Engineer re-
commeénded that a cedar block pave-
ment be laid on Dundas-street from
the bend eastward to the bridge, and
the work was done, In August, 1885,
the Assessment. Commissioner for-
warded to the City Engineer's Depart-
ment a list of the owners of property
liable to be. assessed for ‘the work.
Similar returns. were also made on
Dec, 12, 1889, and in - January, - 1891,
at the request .of the Engineer's De-
partment. No efforts, however, were
made to collect the annual rates from
the property-owners, because ‘of .cers
tain alleged informalities which ne-
cessitated legislation to cure, unti]
1891, upwards of six years after the
work was done.; No <Court of
vision was held, the property-owners
never had an opportunity to express
their approval or disapproval of the
work, and then in order to let the city
out of the hole into which the blun-
dering of some official had thrown
it, omnibus legislation was obtained,
which rendered the unfortunate pro-
perty-owner liable to pay that which

legislation, he could not be held for.
In the meantime, some of the property
had changed hands, and innocent pur-
chasers, who had searched their titles
and found no charges for pavements
registered against it, through no care-
lessness of their own, were mulcted!

Inspeetor J. L. Hughes was a depu-
tation from the Public School. Board,
to urge the purchase of special booKS
for the benefit of the pupils, the books
to be selected by the teachers and sent
to the schools. He wished them to
commence with the nine senior classes
and procure nine books, 50 copies each,
to be distributed by the authorities
among the scholars, at a cost of $225.
He thought it would encourage unity
among the different schools and foster
the reading of good literature, and also
that it would react for good upon the
lbrary itself, by laying hold upon the
interest of the children.

The Library Board, though not dis-
countenancing the object of the depu-
tation, felt
“financial side,” and, as their funds
were not large enough to entertain the
project, advised the deputation to ap-
ply to the city, which, they said, was
always - generous to the schools. Both
sides of the question were thoroughly
argued, but no decision was made.

The Library Committee recommend-
ed the purchase of a list of 305 books,
at a cost of $436. The tender of the
Toronto News Company, offering to
supply the English publications for
1897 for $254.01, was recommended for
agceptance, and the report was adopt-
ed.
The Building and Finance Committee
recommended the payment ©f the Li-
brary Committee’s account $461.97, and
other accounts, $515.41, total $977.28,
which report also was adopted.

The Operators’ Strike.

“I consider that the striking operators,
in arranging for arbitration, have achieved
a_victory,” remarked a prominent G.T.R.
official to a World reporter yesterday. “It
is the first time that their order has made
itself known, and it has forced an acknow-
ledgment from the company. There is no
doubt,” he added, *‘that the men have
not been properly treated. They are a
gentlemanly, well-educated lot of fellows,
with much responsibility to bear, yet a
man with a few weeks’ training and no one
but himself to look after makes: more
money as a brakeman than they do. It is
quite common for the latter to make his
$1.60 a day, but an operator is doing well
to get $1.25 or $1.34, and then he may rise
no higher, for this branch of the service
is not paid- according to the man, but the
station he .is placed at, and he may stick
in one spat for 25 years. One great trouble
hitherto has beén that the men have not
been properly protected by their order,
but t}my seem to have roused themselves
now.’

Ivory finally left, taking the letter with
him. Elizabeth Harper, a nurse in the
Cancer Hospital, identified Ivory as having
vigited McCaffrey while the latter was con-
fined in the hospltal.

THE PRICE OF WHEAT.

——

8ir Rober: Edgecomb Explains His Views
and the Cause of the Kise in Price
—~Argentina’s Money.

London, ‘Oet,  9—The 'tabléd. news -that
the rise in the price of wheat, taking place
without a rise im the price of silver, will
county heavily for McKinley in the home
elections, has Induced Sir Robert Edge-
comb, the banker, Liberal and bi-metallist,
to send the following extract from a book
he is about to publish, through Macmillan,
under the title of ¢‘Popular Fallacies Re-
garding Bi-metallism” :

The recent advance in the price of wheat
is due to the rise in the gold value of the
paper dollar in Buenos Ayres. . Wheat, un-
like most other commodities, has been'sub-
ject to a double fall in price in recent
years, one fall caused by the altered value
of silver, as measured in gold, the other
fall in value proceeding from the still
greater repreciation of the Argentine pa-
per dollar as measured in gold.

SENT THE DOLLAR DOWN.

From 1886 to 1890 wheat sold for about
one dollar a bushel, and@ had reached the
limit of its fall, so far as silver could af-
fect it. 'Then came the Baring collapse,
which dlsor¥nmlzed finances. in the Argen-
tine Republic and sent their paper dollar
down to 25 cemts, gold. If the Argentine
paper dollar had only fallen to 50 cents,
gold, it would have been upon a par with
the Indian rupee, as-measured in gold, afid
wheat would not have been affected.

But the fall to 25 cents, gold, further de-
preciated the price of wheat, which fell
to 05 cents the bushel. This enabled the
Argentine Repubjic to cut into the Indian
wheat trade at lower prices.

CUT INTO INDIA'S EXPORTS.

In 1892 India exported 56,000,000 bushels
of wheat, and the Argentine Republic ex-
ported 18,000,000 bushels in 1834, Owing to
the depreciated Argentine paper dollar, the
two countries had reversed their portion,
India exporting only 13,000,000, while the
Argentine Republic exported 59,000,000.

The gradual fall in the premium on gold
at Buenos Ayres must raise the value of
wheat, and this rise will continue until
the premium on the paper dollar falls to
100, when it will stop. After that point
is reached the value of wheat ean rise no
further until there is a rise in the gold
value of silver.

Wheat and wool are the only commodi-
ties of importance affected by the second
fall in values. arising from the deprecia-
tion of the Argentine paper dollar.

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PAWNBROKERS’ .-RIGHTS.

t——

An Interesting Review From a
Standpoint as 1o Rates of Imnteres
They are Allowed to Charge.

Editor World : Having been asked
many times as to the law relative to
pawnbrokers, and heing tired answer-
ing I take the liberty of sending you
these portions of the statutes on the
matter, most needed, which you can

publish or not as you think proper.
However, I think it would be well to
do so in order that people, who, from
dire necessity, pledge often even their
?eelslooms, and are frequently victim-
zed. .
The Revised Statutes of Ontarig,
1887, chapter 155, seection 1, states:
“Every person who takes or receives,
by way of pawn, pledge or exchange,
any goods for the repayment of money
lent thereon shall be deemed a pawn-
broker within the meaning of the Act.”
Section 2 of the same Act requires
pawnbrokers to take out a license
from the municipality.

Section 2 imposes a penalty of $50 for
every pledge taken without license.
Section 4 fixes the price of license at

260.

sSection 5 for®ids plurality of shops
under one license.
Section 7 requires the word “Pawn-
broker’’ and the name of the party in
large letters over. the door.
Section 8 provides forfeiture of $40
for neglect of such sign.
Sections 10, 11, 12 and 13 refer to
entries of the pledges in the pawn-
broker's books and the’giving of pawn
tickets. /
Section 14 reads: ‘“When the sum
lent is $1, the note or ticket is to be
given gratis. If the sum lent is $1
and under $2, “the pawnbroker may
take a half-penny or five-sixths of a
cent. If $2, and under $5, he may
take ofie penny and one cent and two-
thirds of a cent. If $4, and under $20
he may take two pence or three and
one-third cents. If $20 and upwards,
he may take four pence or six and
two-third cents.”
Section 15 requires the note or ticket
to be produced to the pawnbroker be-
fore he is obliged to give up the goods,
subject to certain provisions. It 1s
to be observed that the above charges
are for the ticket and do not cover in-
Merest to be charged.
The Act is too long to give it ver-
batim, but the information here given
will be ;sufficient in ordinary cases.
Goods pawned are not forfeited, and
cannot be sold until the expiration of
a year. sk
When the sum lent exceeds $2 the
goods must be sold by public auction,
and must be duly exposed and cata-
logued and advertised in some public
newspaper two days, at least, before
the day of sale. -If goods not describ-
ed separately in catalogue a forfeiture
of not less than $8, nor more than $40,
is imposed.
The Revised Statutes of Canada,
chapter 128, provides as follows : Sec-
tion 2 : ‘“‘Every pawnbroker may take
the following' rates above the principal
sum advanced before he is obliged to.
re-deliver the goads pawned, that is
to say, for every pledge upon which
there has been lent not exceeding 50
cents the sum of one cent for any
time not exceeding one month,iand the
same for every month ‘afterwards,. in-
cluding the current month in which the
pledge is .redeemed, although
month has not expired ; and 8o on pro-
gressively and in the same proportion’
for every sum of from 0 cents up to
$20.” " ot
Where the sums lent exceed $20, the
pawnbroker may  take, onall beyond
that amount after the rate of b centsy
for every $4 per month, and so on for
any fractional sum. :
This rate is. in lieu' of and in full
satisfaction for all interest due and
charges for w use room.
There are many other provisions, but
those given will be sufficient for or-
dinary purposes. ' Persons requiring
further information should consult
their lawyer.
After giving you as shortly as 1 can
the main parts of the “Pawnbrokers
Act,” I desire to call your attention
and that of our statesmen to the
fact that there is certainly an incon-
gruity -in the Federation Act. You
will here see that under section 91, the
Parliament of Canada has under sub,-'
section 19 the simple item “interest,
‘Also sub-section 2. I will ask you and
your readers to read section 91, and,
more especially, the last clause of that
section. Then contrast that with sec-
tion 92 and sub-sections 8 and 9.
To say the least there is here an ano-
maly.. It is needless to refer to the
many contests over the Dominion Li-
cense Act, Local option and others
ejusdem generis, but the fact remains
that there is more than reom for con-
tests over the distribution of power by
the same “The British North Ameri-
ca Act.” \
Few persons are able to contest a
case from the Courts of Canada to the
Privy Council in England, and even
the decisions there are, in many cases,
not consonant, :
The remarks,of the new Premier as
to this Act, the constitution of Canada
as to the appointment of judges have
a strong bearing not only in respect
of that matter, but hundreds of ~*hers.
Tt would be well that the distribution
of power be more definite and, if neces-.
sary, that the Act be amended sp that
the people may know whom they are
to obey.

They Don’t Like the Idea.

not seem so far to have been accorded
any very enthusiastic support.

The Bank of Toromto Wins Its Case—A
Warning to Mortgagees—Trouble
: Over a Note.

In Katrine Lumber Co. v. Lancashire Ins.
Co. the plaintiffs suffered a loss Eo their
machinery and mill and stores of $39,000.
The Master in Chambers changed the venue
from Hamilton to Bracebridge. This means
a trial' of the action next summer instead
of at Hamilton next week. The plaintiffs
appeal and Mr. Justice Falconbridge re-

served judgment.

' THE BANK WINS.

At the nonsjury sittings in 'Bank of To-
routo v. Hamilton, ‘the Chancellor holds
that the defendant must pay the bank the
balance of the three thousand dollat draft
which they placed to his credit on receipt
of the telegram, which read $3000 instead of
$2000. He gives judgment for plaintift for
$uBl and iuterest from 21st Fewruary last,
but without costs.

Mr. Defoe's appeal against the judgment
fu plajntift’s favor in Brown v. Defoe came
up for hearing In the Court of Appeal. The
aefendant appearea in person aua satisied
the court that of‘the plaintiffs, who were
& tirm of John Brown « Co., one had died,
oné had removed out of the jurisdiction,
and the others had sold out their share of
the business. Under these circumstances
the court declined to hear the appeal until
the plaintiffs were properly represented.

A WARNING 70 MORTGAGEES.

The case of Aldrich v. Canada Perma-
nent L. & 8. Co. is a warning to mort-
gugees. The plaintif made a mortgage to
defendants covering two stores in the vil-
lage of Harrow and a farm with a brick
house on it three-quarters of a mile dis-
tant. Upon default the defendants of-
fered the farm and stores for sale by auc-
tion in one parcel and sold them for $5250.
“The plaintiff brought an action for dam-
ages, which was dismissed, but on appeal
be satisflied a Divisional Court that the
evidence showed that the defendants had
not acted with the care and prudence the
law requires of mortgagees, and that if
the properties had been sold separately
they would have produced $1300 more. Ac-
cordingly judgment was entered against the
:ggggny for that a:?oux}t dwlth costs. The

OVER A NOTE.

The facts in the appeal of the defendant
Curry in Leggatt v. Anderson are interest-
ing. The well-known Mr. J. W. Curry
was kind enough to endorse an accommo-
dation note, provided a certain Mr. Barr
endorsed prior to him, so as to come be-
tween him and harm. When the note came
due the makers brought a remewal to Mr.
Curry and he says he signed it on the
agreement that it*should be the same as
the old note, the makers agreeing to get
Mr. Barr’'s signature ahead of Mr. Curry’s.
The plaintiff brings an action on the re-
newal and Mr. Curry, finding Mr. Barr's

The usefulness of the industrial
schools is somewhat impalred now,
perhaps because Toronto boys and
girls are so good, but members of the

He does so.to aid in
keeping down taxes, but the future of
the children is not taken into consid-
eration. The mainpobject of the Indus-
trial Schools is to reform children with
wrong inclinations and this member of
the board claims that the object is in
most cases ully carried out.

Board yesterday, Mrs. W.C. Matthews,
on behalf of the Alexandria School,
protested against the small number of
girls at the school, and made the state-
ment that there were hundreds of lit-
tle girls who should be in the home,
but are' Myw. walking. the streets of

“Stealing and ‘eating,’ ‘interposed In-
spector Hughes, and Mrs, Matthews
acquiesced in his ' remark. The fact
that girls just starting out on the
wrong road are sent to the Mercer,
