¢r the point at which its greatest
energy was expended, was at Valleyo
and Mare Island. The doss at the Navy
Y:wd cannot be fixed until the Board of
Survey completes its work, but the low-
est estimate is now $250,000.

The schooner Rufus E. Wood was
sailing for this port, and was some
distance south by cast from Point Reyes,
So great was the shock that ‘he crew
thought the Wood had ran into a sub-
merged rock or the hull of a Jerelict.
The .shock was talso felt by several
other vessels at sea.

On the farm of Captain Boyes, near
Senoma, the water in a reservoic was
lifted bodily by the upheaval of the
earth and thrown to one side, leaving
the reservoir dry. :

At St. Helena the sky, which had be>n
perfectly clear, suddenly became over-
cest and a thick fog drifted over the
Napa Valley.

A JOCKEY MURDERED.

Two of Them Got Inte a Quarrel and a
Third Stepped In and Cut James
Street’s Throast.

St. Louie, Mo., April 1.—Late last
night James Street and D. D. Hennessy,
two jockeys, became violently engaged in
a quarrel near the Fair Grounds, which
resulted in Street being murdered by a
third jockey. Street had succeeded in
getting the better of Hennessy, and
way sitting astride of him, holding him
down, ‘'when Anten McHale, .1lias
“Chippy. Cronin,” a jockey from Liv-
erpool, Eng., seized a razor that he had
dropped, and with one gash cut Street's
throat from ear to ear and ran. Street
pulled a revolver and fired three shots
at McHale and fell dead. McHale is
still at liberty.

THE NATIONAL PASLIAMENT.

The parliamentary situation of Ottawa

at the present moment is well worthy
of a short review.

The main characteristic has been the
defeat by the Senate. of the Goverh-
ment’s Yukon Railway contract, For
gcting on its own judgment and defeat-
ing this measuré the Liberal press and

| many Liberal politicians are ~denoun-

cing the Upper Chamber, but from a
careful consideration of all the circum-
stances and especially the improvident
character of the bargain we are more
convinced  than ever that the Senate
acted within its rights, actéd for' the
public interest, and acted as the great
bulk of the Canadian people desired it to
gct. ' The contention of the Liberals that
their majority in the Commons repre-
sented public’ opinion on the Yuken
proposition is not a fact; the undediable
fact being that it was the Senate that
represented public opinion-in this respect.
What ought to be pointed out at this
stage is that the inprovident character
of the hbirgain is best illustrated by
the circumstance that the contractors
and their friends in the House of Com-
mons and in the Government made any
number of appeals to individual Senators
to suggest modifications in the contract,
and that they would aceept them, They
were willing to take half of the land
grant, and some even suggested that
they would be willing to take one
quarter of the land grant if the bill could
go. through, At ome time it looked as
if those members of the Senate who
are supposed to speak for the large
aggregation of capital represented by he
Bank of Montreal and the <Canadian
Pacific, and whose views are supposed
to be heard through Senators Drum-
mond, Ogilvie, Forget and MacInnes
would be favorable to the bill, but once
these gentlemen realized the seriousness
of the situation and the determination
of the great bulk of the Upper House
to vindicate their rights and their
privileges and to protect the people from
an injurious transaction they joined
with the others and voted against the

proposition. -

Another feature of the situation was
the loyalty of the Sznators to Sir Mac-
kenzie Bowell, and especially those who
came from the Province of Quebec. All
kinds of arguments were presented to
these men to vote for the Government’s
measure, and though Sir Mackenzie
Bowell made no personal or party app2al
to them and rested his-case entirely on
the soundness of his argument in favor
of the Senate and its powers and the
necéssity of the Senate acting to protect
the public, they never for a moment hosi-
tated in giving him their support.

1t used to be said that;there was an
inclination among the Firench-Canadian
representatives, whether in the Sen)
ate or in the Houge of Commons, fto
support the Government of the day,
but we are glad to say that in two
very recent cases the. French-Canadian
members in the Commons and those in
the Senate have exhibited a loyalty
that will long be remembered in this
country. The other quesfion we. re-
for to concerns the Manitoba schools,
When that question was up in the
Flouse of Commons, and when Sir Wil-
frid Laurier decided to oppose it his fol-
lowers joined in with him, It . was
said against them that, once the Lih-
erals got into power, the French-
Canadian supporters of 8ir Wilfrid
Laurier in the House would force him {o
grant a remedial bill, but from the day
that Sir Wilfrid took a stand against
the bill up to the present time we be-
Jieve. he has had no trouble with his
followers from Quebec on that scove.
They have remained true to him as the
French-Canadian Senators have remain-
ed loyal to Sir Mackenzie Bowell, and
both instances go to the credit of the
representatives in either House of the
gister province,

t % =

Still another feature of the situation
conicerns the doctrine of the Ministerial
responsibility and the relation of a Min-
ister to his Cabinet chief, B8ir Wil-
frid Laurier has laid it down that his
jdea of the Cabinet is that he gives a
free hand to all of his Cabinet col-
leagues to administer their several de-
partments as their best judgment sug-
gests, and this he dclared was quite
the opposite of Sir John Macdon-
ald, namely, to compel his colleagues to
have every important matter approved in
ccuncil before being carried out. In
other words, Sir Wilfrid gave Mr. Sif-
ton, whom The Globe called the “Young
statesman from the west,” the freest
hand in negotiating the Yukon railway
coniract and only at the last minute was
it sanctioned by an order-in-council. The
result was that, while the. Ministers
were responsible for it, few of them
knew anything at all about it. Either
of these systems of Cabinet government
is right; but we certainly take this
view of Sir Wilfrid’s idea of it, iamely,
that when a Minister is given a free
hand, as Mr, Sifton was givenka free
hand, and when he makes a muss of the
wlkole business and forces his friend to
defend an improvident transaction, and
one against public policy, he ought to
resign and free his colleagues and his
| party of responsibility as far as in
ihim lies for his mistake, or, as vre
|prefer to call it, his folly and laxk of
business ability. Sir Wilfrid, however,
has a foolish idea in his head that he
is bound to stick by his Ministers, no
maiter what they do or into what fool-
ish positions they may lead him, and as
long as he takes this position we hold
that he has failed to grasp the fanda-
nmental idea of responsible government.
| He could half redeem himself by asking
{ Mr. Sifton to resign.
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number of years in Canadian politics
and looking at the situation in On-
tario as it is to-day, we are forced to
the conclusion that Canadian politicians
are utterly lacking in a sense of duty
they- owe to ecolleagues . and to their
party. They have 'not the virtue whicn
English Cabinet Ministers and leaders
have always had, of immediately resign-
ing when the slightest taint is put upon
tlieir honor or business stauding, or when
they make culpable mistakes in the ad-
ministration of a department. On the
contrary, our Canadian politicians, when
in any way besmirched, have a trick of
appealing to everybody to hold them up,
and as a consenuence the respect which
our people ought to have for parliament-
ary institutions - is being constantly
wrenched by discredited party chiefs and
Ministers beseeching their colleagues,
their supporters, their party, to see them
through. OQur politics would suddenly
jump to a much higher plane if the
parties insisted on the immediate retire-
ment of the blunderer or the discredited.

Principal Proyisions of Mr. Mulock's 'Blll
to Amend the Postoflice Act—Sir Charles
Tapper is Agalust the Newspaper Post-
age-Insolvency Bill and Franchise Act
Discussed in the House of Commons.

Ottawa, April 1,—(Special,)—1n the House
to-day Mr., Mulock, with much flourish, in-
troduced his bill to amend the Postoffice
Act. It provides for free transmission
through the mails of books for the blind,

Next it Is proposed to reduce the postage
on letters from 3 cents -per ounce to two
eents throughout Canada,

Coupled with this is the proposition to
impose a post rate on newspapers of
one-half cent'ﬁ- pound,  They are now
carried free td subscribers from the office
of publication, ,Postage will not, how-
ever, be charged when tne papers arc frans-
mitted less than ten miles beyoud the point
of publication. Within that area they:will
still be carried free,

The reduction of letter postage will go
into effect only by proclamation of tge
Governor-General. .

The imposition of postage on newspapers
will not take place at once, either. The
first quarter of a cent will be imposed on
Jan. 1, 1899, and the other guarter.of a
cent on Jutlj' 1 following.

The bill also provides for the decentral-
zation of the dead-letter office, Several
such offices will be established throughout
thq Dominion, as is the case in Engiand,

Finally the bill provides that the exami-
nation of postoffice clerks shall be confined
to subjects connected with the work of
the office.

Mr. Mulock’s Explanations.

He belleved the regis-
tration fee was too high, but that objection
would be met largely when the postal rate
system came into existence, July 1 next.

THEINSOLVENCY BILL.

Sir Charies Tupper Calied up Mr. Foriin’s
Measure and Told Semething About
Feeling in England.

Sir~ Charles Tupper said he -desired to
call the attention of the Government to
a very important’ matter, viz., The insol-
veney bill, introduced by Mr. Fortin. The
question involved great dlversity of opin-
fon on both sides, but he had had occas-
fon during a somewhat lengthened resider.ce
In England to learn how very important
it was to the commercial interests of Can-
ada that there should be some measure of
insolvency adopted by Parliament that
wouid relleve the commercial men of Great
Britain and other countries from the im-
pression as to the great insecurity
of trade with this country for
fear of being subjected to unjustifiable
and improper loss, A few years ago he

had attended in London a meeting of the
British Empire League, at which Mr, Do-
bell and he had perfected a resolutin
pledging themselves to endeavor to secure |
the adoption of an insolvency law by the|
Parliament of Canada. He wished to take |
this opportunity of redeeming that pledge |
by pressing on the Government what he|
regarded as the great importance of this
measure, which had been Introduced ably
by Mr. Fortin, It was perfectly impossible
to hope that that measure could pass this
session in the hand of a private member.
It was the duty, then, of the Government
to take hold of this questioh and place
the bill on the order paper under Govern-
ment orders, so that it migl# be passed.
He believed both sides of the House would
be disposed to approach the consideration
of this measure with a sincere desire to see
a practical measure adopted, and so place
the commercial community of Canada in a
proper position in the eyes of the world.
[Hear, hear.]

sir Richard is Wary.

Sir Richard Cartwright said he was not|
disposed to underestimate the importance |
of such a measure as the hon. gentleman |

had alluded to, but it was the literak-truth |

when he said that of all the questions
which eould be submitted to Parliament
the question of insolvency was the one on
which ientlemeu of the legal profession
and others were most divided in opinion,
end he knew also that It was of
the very . greatest importance, too, that

Mr, Fortin had done a great public ser-
vice In bringing this matter to the atten-
tion of the House and the public, but he
was afraid he could not go the length of
promising that the Government would take
the bill under their charge as a Govern-
ment measure. Had they been disposed to
do that they would have don® it in the first
ivstance, While it was perfectly true that
there had been considcerable abuses in the
past in the administration of the laws re-
garding insolvency, or the distribution of
the assets of insolvent debtors, this was
being remedfed in certain of the provinces.
The deputatipns which had waited on the
Government had pointed out that in Que-
bee especially, and also in Ontario, the
local law was, on the whole, fair and rea-
snable. The province to which most ob-
jection had been taken was Nova Scotia,
but at the prescnt moment the Legislature
of that province was passing a law to re-
move the abuses that had prevailed there.
The Government desired as much as any-
cne that the laws of the various provinces
should be such as to afford full redress to
all creditors. whether English, Canadian
or foreign, but did not feel it was in their
power, particularly at this stage of the
scssion, to undertake the charge of this bill
as a Govermment measure.

Mr. Flint said it was the intention of Mr.
Fortin. when the bill again came up, to
move its reference to a select committee, In
order that its principles might be thorough-
ly discussed.

The subject then dropped.

A number of Grand Trunk officials
were interviewed by a World reporter
at the Union Station yesterday, and
were pointedly asked if they thought it
practicable to move the ‘head offices of
the company from Montreal to 'Toronto.
“Ihe first gentleman, an official in the
operating department, to whom %hm
question was put, promptly asked, “Do
you know of any reason why the hegg
offices should remain in Montreal?
Continuing, he stated that there were
between 850 and 900 employes en.%aged
in the offices at Montreal, distributed
among the various departments, the
executive, the legal, the operating, the
traffic, the transportation, the financial
and the accounting. There was no ne-
cessity why these departments of the
system shonld be operated from Mont-
real, none excepting the local and for-
cign freight offices weré really needed
in Montreal, and these were not located
at Point St. Charles, but were in the
heart of the city. Point St. Charles
was to Montreal what Toronto Junction
is to Toronto. The head offices would
be much nearer the field of work if
located in Toronto, and he did not think
it would put the company to a great
inconvenience to make the transfer.

An official in the freight department
expressed it as his belief that it would
be a most profitable venture for the
Grand Trunk management to move their
head offices “in toto,” if Toronto offeed
any suitable inducement. There was
