MACDONALD 1S N THE FIELD

Reads His Address at a Public Meet-
ing in Dingman’s Hall,

HE MAKES MANY CHARGES.

Says the Issue of the Campaign ilz
#Shall the Charges Be Investi-
gated ?”—He is a Mayoralty Can-
didate in the Aflirmative—~Refers
to the Laidlaw Letters and Said
He Would Not Defend His Use

A public meeting, called by $hree justices
of the peace, was held -in. Dingman’s Haill
st night to discuss, the municipal affairs
of the city.

The Marshall-Preston Case,

Mr. Macdonald then referred to the Mar-

—because, he claimed, the proper evidence
for the prosecution had been withheld
from the grand jury. "He then told a story
that, after Marshail had been committed for
trial and before the case came to the
grand- jury, the Standard Fuel Company
wanted a man to fii a position worth $1000
a year, and ‘Mr. ‘Marshall evidently
thought that no one could fill the position
as well as Mr. Curry’s brother-in-law, and
the latter io now filling it.”

The Laidlaw Letters,

Mr. Macdonald then read a statement In
reference to the Laidlaw letters. ‘‘Authen-
ticated coples of a series of letters, which
constituted a complete correspondence,
came. into my possession. These letters
mxm]ﬂn t?c lgost sta'r%ll'ng disclosures cox:i
cerni: raud, conspiracy, perjury am
other crimes against soclety. . These,
without any solicitation on my part, found
their way into my hands, as a result of a

uvarrel among some of the gullty parties,

will not end my use of these letters.
It is, and always has been, a fundamental
principle ‘of baw that soclety for Ms own
protection has a right to take advantage
of the confession of crimingls, however
such confessions may be. procured, except
when obtained by authorized . officers of
state under express or impilled promise of
pardon or other immunity; and then the
exception applies oniy to those for whose
benefit the se is iflven. But this
case does mot come within the single ex-
ception to an otherwise invariable rule.”
He then referred to the injunction. Justiocé
Street, when making the injunction per-
petual, said that the ietters contained no
evidence of crime. “I don't agree with
him; but we will not split hairs a& to the
fine ghades of meaning of technical legal
terms., According to the admission of both
Chtef Justice Armour and Mr, Justice
Street, these letters certainly did con-
tain 'information concerning crimes alleged
to have beenm committed. Their Lordships
made a distinction between evidence and
information, 'but to meet this case, let us
call it ‘information’; then I hold that the
people who have been and plunder-
ed to the emtent of six or seven millions
of dollars have an undoubted right to any
information that is known to exist con-
cerning that matter.”

He Makes Charges.

“I now propose to make a delfberate
statement .or set of charges, that 1 have
already made pubMe in a general way. I
now repeat them with more definiteness,
clrcIum tance and detail. K

‘‘I state to you upon the authority of
Willlam Laldlaw, Q,C.., solleitor rov.-ythe
Toronto Railway Company, that the To-
ronto Street Rallway franchise, and also
the Montreal Street Railway franchise, were
cbtained by bribery, fraud and other cor-
rupt and unlawful means,

“I state to you upon the same eminent
legal authority that both of the franchises
referred to are held under agreemenits ob-
tained by fraud, and that Loth of the agree-
ments are voidable In law, and In the end
both wlil be voided,

“I state to you further, upon the same
authority, that Willlam Laidlaw’s own
marked cheque for $12,000 was taken by
Fred Coleman to Montreal, and given to
one Forget, together with $20,000 dn legal
tender notes drawn from the Traders Bank
to corrupt the Monitreal aldermen, and that
Forget would not take the money from
Coleman (who was a stranger in Montreal),
until Mr. James Roes of the Toronto Rail-
way Company introduced Coleman.

‘] state to you upon equally good, if not
bdtter, authority, that Fred Coleman recelv-
ed large sums of money in ‘legal tender
notes from Willlam MecKenzie, and kept it
In the late Mortimer Keachie's safe, and
corruptly pald.it out directly, and also,
through one Campbell, to” various Toronto
aldermen to obtain the:present Street Rall-
way franchise. :

WHAT DR. LEWIS BELIEVES.

There Was No Collision, But the

ed by the Terrific Seas — Many
Bodies May Have Been Washed
Ashaore and Out Again.

Boston, Mass., Dec. 5.—Dr, Joshua A,
Lewis, one of the State Board of Charity,
returned from OCape Cod today. He has
been at the scene of the wreck of the
steamer Portland since last Wednesday,
acting in co-operation with the state and
local officlals. Dr. Lewis stated to-day
that, In his opinion, the Portland was.not

in collision, and never struck on Cape Cod,
He believes that the steamer was over-
whelmed by the terrific seas that prevailed
during the hurricane, and that after ber
top hamper had been washed away she
filled and sank. !

“It {8 my opinion,” he said, ‘‘that every
soul on board must have known for some
time that they were going to destruction.
The life preservers, and the fact that most
of the bodies were clothed, is ample evi-
dence of this, Undoubtedly many bodi¢s
went down with the hull of the vessél,
and these will be recovered if the com-
pany does what the majority of people
along Cape Cod believe they should do.”

He does not doubt that many bodies have

in the, undertow that might havé becn
recovered had the company hired a number
of men sufficieft to patrol every part of
the coast thoroughly. Dr. Lewis believes
that a great number of bodles are now
being held by the sand, which were washed

e undiscovered by the coast patrol,
and the terrific breakers soon forced them
under the sand.

H. L. Adams, Chairman of the Selectmen
of Provincetown, who was with Dr, Lewis at
the State House to-day, stated that there
was. no .doubt in his mind that there are
many bodies imprisoned in the wreck.

Dr. Lewis brought with him from Orleans
a section of one of the grass life preserv-
ers with which the Portland was partially
equi This plece was taken from a life
presefver that camé ashore from the wrek,
and at the time it was taken from the waler
welghed about 85 pounds, This section wad
nothing more thag a bundle of reeds. After
having been for five days in a steam-heated
room and some time in Dr. Lewls’ valise,

Were the Life Preservers Bad ?

Boston, Mass., Dec. 5—Lieut. Worth M,
Ross, assistant inspector of the life-saving
service for the Second District, will invest!-
gate within the scope of the operation of
the service every sbipwreck in this vicin-
ity in which there was logs of life, for the
purpose of ascertainiug if the men did their
full duty, and also to find out the causes
of the wrecks.

Lieut, Ross went to Provincetown to-
day to continue his investigation. Asked
concerning the quality of life preservers
used on board the {ll-fated Portland, In-

‘spector Ross sald: “I gladly accept an op-

portunity to express myself on this ques-
tion, because I have seen in a newspaper a
statement to the effect that the preservers
on the Portland were those which are ac-
cepted by the Government. That is mis-
Jeading to many readers, and it might ap-
pear that the maritime branches of the
Government had all come together and
had decided that varicus kinds of life pre-
servers were.proper to be placed upon pas-
senger vessels. Of course this is not 6o,
For my own part, while not wishing to
criticize any other branch, I believe that
uo passenger vessel should be permitted to
go on her route without the very best life-
saving appliances, and that, of course,
means life-saving jackets made of cork—no
substitute, The Government oughit to take
measures to prevent side-wheel vessels from
going on runs where they are likely to be
carried to sea.”

‘Unless Canada obtains free entry for her
sh into the markets of the United States
the latter country should be denied the
privilege of securing bait in Canadfan ter-
ritory, The obtalning of bait from Canada
or Newfoundiand is a sine qua non of the

American industry,  Without access to
British territory this balt cannot be secur-
ed, go that the American fishermen are
practically at the merey of Canada and
Newfoundland. In view of this fact, we
are amazed at the attitude of the Glouces-
ter fishermen, who are fighting determined-
ly against free fish"in exchange for ‘free
bait. They are unwilling to give Canada
free entrance for her fish' Into the United
States markets, although' the former, In
conjunction with  Newfoundland, ,hfﬂds n
hey hands the fate of the American @lh-
ing iddustry. It is the duty of tie  Cana-
dian and British commissioners to see that
this question is settled on an ‘hitercolonial
basis. They must not allow the Americns
to play Newfoundland against Canada. Can-
ada and Néwtoynndlnnd are egually Interest- |
ed in a satlsfactory settlement 6f the issne
and it should be settled jointly, and not
severally. The United States do not object
to making a reciprocal deal with Newfound-
land, because the conditions affecting its
fisheries prevent it from being a serious
competitor in the United States market. It
is stated by Mr. P. T, McGrath, editor of
The Herald, St. John'’s, Newfoundiand, who
reviews the question in the current issie
of The North American Review, that the
total value of the fish products Newfound-
land could send to the United States under
reciprocity would not exceed one million
dollars, while Canada could unload six;
times as much, If Canada and Newfound-
fand have any domestie Gifferences to set-
tle, they should be settled privately. The
two provinces should present one front at
the International Commission. By so do-
ing each will obtain better terms, and the
United States will gain no unfair advan-
tage. If the Americans will not give free
entry for our fish in exchange for free bait,
then Canada and Newfoundland will be jus-
tified in withdrawing the privilege now en-
joyed by the United States under the modus
vivendi of 1888, in virtue of which their

payment of a tax of $1.50 per ton. The
withdrawal of this privilege would cripple
the American industry. It would drive the
Americans out of the business, with the
result that the price of fish would become
so high that Canada could well afford to
pay the duty and effect a profitable sale nf
her products in United MStates markets.

THE SOVEREIGNTY OF THE ST,

LAWRENCE,

The application of the Americans, for the
privilege of sending warships through “the
Canadian canals, from the Great Lakes to
the ocean, will perhaps strike Englishmen
differently from what it does Canadians.
The people of Great Britain are confidently
counting on the support of the American
fleet in future internattonal complications,
and it naturally occurs to them that the
more - numerous and more effectlve that
ficet is the better will it be for both Great
Dritain and the United States. The idea,
however, does not strike Canadlans, who
know more about the Americans than do
the people of the Mother Country, in the
same light. Such a concession would ope-
rate as a continual menace to our national-
ity. If the Americans have the right to
uge our canals for transferring their war
vessels, they will have a privilege which
might be used with very great advantage to
themselves and much disadvantage to us
at a critical juncture, Would the United
States grant Canada a similar privilege If
we” made the request ? From the spirit
that has been exhibited by the Americans
in the International Conference, we have
no hesitation in saying that no similar con-
cession would ever be granted to this coun-
try.

Between Milford Haven and
Paspeblac the distance is 2349 miles, as
against 8023 between Liverpool and Neiw
York, and 2481 between Liverpool and
Halifax. The first boat is anmounced to
make the voyage in eight days, svhile it Is
anticipated that with faster boats the trip
¢an’ be done 1n six. The ‘Sea voyage I8
reduced by some 36 hours, and it Is also
claimed that two days' travel ‘wil  be
slong the Southern Newfoundland  coast,
where rough weather is seldon experienced.
The  effect that the new line will have
on ocean passenges and freight business
will be watched with Interest.

The deliveries of wheat and flour at the
Western primary markets last week were
very large—302,776 barrels flour aud 9,632,
614 bushels wheat, as compared with 180 -
865 barrels flour and 6,469,345 bushels wheat
in corresponding week of last year.

The Bulletin of Saturday says: A rate
of 10¢ per 100 1bs. on grain has been mad~
from Chicago to New York and 8¢ to Ue
to Baltimore. (Ca an dealers and mill-
ers are at a great disadvantage in compet-
ing against such cut rates,

Broomhall cables that Argentine crop
prospects are very good, He makes the
arrivals of wheat and flour in the United
Kingdom last week 2,800,000 quarters, With
78,800 quarters from farmers’ deliverfes,
the supply for the week was about 500,000
bushels less than the weekly requirements,
The Corn Trade News, Nov, 22 shows that
the supply for the 16 weeks ending Nov,
10 was short of the requirements. by 4,250,-
000 bushels,  This has been owing tofshort-
pess dn farmers’ deliveries, which in the
16 weeks only amounted to 16,000,000 bush-
efs, ‘while the proportlon of the crop for
these weeks should have been a liftle over
20,000,000 bushels. Farmers are now sell-
ing more freely, and the United Kingdom
is receiving a larger share of the shipments
of foreign wheat during past few weeks
than it did earller in the season, so that
port stocks are now expected to show a
gradual Increase.

The Corn Trade News of Nov, 22 reports
another week of almost Iideal weather, and
that acreage under winter wheat is quite
up to last season’s, and the condition of
the young plant is everywhere well spoken
of, and goes into winter quarters better
fitted to withstand the usual drawbacks
than for many years past.

The Chicago Bulletin says that some of
the St. Lows flour mills bave been shut
down, because of their inability to use the
wheat froon Kansas for their trade,

Milwaukee millers report sales of flour
to Finland and Constantinople. Continent-
al journals say that the Turkish Govern-
ment has forbidden the import of foreign
flour into Constaniinople, and that the re-
cent arrival there of<gome American floar
bastened the decision,

France—The weather has been very fav-
orable for the c<rops. Heavy ralns have

Belgimm—The net émports of wheat and
flour, three months, Aug, 1 to Oct, 31, 1808,
were 938000 quarters, compared with 1,-
030,000 quarters in the same period in 1807,
The Liverpool Corn Trade News says that
Germany, Belgium and Holland are prov-
ing remarkably good customers for Amer'-
ean wheat and flour, owing to the diffi-

, culty in getting supplies from Russia,

Germany—Supplies of home-grown grain
ure still very small, and the demand has
been mainly furnished by American wheat.
Generally satisfactory reports are belng re-
celved concerning the autumn seedings,

Hungary has been the best buyer of Rou-
manian wheat.

Russin—Odessa advises that stocks of
wheat are beginning to accumulate, and
that they are likely to increase further,
unlpss bityers advance their bids. Rye is
arriving dn driblets, and would make it ap-
pear Il'l:lft the crop was a failure, although
thé official returns show the eontrary. The
guantity of wheat In chief Russian ports
on Nov. 13 was 14,056,000 bushels, com-
pared with 12,560,000 bushels on same date
in 1897. The Corn Trade News says: Rus-
sla seems disposed to spread her deliveries
over a larger period than usual, and, with
larger receipts at her ports, it is not Mkely
that in these days of powerful f“ice-break-
ers,” any marked cessation of supplies
from there will be seen, The News gives
the  following estimates of the crops of
1898, by the Ministry of Agriculture : Rye,
€05,848,000 bushels; oats, 591.224,000; bar-
ley, 810,360,000. This compares with final

Stock Exchange Seats Dear.

A significant indication of the extent to
which widening investment and speculation
have affected the stock markets of the
country is afforded by the prices now re-
ported for membership in the principal
stock exchanges. A seat in the New YoPk
board this week changed owners at a little
léss than $30,000, or an advance of some
$15,000 over the market value of such
membership hardly a month ago. It Is
quite as interesting to hear that the last
transfer of a similar membership in the
Boston Stock Exehange represented a con-
gideration of $20,000, which is explained by
the fiet that, though the Boston market
for securities is more limited in character
than that which centves in the New York
Stoek Exchange, it has a profitable monopo-
ly of copper mining shares amd other gecuri-
l{os in which extreme activity and marked

fluctnations have recently prevailed.
