Their Votes Shall Be Applied. ™

By a Staff Reporter.
Ottawa. Ont., Aug. 19. — Indicationy
tonight point to a btattle royal in the
house of commons upon the subject
of the federal franchise. It is report-
ed that a bill establishing the federal
franchise thruout Canada will be jin-
troduced on Tuesday and it is a fair
surmise that the bill will provoke
sharp and determined opposition. The
provisions of the bill are not made
public and all eurmises concerning
them are the merest guess work. The
Liberals, however, are -thoroly alarm-
ed, especially in view of what they
congsider the dangerous joker contain-
tained in Judge Doherty’s bill entitled
“The military voters’ act 1917.”

In his lengthy and careful explana-
tion of the measure to the house a
week ago the minister failed to de-
velop or explain section three of the
bill, which, as drafted, is one of the
curiosities of political literature, The
Liberals are just beginning to realize
what it means and to see that it can
be so used as to ‘make their success in
the next election entirely out of the
question. If the government forces
the bill tru the house with this sec-
tion unchanged a good many members
of the opposition will regret having
voted against the extension, of the
parliamentary term. Section three,
after providing that the vote of the
soldier shall be counted as cast in
the riding where he was domiciled at
the outtreak of the war, goes on to
say:

o
“If he cannot, because of non-
residence or otherwise, so state or
specify, he shall be deemed an
elector of, and his vote shall be
applied to such electoral district
as he may indicate.”

This singular provision permits the
soldier not only to vote but to have
his vote counted where it will d¢ the
most good, the soldier or rurse
anxious to have his or her wvote
count will not designate some riding
like fferin, West Toronto, or Que-
bec East. On the contrary he or she,
as the case may bes, will designate
some riding where the result is likely
to be close.

Everyone who has ever gone over
election returns is familiar with the fact
that a few thousand votes nicely dis-
tributed among the various close rid-
ings would entirely change the gen-
eral results, It, therefore, would be
quite possible to so mobilize and dis-
tribute the overseas vots so as to
make every doubtful riding safe for
the government and it is to be pre-

Hysterical Workm'en at First

Montreal, Aug, 19.—One man dead
and six more or less seriously injured
was the known n toll taken in
8 terrific ‘explosion, or serles of fifty-
two explosions, Saturday morning at
the powder plant of Curtis & Harvey
Company, Limited, at Rigaud, Quebec,
that literally smashed most of the
Louses in the vicinity and broke win-
dows and shcok houses miles away,
This estimate is given by T. H, Cur-
'tis, vice-president and managing direc-
tor of the Curtis & Harvey Company,
but there are fears that more may
have been killed or injured, as it has
been practically impossible to ascer-
tain definitely the full extent of the
loss owing to the condition of the de~
stroyed buildings and the fact that the
employes got 4s far away as possible
from the scene of the Aisaster . and
have been difficut to locate. Two
hundred and fifty men were in the

plant when the first explosions occur-

red, Some of these, on escaping, were
hysterical from the shock and ex-
pressed the belief that more than two
hundred must have ‘perished. The
dead man was Gordon Shortrede, an
FEnglishman, an expert who was em-
ployed as-foreman at the plant.

! seription” that was given tohim when,
he dsked what he should tell those in
Canada. “We must have the men,”
he told them, “and if the Canadians
have to shorten their glorious front
line thru the fault of certain men here,
I care not if it is Sir Robért Borden,

" or 8ir Wilfrid Laurier, then I tell you

e men in the front line will look

upon it as desertion, on the part of
=~ Canada,’ Let politicians beware  of
those men who are facing hell, for
they will' regard their actions, if it
prevents the men from g to help
them, as nothing less than desertion.”

He spoke of those gallant lads who
had been seventeen months and more
,-in the firing line, but who #ould not
have even a -brief respite until rein-
« forcements were sent to them. “How
long, oh Lord, how long must they
- remain there,” he asked, and he told
those present that the answer re-
mained with them, The men out
there know who supported them in
/wariament, and he said he belfeved
the dead also knew. And they ask,
those mighty sons of the empire and
from Canada, “was it for these petty
. differences at -home that I dfed for
“you. Was it for this that I am out
here for you?”

One young man at the front said
to him: “Colonel, you will find ‘more
satisfied men here than you will in
Toronto,” [aﬁd he believed that was a
fact. It “rested with a man’s con-
selénce if in this awful struggle he
couM say with honest conviction, “I
did my duty.” .

Men Are Inspired. .

In “London, he said, “nearly every
man went to St, Paul’s Cathedral, and
visited the crypt there, where Brit-
ain’s 'mighty dead were ~ laid,
and it was inspiring and
womething that bespoke .of the

/ best in a man, when he stood in
the mighty presence of living mamori-
als of Wellington,  Nelson, Roberts
and Kitchener, He spoke of mnoble
France and the wonderful women
there, and said it was a pathetic sight
to /watch, behind the big guns, the
tiny children going to school, many

of them wearing out-down = khaki
clothes given them by the soldiers.
While there he visited the graves of
the.. Canadian Jlads who had fallen
in ‘the great struggle, and said there
was no. place . more carefully iended
to than these graves. Over every
individual one 'thére was placed  a
cross, and it would appear as if each
regiment has a particular o%oss of
its own, so that it was possible, when
one gets familiar with them, to dis-
tinguish what regiment the fallen hero
had belonged to, and the graves of
France taught everyone to endure
to the end. He stood by the side of
the . graves of Major Wilson, Lieut.
Storer, Ideut. P. J. Richards and
Lieut.-Col. W, W, Stewart, all of them
within sound of the guns, and it was
with the remembrance of those ionely,
but hallowed resting places of brave
men that he voiced the need for con-
scription,

Speaking for the men who had done
their bit and who were brought into
the various clearing stations, he also
had a message for those at home, and
he spoke in straight terms, “If any
of you men here tonight have any
objection to smoking,” he sald, *“I
can only say to Tou, be charitable,
in the name of God, and don’t for-

get those smokes. They are the
first’ thing they. are given, and when
they come in wet thru and broken
in body there is another thing, and I
can only say again to you men, be
charitable in the sight of God and
let "them have their tot of rum.”
That the German of today was dif-
ferent from the German bully of
three years ago was certain, altho
they had no respect for the Red
Cross.. In conclusion, he gave those
present the message that was given
hm by 8ir Arthur Currie, and that
was that the true Gospel was found
in the wonds, “God so loved the world
that He gave his only begotten Som.”

PTRIKE IS DECLARED
BY KRUPP WORKERS

Arrest of Leader at Magdeburg
Causes Stoppage of Work.

Amsterdam, Aug, 19.—The Lokal
Anzieger states that several hundred
workmen employed in Krupp's Mag-
deburg plant have gone on strike
owing to the arrest of one of their
leaders. The workmen considered
this a disciplinary measure and sent
a deputation headed by the reich-
stag deputy, Herr Brondes, to the
deputy commander-in-chief, asking
him to release the leader. The depu-
ty commander-in-chief informed the
deputation that the man under ar-
rest was suspected of high treason
because he had distributed handg bills
inciting workers to a general strike.

Thru the energetic action on the
part of George Spencer, chief operat-
ing officer of the Dominion Railway
Board, the Lehigh Valley Railroad
embargo against open equipment en-
tering Canada via the Grand Trunk
Railway has been canceled. *This will
permit the resumption of coal ship-
ment$ into Canada from points -of ori-
gin along this ling, the shipment of
which has been suspended for some
time owing to the Grand Trunk hold-
ing a large amount of Lehigh equip-
ment in Canada instead of sending it
back as soon as unloaded.

Mr, Spencer secured the promise of
the lifting of this embargo when! the
G. T. R. had returned 200 L.VRR.
cars and, thru the pressure applied,
the G.T.R. sent back some 270 up
to yesterday noon.

The first notification of the cancel-
ling' of the embargo was received by
H. A. Harrington, traffic manager of
the Retail Merchants’ Association, last
night in a wire from Mr. Spencer.

Mr. Harrington, on receipt of the
wire, sent a telegram to Mr. Spencer
thanking him on behalf of the local
coal men for his prompt and efficient
action. This is the embargo, the very
existence of which was denied by
Howard G. Kelly, vice-president of the
G. T. R, a week ago in a press de-
spatch from Montreal.

In regard to the embargo against
cars for loading crushed stone, which
is preventing progress with the Tor-
onto-Hamilton highway, it was stated
in The World that there were 150 open
cars, that were used on the Welland
Canal work, that could be obtained
for this work.

Clearing House of WouddeglL

timate, with all ranks, from a full
gceneral, commanding an army, down-
wards. 1 have had a lientenant-gen-
eral commanding a corps, magjor-ge-
erals ‘commanding  divisions,. brigr
adiers, and every ank 'of regimental
officer -down to -subalterns just Pro-
moied from. the ranks and not yet
clothed. Every branch of the service
is represented in my list—staff, flying
corps, cavalry, artillery, engineers,
an dall the departmental corps; and
from the infantry I have at least one

every regiment in the service: guards,
infantry of thevline,. and < terriforial

‘foree.

All Sorts.and Conditions,
i And what are the occupations of
this- very . representative gathéring?
‘Which calling supplies the m-%;l:y
of these officers? JGuess! Two e
tied, and they arc—regular soldiers,
serving or . retired, and studentyl
schoolboys and undergraduates, . and
medijcal students, and beginners in the
other professions. Between them
these two groups supply about 30 per-
cent, of the cases I have examined,
“Engineer,” the - next group, which
supplies about. 10 per cent, of -the
whole, includes practitioners of min-
ing, marine, motor, electrical and
railway engineering, and mépy other
kinds; one officer is & “recording en-
gineer,” who takes gramophone re-
cords from the great operatic stars.
“Farmers,” another comprehensive ti-
tle, and ‘“Doctors,” each contribute
about (6 per cent. Of the latter the
great majority ere in the R, A. M.
C.; but a few, chiefly old Territorial
officers of ‘senior rank, had at that
time slipped thru the met and were
serving“ as combatants. Likewise the
clergy did not all put “CF.” after
their names, Lawyers, manufacturens,
merchants and “business” each form
about 4 per cent, There are a sprink-
ling of authors, actors, artists, musi-
cians and journalists, and here and
there are representatives of such rare
callings as gold-beater, meteorologist
and average adjuster,

A study of ages and service among
these officers present eome remark-
ablecontrasts. Compare the follow-
ing: A captain of eighteen, with the
Military\Cross, who explained modest-
ly that -he was only a captain whilé
commanding a company, having just
been gazetted to ‘- the regular army;
& medical student of twenty-six, who
is a-major and wears ‘the DS.O.; a
major of #ixty, from the ramks, whose
first medal is that of the Afghan war
of 1879, and who remembers the loss
of a squadron at the ford of Kabul
River; a brigadier of thirty-four, who
began the war as a captain; a second
lieutenant of forty, whom I seemed
to remember as my senior at school,
but apparently I was mistaken.-

One hears much of rapid promo-
tiom Here is a strange case: There
was a retired quartermaster of a line
regiment, who rejoined at the out-
break of war; he came abroad, and
became a combatant—captain, adju-
tant, major; he went home and took
command of a battalion and brought
it out to France as lisutenant-colonel;
he had good prospects of commanding
a brigade.

Where Many Meet.

Strange meetings occur often enough
in these hospitals. Several medical of-
ficers have found their brothers among
their patlents. A certain territorial
battalion had two medical officers in
peace time, of whom the senior went
abroad with the unit. In course of
time the colonel fell sick, and was
brought down to the base, where he
passed diréctly into the charge of his
junior medical officer without.any pre-
arrangement whatever. A patient who
had served for several months in
France was lying in a double-bedded
room. Suddenly, and rather to his
annoyance, a stable companion was
given to him in the middle of the
night, who proved in the morning to
be his brother, recently arrived from
Gallipoll.

Medical officers in these hospitals
become familiar with most of tne
medal-ribbons. I have iseen that rare
decoration, the Naval V.C. worn by
2 Red Marine and the Senegak medal
worn by a Frenchman serving with
the Canadians. One promoted ser-
geant wore the D.C.M. the French
Croix de Guerre, and the Russian St.

At the morning he gave an
outline of the opening 'of
territory from the time of Livingstone
and Stanley to the present day. Liv-
ingstone died on the shores of Lake
Bargweola on May 1, 1878,
this great work has been accomplish-
ed during the last half century.
‘When Livingstone was laid to rest
in Westminster Abbey his mantle
fell upon Stanley, who went to Africa
under the suspices of The don
Deily Telegraph and The New York
Herald. He struck in from Zanzibar
and spent 980 days crossing the’con-
tinent, coming out at Banana, at the
mouth of the Congo, in August, 1877.
He was the first white iman to cross
central equatorial Africa.
From the savagery and cannibalism
of ths time of Livingstone and Stan-
ley, missionary work.in Africa has
made rapid progress, till today there
are in that country schools, not only
for boys and girls- but for teachers,
freachers. the sons of chiefs, and for
nurses. A tctal of 200,000 are en-
rolled in the various courses, and thae
church has 200,000 members.

A Tremendous Continent.

At the evening ‘service Mr. Moody
told many interesting

whole of Africa was as large as the

continents of North-America and Fur-

ope put together, hawving. 11,600,000

square miles of territory with a popu-

lation of about 200,000,000. In Africa

thiere' ars, he said, 856 known and 700
languages.

After speaking of the wonderful rail-
way development starting with the
Cape to Cairo line and including many
branches that are now under con-
struction, he said that the native Af-
rican, out of all his heritage, was left
with less than half a million square
miles. ‘There are over 500 gold, cop-
per and diamond mines, and more
than 100,000 men are serving 4s car-
riers transporting matérials over the
trade routes. .

The path of the missionary is not
pleasant or easy. Before Mr, Moody

the language and get acquainted with
the natives. From the virgin forest,
with native assistance, he felled the
timber, ‘hewed the lumber, and bduiit
a house twelve feet wide and thirty-
six feet long, containing three rooms,
each twelve feet square. To wake up
and find that the vegetable patch had
been destroyed by elephants during
the night was not an unknown occur-
rence. “There are some things about
Africa that are true as true, but you
people will not believe them,” he

added.
Carried Off Piano.

Stories of native fights that lasted
for three weeks at a time, and of
carriers that walked off with pianos
on their heads were related to sub-
stantiate the above remark. Witch
doctors who took money from both
parties to a quarrel, and then admin-
istered poison to those offering the
least were, he said, among the foes
of missionary progress. .

When Mr. Moody turned to the
work that had been accomplished in
this district, he told of attainments
almost as unbeHevable. In the terri-
tory there are already 27 mission sta-
At Stanley Falls the church
has 1,200 members, and at Uganda
there is a cathedral that seats 5,000
people. In a trip that was made to
find a way of connecting up 1,000
miles of missionary activity, two chiefs
were located who had 1,100 villages
between them, and in the whole num-
ber there is only one missionary, a
native and his wife. One native
Christian in a territory as large as
the state of Ohio. This man was sup-
ported at an expense of sixty dollars
a year.

“Ethiopia is waliting for the Chris-
tians of America. The more the com-
mands of Christ are obeyed the more
is His power given unto you,” said
Mr. Moody.

Mr. Moody was at McMaster Uni-
versity for two years before he went
to Africa, and has a son, Charles, in
training at Camp Borden,

There are 246,000 tons of coal in the
ity aceording to the latest estimates.
Toronto needs 500,000 tons more to
complete the winfer supply. VIt s
ovident that there must be prompter
sction on the part of all concerned if
the shortage and privation of last
winter are not to be repeated. We be-
lleve that the Grand Trunk Railway
'is the disturbing ‘element in the situa-
tion, and the lack of rolling stock on
this road to be the chief cause of the
shartage. Since the close of last win-
ter attention has been continuonsly
directsd to this vital need in our na-
tional economy, and there can be no
possible excuse if the authorities fail
to deal with it

Pregident Wilson, it is stated. may
fx a price for coal today or tomorraw,

price is the least important matter
at present. Admittedly prices arve too
high, probably two or three dollars a
ton too high, ‘Under the present con-
ditions of sympathetic relationship be-
tween the corporations and the asnth-
orities little can apparently be ' done
in Canada in this matter of price. But
as our coal in Ontario comes from the

Street Railway Wages Agreement.

It has been stated that the only
thing that remains for the. concilia-
tion board to do, acting between the
street railway and the men in settle-
ment of the recent strike, is to ar-
range the wage schedule for the next
three years. As there are only four
vears remaining till the end of the
franchise, would it not be well to have
the agreement cover the whole term,
and not leave the possibility open for
a filnal year of unrest before the era
of public ownership?

We have no desire to introduce =
new element of difficulty where so
much exists already, but the gain
would be very great if it were pos-
sible to settle the wage question final-
ly and definitely,

It has been objected that no wage
scale fair (o both parties can be ar-
anged so far ahead. ' This raises the

The re-
P lation of course exists now, and all
the wage agreements entered upon are
approximations or atlempts to approxi-
mate the relation.

, Aeroplanes.
Aeroplanes are the doves of peace
as well as the falcons of war, accord-
ing to the military experts—always
excepting the Canadian official deci-
sion, etill on record. 'The United
States army program is for 23,000 of
these as soon as they can be mamufac-
tured and manned. We know in. To-
ronto what efforts are being made in
the British Government camps at
Leaside and Armour's Heights to get
the men ready, and at Long Branch,
Camp Hoare and Deseronto the same
policy is active,
It is interesting to note that Henry
Eord, who had dreamed of am easfer
method to get the boys out. . .of the
trenches before Christmas lagt ‘year,
has fallen in heartily with the aero-
plane plan.. As he told The Warld
once, and “hated to admit 4t” if he
had to fight he would fight for the
allies, He s now fighting Germany
by turning out 1,000 'deroplane cylinders
a day for the United States army and
navy. This is enough daily for ' §3
motors of the twin-six oclass, or 125
of the eight-cylinder type, or 166 six-
cylinder motoys., The 28,000 aero-
planes can be speedily engined at this
rate, and Mr, Ford anticipates being
able to turn out five or ten thousand
a day by a new and cheap process.
The need for speed is evident, for
Germany is working as fast as she
can, and the great zeppelin factory
at Friedrichshaven is now wholly de-
voted t0 aeroplanes and turning out
100 a day. The result has been seen
in air raids on England. But it is
on the military front that the aero-
planes are most effective and instru-
mental in obtaining a decision, which
such raids as the Germans have car-
ried out in England never could.

Raiding as the French and British
carry it out, against aerodromes, am-
munition stores, raflway stationsand
junctions and other military disposi-
tions, is a real factor in warfare, The
Germans have not had planes enough
nor men enough to carry out such
exploits as the French and British
have, They are, in fact, not in .con-
trol of the air,

In battle, the result is that their
artillery is blind, and the ineffective
results of their shelling in many re-
cent engagements is the best tribute
to the allied air strength. A new de-
vice based on the ability of an elec-
tric detector to receive and measure
the strength of the sound waves s
being tried at the front for locating
enemy gun. emplacements, Two of
these giving an angle with the gun
sought indicate the exact spot for
the allied artillery to play upon,
Should this device succeed aeroplames
will be set free for other forms of
scouting and for fighting and the Ger-
mans are not likely to get the best
of it. The daring of our airmen in
recent engagements, flying low and
assailing enemy troops and bombing
their supply tmains and stores, has
been a new factor in tactics,

THREE-MINUTE
JOURNEYS

Where the Roofs Are Kept on Houses
By the Weight of Huge Stones.

It one wished to feast his eyes upon
magnificent scenery he could choose
no more pleasing country in which to
travel than the land of Bhutan, Situa-
ted on the southern slopes of the Him-
alaya mountains, about 250 'miles
northeast of Calcutta, this interesting
little native state may be described as
a country of precipices, towering hills
ancient trees that cling to dizzy cliffs,
amazing waterfalls and castles and
Bhuddist monasteries that crown the
heights in seemingly inaccessible
places and overlook verdant valleys
that in the summers are a riot of
vegetation.

The mountain peaks rise to heights
of 24,000 and 25,000 feet. Below'them,
surrounded by snow peaks, are the
magnificent upland grazing grounds
covered with alpine flowers, high pine
forests, magnolias, chestnuts and oaks.
Down in the lower valleys, often hem-
med in by rushing rivers, are places
that vie in their vegetation with the
tropics in their palms, ferns and bam-
boos.

Indeed, to find almost any kind of
climate at nearly any time of the year
in Bhutan is a matter of going up
or down the hills,

The Bhutanese are fine, tall, well-
developed men with honest faces, and
the women are often very good look-
ing, and are always clean and well
{ dressed. They are usually good house-
| keepers and excellent managers. Near-
ly every Bhutanese is kindly, polite
and clean. Drunkenness is very rare.
The Bhutan homes are invariably
| clean and tidy,

The castles and the many great
monasteries of Bhutan are often im-
posing. Nearly all of them are built
upon heights, while monasterfes that
cling to cliffs are common sights,
With straight walls that rise from
strong foundations, the usual Bhu-
tanese great house seems built for
strength and for defence rather than
for mere beauty of appearance. First,
indeed, they are forts, then they are
homes.

Perhaps the most curious thing
about them is the method by which
they are roofed. Boards are laid upon
the walls and across huge rafters, and
are weighted down with stones to
keep them fast- in place, Thus the
roof of a great Bhutanese house gives
the appearance of being studded with
stones.

The reagpn for this curious roofing
method is°to de found in the factl

that across the heights whers these
houses are byilt the wind sweeps with
great fury. Ordinary, unreinforced
roofs would be blown away. The
centuries have convinced the Bhutan-
ese that heavy stones are the ‘only
things that will keep their roofs in
a condition to withstand the flerce
winds of winter,

Famous School of St. Mark at
Venice Sustains Damage.

Rome, Aug- 19.—Austrian airplanes
whiclr bonibarded Venice last Tuesday
dropped explosives on the civil hos-
pital which forms a part of the fam-
ous schonl of St. lMark. This school,
with its neighbonirg statue of Gen-
eral Bartolomeo Coleoni and celebrat-
ed church of Saints John and Paul.
contiaining monumsantal tombsg of the
Dcges, is considered one of the
greatest wonders of the world.

The chief ward in 8t. Mark’s school,
with its magnificent fifteenth century
coffered ceiling, was struck by a
pomb. One-third cf the ceiling was
adestroyed, the falling fragments caus-
ing’ victimis among the patients un-
derneath. Fortunately no artistic
damage was done either in the hall
telow or to the facade. The latter is
decorated with unreplaceable sculp-
tures and bas reliefs. All the frag-
ments of the ceiling were carefully
assembled, and will be preserved for
reconstruction later.

FIGHT IN SHELL HOLES

AdvmeeﬁormAre Being

Scattered Over a Great
Depth. :

in which lived and fought
numbers of men, are fast passing

strongholds among
shell holes along the front now con-
ceal innvmerable small and more or
less isolated garriscns of men who
formerly fought shoulder to lder
glong great stretches of pic! uo
ditches, thru which c¢ommunication
was not broken for miles.
This alteration has been brought
about by the ever-growing nder-
ance of British actillety, which has
buried the German front-line trenches
under an avalanche of shells and has
left the defences nothing but hcaped
furrows of earth, and has rendered
the famous dugouts mantraps in
which countless thousands have lost
their lives without a chance of fight-
ing hack. .
The continuous deluge of breaking |
steel made repair work on the
tienches impossible, and as the Ger-
mans were gradually pushed baock,
they of necessity were forced to in-
vent another mode of stemming the
ever-advancing tide.

S0 it kas come to be depth of de-
fences upon which the German de-
rends in many places rather than the
strength of his first-line trenches.
The recent allied offensive east and
north of Ypres, disclosed many ex-
amples of this new scheme of fight-
ing which bids fair to take the place
of the tactics of the past three years.

Shell Hole Nests.

Wherever the German front-linz
trenches have been made untenable,
or where a British attack is expected,
one finds the new order of things.
The first German lines, now often
consist of strong outposts concealed
in shell craters or copses, and a con-
siderable distance aparc. Bavk of
these outposts are chains of shell hole
unests, each rest consisting of two or
three craters connected by under-~
ground paseages that often lead to
dw&u. As the entire territory is
Ppit with holes. this is easy of ac-
complishment. and it may be presum-
ed that the Germans figure it will be
hard for the allied observers to pick
out the defended shell holes from the
thousands of others sesttered about.

‘Where time has allowed, the Ger-
maps have mads the shell hole de-
fences with elaborate care. Each nest
is 'hea.WIy protected by barb wire,
anG the chambers beneath are rein-
forced with timbers and concrete. In
these the infantry Mrk with machine
®uns and rifles, ready to rush out and
begin firing if an attack is launched
cgainst them,

Have Rear Exits,

Many of the shell hole nests have
rear exits underground which lead
back to what is cailed the first fire
line, A few yards behind the skell
hole nests and situated half way be-
ween them are machine gun emplace-
ments, which command the opening
between the nests, Thus, if the attack-
ink troops force their way thru the
nests they are met by a deluge of ma-
c¢hine gun bullets. Still further to the
rTear is the tirst fire lMne, which may
be some sort of a trench or merely a
chain of shell holes connected to form
a more or less solid front, Even re-
serves are often sheltered in the shell
lsoles.

The villages which present an casy
mark to the British artillery are bLeing
avoided by the Genmans., An illustra-
tion of this was to be seen at Lange-
marck. The defences about that place
were most complete, but when once the
British nhad battered their way into
{Ja.nfama,rck théy found troops defend-
ng it

Back o fall this deep front the Ger-
mans undoubtadly have continued to
employ the old system™ of trenches,
but should the advance of the allies
continue thes: in turn, will unques-
tionably give way to the shell hole
system. The Germans have also taken
advantage of every farm house in the
construction of strong concrete re-
doubts for machine guns. In many
cages they have constructed steel and
concrete forts, small, but almost im-
pervious to actillery fire. Numbers of
these strongholds are nhuilt | entirely
underground, the only exit being thru
a steel trap door, by means of which
the Germans come out to set up ma~
chine guns. A large number of these
redoubts have been found, to the east
and north of Ypres, and the territory
over which the French fought to the
left was mainly defended in this way,
In dnnumerable cases it happened that
the advancing allies swept beyond the
Germans concealzd in shell holes or in
concrete dugouts, Invariably the
British have to put up with sniping
from the rear, but ultimately they ac-
count for every German who has re-
mained behind.

The defences within Lens and sub-
urbs are striking examples of the
German tendency to depend more and
more upon, large numbers of semi-
isolated garrisons, rather than mass
their men in trenches, where they
would be at the mercy of British ar-
_tillery. Lens is a city of concrete, and
the ground beneath is honeycombed
with tunnels, Almost every building
has been destroyed by the Germans
and the ruins have been fortified with
machine gun emplacements.

Military Incidents.

So long as the Germans remain on
the defensive, it. is jmprobable that
they will return to the methods. of
warfare inaugurated when they swept
forward and were pushing the allies
hard.
