Women’s and Girls’ Pay — Employers Must Furnish 
AD Needed. Information— Five Commissioners to Be 
Appointed.

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iThe board shall have authority to 
conduct such investigations as it may 
deem necessary for the purpose of as­
certaining the conditions prevailing In 
any class of employment, and the 
scale of wages payable therefor, and 
for this purpose shall possess all pow­
ers that may be conferred upon a 
commissioner under the public enquir­
ies act. .

After due enquiry, the board may 
establish a minimum wage for em­
ployes In any trade, occupation or call­
ing in Ontario, but a wage lower than 
the minimum wage may also be estab­
lished by the board for employes clas­
sified as handicapped, or part-time em­
ployee, or as apprentices.

May Demand Information.
It Is also provided that the lieuten- 

ant-governor-ln-counfll may require 
employers to furnish information as to 
names, ages and places of residence 
of all employes, and such other In­
formation respecting* the hours of 
labor and conditions of employment 
as may be deemed necessary for the 
proper carrying out of the objects of 
the act. /He may also require them 
to define and limit the number of 
handicapped employes, part-time em­
ployes and apprentices, to whom a 
wage lower titan the minimum fixed 
by the board may be payable by any 
employer.

A bill to provide for a minimum 
wage board with power to regulate in 
certain cases the rdlntmum wages of 
women and girls, was Introduced in 
the legislature yesterday afternoon by 
Hon. Mr. Rollo, minister of labor. 
Among the main provisions of the 
measure Is one for tfie establishment 
of a board of five, two of whom shall 
be women, to be known as the mini- 

-mum wage board. The chairman is 
to be appointed by the lieu tenant- 
governor-in-council, and of the re­
maining members of the board two 
shall be appointed. In the first in­
stance, for. one year and two for two 
years and every member subsequently 
appointed shall receive a ttve-year 
term.

New York, May 10,—Motorists today 
became the latest victims of advanc­
ing prices.

The Standard Oil Company of New 
York announced that the price of 
gasoline to garages would be raised to 
30 cents a gallon, an, Increase of oee 
and one-half cents, while Independents 
were reported to be quoting "gas” as 
high as 82 cent*. This, It was said, 
would mean that the ««tail price would 
be at last 34 cents. Today's advance 
brings advances since January 1 to 22 
per cent.

But price advances tor oil products 
were not confined solely to gasoline. 
Prices on virtually all oil products 
continued to rise in various sections of 
the country, based on an extension of 
the long sustained demand.

An authority in the oil trade was 
quoted In effect as declaring that the 
present domestic supply of all oils la 
far below demand and that the re­
quirements of motor earn and trucks 
in parts of the United States call for 
about 86 per cent, of present produc­
tion.

Touching upon the increase of a 1 

cent and a half in crude oil, effective 
in the United States, A. L. Ellsworth, 
secretary treasurer of the British- 
American Oil Company, replying to 
The World, stated that jf the price 
of raw material as affecting gasoline 
and kerosene had risen in the United 
States, the effect of the increase 
would undoubtedly be felt in Canada.
In these circumstances the probabil­
ity was that the prtce of both gaso­
line and kerosene would advance here. 
When the advance woufd become ef­
fective, If at all, it would be impos­
sible to say at this juncture.

Word was received last night that, 
the largq American companies were 
Increasing their prices on gasoline 
specifically because of the lack of 
sufficient raw material to meet the 
demand in refining enough to meet 
the needs of the largest users of 
gasoline and kerosene. It was pointed 
out, however, In Interviews with The 
World that to date the Increase which 
had gone' Into effect In New York and 
ojiier United States centres had not 
influenced the trade In Canada. There 
was no doubt that prices In Canadian 
oils would necessarily respond to In­
fluences from the American markets, 
and users in Canada would be well 
advised to prepare for Increases.

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NO GAP BETWEEN 
LIFE AND DEATH
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A Sir Oliver Lodge Believe» 
Existence to Be 

Continuous.

WZ'M
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§#,‘ti*
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■ ;■: 8lr Oliver Lodge, the great British 
scientist, delivered his final Canadian 
lecture in Massey Hall last night, be­
fore a well-filled house. He took as bis 
subject "The Continuity of Existence," 
and said at the outset that our body 
was simply an instrument for our use 
so long as it lasted. The evidence of 
those who had gone thru death and 
had come back was, according to Sir 
Oliver, that they retained conscience, 
character and memory, and knew ex­
actly what was transpiring. The evi­
dence, extending as it did over thirty 
years, amounted to absolute proof, and 
convinced him of its reality. The uni­
verse, like ‘ life, was continuous, be 
said, both as regards space and time. - 
There were no gaps. Both might be 
invisible, but they were there all the 
same.

In referring to the subject of his 
lecture, Sir Oliver said that if we tw-

The other, an equally 
good citizen, must all thru hie life, 
as a taxpayer, contribute to the fund 
for the payment of his brother and 
other civil tentants, and when he grows 
old either go to the poorhouse or be 
kept by his relations -if he has not 
acquired sufficient to keep him.

But where? in truth,
The west is receiving better leader­

ship than the east In recognition of 
Canada's new national status result­
ing from the war and membership of 
the league of nations. While leading 

„ journals of the east are dumb, or, like 
The Mail and Empire, arc calling after 
greater centralization of 
authority, The Manitoba Free Press 
steadily enforces the larger politics 
that arose from Canada's appearance 
at the peace conference. Its able 
editor. Mr. J. W. Dafoe, is preaching 
the gospel of Canadian nationality by 
$rord of mouth as well as editorially.

An addrees to the Regina Canadian 
Club, as reported by The Regina Post, 
may be commended to other Canadian 
Clubs as a sample of the sort of 
dynamic, Canadian patriotism that 
should be abundantly expounded 
Wherever organizations aim to develop 
the Canadian spirit. Mr. Dafoe spoke 
In Regina on "The Challenge to Can­
ada’s Status in the League of Na­
tions." The central idea of his dis­
course is the same as that which has 
frequently been expressed by The 
World—that Canada cannot act like a 
nation within the league and like a 
flunkey outside that body. She can­
not be as big as France or Italy or the 
United States within the league, and 
smaller than Guatemala when it comes 
to communicating to other nations her 
intentions outside the league’s func­
tions.

Primarily, the challenge to Canada’s 
Status In the league comes from the 
United States, thru the senatorial 
reservations to the peace treaty, 
which, by seeking to eliminate the 
.votes of the Britannic dominions from 
the league, would relegate the do­
minions to the position (internation­
ally) of colonies and dependencies, of 
Britain. This, of course, cannot be 
tolerated. But Mr. Dafoe contends 
that something more is necessary 
Within the British Empire before the 
world will really understand what has 
happened to Canada as a result pf the 
war.

In the first place, Mr. Dafoe infers, 
the little faiths among us must be 
taught that their country will again 
allow itself to be regarded as an in­
ferior entity to the United Kingdom, 
either inside or outside the empire. 
Colonialists like Mr. Fielding, and 
those who would still have our con­
stitutional position fully determined in 
London, rather than in Canada, need tq 
toe Canadianiy born again. Mr. Dafoe 
justly calls them the mtio Canadians. 
But they are not negligible. They are 
more numerous than is sometimes 
supposed, because a certain combina­
tion of snobbishness and timidity 
leads men and women to accept politi­
cal inferiority if only they may bask 
in the sunshine of some egotic social 
favor. These qualities are often allied 
With wealth, and money talks.

The desire for full nationhood, here 
and now, is tho widest-spread senti­
ment among all who are truly am­
bitious for the future of Canada, only 
articulate as the feeling often 
to b.e. Some day it will be expressed 
With a new force and conviction, and 
then thw&Fieldiugs and their kind will 
lapse into ^fortunate silence.

The treaty provides that 
Russia shall recognize the indepen­
dence of Georgia ana unuertake not 
to interfere in Georgia’s internal af­
fairs. That republic shall comprise the 
following territory: The Tlflis, Ku- 
tais and Batum governments and also 
the districts of Zakataiy ana Sukhum 
and a portion of the Black Sea gov­
ernment.

Georgia is to disarm all its military 
forces, groups and persons hostile to 
the Soviet government and Intern 
them in concentration camps, to be 
handed over subsequently to Soviet 
Russia, whose government undertakes 
to spare their lives.

There .are estimated to be some six 
or seven thousand such In Mexico, 
some of them draft dodgers and rad­
icals who fled over the borders to 
escape processes of law. For the most 
part, however, that class probably Is 
far in the Interior, and the Americans 
who might readily avail themselves 
of aid, are principally oil men. and 
planters, along the gulf coast.

None of today's fragmentary des­
patches coming from various sources, 
made any mention of armed resistance 
by the Carranza forces to revolu­
tionists, but told an almost uniform 
story of federal garrisons going over 
without a struggle.

Debate Pictou Harbor.
Considerable discussion arose on the 

resolution which seeks to transfer the 
powers of the harbor commission at 
Pictou to the government. Hon. C. C. 
Ballantyne explained that It was mere­
ly to allow of repairs being done. 
Hon. R. Lemieux contended that there 
were many harbors, piers and wharves 
in need of repair all over the country, 
especially on the St. Lawrence River, 
but the government should look very 
carefully into the need of each par­
ticular case in view of the heavy tax 
bills which the electors were bound to 
have to face for some time.

Mr. Bal.antyne, answering a ques­
tion by Jacques Bureau ot Three 
Rivers, said there was no intention to 
establish a commission to administer 
the harbor of Pictou. The resolution 
carried, and a bill based on It was 
given first reading.

Debate D.aputee Act.
The house then went into commit­

tee on the industrial disputes act 
amendment. Clause two, dealing with 
the manner of making application for 
conciliation boards, which fa.led to 
carry when last under consideration, 
was again taken up.

During the discussion of the amend­
ment, Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King 
said he was sure that It the minister 
of labor realized the meaning of the 
amendment he would not have suo- 
mltted it to the house. It permitted 
any person interested in the affairs of 
a corporation or public service to per­
suade two employes to circulate a 
petition amongst their fellows, perhaps 
for a cons.deratlon. and having 
cured «toy this means signatures to a 
demand for a board of conciliation, 
outsiders could secure an investiga­
tion into a firm's affairs at the ex­
pense of the government.

Would Amend House Rules. ,
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux suggested 

that it ought to be possible to amend 
the rules so as to permit the min.ster 
of labor to come to the house and 
explain his bill. There was nothing 
contrary to good sense In a rule per­
mitting ministers of the crown to go 
from one house to -the other when 
such measures were under considera­
tion.

Mr. Meighen said that he was sure 
that the minister of labor recognized 
the full signifiance of the amendment. 
It was simply designed to permit work­
ers who could not attend a labor meet­
ing to express their desires on the 
question Involved, in writing, and pre­
vent themselves being drawn into a 
decision which they did not share in. 
The bill had been submitted to the 
Trades and Labor Congress and ap­
proved by that body, including the 
amendment now discussed.

sufficient newsprint to meet the re­
quirements. Despite the growth in the 
demand, there has been only a com­
paratively small Increase in the pro­
duction of newsprint ut me untied 
States since 1913. The eastern states 
are faced with the fact that the ex­
haustion of their pulpwood supplies is 
In sight. Many of the American, mills 
have no wood reserve and for 80 years 
American paper manufacturers have 
been turning to Canada for wood sup­
plies. . ..

"We have accordingly witnessed the 
phenomenal rise of the pulp and paper 
Industry until It now constitutes one 
of the trump cards of Canadian in­
dustry. According to the latest fig­
ures, it represents a capital invest­
ment of over $240,000,000 and gives 
employment in the manufacturing 
end alone to nearly 26,000 persons.

"I expect that the next ten years will 
see further expansion on a large scale 
of our pulp and paper Industry, and It 
is, and should be, our aim to develop 
the utilization of our forest areas to 
the last notch consiste l t with their 
retention In a state of permanent pro­
ductivity. To that end we must prac­
tice forest management of the most 
efficient character. We have had In 
the history of the eastern states a 
record of depletion and exhaustion of 
timber supplies which demonstrates 
what it costs In raw material to meet 
the Insatiable appetite of the United 
States publishing business. FYom that 
history we may judge the strain that 
is being put increasingly upon our own 
resources.

We have already attained a huge 
annual output of newsprint, but a New 
York publisher who has studied the

Hon. C. C. Ballantyne, minister of 
marine and naval affairs, assured the 
deputation that their requests would 
receive the very earnest considera­
tion of the government, which, in­
deed, already had these matters 
der advisement, and he hoped the re­
sult would be that building of ships 
in Canadian yards, would be con­
tinued and the men employed in those 
yards would continue to receive em­
ployment at wages as good as they 
were now receiving. The need for 
rigid economy was the cause of cut­
ting down shipbuilding programs.

Sir George Foster pointed out that 
the government was always glad to 
have the views of different sections 
of the country placed before it. They 
had heard the case of the deputation, 
and he assured his hearers he would 
give it every consideration. If it was 
found impossible to go quite the 
length requested, he reminded them 
that the government of Canada must 
be guided by world conditions, as well 
as those at home, and that very few 
governments today were able to carry 
out. one-half of the 
work they wished to do.

Build Up Own Marine,
Sir George urged that Instead Of 

assisting other countries to build up 
a merchant marine, It was the duty 
of the government to build ships In 
Canada for Canada, and for the
panelon of Canada’s trade, which __
panslon. he said, was about to grow to 
considerable extent. It was for parlia­
ment to decide between the subsidy 
and the credit method of assisting the 
industry and the balance seemed to 
be 1» favor of the former.
