Women’s and ' Girls’ Pay — Employers Must Furnish

All Needed. Information— Five

Appointed. v

Commissioners to Be

A .hill to provide for a minimum
wage board with power to regulate in
certain cases the niinimum wages of
women and girls, was introduced in
the legislature yesterday afternoon by
Hon. Mr. Rollo, minister of Ilabor.
Among the main provisions of the
measure is one for tHe establishment
of a board of five, two of whom shall
be women, to be known as the mini-
_mum wage board. The chairman is
to be appointed by the ljeutenant-
governor-in-council, and of the re-
maining members of the board two
shall. be appointed, in the first in-
stance, for one year and two for two
years and every member subsequently
appointed shall receive a tive-year
term. s

The memhers of - the board shall
serve without remuneration, but will
be allowed a per diem allowance to be
payable to the members on their at-
attendance at meetings. In addition
to this, they will. be given traveling
and living expenses.

Spesial: Appropriation.

The expenses of the board shall be
paid out of moneys appropriated for
the purpose by the legislature. ~

Where it is made to appear to the
board that the scale of wages or the
method of determining the same, pay-
able to any class of employes, is in-
adequate or unfair, the board, may
upon request, ‘direet a conference be-
tween representatives of employers
and employes in the class of employ-
ment in question for the purpose of
reaching an agreement and recom-
mending to the board minimum wages
to be payable in that class of employ-
ment..

The board may. appoint, in writing,
the representative as above, or may
provide for the selection of such rep-
resentatives hy the employers and em-

ployes, respectively, but every confer-
ence shall consist of an equal number |
of representatives of employers and;

*employes, respectively.

“ The board shall haye authority to
conduct such investigations as it may
deem necessary for the purpose of as-
certaining the conditions prevailing in
any class of employment, and the
scale of wages payable_therefor, and
for this purpose shall possess all pow-
ers that may be conferred upon a
commissioner under the public enquir-
1es act.

After due enquiry, the board may
establish a minimum wage for em-
ployes in any trade, occupation or call-
ing in Ontario, but a wage lower than
the minimum wageé may also be estab-
lished by the board for employes clas-
sifled as handicapped, or part-time em-
ployes, or as apprentices.

Standard Oil Company In-
creases Cost by One and a
Half Cents.

New York, May 10,—Motorists today
became the latest victims of advanc-
ing prices.

The Standard Oil Company of New
York announced that the price of
gasoline to garages would be raised to
30 cents a gallon, an increase of ome
and one-half cents, while independents
were reported to be quoting ‘“gas’” as
high as 82 cents. This, it was said;
would mean that the s(eiail price would
be at last 34 cents. Today's advance
brings advances since January 1 to 22
per cent,

But price advances ror oil products
wereé not confined solely to gasoline.
Prices on virtually all ofl products
continued to rise in various sections of
the country, based on an extemsion of
the long sustained demand.

An authority in the oil trade was
quoted in effect as declaring that the
present domestic supply of all oils is
far below demand and that the re-
quirements of motor cafs and trucks
in parts of the United States call for
about 85 per cent. of present produc-
tion, / /

The Effect Locally.

Touching upon the increase of a
cent and a half in crude oil, effective
in the United States, A. L. Ellsworth,
secretary treasurer of the British-
American Oil Company, replying to
The World, stated that if tae price
of raw material as affecting gasoline
and kerosene had risen in tae United
States, the effect of the increase
would undoubtedly be felt in Canada.
In these circumstances the probabfl-
ity was that the pfice of both gaso-
line and kerosene would advance here.
When the advance would become. ef-
fective, if at all, it would be impos-
sikle to say at this juacture.

WESTON COUNCIL
" HEARS VETERANS

G.W.V.A. Ask for Picture
" House Permit and Mon-
opoly in Movies. .

At the regular meeting of the Weston
council last night, held in the town
hall, the Weston G.W.V.A. made ap-
plication for a permit to erect a pic-

ture show with exemption from taxa-
tion for five years. A second request
was maae, that no oiher promoter of
picture show business be allowed in
the town during that-time. The ob-
ject of the branch in atiempting this
commercial project was stated by
President McKitterick to be an effort
to erect a clubhouse for the boys.
The capitalizagion will be about $40,-
000, and the cost of the building about
$20,000. A strong appeal was also
made by Secretary J. P, Allen, he ask-
ing that exemption be granted on
the ground of protection of local
capital.

Mayor John Gardhouse informed the
G.W.V.A. that exemption for the first
.and second years has already been
granted by Weston on all new build-
ings. “It would be difficult to bind
future councils to exemption, even tho
we may think it should be so0,” said
the reeve, who was of the opinion that
the requests were reasonghle.

THREE—WESTON COUNCIL Prceasn
Honor Roll Impossible.

The committee appointed to provide
an honor roll of tas boys who en-
listed in Weston, Rev. Hughes Jones,
Dr. E. F. Irwin and J. M. Praun, and
whose work was to collect complete
details of each of the men ‘and pre-
pare the same for took form, report-
ed that they had failed in their ef-
forts. “Only about 10 per cent. of
the men we have written,” informed
Mr, Praun, “responded to our solici-
tations.” Rev. Mr. Jones thought it a
pity that the project should fall
thru, and he assured the council they
were willing to go to.

Dr. Irwin spoke : very feelingly.
“Personally, I feel that perhaps there
has been too much distinction made
between the returned soldier and the
ordinary citizen. I think that if the
boys had been takea back as ordin-
ary citizens it would have been better
for them and better for the commun-
ity. We do not forget what the boys
did, nor did we forget what a good
many people did who did not go to the
war. Practically every manand wom-
an in the world helped to win the
war. Those who could labored a=nd
sacrificed. It is better that the boys
saould get back and be citizens rather
than be apart from .the community as
returned soldiers.”

" Dr, Irwin, speaking for the com-
mittee, agreed that there should
be a memorial for those who had
made the supréme sacrifice. The
council had previously granted them
$500 for the preparation of the roll.
Taey were unanimous that it" be used
in some other way.

NO GAP BETWEEN

Sir Oliver Lodge Believes
Existence to Be
. 1" Continuous.

Sir Oliver Lodge, the great British
scientist, delivered his final Canad?::
lecture in Massey Hall last night, bee.
fore a well-fllled house. He took as his
subject “The Continuity of Existence,”
and sald at the outset that our body
was simply an instrument for our use
80 long as it lasted. The evidence of
those who had gone thru death and
had come back was, according to Sir
Oliver, that they retained conscience,’
character and memory, and knew ex-
actly what was transpiring. The evi.
dence, extending as it did over thirty
years, amounted to absolute proof, and
convinced him of its reality. The uni-
verse, like® life, was econtinuous, he
said, both as regards space and time.
There were no gaps. Both might be
invisible, but they were there all the
same. :
In referring to the subject of his
lecture, Sir Oliver said that if we De-
lieved the messages sent from »uye
other side we found that the beinge
were not disemb@d.ed, but in fact vms
felt in substance judt as in life on
earth, 5
Feel Substantial Existence.

They declare, said Sir Oliver, they
feel a solid, substantial existence and
in appearance are unchanged, They are
not of the ghost shape, as we have
been led to belleve in the past—at least
that is what they say, addcd Sir Oliver,
who further declared he was coming
to the conclusion that the dead were
not in a different universe to our-
selves, but in the same one, and saw
things as we see them, but from a dif-
ferent aspect. They 'probably saw
thru the ether, and doing eo, every-
thing looked brighter and better than

to us. .
Continuous Existence.

Sir Oliver thought existence was cone
tinuous and he had theard from those
who hed gone thru death, that there
was no stopping in this existence——there
was no gap—it still went on, altho the
matter dropped away, said Sir Oliver,
the ether remained and we did not go
out of existance, and pecullar as it
seemed we still retained some connec«
tion with matter.

Ethereal Photographs.
Dealing with the question of ethereal
photographs 8ir Oliver said he was
doubtful on the subject, as photos would
be easily faked, but under certain con-
ditions he might be convinced that the
ether body -could, with the matter ex-
tracted from the medium, be photo-
graphed. S8ir Oliver sald he wanted to
bring these semi-miraculous occurrences
out of -the range of superstition and
place them in the realms of science,
and he asked students to work to that
end, but warned them to -be always sure
of their facts or harm might be done.
“We have all had pre-existence,” sald
Sir Oliver, who contended that altho a
‘body must have had a commencement
it was impossible to go back to the be-
ginning of anything.

An address to the Regina Canadian
[Club, as reported by The Regina Post,
tmay be commended to other Canadian
Clubs as a sample of the sort -of
dynamic, Canadian patriotism that
should be abundantly expounded
wherever organizations aim to develop
the Canadian spirit. Mr. Dafoe spoke
in Regina on “The Challenge to Can-
pda’s Status in the League of Na-
tions.” The central idea of his dis-

APPEAL INCREASE
IN "PHONE RATES

Right of Bell Co. to Raise
Charges Contested Before
Privy Council of Canada.

Ottawa, May 10.—The right of the
Bell Telephone Company to utilize
its reserve funds for extension of busi-
ness while it is continuing to charge
emergency increases in exchange rates
was the crux of the dicussion before
the privy council of Canada today,
‘when counsel for the cities of Montreal,
Toronto, Quebec and Brantford, as
well as for property owners in Mont-
real, appealed <o the cabinet against
a ruling of the rallway commission
under which the Bell Telephone Com-
pany was granted a tempoarry dn-
crease of ten per cent, in its rates,
The main argument for the appeal
was consolidated, and presented by
Reginald Geary, K.C., of Toronto. 'The
company was charging too much  to
depreciation funds and was using its
substantial reserve funds for its own
purposes, while these should be ap-
plied te such an emergency as that
on which they based their increased
rates, counsel submitted.

Glyn Osler Speaks for Company.

Glyn Osler, K.C., for the company,
pointed out that reserve funds had
been spent for some years on new
equipment and general extension ' of

the responsibility belongs to both
sides.

APPEAL AGAINST
TELEPHONE RATES

Toronto, Montreal, Hamilton
and Many Other Municipal-
ities Lodge Protest.

Ottawa, May 10. — (By Canadian
Press)—The appeal of Toronto, Mont-
real, Hamilton and a score or so of
Ontario and Quebec municipalities
against a ruling of the railway com-
mission increasing Bell' Telephone
rates was concluded today before the
cabinet council. The ruling permitted
an increase in exchange rates of 10
per cent.,, the increases to take effect
from June 1, 1919, The appeal was
heard by Hon. Sir George Foster, C.
J. Doherty, Dr. Reid, A. L. Sifton, Dr.
Tolmie, N. W. Rowell, Senator Rob-
ertson, Hugh Guthrie and Martin Bur-
rell. Judgment was reserved.

G. R. Geary, K.C., Toronto, present-
ed thie ¢ase for Toronto, Hamilton and
London. It was, he sald, pre-eminent-
ly a case in which appeal should be
taken to the governor-in-council, It
was'a case in which the rajlway board
"had given judgment without any par-
ticular evidence to support the figures
which it had adopted. The judgment
was unjust in its loading of a large
‘amount of money on the public.

[ Big Reserves.

For over thirty years, the company
had not only met its bonded indebted-
ness, but had paid a dividend of 8 per
cent. to its sharholders. Not only had
the éompany met its charges, but it
had kept up its maintenance, which
merely fell behind during the war per-
lod to the extent of half a million dol-
lars. It had accumulated immense
surpluses, which should have been
drawn upon before an extra charge
was placed on the public. Mr. Geary
cited a reserve of mearly $13,000,000
carried’ for plant, of which the book
value was $42,000,000, a reserve of 30.57
per cent. There was a contingent re-
serve of $3,132,000, for the existence of
which no satisfactory explanation had
been given. The company had no
well-defined system for calculating
depreciation. ‘'The punlic,” sald Mr.
Geary, “is entitled to something more
than a guess by engineers interest-
ed in the company.”

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PULP AND PAPER
INHUGE DEMAND

‘James White, in Address to
Ottawa Rotary Club, Makes
Striking Statements.

Ottawa, May 10.—At the Rotary Club
luncheon today, James White, assist-
ant to chairman of the commission of
conservation, gave the address, his
subject being the commission of con-
servation and its relation to the busi-
ness interests, particularly in connec-
tion .with forest conservation and the
present abnormal condition of the
pulp andr paper industry.

He sald, in part: “The crux of the
situation lles in the fact that the
pubushing bunlneu’ in the United
States has reached ‘proportions that
cannot Be supported by the forests of
that country. The average circulation
of the daily papers alone has been
estimated at 27,000,000 coples.

“The American pulp and paper in-
dustry falls far short of producing
sufficient newsprint to meet the re-
quirements, Despite the growth in the
demand, there has been only a com-
paratively small increase in the pro-
duction of newsprint iun we uniwed
States since 1918. The eastern states
are faced with the fact that the ex-
haustion of their pulpwood supplies is
in sight. Many of the American mills
have no wood reserve and for 80 years
American paper manufacturers have
been turning to Canada for wood sup-

ies.
x’l“We have accordingly witnessed the
phenomenal rise of the pulp and paper
industry until it -now constitutes one
of the trump cards of Canadian in-
dustry. According to the latest fig-
ures, it represents a capita] invest-
ment of over $240,000,000 and gives
employment in the manufacturing
end alone to nearly 26,000 persons.

“I expect that the next ten years will
see further expansion on a large scale
of our pulp and paper industry, and it
is, and should be, our alm to develop
the utilization of our forest areas to
the last notch consister t with their
retention in a state of permanent pro-
ductivity. To that end we must prac-
tice forest management of the most
efficient character. We have had in
the history of the eastern states a
record of depletion and exhaustion of
timber supplies which demonstrates
what it costs in raw material to meet
the insatiable appetite of the United
States publishing business. From that
history we may judge the strain that
is being put increasingly upon our own
resources,

We have already attained a huge
annual output of newsprint, but a New
York publisher who has studied the
situation very closely, states that, if
American newspapers were supplied
with all the newsprint they could use
there would be a probable shortage
this year of from 500,000 to 700,000
tons—or of from five-eighths to seven-
eighths of the total Canadian output.

1t is doubtful whether any other
single branch of primary industry in
this country commands such a market
for its product as is enjoyed by our
pulp and paper business.

BORDEN LEAVES NEW YORK
FOR OTTAWA TONIGHT

New York, May 10.—Sir Robert
Borden, prime minister of Canada, will
be back in Ottawa on Wednesday, it
was announced this morning. Sir
Robert, accompanied by Lady Borden,
arrived here from the south on Fri-
day. They will leave for Ottawa to-
morrow evening.

It is stated that the premier finds
himself greatly improved in health as
a result of his sojourn in the south.
The visit to New York was merely
for the purpose of breaking the return
journey to Canada, and while in this
city Sir Robert refused to make any
statement on public affairs. The pre-
mier’s party includes George W. Yates,
his confidential secretary, and J. W.
Pugsley of the Canadian department
of railways.

No mention of the fate of Carranza
was made by the embassy,

General Obregon, Carranza's former
right hand military man and now his
opponent, has ordered that the pre-
sident if captured be treated with
consideration and taken to Mexico
City. Reports published in Mexico
City newspapers and reseived here to-
day flatly announced Carranza's cap-
ture, together with Ambassador Bon-
fllas, Carranza's representativev in
Washington until a few weeks ago,
and later one of the candidates for
the presidency.

Meanwhile . the  American govern-
ment, while ¢oatinuing a policy of
watchful walting, took some measures
to afford refuge to Americans by
sending war craft to Mexican waters.
There .are estimated to be some six
or seven thousand such i{n Mexico,
some of them draft dodgers and rad-
icals who fled over the borders to
escape processes of law.

DAISY.

With the possible exception of Rose,
there is no flower name so popular as
Daisy. Accordihg to all etymological
laws, Daisy has no right to be accepted
45 a proper name unless it is taken in
the sense of commemorating the humble
but charming little flower of the field,

However, Daisy is still Daigy, from
whi¢h ever viewpoint she is taken, The
same curious coincidence is true of no
other feminine name in the English lan-
Buage, and her whole etymological his-
tory makes an interesting circle within
& circle. Daisy is either the endearing
diminutive for Marguerite or she is the
term for the little white flower with the
heart of gold which brightens summer
meadows, But, as a certain Marguerite,
named in histery, was assigned the little
blossom as her special flower, it in turn
was called a marguerite.

Daisy pleased the Anglo-Saxon ear,
since Marguerite is unmistakably French,
and Margaret, the proper English form,
carries a subtle hint of dignity and re-
serve. It is easy, therefore, to under-
stand its vogue in this country, ich is
given to contractions and dimi itives.
Indced, Henry James' much-discussed
novel, “Daisy Miller,” very nearly suc-
ceeded in making Daisy the generic
term for American girls,

The pearl is Daisy’s talismanic stone.
Its close association with the moon—
Dante calls the moon “La gran Mar-
gherita’’ —promises her gentleness, pur-
jty and beauty. Monday is her lucky
day and 4 her lucky number.

BIG SHIPBUILDING

More Than-One Hundred Re-
turned Soldiers Wait Upon
Ottawa’ Cabinet.
FRANCE WANTS SHIPS
Extension o
gested—Considerafion
is Promised.

Ottawa, May 10.—Asking that the
government gontinue with a substan-
tial saipbuilding program, in order
that 48 much work as possible be
found for the *men now emplioyed in
the various yards thruout the Domin-
fon, a° deputatibn of returned soldier
workers, over 100 ¥trong, waited upon
Sir George Kostét and memters of
his cabinet today. In'a memorandum
submittéd by the depitation it ‘was
stated that the French government '
was willing, if Canada would provide
the credit, to place orders for mer-
chant marine vessels which _would
keep tae Canadian yards going at
high predsure for two or three years.
The men also advocated extension of
the merchant marisae and the grant-
ing of government subsidies to pri-
vate enterprise, which was williag to
build this year.

Hon, C. C. Ballantyne, minister of
marine dnd naval affairs, assured the
deputation that their requests would
receive the very earnest considera- :
tion of' the government, wiiieh, dn~ .
deed, already had these matters unm- . .
der advisement, and he hoped the re-
sult would be - that bullding of lhlpa"
In Canadian yards. would be con-
tinued and the men employed in those
vards would continye to receive em-
ployment at wages as good as they
were now receiving. The need for
rigid economy was the cause of cut-
ting down shipbuilding programs,

Sir George Foster pointed out that
the government was always glad to
have the views of different sections
of the country placed before it. They
had heard the case of the deputation,
and he assured his hearers he would
glve it every consideration, If it was
found impossible to go quite the
length requested, he reminded taem
that the government of Canada must
be guided by world conditions, as well
as those at home, and that very few
governments today were able to carry
out. one-half of the reconstruction
work they wished to do,

Build Up Own Marine,

Sir George urged that iastead of
assisting other countries to build up
a merchant marine, it was the duty
of the government to build ships in
Canada for Canada, and for the ex-
pansion of Canada’s trade, which ex-
pansion, he sald, wasabout to grow to
considerable extent, It was for parlia-
‘ment to decide between the subsidy
and the credit ‘method of assisting the
industry and the balance seemed to
be in favor of the former.

ONCE AGAIN UP
G0 CORN PRICES

Raising of Quotations in
Canada Has Bullish Effect
in Chxca’go.\

Chicago, May 10.—Action of the
Canadian wheat board in hoisting the
price of Canadian wheat 35 to 40 cents
a -bushel had a decidedly bullish effect
today on the corn market here. Corn
closed firm, 1 1-2¢ t0 4 1-2¢ net higher,
with July $1.74 7-8 to $1.76 1-8 and
September $1.62 7-8, to $1.63. Oats
gained 1c to 1 1-8¢c to 2 1-2¢ and pro-
visions 10c¢ to 57c.

Altho as a result of fine weather the
corn market showed at the outset a
the rapidity with
which strong commission houses ab-
sorbed all the offerings led quickly
to a proneunced upward turn in values.
On the bulge July and September de-
liveries climbed to a new high price
level for the season. In addition to
the big advance of Canadian wheat
prices there was further talk of an
Argentine embargo on wheat, and of
a possibility that Australia might
have to import wheat before Novem-
ber. Difficulty in obtaining cofrn here
available  for immedidte use tended
also to strengthen corn prices, and so

likewise did the fact that rye was
commanding the topmost figures yet
on the present crop. Oats were gov-
erned by the same factors as corn.

Provisions averaged higher with
grains and hogs. Commission house
buying of lard was a feature,
