The 59th Annual Meeting of the Grande-Ligne Mission was 
held on the 10th of October, 1895, at 2.30 o’clock, p.m., in the 
French Baptist Church, (l’Oratoire) in the city of Montreal.

Mr. A. A. Ayer, the President, occupied the chair.
The meeting was opened with singing and prayer.
The minutes of the last Annual Meeting were read and adopted.
The Secretary then presented the 59th Annual Report, which 

was partially printed for the convenience of those present. The 
Missionaries, were invited to give explanations if need be.

The Report was adopted.
The Treasurer presented the Financial Statement, also the 

Report of the Endowment and Building Fund, which on motion 
was adopted, and referred, as well as the Secretary’s Report, to a 
Committee for publication.

The Board met at the close of the meeting and elected Mr. 
A. A. Ayer, President ; J. Richards, Treasurer ; Rev. T. Lafleur, 
Secretary ; Rev. E. Bosworth, Field Secretary.

At 8 o’clock, p.m. a platform meeting was held, at which Mr. 
A. A. Ayer presided. There was a large attendance. Interesting 
and stirring addresses were delivered on the difficulties, necessity 
and encouragements of the work by Revs. W. c Bullock and 
A. J. Le beau in English, and by Rev. T. Lafleur in French.

Rev. H. F. Laflamme, Missionary to the Telugus, gave the 
meeting a kindly greeting, and Prof. Herbert Marceau sang a 
selection from Elijah in his best form.

At 10.30 a.m. the Missionaries met for Prayer and Conference. 
It was like a family gathering and it was good to be there. Toward 
the close of this service the President of the Board addressed the 
Missionaries and Colporteurs in kind loving words, which at the 
same time were very searching, as he spoke of the necessity of their 
leading their people, in renewed evangelical effort, in a Forward 
movement, in looking for new fields, in the mission churches 
increasing their contributions, and generally in setting an example 
before their Catholic neighbors and all the world.

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iport, to a W e all know how difficult it is to write current history, and 

how imperfect and incomplete it will necessarily be. The year 
just coming to a close has been one of unusual interest, full to the 
brim of varied experiences, pleasurable, hopeful, painful or 
trying, and of hard work,
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measured, especially in large enterprises of a material or commer-
ml kind, and ev >n in the sphere of instruction and education; but 
how difficult anc. uncertain when we tread on moral ground and 
spiritual experiences ! Of the many striking parables and wonder- 
u sayings of our Lord, none is more pregnant and ever revealing 

than the homely comparison of the leaven which a woman took 
and h,d ,n three measures of meal, till the whole was leavened.

nst has said that this haven is like unto the power of the 
Kingdom of God. Those who have diverted this passage from its 
evident sense have only succeeded in isolating a sour substance, 
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and raising power. 6
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Province of Quebec, more especially in some localities, and 
will continue to spread here and there unseen, unsuspected, until 
the whole penetrable lump is leavened.

It is evident we are 1 iboring on a difficult field as it is already 
occupied by a people nominally Christian—and there are some who 
think that we are doing a hard and useless work. If we are 
wrong in doing what we do, those who work for the evangelization 
and conversion of nominal Protestants are wrong also. Those who 
really know what Roman Catholicism generally is, (not in excep­
tional cases), will cordially approve of our efforts to educate and 
evangelize our Catholic neighbors. We all know that many still 
nominal adherents of that church blame its leaders even more than
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we do. And there is cause for it too. While Protestantism is 
everywhere in a great ferment of progress and reform, and 
spiritualization, Catholicism especially among us is also hard at 
work to retain its old positions, and to fortify them, not by culture 
but by loading the people with more superstitions, beliefs and 
practices—such as pilgrimages to shrines, retreats, and even a 
renewed invocation to the scapulary lately recommended by the 
Pope

In view of all this we feel grateful, and sometimes exhilarated 
at the thought and the consciousness that in this northern 
continent we are working on the side of the progressive element 
which is at the head of all great enterprises, commercial, educational 
and religious. The Province of Quebec has fortresses of Roman 
Catholic agencies,—convents and monasteries, and ecclesiastical 
organizations without number ; but there is another power working 
in the world, a power which survives all human constructions 
and fortresses—it is n. this power we especially trust, in the
prosecution of our work.

During the past yeir we have had numerous tokens of God’s 
presence and approval. All our missionary stations have been 
maintained, and new ones added. The churches have kept their 
own, with frequent additions. The aggregate of baptisms in the 
different stations is 37. There have been besides these a good 
number of conversions from Roman Catholic families.

An important and remarkable work has been wrought in the 
Parish of Ste. Ursule, in connection with the labors of Brother 
Bullock of Maskinongé, resulting in the conversion and baptism 
of several persons.

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Maskinongé.—Rev. W. 0. Bullock, Pastor. We give 
the missionary’s report in full, as it is from one of our new fields, 
and it represents the story which each of our chbr missionaries 
have repeated concerning their fields many times.

The past year haj been one of hard work and of progress, 
notwithstanding increasing difficulties, and as we look back over 
what has been accomplished, and think of the seed sown in hard 
and stony ground, we feel thankfu1 that some at least has fallen in 
good ground and has borne fruit. The Maskinongé field has grown 
in extent since our last annual meeting. Until about one year ago 
our efforts had been confined to the parish of Maskinongé, although 
our hearts longed for an opportunity to carry the Gospel into 
neighboring parishes. To a certain extent our prayer has been 
answered, and the work in connection with the Maskinongé church 
has extended some 36 miles Non,.;. Two new preaching stations, 
Ste. Ursule, and St.( Gabriel, ..ear Monville, have been opened up 
to us, where we have been permitted to preach the Gospel to about 
30 different French Roman Catholics, and as many more whose 
ancestors were of English origin and Protestant, but who themselves, 
though nominally Protestants, have long ceased to use the English 
language, and have intermarried with Catholics for two generations 
back. We found some of these people as ignorant of Christ and 
the Gospel salvation as any Roman Catholic, several of whom had 
not attended a religious service for c ver two years. The former 
place, Ste. Ursule, is situated nine mixes from Maskinongé, so that 
we have been able to visit the field nearly every Sunday afternoon, 
and occasionally in the evening of a week day. The services have 
been held in a farm house, the average attendance being about 
30, and we have never preached the Gospel to more attentive 
listeners.
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tegw St. Gabriel and Monville, being situated 30 and 36 miles 
respectively from Maskinongé, and the roads being very rough and 
hilly, we have been permitted to visit the people only once a month 
this summer, the average attendance at these meetings has been 16, 
9 of whom were Roman Catholics, already four persons have 
professed to have found the Saviour and are trusting in His word, 
though they have not /et made a public profession of their faith. 
On the whole, including the three preaching stations, some 22 
persons have professed to have been conver 3d to Christ, and four of 
these have made a public profession by baptism. There are five or 
six more who have signified their intention of being baptized as 
their Saviour was, as soon as circumstances will permit.

We have been under the painful duty of exercising discipline in 
our little church this year, two of our young men had to be excluded 
from membership and fellowship with us on account of intemper- 

This was very painful for the church, but we considered 
it necessary for the good of the cause. The action of the church,

The 
average number of sermons preached per week including the out 
stations has been four. About $150 has been raised by the church 
for various purposes during the year.

Our prayer is that the blessing of our beloved Master, whose 
Gospel we are trying to make known to these people, may rest 
upon our feeble efforts.
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!®E Montreal.—Rev. A. L. Therrien, Pastor. The work here 
has not been without a fair measure of success, although visible 
results this year, have perhaps fallen below the average. Four 
persons have confessed conversion. Two of these are young 
women who are awaiting baptism, another is a Roman Catholic 
young man who has since left the city to seek his livelihood, and the 
fourth is a young man, the son of one of our faithful members 
and the child of many prayers. He was suddenly stricken down 
with sickness and died in six days, but not before having given 
his heart to Christ. He died a triumphant death, and sent 
touching messages from his death bed to his boy companions 
urging them to give themselves to Christ.

Besides the above, three were baptized, who were old 
Christians and active in the service of Christ. We rejoice in their 
acquisition.

We have been placed under the necessity of doing some 
pruning in the church, but we are now in a healthier condition, 
and peace and harmony prevail among us. We are expecting 
great things from the Lord this coming year.

Our services, as a rule, are well attended, especially the Sunday 
evening service and the prayer meeting. Quite a number take 
part in these, and as a rule, we have a blessed time.

The young people’s meeting is not numerous, but it is regularly 
kept up, and well maintained by its members, both by their 
attendance and the discharge of their duty in it.

Roman Catholics attend our services frequently, though never 
in very large numbers, but the pastor has had on several occasions, 
at the Salvation Army Hall, in private families, and elsewhere, 
the opportunity of preaching the Gospel to scores of them.

The Board having established a new regulation by which 
missionaries are requested to make monthly or quarterly reports to 
them, the missionary of this field reported for the last nine months, 
the following ■ Bible lessons taught, 30 ; Addresses delivered, 46 ; 
Sermons preached, 80 ; Conversations, 150 ; Visits made, 192 ; 
Roman Catholics preached to or conversed with, 179.

Some members of our church (besides our Bible woman and 
our colporteur) faithfully work among Romanists, and through 
them a large number of tracts and Maskinongd pamphlets have
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We have had some exciting times during the year owing to 
the attempt 1st, to change the name of the Railroad Station from 
Grande Ligne to St. Blaise ; and 2nd, the cases taken to the Privy 
Council concerning this parish.
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? Feller Institute.—Rev. G. N. Massé, Principal.

The School was opened in the month of October, 1894, under 
the most favorable auspices. Pupils to the number of 113 filled 
the house to overflowing. From the first, rooms were rented in 
the neighborhood for seven boys who could not be accommodated 
in the Institute. I need not add that quite a number of appli­
cations had to be refused, much to our regret. As is usually the 
case, most of the pupils came from the Province of Quebec, 
though sixteen were from the New England States. Taken as a 
whole, the school was stronger this last session than any previous. 
This shows that a taste for learning is gradually taking possession 
of our young people. A few years ago it was an exceptional thing 
for one of our pupils to express his desire and intention of taking 
a college course. Not so to-day. No less than fifteen of those 
who were with us last session seemed determined to fight their 
way there if necessary. Truly it is an encouraging sign. The 
higher the culture of the converts, the greater will be their influ­
ence over their fellows.
- The work done in the class room was very good and the 
progress made satisfactory, in many cases highly so. Two young 
men graduated in the Spring and will enter the Arts Department 
of McGill University this fall. Another student, a young lady, 
took a diploma for teaching, and has taken charge of our dissen­
tient school in Grande Ligne.

The teaching staff was very nearly the same as the previous 
year with the following exceptions,—Mrs. A. E. Masse assumed 
the responsibility of the girls’ department, Miss Carrie Bullock 
that of the matron, and Mrs. E. Norman was gladly welcomed as a 
reinforcement.

While striving hard to impart knowledge, I am pleased to say 
the teachers never lose sight of the fact that one thing only is 
absolutely indispensable. On every occasion the good seed is 
sown, and these efforts have not been put forth in vain. God has 
owned them, and several of our dear boys and girls professed 
conversion. Thirteen united with the church before leaving the 
Institution. Three of these had come here as Roman Catholics 
the year before and one in the fall.

A subject of great rejoicing to teachers and pastor is the fact 
that a missionary spirit is spreading among our students. Last 
winter after a missionary talk by Rev. E. Bosworth on the history
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of the Grande Ligne Mission, etc., those who had decided to

pec to see some of them when the school house at Berea is built,
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as we are to hold meetings there. Two families have lately 
severed their connection with the Church of Rome, but have not 
as yet connected themselves with us. One fears persecution and 
the other loss in customers to his business. They now and then 
attend our evening services.

I have noticed with pleasure that during the year our 
Protestants have shown more zeal than usual in endeavoring to 
enlighten and influence spiritually their Roman Catholic neighbors. 
Occasionally it led to amicable discussions, and on such occasions 
several had the opportunity of hearing Gospel truths that they never 
had heard before.

During the year we have sent $19.35 t0 the Telegu Mission. 
The Sunday collections for current expenses amount to $26.22, 
and we have raised $104 towards the Pastor’s salary.

We would have done mor this year but for the depreciation 
in the articles for market, from which most of our people derive 
their revenue.
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St. Pie.—Rev. N. Grégoire, Pastor. The progress of the 
church during this year may be summed up in the following words, 
no great material increase, but a great spiritual interest. The 
attendance at the church services, especially at the Sunday morning 
services is most satisfactory, about 60 during the summer, and 30 
in the winter ; church members 13, of whom 6 are absent. The 
evening services are also far better attended than they used to be.

We have had this year a very remarkable conversion from 
Romanism in the person of a young widow, mother of three young 
children. She was visited by the priest at her mother’s house 
where she was with her young family, in entire need of support, 
but she preferred to suffer banishment from the house and be 
ostracised by her catholic relatives who live in St. Hyacinthe, 
rather than renounce her new faith. The relations between 
Protestants and Catholics here are the best I have seen in any of 
our missions. We are altogether respected and well treated. The 
Protestant pastor is welcome in many Catholic houses to speak on 
any subject, religious as well as others. It is evident that all these 
people are drifting quietly out of the pale of Romanism. Did my 
means allow me to have a horse and carriage, I could visit more, 
and undoubtedly accomplish a great deal more among these people.

Our congregation contributed rather a small sum for the 
pastor’s support, about $25.00. The rest of their contributions 
go towards keeping in repair the church building etc. The people 
are poor, but they might give more, had they been trained to it 
when young.

Number of Church Members, 13 ; 7 resident and 6 non-
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Sorel.—Rev. L. O. F. Coté, Pastor. There are a number 

of encouraging features about the work at this place.
The few English families although not Baptists encourage

and help.
The priest has not yet been able to prevent quite a number of 

families being accessible to our missionary, and a goodly number 
occasionally attend services. Several are reading the Bible.

Two converts were recently baptized, one a man of 40 has been 
deserted by his wife because he would not attend the Catholic 
Church. The other is a young man of 22 who is thinking of 
missionary work. The leading contractor in the place regularly 
attends the services with his wife, we trust they are both converted. 
Since his conversion the Board have asked him to superintend the 
construction of the new chapel which is being erected on a choice 
lot near the centre of the city.

Brother Coté recently visited Brooklyn, N.Y. The Ladies’ 
Association gave him $200 towards the Chapel, besides a splendid 
reception. A bell has also been promised.

St. Constant, St. Michel, and St. Philippe,
Leonard A. Therrien, Evangelist.

This widely extended field has during the past year been 
worked by our young brother Leonard A. Therrien, and that in 
connection with some other work, and partial studies in Montreal. 
Though diminished in numbers by emigration to the United States, 
there still remain thirteen Protestant families, numbering fifty-nine 
persons. They enjoy hearing the Gospel, many of them are church 
members, and though remiss on the point of helping the Mission 
financially *hey have promised to make an effort this year in raising 
a certain sum to show their appreciation of the blessing of knowing 
the Gospel. The young people are not numerous here, but they 
are interesting and well disposed toward the truth.

At the services held at those three places only two Roman 
Catholics were known to attend. One of them is a young man 
who has come several times, says that he can never be a Roman 
Catholic again, and that he knows the priests discourage or forbid 
the reading of the Bible to Catholics so that they may be kept in 
ignorance. We know that God has been with us in this field.

South Ely.—Rev. J. Cesan, Pastor. Considerable trouble 
has occurred during the year owing to Sabbatarianism, resulting in 
some members being expelled. The church is now united and 
faithful. Ten young people go from this field to the Feller 
Institute. The pastor has had some very interesting conversations 
with Catholics. A man who was seeking the truth was compelled 
to leave the field, being boycotted by the Romanists. There are 
80 resident Protestants, 40 of whom are church members.
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: a number • o £Iafe.nceville--Mm S. H. Usher, Student, Pastor. This 

is an English speaking Church surrounded by French people. Mr 
Usher is a heller Institute student who is now finishing his 
theological course. Services are held at Noyan and St. Sebastien 
where our young brother, Fred.

In some parts of the city he found a good many copies of 
the Scriptures in the houses. For about a week he lmTbeen 
very profitably employed at the Hall
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I Mp. E. Séné.—Mr. Séné, Grande Ligne student, has 

labored in Waterloo since the departure of Mr. Dutaud for 
Quebec. There are but two French Protestant families in that 
place. The Catholics are less bigoted here and more accessible 
than elsewhere, probably because there are many English Protestants 
in the neighborhood. From there he visited Stukely where he 
found four French Protestant families, and one Belgian family well 
disposed toward the Gospel. He also visited St. Jochim, where he 
found only one Protestant family, an^ the Catholics of that place 
are very ignorant and poor. The same thing is true of the 
population of Bolton. In Brome and Warden lie was well received 
by many people, and the English minister was very favorable to 
his work. A little Sunday School was maintained in Waterloo ; 
but Roman Catholics to whom he sold copies of the Holy Scriptures, 
turned round against him, after having given their books to be 
burned by the priest, who had told them they were bad books. 
When Mr. Séné wçnt to see the priest about it, the latter told him 
that he was not better than his books, which he readily granted 
was true enough. Those people will listen to you, approve what 
you say, but don’t move, and hate to be pressed to follow the truth. 
In Bolton, Knowlton, Ely, our Evangelist found a good many 
Bibles which the people exhibit on the table of their best room, 
but they don’t read them.

They will readily enough quarrel with their priests when they 
are made to pay for expensive church edifices, but after grumbling, 
submit. When Mr. Brouillet, pastor of Roxton church was for a 
little time unwell and absent, our young brother visited the place 
twice, led the week day meeting, and visited the sick among the 
flock.

Our Colporteurs write :—There are bright prospects for the 
Baptists in this part of the Province. The field is large and 
requires our greatest efforts and earnest prayers.

During the past summer we have been driving all over 
this county and not even confining ourselves to Megantic, 
but reaching out wherever onv presence was needed and in many 
instances where it was not wanted. Services have been held in 
various places, sometimes in school houses, other times in homes 
and again on street corners and road crossings, making of our 
carriage a kind of gospel waggon ; in this way we have been able 
to reach several homes and hearts.

Bibles have been given away and sold, and a great many 
tracts and copies of our French journal, “ l’Aurore ” distributed.

We make it ÿ special object to have private conversation 
with the people, and to read the bible and pray.

It is our privilege occasionally to compare bibles with the 
Catholics, and many, many times we are out on such commissions 
until twelve and one o’clock at night.

We have been holding services in the old Inverness Baptist 
Church, all summer in both English and French. English in the 
morning and French in the afternoon. The work has not been, 
as fruitful as might be expected, three or four desired baptism. 
We will have a class of French this winter during the week, 
of perhaps, eight or ten, and hope by God’s grace to be able to 
touch their hearts. The old Church has been so full that people 
could not get seats or get into the place. We always express a will­
ingness to meet the Priests on all occasions to diccuss with them.
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Mr. and Mrs. Grenier, write from Digby, N.S., where they 
are at present laboring among the Acadians of that Province.

* “ We have a field which extends 31 miles, there are but few
Protestant families. We have opened the old chapel built many 
years ago by Mr. Normandin. Many of the French of this district 
speak English, many of the English people attend the services. 
I have explained to the English people that as long as the French 
come to hear me, I will keep the service open, but only on those 
conditions. I am also holding services at Plymton, at the Barren 
Church at Way mouth and at Burton Settlement. These Acadian 
French live chiefly on fishing the year round, some are poor 
farmers, when the children are young they are sent to school, but 
as soon as they are able to help in any way, there is no more 
school for them, so that there are very few that can read or write

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She writes of her work : I have been well received with the 
exception of two cases, I was put out of one house, but have been 
there since with better results. Of the other case, when I offered 
my book to the woman she had much to say obout Chiniquy and 
Swiss and raised her hand as if to strike me, for she was very 
excited. I stood there and listened to all she had to say, when she 
had finished I very quietly said, Madame, I am not Swiss or French, 
I am English, (of course she knew that, but simply to remind her), 
but I love the French and God loves them too, I have received so 
much good from this book, it is your own translation, and I am 
anxious that you should read it too, I simply offer it to you for a 
small sum of money, you are at liberty to receive it or not, I come 
to do you no harm, madame. The woman looked at me and she 
was altogether changed, and said “will you not come into the next 
“ room, it is a little warmer there.” I talked with her for about 
an hour, and on leaving she shook hands saying, “ never to pass 
the house without calling to see her.” On another occasion my 
heart was moved when a poor old woman bought the book, three 
times I had called with it, each time she asked me to come again, 
for she had no money, finally she had the money, and as soon as I 
gave her the book, she took it as a hungry child would take a slice 
of bread, and sat down immediately to read it. I wished her good 
day but she was so taken up with the book she did not hear me. 
Another day I went to a house at dinner time, the man answered 
the door, and was very much interested with the book and said to 
his wife that he wanted it, but his wife had the money and she 
said no, the priest said they were not to read it, or to buy it, but 
he said, “ I want that book, and if you will not give me the money 
I will borrow it,” he asked me to wait and went out to borrow the 
money. The man’s face beamed with joy as he took the book and 
thanked me for waiting so long. Another time when I had sold 
my book, and saw two nuns approaching the house, I made my 
conversation short, I left to watch on the opposite side of the street, 
when the nuns reached the house that I had left, the door was 
locked, the blinds all closed, they knocked but the people did not 
admit them. Since that day I have sold them 2 Testaments, 1 
Bible, and 2 Gospels, and have read to them myself and found 
them reading and enjoying the books. A very intelligent, well 
educated young Frenchman bought the New Testament one day, 
he chose the smaller one saying he could better carry it in his 
pocket. On offering the Testament to a woman she replied, “ I 
am too poor to buy it,” so I suggested that 1 would read to her if 
she would allow me, she was quite willing and asked me to sit 
down, I had not been reading long ere hrr eyes filled with tears, 
and when I had finished the chapter the poor woman was weeping; 
1 tried to comfort her in telling her of the sympathy that Jesus 
gives in times of trouble, she asked me to bring her a Testament 
next week, and when I took it I read another chapter to her, the
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Coaticook Baptist School.
