Sir Moses Motefiore's Mission.—Mon-
day was the day appointed for a public
thanksgiving, to be offered up at the sy-
nagogue of the Spanish and Portuguese
Jews, for the success which hasattended
the mission of Sir Moses Montefiore in
aid of the persecuted Jews of Damascus.
T'he service commenced at three o’clock.
Sir Moses Montefiore occupied a distin-
gnished place in the synagogue, aud du-
ring an interval of the ceremony gave up
offerings at the ark, to the several Jewish

charitable institutions, mmounting - to
£100. Several other offerings were

made to a considerable amount, to be dis-
tributed among the Jewish poor in genc-
ral. Inthe course of the scrvice aser-
mon was delivered by the Rev. Mr. De
Sola, in which he laid great stress on the
gratitude due from the entire Jewish na-
tion to Sir Moses Montefiore, for the vie-
tory which he had achieved in rescuing
their suftering brethern from the hands
of thieir persecutors—a victory the more
meritorious, inasmuch as it was unstained
with th- blood of their fellow-creatures,
and atlended with no other tears than
those of joy and gratitude. Prayers were
put up for the Queen and Royal family,
and for all those sovereigns and nations
who had come forward in“support of the
Jewish cause.  Baron Rothschild, Mr.
De Castro, and several other eminent
Jews, attended.: The Hon. W. Cooper
and Capt. T'rotter were also present. At
half-past six the servicc terminated.—

The statue is by Mr.
8. Joseph, an artist of very considerable
talent ; it represents the venerable phil-
janthropist seated in an easy chair; one
‘lmnd holds a book, which is, proably,
the Bible; the other the left bhand, is
placed on the breast of the figure,
which is inhabited in a sort of morning
gown, and by clothing the figure in
which the angular outline of modern
costume isavoided, ard yet the identity
of the original is preserved. The legs of
ithe figure are crossed, and on the feet
are slippers. 'The whole attitude is in-
dicative of repose and reflection. The
head and feature preserve a strong like-
ness of the original. The countenance
is peculiary characteristic, and altogether
the likeness is cxceedingly good, and
will increase the reputation of the artist.

Liverrvoor Saieors’ Home.—An adjourn -
ed meeting of ship-owners, merchants, and
others interested in the welfare of British
seamen, took place at ‘the Underwriters’
Committee-room, for the purpose of esta-
blishing a * Sailors’ Hlome" in Liverpool.
| Sir John Salusbury in the chair. ‘I'he chair-
man expressed his gratification at seeing so
many influential merchants of the town pre-
sent. It was universally allowed that if n
sailors’ home were establiched, it could not
fail huving a very important effsct npon his
general condition in life, by elevating him
from the degraded condition in whicl he was
too often found. Mr. ‘L'yrer moved the first
resolution.  T'he poor gailor had to contend
with a great deal of fraud and vice, and he
believed that the proposed institution would
be the best means of removing, at least n
partof the evils, ‘I'he resolution was to the
effect—** That a Sailor’'s Home be erected,
which should have for its object the providing
of sailors with a comfortable und well regula-
ted home,where they might bedodged and pro-
vided for at a reasonable charge; medical
advice furnislied ; encouragement given to
deposit their wages at interest,and opportuni-
ties afforded of avoiding vice and extortion,
of which they were now tvo often the vietims,
and the means afforded of improving their mo-
ral condition by providing religious instruc-
tion according to the Church of England.”
A long discussion followed, The word ** e-
rected” in the resolution was alicred to * es-
tublished,” and another resolution to the
following eflect was proposed and unani-
mously carried. * That n commitiee be ap-
pointed to prepare resolutions for public
mecting, and 1o take other inensures to se-
cure the establishment of a Sailor’s Home in
Liverpool.

The news from China ¢ample dutuile will be fonnd
eleewhere) is of a satisfactory, thouch not very deci-
mive character. It affords the promise of nn amicable
vettlement of the differences botwesn (rent Britain
end that empire. A timely and well-directed exercise
of vigour by the British authorities taught the Chi-
nese plenipotentinry the danger of further procrasti-
nution.  The capture of the forts at the mouth of the
Canton river proved to him that the British were in
eurnest ; the consequence was a proposition from him
to Unptain Elliot sugyesting the preliminaries of a trea-
tv of ponce.  This took place on the 29th of January.
Flie following articles constitute the basis of the pro-
posed treaty ; —

"' 1. Tle cession of the island of HougKong to the
British Crown.

“2 Ao indemnity to the British (Government of
oix millions of dollars, payable insix yearlyinsta)ments

*‘3. Trade of Canton to he opened in ten days al-
ter the Chinese new year.”

Hong Kong is to be garrisoned Ly the 18th Royal
Irish, and the harbour is to be protected by two I8
€10 vessels,

These concessions, it will be borne in mind, were
wrung from the fears of the Chinese authorities ; how
far they will therefore be observed, when the panic of
the moment shall have passed away, remuios to be
ween. We much fear the lesson taught has not been
of a sufficiently impressive character, to guarantee a
strict adherence on the part of the Clinese Govern-
ment tc the terme of t'.s conveation. Benide, the de-
taile remetn still matiee of negctiation, in the arrange.
meniof which, there wiii be wmple room for the exer-
cise of thut faculty of cunning and evasion, so pecu-
wrle (hurpeteristic of Chivese diplomucy. Moreover,
thore s icles will have to be referred for ultimate ra-
Tt to the Emperor at Pekin. Al these consi-
deraticus detract much from the value of the conces-
wions already made.  We are not disposed to nnder.
rate the importance of these, but while they leave un-
touched the question of the opium traffic, the real
enuse of the wur, we cannot perceive any indication
of finality sbout them.  Duoultlessly the possession
of the island of Hong-Kong, will tend much to faeili-
tate the operations of British commerce, and to those
wagaged in it that feeling of security, without which
commerce contracts and stagnates ; but we think the
amount of indemnity offered falls very far short of
what our GGovernment had a right to expect. It will
Larely cover the expenses of the expedition, leaving
entirely out of sight compensation for the vast smount
of the confiscated opium belonir g to British merchants.
How such an arrangement will be relished in the city
vt ie not diflicult to tell ; indaed, the arrival of the in-
telligence produced no sensible effect on the funds—
« very significant proof the little importance attached
toit by the sages of the Stock Exchange. The exul-
tation of the Mininerinljournah. will, we fear, turn
ont, as it did before, ratlier premature. Not to holla
till out of the wood, is a sage ndvice, for which these
printsappear to have a thorough contempt. Indeed,
we think, considering the innumerable instunces in
which their anticipations regarding the foreign policy
of the present Government have been falsified by
events, a little less exuberance of * insolent joy”
might not be unbecoming in them. We shall rejoice
w9 sincerely as the most slavish admirer of Lord Pal.
merson can, &t the seltlement of our dispute with
Chinn, when it takes place ; but we can see no cer-
tain prospect of that event in the progress of negotia-
tions that mauintsin & profound and aminous silence
on the origin and real source of the dispute—the op
um trade.

| two countries is us folllows. The wuthorities of the
| State of New Yok apprehend M'Leod in their
| territoty, naud put him upon trial for an alleged of
fence, the scene of which is indisputably within their
Jurisdiction.  The Government of Great Britain de-
munds the liberation of M*Leod from the Gioneral
Government of the United Stutes on the ground
that admitting Mr, M'Lerod to have been a party
to the attack lnid to his eharge, it wis made in the
service of lus country and with the sar ction of .t.
Government, and that he consequent'y is not liahl-
for his share in it to any fore'gn jursdiction. Tie
General Government of the United States refuses to
deliberate M*Leod, on the plea that he is in the
hands of the penal judicature of New York, und that
the Government st Washington has no juwisdietion
in such matters, What is claimed by the British
Government and refused (or evaded) by the Govern-
ment of the United S-ates, is the personal ssfery of
a Buitish subjecr, His life is apparently in immedi-
ate danger. The American Goverument refuses to
tuke any steps to gaurantee his sife'y until the qnes
tion of right his been discussed. While Lord Pal-
merston and Mr. Webster are gurging the question
Mr. M'Leod muy be hanged. This is not a question
that can be referred to arbitration ; which under ex-
isting circums'ances, would be neither more nor less
than arranging what price we shall demsad for M-
Leod’s life, if it turn oot that he has been put to death
unjustly, while the man is yet ulive and his country
tak:'ug no steps to save him.

In adlition to the dubious uiility of arbitration in
any case, and of its inapplicability in such & case as
that of M’Leod, comes the question, where are we to
get un arbiter in whose decision the disputants are
likely to nequiese ?  Would Eogland have confidence
in the impartiality of the French Governmeut if se-
lected as umpire, with the alienation at present ex-
isting between the two countries 7 Would Ameriea
believe in the impartiality of the uncle of the British
Queen? Will Great Britain refer the decision tn
the King of Hollund, smarting uuder the loss of Bel-
gium ? to the King of Denmark, with whom we nre
odd about the Sound-dues ? or the King of Sicily,
with the brimstone controversy fresh in his recollec-
tion P Will America refer the question to Austria
or Prussia,Lord Palmerston’s coadjutors in maintain-
ing the “ indepencence and integnity of the Ottoman
empre”’? or will either America or Eogland repose
confidence in the equivocal goverament of Russia ?
There are no arhiters to be had free from suspicon
of partiality; and if there were, the dispute has
reached that degree of exasperstion, that the mere
sugprestion of uny particular power as arbiter by the
one party would immediately render thut power an
object of suspicion to the other,

The proposal to settle the difference bLetween
Great Britain and America by reference to an arbiter,
smucks of honest Henri Quatre’s plan of a European
tribunal for the decision of national controversies,
and for St. Pierre’s project for a universal peace.
While nations continue sufficiently cold and self-pos-
sessed to agree to arbitration, they are still suflicient-
ly in their scnees to be safe from war even without
having recourse to thut device. When they have
reached that stage of hallucination in which there
is eminent diwnger of their proceeding to blows, the
weak self-imposed check of a reference to arbitration
wil! e unable to restrain them.

The solution of the question whether we are to
bave war or not, seems to depend almost entirely up-
on the new Government of the United States. The
Boundary question—the only practical guestion at
isaue between the couutries, leaving out of view the
incidental case of M'Leod is sufficiently remote from
the people of this country, who will decide in the
name of their colonies, to enahle them to estimate it
at its real worth, perhaps to lead them to unervalue
it.  Anhonest and intelligent American Governmen
will find no dithieu'ty in arraging the matrer with
Great Britain.  But let 8 hair of M‘Leod’s head be
injured, and the indignation of this country will be
uncontrollable. Then will be (for the question is not
what resson would say there ought to be, but what
passion will say there must be) a war between the
twa couniries—an implicadle war. Were the scene
of M‘Leod’s trial in Boston, New Yoark, or Bzlti-
more, would be no serious ground for apprehension ;
but it lies in the district where the General Govern-
ment of the United States wanted power to prevent
