The
number of members returned this year is 160 ; twelve of them are
on trial, fourteen have been dropped, two expelled, and three
have removed. We preach three times every Sabbath, have eleven
Sabbath appointments, and one week day appointment.

At least two openings present them-
selves inside our field of labor. We contemplate building a church
i Meaford, for which forty thousand brick, and all the stone need-
ful are on the ground, and provision is made for getting the rest of
the material in proper time. The Building Committee are negotiat-
ing with mechanics for contracts. The St. Vincent Mission is a
promising work—kind people, with a good degree of piety, a fine

This Mission is composed of the townships of Culross and Kin-
loss, with a few members residing in Howick.
