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NO JOY FOR THE
GERMANS COULD THEY
SEE PARIS TODAY

Paris, July 14—France today cele-
brates its national fete with fervor and
quiet joy unknown in many years. The
Russian revolution has made French-
men realize more vividly the meaning
of the great epoch which, dawning in
America in 1776, culminated in France
in 1789 in a great revolution whose
spirit after more than a century is but
to have its full fruition in the destruc-
tion of the last bastille of absolutism
by the forces of allied democracy.

“It is a pity,” says Paul Deschanel,
president of the chamber of deputies,
in a message to the Journal, “that the
Germans cannot see our national fete,
they who believe us to be starving and
at the end of our resources.”

Paris wept and cheered at the sight of
the battle-torn flags brought from the
front and carried through the streets to-
day. There were 184 of them, each the
standard of some regiment or battalion
remarkable for valor and suffering. With
each flag marched thirty men picked
from the  regiment, men who had been
through infernos of endurance and as-
saults, most of them recovered from
wounds, each of them exceptional, among
s0 many brave men, for the deeds done.
The Cross of the Legion of Honor, the
military medal or the war cross swung
from ribbons above each flag, for they
were flags from regiments and battal-
ions which have been decorated in their
entirety. There were extraordinary
scenes along every part of the route. The
crowds cheered frantically, but thou-
sands of men and women, too deeply
moved. to raise tneir voices, gave way to
tears. :

New York, July 14—Lord Northcliffe
was the chief speaker at a luncheon of
the Overseas Club at the Hotel Bilt-
mcre. The club, which has a member-
ship of 160,000 of both sexes and all
ages, was founded by Lord Northcliffe,
who is its president. It has actively co-|
operated in many ways to aid Great |
Britain’s fighting forces during the war. |
The club has organized an imperial air-|
craft that has presented more than lOOi
fighting machines of the most modern |
type to the government, has raised and\
expended more than $1,200,000 to send |
“smokes” to the armies and the hospit- |
als, and funds for Red Cross and other!
comforts for the British troops, as well
as a “smokes fund” raised in the United
States to supply tobacco to the Belgian
army.

Unity, Not Dissension.

Lord Northcliffe said in part:—
“When I speak of Britain I refer to
the fivg united British nations—Great
Britain, Canada, Australia, New Zea-
land, South Africa—to Newfoundland,
the West Indies and the other units of
the Empire upon which the sun never
sets. There is no red spot, however
tiny, on the map of the British Empire |
which has not freely and gladly poured |
out its red blood in the rally to the
motherland and world liberty.
“If ' the British methods of govern-
ance ever needed a testimonial, that
testimonial lies in this: The rousing of}
the whole far-flung British Empire as
one country. The Germans reckoned on |
dissension. We showed them unity.
“What has Britain done?, In the first
place we bottled up the German  high

t!uey were obliged to resort to conscrip-
tion. Millions of men offered them-!
selves for the fight. I am no advocate
of the volunteer system, bEcause of its
manifest injustices and its inefficiency for |
the waging of a war of the present
character. But I think there is cause for
pride in realizing that millions of Brit-
ons from all over the world offered them-
selves voluntarily for war. Great Bri-
tain alcne raising over 4,000,000 men.
“At the present moment we maintain:
over 2,200,000 men on the French front,
apart from our other large armies in
Egypt, several other parts of Africa,
Mesopotamia, Palestine and at Saloniki.
The word ‘maintain’ means that we keep
that huge mass of men up to fighting
strength, constantly replacing the ter-
rific drain of killed, wounded and sick.”

True To Traditions
Of British Army

Graphic Account of Attack by Germans Near

Yser and Gallant
Defenders

Work of the British

London, July 14—(Via Reuter’s Ot-
tawa Agency.)—Reuter’s correspondent
at headquarters telegraphs a graphic
story of the German attack on‘our new
front in Belgium on July 10, to which,
he incidentally remarks, the ‘home mili-
tary critics manifestly attach exagger-
ated importance. "He says:

“The scene of the fighting is & tum- |
‘hled-dooking - stectph pf. Shed- covered,
with brownish grass. In some places
the sand rises in little blaffs from the
ribbed foreshore. In others it shelves
gently toward the surf. The greatest
height of land the enemy occupied was
sixty feet above the sea level. Num-
erous holes and gullies afford good hid-
ing, but indifferent shelter from gun-

| fire, owing to the loose character of

the land. The position was impossible
of conversion into one of strong defence
although the French during their long
tenure of the sector had made the best
of it.

“The enemy artillery swelled into an
enormous uproar early on July 10, di-
rected against 600 yards of front line
trenches running parallel to the east
bank of the Yser. After an hour of
this, the guns were directed against
the support trenches, an hour later
corumpling them on the west of the
river, then shortened to the first range,
and repeated this méthodical bom-
great
Our guns were mean-
while thundering in reply.

King’s Royal Rifles
and Northamptons

“During the morning German shells
destroyed the bridges across the Yser,

| between the sea and Nieuport lock, de-

stroying the possibility of reinforcing
the front line. At three o’clock in the
afternoon the bombardment was inten-
sified terrifically and was maintained
for three hours. The battalion head-
quarters of the King’s Royal Rifles was
rendered untenable and the staff moved
to a tunnel nearer the sea. All the
breastworks towards- Lombaertzyde
were levelled and the trenches were
being rapidly wiped out.

“It was now evident that the Germans
meant to launch an infantry attack and

the officers disposed their men to re-
ceive the assault. The Germans had
been massing since six o’clock in the
évening. ' A wounded sergeant of the
Northamptons volunteered to swim: the
Yser as the only practicable way ‘of
reaching and_ warning..the.

True British Gallantry

“Deploying beyond this point, the
Germans advanced concentrically along
the seashore. Our ranks were now so
thinned that the defence consisted of
small detached handfulls of men. They
put up a magnificent fight against over-
whelming odds, particularly the King’s
Royal Rifles and the Northamptons. A
party of bombers and another with
flame throwers attacked the tunnel in
which the headquarters of the King’s
Royal Rifles were taking shelter from
the bombardment.

“The last seen here was a party of
five officers standing back to back.
The men pressed back to the river bank,
plunged in and swam across. One sol-
dier, amid a hail of bullets, swam
across and brought a rope ,secured the
end and swam back, thus establish-
ing a means by which many who were
unable to swim escaped. The Germans
placed their machine guns in position
around the former right of our posi-
tions and swept the ground.”

“Other instances of the glorious con-
duct of the men are told.. When the
fight concluded, even the enemy did not
consider it safe to take full advantage of
the success they: had won. They limited
themselves to trying to consolidate our
old support trench, some 100 yards east
of the Yser bank. Their existence has
been a very unhappy one since.

New York, July 14—P. D. L. Perry,
European manager for Henry Ford, has
arrived in this country. Henry Soren-
sen, the manager of the Ford plant at
Dearborn, Mich., has been assisting Mr.
Perry in constructing a plant at Cork,
Ireland, which will be capable of turn-
ing out 50,000 farm tractors a year after
it is completed.

Mr. Perry says he hopes to have the
Cork plant at work next spring. 1t will
employ 2,000 men. Lack of raw mate-
rial may delay the opening of the
works. “There is no timber to be had
in England,” Mr. Perry says, “nor is
there any available metal supply, there-
fore everything will have to be sup-
plied from this country.”

Very Large Crop If
Fall Weather Good

Are Favorable

Reports From New Brunswick Points
to the Department of Agriculture

Fredericton, N, B, July 16—The de-
partment of agriculture of New Bruns-
wick has reports from its representatives
in different sections of the province con-
cerning crop conditions. In general the
crop report as given by W. R. Reek,
secretary of agriculture, is encouraging.
Hay and potatoes are particilarly good,
and garden vegetables also, in spite of
the wet spring and early summer. Mr.
Reek’s report is as follows:

The season of 1917 has been peculiar
and while some crops give evidence of
enormous yield others are late and as yet
it is rather difficult to form an estim-
ate becausse early fall frosts have to
be reckoned with.

The hay crop is going to be exception-
ally good in every part of the province.
The growth has been exceedingly rapid
and the meadow$ on the higher lands
will produce a very large amount of high
class hay. The intervale land will give
an enormous crop except in some cases
where the water °lay too long in June.
A certain amount of this, however, on
account of deposits from freshets, is not
going to be as clean and bright as the
highland hay.

The spring grain is late, but growing
well, and is healthy. A favorable fall,
with an absence of severe frost early in
the season, will assure a normal crop of
oats and in some sections a crop above
the average. -
The demand for seed oats during the
seeding season would indicate that every
acre possible was being seeded. Doubt-
less some of the very late sown crop
will have to be used as hay, but elimin-
ating -that acreage the prospects are for
a normal crop.

Barley is coming into use in some of
the sections and, while the acreage is
very small, nevertheless it is sufficient
to introduce the growing of barley into
many parts.

Turnip sowing has been done under

difficulties because of the very fre-
quent and heavy rains. However, tur-
niﬁf have a good range for growing and
while the crop is yet young, there is
every indication that the crop will be
satisfactory. R ot

Potatoes.

Potato acreage has increased abomt
twenty per cent. Where the seed was
not injured during the very wet weath-
er, the crop is growing very fast and
promises a normal yield to the acre. A
great many planted in response to the
greater production appeal. Spraying
should be followed closely to Insure
against diseases.

Pastures are excellent and the milk
flow is heavy. The cheese and butter
output is very satisfactory in quantity.
Markets are good and the dairymen will
have a satisfactory year when conditiens
are considered.

Strawberries are coming in with a
promise for more than an average crop.
Boston and Montreal markets are ex-
pected to consume large quantities
which guarantees ready sale upon the
home markets for the balance.

Apples.

The apple outlook is not so bright
and throughout the crop will not be up
to an average yield.

Vegetable plantings in gardens and
small lots have been very largely in-
creased, due to the demand for food.
Hverywhere these crops are flourishing
and will have a decided effect upon the
living in the province during this sum-
mer. The season has been good for
gardens, but from now on more sun-
shine would be of great benefit.

The increased acreage of beans, even
although in very sm lots, is of de-
cided advantage to the province.

Throughout New Brunswick crop
prospects are excellent if the weather
during the coming fall is favorable a
very large crop will be harvested..

FAMILY DOCTOR
MAY “COME BACK"

Honored Counselor, Crowded Out by
the Specialist, Likely to Have Another
Inning

Commenting on the future of the phy-
sician, the editor of The Interstate
Medical Journal says that the way every
branch of medicine is being regarded
nowadays as a specialty it would almost
seem that the general practitioner was
about to disappear. He gives reasons for
believing, however, that the family phy-
sician may come into his own again. He
says:
"‘The minds of most of us have been
much exercised with speculation on what
is the future of our profession and, in
particular, of that large element of it
constituted by the general practitioner.
Reviewing the divisions and subdivisions
of the subjects with which we deal into
specializations and sub-specializations
and.the increasing facilities in communi-
cation, one is tempted to contemplate
as a probability the practical disappear-
ance of the general practitioner from all
but the remotest districts.

“The principal loss that the commun-
ity would suffer, in such an eventuality,
would apparently be that there would no
longer exist that personal relation be-
tween the practitioner and his patient
which exists in the case of the family
physician.

“Nor is there any indication that either
of the other professional advisors of the
family, the minister and the lawyer, is
showing any tendency to increase his
personal influence to replace that log’t by
the physicians.

“In this issue, we are publishing an
article by Dr. Pottenger which contains
a thought relevant to this questiony and
which seems, to me at any rate, novel.
You will find that Dr. Pottenger seems
to regard specialization as merely a tem-
| porary phase in the elaboration of med-
| jcal technic and science. He considers it
necessary, in order to deal with a vast
amount of undigested material, to elim-
inate a great deal of what will subse-
quently be found to be unnecessary
complication. He views as possible an
ultimate simplification, which will re-
sult in the return of what is now spec-
ial work into the sphere of a general
practitioner.

Ottawa, July 18—It is consideredi
highly probable today that parliament
will take action on the report of in-
vestigating Commissioner O’Connor, re-
vealing enormous profits on the bacon |
business . of the William Davies Com-
pany and Matthews Blackwell, Ltd. The |
document has not yet been tabled byI
the minister of labor and is consequcnt—l
ly not gqfficially before the house. Inj
addition to the bacon transactions, the
P. Burns Company of Western Can—‘
ada is found to have made a profit of
ten cents per pound on 200,000 pounds
of butter. A total of 108 companies
were investigated but the others came
out with a clean sheet.

Mr. O'Connor observes in his report
that the big companies work on busi-
ness, not patriotic lines. If there thas
been any patriot it has been the con-
sumer, he says. “Hitherto all the.hon- |
ors have gone to the purveyors, the
consumers alone have suffered while the
purveyor has seen himself sufficiently
paid.” b
According to the commissioner, the
Wm. Davies Company in 1916 took a
profit of 5.05 cents per pound on 97,
000,000 pounds of bacon, mostly export-
ed, and Matthews Blackwell, Limited,
3.56 cents on 42,500,000 pounds.  In the
former case the profit amounted to
about $4,898,5600, and in the latter about
$1,513,000. The average profit margin
on bacon of all cold storage houses in
Canada for the year was 4.58 cents per
pound. With™ the Davies profit sub-
stracted the average would have been
3.8. The Davies profit in 1915 was 3.67
and the commissioner wants to know
why that figure would not have been
sufficient in 1916.

Abnln Prospects Are Not
So Good

Ravages of the Canker Worm Causing
Many Orchards to Leok as if Scorch-
ed by Fse—Damp Weather Causing
Black Spot

(Halifax Herald)

A ‘valley fruit-grower who arrived
in the city last evening says the hope
for a million barrel crop of apples this
season has vanished. There was’a suf-
fciency of blossoms, and the weather
during the blossoming period was satis-
factory, the set of fruit being consid-
erably above the average. The rav-;
ages of the canker-worm, however, arel
most serious. In the districts around|
Middleton and Bridgetown, throughoqt}
Berwick and down in the eastern end
of Kings eounty, there are many small
orchards which have the appearance of
having been burned-:over, practically ev-
ery bit of foliage having disappeared.

Well sprayed orchards have escaped
the ravages of the canker-worm, but
only at the price of eternal vigilance
and frequent applications of the pro-
per sprays. Many growers, discourag-
ed by a fear that apples would not be
marketable in the coming autumn, have

';:ined from going to any expense for

s ing, with the result that their
cHances of a crop have been completely
destroyed. At many places in the val-
ley there are small orcharcs which
have been neglected for years, and
these are veritable plague spots. In
some instances the people who own
these trees cannot afford to purchase
spraying outfits, and those who have
the necessary machinery have work
enough of their own to demand their
attention.

Conditions in the valley are such that
there is a strong feeling in favor of
compulsory spraying, with some gov-
ernment oversight which would look
after the spraying of neglected orch-
ards, taking fruit in paymept of ex-
penses incurred.

The damp, cloudy weather of the
present week is also having a bad ef-
fect in the Increase of fungus growth,
and black spot is appearing in many
orchards in spite of spraying. This
will lead to a considerable dropping of
apples, and will have considerable ef-
fect in lessening the size of the crop
and the setting aside of the predic-
tions for a million barrels in 1917.

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THE WAR SITUATION.

We sre still without clear knowledge
of the situation in Berlin, but one report |
says the Reichstag is on strike and in-
gists upon political reforms to which the
Kaiser and the junkers are bitterly op-
posed. The Kaiser’s decree of equal suf-
frage in Prussia has not aroused, any en-
thusiasm. Some Berlin papers describe
jt as a modest beginning. The Reich-
stag is still out of hand, and the Kaiser
has summoned von Hindenburg and
Ludendorff in conference. Today’s ses-
sion of the house is expected to be a
lively one. It is evident that Prussian-
ism is losing ground, and is fighting for
its life. :

The Russian drive is described as gain-
ing momentum as it proceeds. More ter-
ritory has been taken, and the enemy
driven back. The most cheering news
from any fromt is now, furnished by the
Russians. There appears to be "a lull
on the British and French fronts, and no
news of importance comes from the Ttal-
jan and Macedonian areas.

The St John Standard says that if

Sir Robert gave notice yesterday that
he would on Monday offer his resolution
for the extension of parliament. Evident-
ly he does not intend to bring, the con-
scription bill into effect at once. It is
to be used for partisan purposes, in
whatever way seems most likely to bene-
fit the Conservatives. If Sir Robert can
reconstruct his cabinet a week or a
month hence he can do it now. The
truth seems to be that the game of poli-
tics is being played, and the prime min-
ister is jockeying for position in an elec-
tion campaign. FElse why should not the
conscription act be brought into effect,
in accordance with Sir Robert Borden’s
promise?

The fact that some
Liberals have supported the conscription
bill and some have not is hailed as an
evidence that the party is breaking up.
As a matter of fact, in the present crisis,
as the Halifax Chroniele points out. the
fate of parties is secondary, just as it
was at the time of Confederation. It re-
mains true, however, that the Liberals
are “true to the traditional principles of
Likeralism,” and that they cannot be-
come a part of the tory machine.

“The Liberal party is, as its name
impiies, the democratic party of this
country. The mere holding of power is
not its chief end; it is only a means to
the end.

Within its ranks
there is room for gll who would protect
humanity and wish to keep the torch

Save $10,000 On
Hospital Plant

The joint committee from the muni-
cipal council and the General Public
Hospital commission, named for the
purpose of investigating the question of
{ internal equipment in the new power
! house under course of construction at
the hospital, decided last night to recom-
mend to the municipal council at its
quarterly meeting next Tuesday, that
the matter of equipping be proceeded
with under altered plans, which are cal-
culated to save about $10,000.

It will be recalled that in making pro-
vision ‘for the new power house and
laundry the council estimated about
$45,000 for both building and equipment.
The building under construction will
cost about $22,000, but the lowest ten-
ders for internal arrangements exceeded
$40,000, or nearly a hundred per cent.
in excess of the figure-estimated. The
committee referred to was named to
look into the question, to find if the
tenders were excessive or whether it
was advisable under any circumstances
to proceed with installations or leave the
matter rest until”more favorable times.

Battleship -

Blows Up And
800 Lose Lives

London, July 18—The British baltle-
ship Vanguard blew up and sank on
July 9, says an official statement issued
tonight by the British admiralty.

An internal explosion while the shig
was at anchor caused the disaster to ihe
Vanguard. Only three men of about
800 men on board.survived and one of
them has since died. Twenty-four ofli-
cers and seventy-one men of the full
complement, however, were not on bou:
at the time of thé explosion.

_ “A full inquiry has been ordered.”
The British battleship Vanguard dis-
placed 19,250 tons and her complement
before the war was 870 men. The Van-
guard belonged to the St. Vincent class
of dreadnoughts and was launched i/
March, 1909. The Vanguard was 534
feet long with a beam of 84 feet and
draft of 27 feet. Her armament con-
sisted of ten 12-inch guns, eighteen fou:-
inch and four three-pounders in addi-
tion to six torpedo tubes.

Paris, July 12—Three French mer-
chantmen of more than 1,600 tons and
one under that size were sunk in the
week ended July 8 by mines or sub-
marines, the admiralty announces.

HE WANTS GOOD BEHAVIOR |

Commander of VYamnkees Issues
General Order in Which He!
Says Fair Name of U. S. Must
be Guarded

Major General Pershing, commander
of the American forces in France ,has
issued the following general order to
his troops: )

“For the first time in history an Am-

erican army finds itself in European |
territory. The good name of the Unit- !
ed States of Armerica and the main- |
| tenance of cordial relations require the |
| perfect deportment of each member of
| this command.
“It is of the gravest importance that
| the soldiers of the _American army
| shall at all times treat the French peo-
| ple, and especially the women, with the
| greatest courtesy and consideration.
i The valiant deeds of the French armies
and their women, by which they to-
gether have successfully maintained the
common cause for three years, and the
sacrifices of the civil population of
France in support of their armies com-
mand our profound respect. This can
best be expressed on the part of our
forces by uniform courtesies to all the
French people and by the faithful oh-
servance of their laws and customs.

“The intense cultivation of the soil
in France under conditions caused by
the war makes it necessary that ex-
treme care be taken to do no damage to
private property.

“The entire French manhood cap-
able of bearing arms is in the field
fighting the enemy ,and it should there-
fore be a point of honor to each mem-
ber of the American army to avoid do-
ing the least damage to any property
in France. Such conduct is much more
reprehensible herej Honor them ag
| those of our own country.”

All last
winter Capt. Cameron labored among
the men in France, sharing their hard-
ships and dangers and discussing their
religions problems with them. In the
following article he tells how the
churches of Canada must be trans-
formed if they are to attract, rather
than repel, the boys when they come
home, and take advantage of the splen-
did spiritual impulses that have been
awakened in their lives.

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Empire’s King and Queen
Gain in Popularity

The New York Sun recently publish-
ed the following special despatch from
London:— -

Royalty is about the most democratic
institution in Great Britain K nowadays.
The other day King George and Queen
Mary went touring about the country by
special train, visiting the munition works
and shipyards. A carload of represent-
atives of the newspapers was attached
to the royal train, and one night the
entourage hung up at a country place
where there were no particular arrange-
ments for entertainment of the royal
pair. '

But what of that? No trouble what-
ever! The carload of correspondents
was switched off to a siding in the town
and the royal carriage was whisked out
"half a dozen miles into the country,
shunted to a siding far from any habi-
tation and left for the night. There were
aboard the car the king and queen, the
Scotland Yard men and the servants
needed to manage the car.

The king and queen slept aboard their
car, and bright. and early in the morn-
ing the correspondents hurried out to
learn how the night had been passed.
At seven o'clock they arrived, but too
late. 'The king and queen had risen,
dressed, taken tea and climbed out of
the car for a tramp in the country.

Tramped Off Alone.

Nobody ever did discover where they
went or how far; they permitted no es-
cort to bother -them; just tramped on
until they had enough and then wander-
ed back. It was a performance char-
acteristic of the present royal couple. A.
McKinley campaign train once did the

same thing in a mid-western state be-
cause the party had been delayed and
the prospect of a midnight reception was
too much for the president and Mrs.
McKinley. On that occasion there was
a fine row because the whole town had
been waiting for the arrival of the presi-
dential party and lost a night’s sleep.
But kings don’t campaign for votes, and
it wasn’t necessary for the royal train
to remain where its occupants could be
inspected. :

In their way, however, the king and
queen are good campaigners. They live
simply, both of them work harder than
the munition makers, and take the
greatest interest in their people. There
was a time when they could not honest-
ly have ‘been set down as a thoroughly
popular royal couple. But that time is|
past; most decidedly past. Their simp]ei
ways of living were regarded a bit|
amusedly by certain of the aristocracy |
and sniffed at by people who ape the
aristocracy.

Wil Provide Comforts for and
Attend to Welfare of Flying
Men

The last few weeks have seen the in-

auguration of a new war activity on
{ the part of women which promises
| speedily to become a very valuable aux-
iliary to the air service in Canada. This
originated with' a few ladies, all rela-
tives of officers in the Royal.

i Toronto. The organization is called the
| Canadian Aviation Aid Club, or “C. Al

| its members.
i At one of the inaugural meetings last
| month, Col. W. Hamilton Merritt em-
| phasized the need of a club such as this.
He laid stress on the fact that the Royal
Flying Corps, being an imperial army
{ unit, has not the advantages of a grant
| either from the dominion government or
! from the city, as most Canadian units
| have, and that it is therefore necessary
| that anything (apart from their pay) to
' be done for the comfort and welfare of
| the cadets and men in Canada shall be
‘ undertaken by some such organization
as this, or by individual enterprise.

The C. A. A. C., having organized it-
self, will now apply itself—in view of a
generous gift by Mr. Robins of the use
of a large tract of land in North To-
rorto for the establishment of an aero-
drome—to the speedy acquisition of a
suitable building, to be used as a com-
bined - convalescent home and aviation
club house.

Already the C. A. A. C. has been act-
ive in other directions. It has provided
many comforts for the Givens street
| barracks and the aerodrome at Camp
{ Borden. The funds have been obtained
from members’ fees and - contributions,
private subscriptions, the proceeds of a
concert and the proceeds of an after-
nogn bridge and evening dance.

The progress of the United States’|

preparations to wage offensive warfare
is not being reported in a detailed way.
Some information on that point, says the
Toronto Star, may not be amiss. A pre-

liminary war budget of three billion dol-
lars has been approved. A two-billion
dollar bond issue has been ower-sub-
scribed by fifty per cent. One billion
dollars ‘in cash has been advanced to
the other allied nations. A few days af-
ter the declaration of war a large flotilla
of American destroyers with parent or
supply vessels left for British waters.
Temporarily’ the American Admiral
8ims now is in charge of operations off
the Irish coast. The allies also put Ad*
miral Caperton with a squadron of
Pacific coast cruisers in commend of
anti-submarine operations in the South
Atlantic, the French and British war-
ships there have been undergoing train-
ing with a view to officering the Ameri-
can expeditionary forces. At least 20,
000 American troops have been landed
in France. Ten million men have re-
gistered for military service. By the end
of July the selective process will be com-
pleted, and 500,000 active troops and
125,000 reserve troops will be put into
training. In addition to this the regular
ammy has been increased from 120,000
to 260,000 men. The National Guard
hes been increased from 100,000 to 150,-
000. The Marine Corps has been in-

- creased from 17,000 to npearly 80,000.
The navy has been recruited from 60,000
up to 126,000. Nine regiments com-
posed entirely of experiemced railway
men have been formed. Billions of dol-
lars have been spent on orders for can-
non, mechine guns, and other war ma-
terial. Hundreds of fast submarine
chasers are under construction, and a
colossal merchant ship-building -
gramme already is far advanced. Work
is betng rushed on the largest fleet of
aircraft contemplated by any belligerent.
‘The United States intends to render the
allies in Burope invaluable help this year

" and to bring its military strength into
play next year with overpowering ef-
fect. The biggest blunder Germany
has made since she risked a conflict with
Britain was her courting of the hostility
of the United States.

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British Lahor
And the War

The way in which organized labor in
Great Britain has adjusted itself to the
inescapable duties imposéd. upon the
country by the war, makes an interest-
Ing story as told by Sidney Webb in
lhe North American Review for June.

It will readily be recalled, says the
Toronto Star, how widespread the fear
was that trades unionism, being as
strong as it was, would make trouble
for the military authorities in taking
those measures which so serious a war
made necessary. This fear hung over
everything, and even when matters had
got going fairly well, there was a recur-
rence of the fear when it was found ne-
cessary to resort to conscription. But
even that did not produce the dreaded
conflict,

T'he explanation of it all is, we believe,
to be found in the fact that real states-
manship was applied to the case.
politicians would have failed, statesmen
succeeded. Instead of regarding trades
unionism as a force necessarily hostile
to the purposes of government, and
therefore to be either overborne or cir-
cumvented, the strength of trades union-
ism was conceded, the importance of the
organization it possessed was recogniz-
ed, and its co-operation was frankly
sought on terms favorable to both labor
and the nation. Not only were the lead-
ers of organized labor called into consul-
tation in matters of policy in connection
with the production of munitions and
supplies, but co-operation went much
farther than that, and the organizations,
as such, were given a recognition which
will make their position and public re-
sponsibility permanent. Nothing but
the crisis of the war could have brought

‘| about so sane a relation between orga-

nized labor and organized government
in Great Britain. ;

The trades unions responded to the
necessities of the situation. Mr. Webb
in Jhis article mentions some of the re-
spects in which they gave up their rules
and customs in order to increase pro-
duction. They laid aside all restriction
of output; all limitation of the working
day; all refusal to work overtime, at
night or on Sunday; all objection to the
introduction of labor-saving machinery;
all resistance to the introduction to
their trades of non-unionists, unappren-
ticed men, laborers, boys and even wo-
men; all opposition to the substitution
of piece-work payments for hourly
rates, and all reluctance to compete in
teamms at component parts instead of
each workman completing his own task.
They gave up the right to strike and
submitted to compulsory arbitration,
and assented to regulations forbidding
a man to leave his employment. The
trades unions in fact pooled everything
with the country in the winning of the
war. But note the fact that they were

He Is Urging All Class

To Consider Now What Future Era

Will Be— Warns] All Elements of Need For Mutual ;
Concessions—Shocks Are Predicted

Judson C. Welliver, London repre-
sentative of the New York Sun, makes

this forecast regarding reconstruction
in Britain after the war:

“If Bngland is as willing to follow
David Lloyd George after the war as it
is now, it is certain to experience many
revolutionary, social and industrial
changes. The premier is being continu-
ally..strengthened by constant testi-
monies that the nations allied with
England consider him the real intel-
lectual and moral leader of the whole
entente power.

“The premier has in mind that he is
going to reform both the Tory cap-.
italists and the extreme labor elements.
The ideal of industrial democracy al-
most comes early into the conversations
of those men who are credited with
most influencing the premier and most
accurately understanding what is go-
ing on in his very active brain.

“While he was minister ¢f munitions,
Mr. Llovd George learned a lot of
things about the narrowness, the un-
reasonableness and the bigotry of trade
nnionism as it is organized today. It is
a common observation that the two
most illiberal forces in England are. the
Tory capitalists and the extreme labor
elements. Yet if England is to be re-
stored to its industrial and commercial
predominance the restoration must be
accomplished through an intelligent and

speech of March 6, which has recently
been made public, is that which assumes
that the premier is warning all elements
of the need for mutual concessions and
for a very liberal disposition. He
wants them all to realize that the na-

tional interest is superior even in peace
times to the interest of any class; just
as everybody has recognized it to be in
war times. The premier seems to have
in mind a good deal of readjustment
that is going to shock Radicals and
Tories about equally. He believes that
it is going to be good for both.
This speech of March 6 has a ring
in it that is reminiscent of the Lloyd
George of budget times, defying all
eritics, insisting upon his own experi-
ment, demanding a fair chance to try
new things even though these may not
entirely satisfy any particular faction.
Mr. Lloyd George does not intend to
turn the country over to the capitalists
nor to put its enterprises too far under
the control of the Laborites. Just as in
America the interest of the public has |

“The country will be prepared for
bigger things tmmediately after the war
than it will be when it begins to resume
the normal sort of clash of selfish inter-
ests which always comes with the or-
dinary workaday business affairs and
concerns of the warld. I believe the
country will be in a more enthusiastic
mood, in a more exalted mood, for the
time being—in a greater mood for do-
ing big things; and umless the oppor-
tunity is seized immediately after the
war, I believe it will pass away. There-
fore, you are doing well in giving your
time and thought to considering, and
considering deeply, and. considering on
a bold seale, on a daring scale, what
you are going to do after the war.

“I am not afraid of the audacity of
these proposals. I believe the settle-
ment after the war will succeed in
proportion to its audacity. T just drop
that as a hint ,and I hope the working

“Mr. Lloyd George, while at the min-
istry of munitions indicated y
that he had become imbued with a pré—
ception of exactly this situation. He is
as anxious as any man that the condi-
tion of the working class should be im-
proved.

“Likewise he has no less sympathy
for the men who work with their hands
and brains, and when occasion demands
likewise fight with their hands and
brains, to maintain British leadership
in the world. But he has become con-
vinced, seemingly, that neither of these
classes has all the right on its side;
that neither of them is capable of or-
ganizing a programme that will be
ideal ,and that in fact the long future
must be to a considerable extent forced
upon both these groups of irreconcil-
ables.

war conditions then God help this
country!

William
Powick of Pen Argyl, Penn., unburdens
himself in a communication to his' fav-
orite newspaper as follows:

“Sir—Why not prohibit tobacco rais-
ing What is tobacco good for but to
kill lice on roses? We need to multiply
the acreage of foodstuffs and are enlist-

ing and mobilizing farm labor to this,

end. Why not, then, forbid the tillage
of harmful and wasteful plants as a
war measure? ‘Bread or tobacco’ is
abbut as pertinent a slogan as ‘Bread
or booze,’ and as worthy of governmental
regulation in the time of stress before
us.”

If it came to a personal pinch there
can be little doubt that most users of
the weed would not hesitate very long
over a choice between bread and tobac-
co. Perhaps in this time of stress the
question is one that ought to be thought-
fully considered among measures for the
general welfare. But at present Mr.
Powick’s suggestion seems of greater in-
terest as evidence of his own prejudiced
viewpoint as to the merits of tobacco.
His line “What is tobacco good for but
to kill lice on roses?” is a literary gem
worthy of a place in “Bartlett’s Quota-
tions” with the other utterances on the
subject.

From the closing of the sixteenth cen-

tury down to these days of Mr. Pow-
ick and Dr. Pease, tobacco has inspired
the literary and oratorical articulation
of countless poets. philosophers and re-
formers. Probably one’s views of to-
bacco and its uses depend not only up-
on one’s personal habits, but largely al-
so upon whether one happens to be a
poet, a philosopher, or a reformer by
temperament.—Providence Journal.

WOULD BE A
NATIONAL BLESSING

(From the Sydney Record.)

Some newspapers in Upper Canada
are much given to dwelling upon the
fact, or what they believe to be the fact
at all events, that maritime province
people “take their politics very serious-
ly.”t They point this out as a difference
between' Upper Canadian and maritimne
province citizens. They may be right,
but there are other differences, too.
Through many of their people, Ontario
and Quebec are continually squabbling
over religious and racial questions. It is
an open question as to which province
is ‘the more to blame. Certainly, be-
tween the two of them, they have cre-
ated . bitterness which has had its in-
fluence in other provinces. In the mari-
time provinces there is more than one
race. But these provinces are virtually
free from the bitter wrangles of Upper
Canada. There is the best of feeling be-
tween the English-speaking people and
the Acadians, and Protestants and Cath-
olics worship their different ways with-
out difficulty arising between them. If
this condition can obtain only where
people “take their politics very serious-
ly,” a little more seriousness in Ontario
and Quebec would be a national bless-
ing.

SUSGESTS FEDERAL TAX
O PLEASURE GRS

(Toronto Saturday Night)

This country is fast becoming motor
mad. At a time when we preach war
economy a large proportion of our pop-
ulation is spending its surplus (when
it is not running into debt) on joy
riding. People are mortgaging their
homes and their future solvency for

the pleasure of owning motor cars.

Clerks and salesmen whose

would not average twelve or fifteen
hundred per year are putting themselves
in the position of spending per anndm
at least one-third of this sum on gaso-
line and ‘up-keep. The time was when
the motor car was considered the rich
man’s pleasure. It has now developed
into the poor man’s folly. Of course,
later on the entire country is going to
suffer  from this motoritis. The nest
eggs which should be put into war
bonds or other good securities out of
the surplus which has come the way of
the people through' an extraordinary,
and one may say, temporary prosperity,
brought about by the war, has largely
gone into motor cars. The opportunity
of a life time to accumulate a little
something for the rainy day which is
sure to come is being dissipated in mo-
tors, repairs, tires, gasoline and oil.

It seems to me that the finance min-
ister has, in this motor craze, an excel-
lent source of revenue which up to
this time has been sadly neglected. A
federal tax on motor vehicles, other
than those used for commercial pur-
poses, graded say from $25 per annum
up, according to horse power, with a
federal tax of five or ten cents a gollon
on gasoline and twenty or twenty-five
cents a gallon on oil used by pleasure
cars, would be a thoroughly legitimate
source of revenue, and one which would
bring into the federal treasury a sub-
stantial sum of money at a time when
,it is very badly needed. Surely if a
man is able to sport around in a plea-
sure car in war time, he can afford to
pay a considerable sum to the federal
government for the privilege. It may
be pointed out that in the United
States a special federal tax is now be-
ing levied against motor pleasure ve-
hicles, and we could not do better than
follow their example.

On these wide pincers or clamps are
holes of different sizes, and catches for
the screwing on of the working instru-
ments. With this arrangement & man
is able to use almost any tool and can |
even hold & pen. Thus a carpenters
clamp is made for holding hammer, saw
and plane, etc, while that for a farmer |
enables him to use a scythe, sickle, ralce
or pair of shears.

When they first enter Villa Mirafiori
the mutilated soldiers have to undergo
a minute medical examination, of which
a careful record is kept. They are
weighed, measured and put under X-
ray examination, massage and heliother-
apeutic treatment usually following.
Eight voluntary Red Cross nurses aid
the doctors in this department. «

First the men are given orary
limbs made of felt and hardened tet,
which they sometimes wear two ant{
three months; afterwards, when the
physical condition of the injured part
allows it, they undergo the appiication of
their fixed limb, made of weood and
leather, which permits articulation and
free movements. With these they are
able to walk so naturally after a while
that one scarcely detects the difference
between nature’s own and science’s con-
trivance.

A jolly group of soldiers was walking
to the dining-hall for their dinner when
1 was visiting the place, and a nurse
called my attention to one of them who
_had lost both feet, but who was walking
ever so well with his two new wooden
ones. One of his comrades, noticing my
look of interest, jollily laughed out and
said, with his rich southern accent:—
“Well, at least'he won’t be sensitive
about people stepping on his toes any
rore; mine are always in the way.”
Another jokingly added: “He won’t be
bothered with chilblains either!”

Their cheerful spirit and happy dis-

sition, even when maimed for li{!, are
mt a confirmation of the ever-buoyant
and optimistic nature of the Italian sol-
diers.

They are usually kept at the Villa
about six months, but the time is pro-
Jonged if one desires to perfect himself
further in a trade.

Much attention and solicitous care are
bestowed on these invalided men by Her
Majesty Queen Elena, who takes great
pains to provide for them every possible
eomfort and recreation, organizing enter-
tainments and fetes for them in the
Royal Palace. Her personal interest and
sympathy have left deep impression in
