Me.ting of Council

ND REDUCTIONS WERE MALE

Salary Increases Gran'ed to Four-
teen City Officials, in Addition
te Tuose Already Passed in
Committee — Street Supermtex-
dent Suspended

—

’ae civic estimates were adopted at a
special meeting of the common council
this morning. 'The net result will be an
increase of $287,700 in the tax warrants
for city purposes alone, with additional
increases indicated for the city’s share of
the county warrants. The largest single
ilem is for the Fatriotic Fund, but the
increase in ordinary expenditures totals
$123,000. Part ot this is accounted for

by the fact that there was a surplus of
$21,000 on hand at the beginning of 1916,
while the year closed wiih a deficit of
about $12,000. Apart from this, each
department, with the exception of the
water, which has a revenue in excess of
its expenditures, and the market and
street lighting accounts, shows an in-
crease in estimated expenditures.

As the esumates were voted on this
morning, the mayor and Commissioner
Fisher opposed the adoption of all items
which included salary increases, on the
ground that the salaries should be con-
sidered separately, and Commissioner
McLellan opposed the public works esti-
mates on the grounds that sufficient de-
tails were not given. ¢

Salary increases were granted to the
:arbor master, the chamberlain, comp-
jtroller, the chamberlain’s staff, three as-
sessors and two assessors’ clerks.

Something of a sensation was caused
at the close of the meeting when Com-
missioner 'Fisher announced that he had
found it necessary to suspend the super-
intendent of streets and, failing his resig-
na would have to move for his dis-
missfal. The' explanation given, after the
meeting, for this action was inefficiency.

The mayor presided and all the mem-
bers of thc council were present.

Commissioner Russell moved that the
harbor master, who received a salary of
$2,000, should be given a bonus of $200
to cover 1915 and 1916. He said that
Mr. Alward, by combining tia oftfices of
harbor master and collector, and carry-
ing on the duties with the aid of a clerk
at $800, had effected a saving of $600 a
year. .

The tabulated estimates for 1917 were
then taken up. They showed a total of
$838,795.49, as compared with a total of
$5906,047.18 for ime same items last year,
an incrcase of $237,751.36.

The lighting estimates passed without
comment. !

"When Commissioner McLellan moved
the adoption of the police estimates,
Commussioner Fisher said he could not
vote for them, as he belie~*® that the
increases in salaries should be taken up
separately, at the same time as all the
sthers.

The Mayor:—*“I will not vote for this
I am in favor of increases for men on
small salaries. I am not in favor of in-
creasing the number of men and espec-
ially the employment of a new man at
$1,600.”

The motion was put and carried, the
mayor and Commissioner Fisher object-
ing.

’SI‘he fire estimates were passed, with
the saxne objections recorded by the same
comMRissioners.

On ke motion for the adoption of es-
timates for fire hydrants the mayor said
he thought this should not be included
in the estimates. He felt that the amount
taken from water revenue should be re-
stored and the hydrant and sewer main-
tenance should be charged to water rev-
enue. He would oppose the $3,000 in-|
crease for hydrants, anyway. He moved |
«s an amendment that the amount be
taken from water revenue. There was
no seconder and the original motion car-
ried. :

After thé same objection had been re-
corded, the sewerage maintenance estim-
ate was voted,

When Commissioner Fisher moved the
estimates for streets, etc., Commissioner
McLellan asked as to the salary of the
road engineer and was informed. The
commissioner also replied to questions
that Mr. Belding was not under him;
that he was not recommending any in-
creases except that to F. W. Jenkins, at
present, but would deal with them later.

Wanted Increases Given.

Commissioner Mecl.ellan then moved
that, before the estimates were passed,
salaries increases be granted as follows:
Engineer G. N. Hatfield, from $1,700 to
$2,000; O. Duffy, from $8 a day to $1,-
200 a year; Harry Needham, from $560
to $700 a year.

Com. Fisher said he was providing
for increases. There was no seconder
to the amendment.

Com. Fisaer said he would make no
active opposition if the council wished
to egfoff the $20,000 item for asphaltic
pavidlg, but saw no other method of re-
ducing his figures.

The mayor said he would rather see
another $5,000 taken for street cleaning
and the $20,000 item struck off and he
50 moved. There was no seconder.

Commissioner McLellan szid he under- |

stood that reductions had been made
already ; if it should be reduced further,
the commissioner of public. works should
move it. He would oppose it because of
discrimination in salaries.

The estimates were adopted with the
mayor and Commissioner McLellan op-
posing.
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was adopted, with Commissioner Russell
opposing.

All other items not specifically men-
tioned were adopted without discussinon
and the report was adopted as a whole.
Salary Increases.
Proposals for
then taken up.
Commissioner Wigmore moved that his
wage limit be raised to $3.50 for foreman
and to $2.76 for workmen. This was
adopted. Increases to his chief clerk,
George D, Martin, from $1,400 to $1,600,
to George Ballentyne, draughtsman, from
$1,000 to $1,100, and to Miss Cliff, sten-
ographer, from $550 to $650, were recom-
mended and adopted.

Commissioner Fisher’s recommendation
for an increase for his chief clerk, F. W.
Jenkins, from $1,000 to 81,100, was
adopted; Commissioner McLellan dis-
senting on principle.

Commissioner Russell moved increases
ranging from $9.10 to $12.50 a month,
and averaging $10, for all ferry depart-
ment employes. This was adopted.
Commissioner McLellan moved that all
salary increases as set forth in the police
estimates be granted. This was adopted,
the mayor and Commissioner Fisher
voting nay.

The mayor then presented the re-
commendations from E. Murray Olive
for increases of $100 a year in salaries
to three of the assessors and of $150 to
the chief and junior clerks. The mayor
recommended that the $100 be granted
to’ the three assessors, that the chief
clerk be increased from $1,100 to $1,200
and the junior clerk from $800 to $900.
He regretted that there was no recom-
mendation for the second clerk. The
motion carried.

On motion of the mayor, the commis-
sion on tax collections for the city
marshals was increased from two to
three per cent.

On the recommendation of the mayor
the salary of Miss Wetmore, steno-
grapher, was increased from $3550 to $650
a year.

A Suspension

Commissioner Fisher then announced,
with expressions of regret, that he had
found it necessary to suspend an of-
ficial who had given many years of ser-
vice to the public works department,
and he gave notice that he would move
that the name of Albert Winchester,
superintendent of streets, be stricken
from the pay roll. ¢

i London, Jan. 13—The Rhineland mem-
bers of the German Central party have
declared at a meeting, according to Reu-
ter's Amsterdam cofrespondent, that
there must now be no more talk of peace,
but that “we must extort the peace
which the enemy would not negotiate.”
The despatch quotes the Vorwaerts as
saying that the Entente reply is far from
being a peace offer, and that it is instead
“a new declaration of war, with bouhd-
less war aims. Even those on the other
side cannot believe it impossible to at-
tain these aims but by making a parade
of unswerving certainty of Victory and
making extravagant demands, they be-
lieve they can intimidate Germany and
her allics. Any deed or any word now
which would tend to shake the will to
defend Germany would be a crime
against her people.”

All the wharves of the city are now un-
der water and large quantities of coal
are submerged, still further accentuating
the fuel famine, Most of the tributaries
of the Seine continue to rise.

“STARVING AND WANT PEACE”

Military Called Out But Seldiers
Refuse to Attack People —
Pathetic Appeal by Women in
Vienna Shews How Severe Are
Conditions

Amsterdam, Jan. 12.—The news has
Jjust leaked out that there were serious
popular disturbances at Gratz, Austria,
on last Saturday and Sunday. Huge
crowds thronged the streets demanding
 increased rations. They cried: “We are
starving; we want peace.” The crowds
were riotous and attacked numerous
shops. The disturbance reached such a
point on Saturday night that troops were
called out.

The soldiers refused to attack the
populace and the officers, being power-
less, marched the men back to the bar-
racks. The disturbances were renewed
on Sunday without turning out the
military. The police were unable to re-
store order.

London, Jan. 13—The Arbeiter Zei-|
tung of Vienna, publishes a letter to the
burgomaster from the wives of city
tramway employes who have been called
to the col~rs, appealing for full pay.
The letter, as quc'ed in an Amsterdam
despatch to the Times says: “We are
in a deplorable condition, our distress

Successful attacks were made  this
morning by the British troops to the
north of Beaumont-Hamel, in which they
pushed the Germans off some high
ground from which they had observation
of the British trenches, and added an-
other 100 or so prisoners to about 200
previously taken. It was a continuation
of the series of small encounters which
happened in this part of the line during
the last ten days. They have not been
big fights; they were not vemy impor-
tant as military events, although of lo<

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HOSPITAL SOCIAL SERVICE

When the General Public Hospital in
St. John has been provided with larger
accommodation and a proper Nurses’
Home, the time will have come to in-
augurate a well organized social ser-
vice department. They have such a ser-
vice in connection with the Toronto
General Hospital. We have the excel-
lent work of the Victorian Order nurses
in St. John, but much more is needed.
Of the fifth annual meeting of the Social
Service Club held at the Toronto Hos-
pital this week we read:

“It was shown that the” Social Ser-
vice Department has developed enorm-

now so established itself that people be-
gin to understand what the work really
means. Many of the departments hzwel
been enlarged and the Special Clinic for!
the care and treatment of specific dis-|
eases is doing a splendid work in this
city. As an offshoot of this clinic, a
psychological laboratory for the study of
the abnormal individual has been open-
ed in the University of Toronto, and in
this laboratory problems which have
hitherto been neglected all the world
over are to be thoroughly imrestig‘ated.I
Dr. Clarke pointed out the necessity that|
some endeavor be made to secure the
registration of specific diseases, possibly
along the lines followed by Western
Australia. ‘If the registration of tuber-
culosis is admittedly a proper thing,
how much more then can the same argu-
ment be applied in the case of specific
diseases?” he asked. The chief work
of the Social Service staff is in follow-
ing up cases and bringing them back
to the hospital for treatment, securing!
admission  for patients to convalescent |
homes, ete., referring cases to the vari-
ous relief societies of the city, and often
finding employment for such as are able
for it, and who, owing to illness, have
fost their former positions.”

Such work must be of the highest
value. The department has now three
trained social workers and a steno-
grapher, and the pupil nurses, nurses
who are taking the social service course
at the University render valuable ser-
vices in their three months’ practical
work: two nurses being thus employed
at a time.

729 KILLED BY AUTOMOBILES

Largest Number Ever Recorded in New
York State—City’s Death List is 392,

Automobiles killed 729 persons last
year in the streets and highways of New
York State, including New York City,

[ as compared with 663 in 1915, according
to the annual report of the National
i Highways Protective Society, which was
jissued yesterday.
! 892 persons met their deaths by automo-
| biles during the year, while trolley cars
( killed 78 and wagons 74.

In New York City

According to the report, the number
of persons killed by automobile in New
York State last year is the largest ever
recorded. The great increase, the society
says, is due to the fact that it is not
necessary for a driver of a motor car
to have a state license.

In New York City alone 248 children
met theic deaths in the streets due to
vehicular traffic. Colonel. Edward S.
Cornell, secretary of' the society, states
that since the law, passed at the last
session of the legislature, became op-
erative whereby all motor cycles were
compelled to be licensed and carry a
state number, accidents caused by them
have decreased by more than 50 per
cent. In the State of New Jersey during
the year 1916, automobiles killed 215,
trolleys 14, and wagons 18, as compared
with 241 persons killed by autos, 29 by
trolleys and 12 by wagons in the pre-
ceding year. Stricter regulation and
the licensing of every operator is re-
sponsible for the decrease in deaths and
accidents in New Jersey, said Colonel
Cornell.

Another decrease in the highways
death rate is shown by the statistics of
fatal accidents at railroad grade cross-
ings. In New York State there were 82
deaths at highway railroad grade cross-
ings during 1916, as compared with 122
in 1915, while in New Jersey, 56 met
death at grade crossings in 1916, as com-
pared with 61 last year.

ENGLISH BOY SOLDIER

Why Private Well Who Enlisted
at 15, Was Sent to “Blighty”

The youngest soldier in the British
| Army is Private Well of the Welsh
, Fusiliers. He is in England now recov-
cring from a wound inflicted on the
| French front. A story of this Welsh lad
{was recently approved by the Official
| Press Bureau. It reads:
| “Private W, Well of the Royal Welsh
' Fusiliers, at the age of 16, is back in
London wearing a thin gold stripe on
his left sleeve, which tells that he has
been wounded in the war. Like many
other weil built, sturdy British lads, he
deceived the enlistment officers as to his
age, calling himself nineteen when he
was only fifteen, and a year ago he join-
ed the Fusiliers and was trained as a
sniper scout. At the back end of last
supper he was drafted to a battalion in
France, and in due course reached the
trenches. This is his story:

“‘In the trenches we were fairly se-
cure, except for shell fire, but in the
morning the Hun must have had an
inkling that we were there, for he treat-
ed us to two hours continuous shelling,
i but it was of no avail. We were here
|two days before we moved, and then
| we had a few casualties from shells, four
imen from A Company and two from B
! being killed. The trenches at —— were
' captured from the Hun, and the dug-
| outs were marvels, forty feet decp.
{Some had beds for officers and bunks
ifor the men. They .had evidently
fthought to stay there for some dura-
| tion. Our next step was in the support
! trenches, and they were rather warm.
| Here wer® our guns, battery upon bat-
| tery, and the French had several batter-
|ies of 76s. The row during a bombard-
| ment of any dimensions was terrible.

“‘Here I was detailed as a brigade
| runner, or messenger, a somewhat warm
job. When the battalion went up to
the front line I was left behind. I was
liable to be called upon to go with a
| message any time of the day or night.
One night I was called upon to go to
the front line with a message, and, ow-
ing to the darkness, and my own stup-
idity, I suppose, lost my way and got
separated from a companion, wander-
ing on in the hope of meeting some one.
I eventually landed in the open during
| a pretty lively shelling period. You may
| imagine my predicament, alone in the
dark, stumbling over obstacles such as
barbed wire, shell holes, and dead bod-
ies. I hope never to be in a like case
again. At last I sighted some French
troops, and, after mwuch inquiring for
“Anglais Trenches,” “Oui,” and many
“Comprenezs,” I was set on the right
way.

“‘On Aug. 15 some battalions went
over, and took their objective, but it

Belgian Writer Sugg=sts T hat
Americans Cross to Canada te
Form Anti-tlavery Corps

Paris, Jan. 11—Gerard Harry, editor
of the Independence Belge, in an article
on the Belgian deportations, compares
them to the conditions of the slave mar-
ket as described in “Uncle Tom’s Cab-
in.” He appeals to the American public
in the name of its past fight to rid the
world of slavery to take a similar stand
regarding his compatriots,

“Fifty years ago,” he says, “the Am-
erican people nobly inflicted upon them-
selves the terrible evil of nearly five years
of civil war in order to rid their land
of black slavery. The fate of the Am-
grican negroes, however, was immeas-
urably less pitiful than that of the
Frenchmen and Belgians taken from
their homes and families into bondage
und ,made to work for their enemies.
‘I'here are few more unselfish traits in
the world’s history than the original mo-
tive of the American Civil War. Do not
past noble deeds oblige those who ac-
complished them to repeat them when
necessity arises? I am induced, as the
spokesman of many Belgians, boldly to
ask the American people: You who freed
the blacks at so great a cost, what are
you going to do for the enfranchisement
of the white slaves? For Europe? For
the citizens whom the Kaiser is chaining
to his war chariot, who are suffering
three times the moral torture of the
former black slaves?

“It ig the duty of anyone addressing
you on such a poignant theme to warn
vou that remonstrances to the Kaiser and
his people are -doomed to failure if they
are not translated into action. Is there
any American law which would prevent
private citizens from crossing the At-
lantic or ths Canadian border and con-
gregating under what might be called the
anti-slavery flag to assist in fighting the
white slave raiders of Europe? Such an

' | anti-slavéry corps would not break the

rules of neutrality or take sides with
France, Great Britain and Belgium
against Germany. It would resemble a
body of crusaders, with the difference
that instead of attempting to rescue a
handful of cold ashes from unbelievers;
its object would be to rescue thousands
of martyrs from their torturers.”
