ture. By some of these writers, it is 
foreseen that the German nationalists 
possibly will be able to overthrow the 
ministry of Chanctilor Luther. It is 
assumed that this will not happen, hut 
the belief is expressed even should 
there be such an eventuality nnotl er 
ministry would put the pact through 
tjie Reichstag.

LONDON INTERESTED.
Thé security pact which guarantees 

inviolability of the French, Belgian 
and German frontiers, and the six 
treaties between Germany and France, 
Belgium, Poland and Czecho-Slovakia, 
and between France and her eastern 
allies, Poland and Czecho-SIovakia, 
were read here with avidity. Under 
the terms of the treaties arranged be­
tween Germany and her neighbors, 
Germany is to set up machinery for 
the arbitration of disputes which can­
not be Ironed out through ordinary dip­
lomatic handling.

The engagements between France and 
Poland and Czecho-Slovakia provide 
that if Germany should go back on 
her peaceful promises, and have re­
course in arms against either of the 
three countries, they shall immediately 
go to the aid of one another.

BARS INVASIONS.
The treaty of mutual guarantees be­

tween Germany, France arid Belgium, 
stipulates that Germany must never 
invade the Soil of France or Belgium 
or attempt to create war in the demil­
itarized Rhineland zone, while on their 
part France and Belgium engage never 
to violate Germany’s western frontier. 
If either one of the countries should 
violate the campact, it will be the duty 
of Great Britain and Italy to lend aid 
to the aggrieved party.

Arbitration of all disputes is neces­
sary. None of the agreements entered 
upon, neither the Security pact, nor 
the treaties outlaws war. It is clearly 
stated that in some circumstances war 
is legitimate, but the treaties seek to 
provide, as far as is possible, to pre- 
tent Warlike conditions from arising.

OF LOCAL INTEREST.
An anonymous friend has given a 

number of articles which have a spe­
cially great local interest. These in­
clude an old axe of European manufac­
ture which was dug up in a field at 
Lepreau and had evidently been buried 
for a great many years. The axe has 
the maker’s mark but it is indecipher­
able after its long stay underground. 
An old Gazetteer and Guide of the 
Maritime Provinces printed in 1883 
contains mtich interesting information 
which is strange reading by reason of 
its contrast with present day condi­
tions. The report of the accounts of 
the City of Saint John in 1847 affords 
opportunity for curious contrast with 
the records of today. A manuscript 
article on Old Saint John written on 
July II, 1885^ by James Bustin; notes 
on the cholera epidemic of 1854; a let­
ter to Blodgett and Hazen written from 
Portland Point by their partner, Sim- 
onds, on Dec. 26, 1764, and an old dirk 
complete the collection presented by the 
anonymous donor.

Another gift received at the museum 
is a New Brunswick one penny token, 
dated 1848. This coin has been pre­
sented by John Henry Harrison, of 
HolderviUe, N. B. It was found In the 
walls of an old house and had evident­
ly been droped when an extension was 
being added to the original building 
some 80 years ago.

A friendly controversy is going on 
between the shipyard men of the Clyde 
and of the Tyne.

x A Clydesicler has been claiming for 
the Edina that she is the oldest steam­
ship, and in “The Shipyard” a Tyne­
side worker retorts that the validity of 
the Clyde’s claim is doubtful.

“I, with many others, maintain that 
this ship is not the oldest in the world,” 
he writes, and declares that the Valen­
tin Fierro, ex-John Bowers, which was 
built on the Tyne in 1852 (two years 
before the Edina), was the first 
steamer to carry water ballast, and is 
still running under the Spanish flag.

The Edina (says Lloyd’s Register) is 
an iron screw steamer of 380 tons, 
built in 1854 by Barclay, Curie & Co., 
of Glasgow. She is owned by the 
Australian Steamship Proprietary, 
Limited, registered at Melbourne, and 
flies the British flag.

The Valentin Fierro, an iron screw 
steamer with three masts, was 'built in 
1852 by Palmer Bros. & Co., of New­
castle. She is owned by a Spanish 
firm and is registered at Gijon.

MORE PORT BUSINESS.

An announcement that is most wel- 
cofflt and that will mean a great deal 
of substantial and direct ‘benefit to this 
port and this province Is that the 
Canada-Cuba Steamship Company will 
begin next month "a new end direct 
^■yice bet 

HpiOtlMW.operating a fleet of six steam­
er*. Fleur boats are to be placed in 
service at once, the first sailing about 
November 16, and two additional 
steamers are to be added as the trade 
with Havana and West Indies ports 
develops.

The principal freights at first will 
be potatoes and general merchandise 
frfljm Saint'John to Cuba and the West 
IijÜies, with return cargoes chiefly of 
r«Üs sugar. From September to June 
last year nearly 2,600,000 bushels of 
potatoes went from this port to Cuba, 
add during the first six montiis of the 
present year nearly 100,000 toits of 
r*w sugar were brought to Selnt John.

.Business gets business. With Saint 
John as the home port of these ships, 
mjtidng regular sailings, the potato 
business wHl be expedited and 
larged, and the exchange of other pro­
ducts will be encouraged and facili­
tated. Moreover, these steamers will 
outfit here, making considerable ex­
penditures for supplies of various 
kinds, in addition to the extra employ­
ment they will afford. Altogether this 
is a most promising and welcome de­
velopment, important as a matter of 
immediate accomplishment and also 
because of the growth ahead.

The campaign to secure more busi­
ness for the port and the province is 
beginning to bear excellent fruit.

WEST SAINT JOHN INTERESTS.

The Mayor and Commissioners 
should, and no doubt will, give sÿm- 

- pathetic consideration to two requests 
made by the West Saint John Progres­
sive Association, which are to be sup­
ported by a delegation to City Hall. 
The Association sets out that the old 
West Side City Hall, just destroyed 
by fire, was built by funds provided 
by the residents of that district, 
through water taxes and fishermen’s 
bounty monies and that, therefore, it 
should be replaced by the city with a 
buHdlng such aa will meet all of the 
W$st Side’s requirements , for com-

__ munlty purposes. The Association
asks that it m*y have on oppprunlty 
of passing upon any plans submitted 
for a new building. A modern Struc­
ture adequate for the purposes which 
the Association has In mind should 
not be very costly, and the Insurance 
on the old building is in hand as a nest 
egg to finance reconstruction.

The second matter which the Asso­
ciation brings up is one of immediate 
interest to the entire city. It is 
asserted that experience has demon­
strated that the flee equipment and 
apparatift at the disposal of the fire 
department on the West Side is obso­
lete and inadequate, and that an Inde­
pendent investigation of the sic un lion 
thus created should be made without 
de$ay.

This is a matter with respect to 
w^ich City Hall should need no 
uijfing. In addition to the ordinary 
business and residential property on 
the West Side, the Winter Port piers 
and sheds have to be considered. It 
would probably require very little 
impartial Investigation to prove that 
the fire-fighting equipment on the West 
Side is unjustifiably poor and scanty, 
ami, therefore, os a matter of common 
prudence action along the lines pro­
posed by the West Side Progressive 
Association would seem to be dearly 
In'order.

Are Men More Emotional 
Than Women

By DAVID DIETZ.
’J'HE old question of whether

or women are more Intelligent is 
giving way to the question of whether 
men or women are more emotional.
-The development of laboratory 

methods of measuring intelligence en­
abled the psychologists to demonstrate 
that in general there is no difference 
between men, tawen as a class, and 
women as a class.

The idea that women were more 
emotional than men has persisted. 
And now psychologists are turning 
their attention to this subject.

Dr. Donald A. Laird and Dr. 
Thomas McClumpha of the Psycho­
logical Laboratory of Colgate Univer­
sity, have undertaken a study of the 
alleged differences of emotion between 
sexes.

These two investigators conducted 
tests with 600 college men and 400 col­
lege women.

These tests revealed greater emo­
tional Instability among the women 
than among the men.

But, despite the results of the tests, 
these two investigators are unwilling 
to believe the matter as settled, and 
come forward themselves with valid 
objections to any general opinion based 
on their own tests.

raise the question whether it might not 
be a fact that the women who are 
most likely to go to college are the 
ones who are most emotional, or, to 
use the investigators’ language, pos­
sess the greatest emotional instability.

This is a fact that can be settled 
only by comparative tests between col­
lege and non-college women.

A second question raised by the in­
vestigators is whether an emotional 
difference between men and women 
may not be entirely the result of 
training and in no way an inherent 
difference. They call attention to the 
fact that almost from birth the train­
ing of a girl differs from that given a 
boy.

Rev. J. Unsworth Formally 
Installed as St. George’s 

Rector.

Bishop Richradson Officiates at 
Ceremony and Other Clergy­

men Attend.

Impressively the solemn service of 
the Anglican Church was carried out 
as His Lordship Bishop Richardson 
last night officiated at the induction of 
Rev. John Unsworth as rector of St. 
George’s church In West Saint John. 
The auditorium of the church was fill­
ed by- the large congregation present. 
Bishop Richardson in his eloquent ex­
hortation of rector and congregation 
told of the high calling of the rector 
and the duties of pastor and people. 
Clergymen present In the sanctuary 
were Ven. Archdeacon A. H. Crowfoot, 
Rev. Canon R. P. McKim, Rural Dean 
Rev. W. H. Sampson, retired rector of 
St. George’s church, Rev. A. L. Fleming 
rector of St. John’s church, of which 
Mr. Unsworth was former curate, Rev. 
J. H. A. Holmes, Rev. R. T. McKim 
and Rev. F. J. I^Roy. The full sur- 
plleed choir of the church led in the 
singing of the special hymns and dur­
ing the taking of the offertory sang 
the anthem “How Beautiful on the 
Mountains,” with Herbert Stackhouse 
as soloist. Miss Maria Beatteay was 
at the organ.

OPENING SERVICE.
The opening service was conducted 

by Rev. W. H. Sampson, who read the 
first lesson. The second lesson was 
read by Rev. A. L. Fleming. Arch­
deacon Crowfoot pût the solemn ques­
tions to the new rector to which he 
made the responses. When the Bishop 
had offered the player for blessing Mr. 
Unsworth was escorted to the door of 
the church where he received the sym­
bols of his entry into possession, the 
keys of the church and the corporate 
rights which were presented to him by 
the church wardens, W. R. Saunderson 
and Harry Method. After the new 
rector returned to the chancel he was 
escorted by the Bishop to the font, 
reading desk, pulpit and altar and at 
each station pledged himself to fulfill 
the duties referred to.

BISHOP RICHARDSON.
In his address Bishop Richardson ex­

tended congratulations to the new rec­
tor and to the people. The Bishop 
used the parablé of the Good Shepherd 
to illustrate his sermon on the duties 
of the rector and his relationship with 
the congregation. He recalled that 25 
years ago when he was rector of 
Trinity church he had been greatly 
strengthened by the faithful friendship 
of the men who had met with him 
and prayed with him and he mention­
ed in this connection the names of 
Thomas Patton, Charles Kinnear and 
Dr. Scammell. The Bishop concluded 
by urging the congregation to pray 
for their rector whose ministry must be

.UNFAIRNESS CHARGED.
There was a feeling that the Mari­

time Provinces had not received suf­
ficiently just treatment from the 
country at large and the Conserva­
tive party was ready to recognize 
this fact. They admitted that, owing 
to the geography of the country, the 
extremes were not in a position of 
equal opportunity with the middle to 
share in the prosperity of the Do­
minion and were ready to try to meet 
that difficulty.

One effort along this line was in 
reference to transportation rates. 
The Railway Commission was now 
preparing a schedule of rates with a 
view to equalization in the whole 
Dominion. When this was returned 
to the Government, if the Govern­
ment was Conservative, it would say 
that special rates must be given on 
certain articles from the Maritimes 
and the West; that there must be a 
discount to enable them to compete 
with the rest of Canada.

The Liberals were saying that this 
was a dole, he went on, but it was 
not so. It was an honest effort to 
obtain an equalization of opportunity 
and to make the people in all parts 
of the Dominion happy and contented.

They were all interested in the de­
velopment of the port of Saint John 
and they all must put forth their best 
efforts in this direction. A seaport 
must be pût in a position to handle an 
extensive trade, and Saint John needed 
the facilities to carry on. It had always 
been promised money for things needed 
and it was laid down in legislation that 
work must be done. Saint John had 
helped to build the railways and 
canals of Upper Canada To the end 
that it might receive its share.

SAYS WORK NEEDED.
He had noticed some of the rçquire- 

ments, the Negro Point breakwater 
extension, the tri-partite agreement, 
which the Minister of Public Works 
had said last year he was going to 
observe, and the development of East 
Saint John and Courtenay Bay. There 
were different opinions as to which 
should be started first. This was not 
important, but it was important that 
something should be started.

Two years ago tilEf had got the 
Public Works Department to have 
$100,000 put in the estimates for this 
port. It had never been spent, he 
declared. This year $300,000 had been 
voted and the Conservative members 
had helped greatly in getting this. 
This would go only a short way but, 
if it were an honest effort to develop 
the port, he would stand behind it as 
he would support any other measure 
that would aid Saint John.

GRAIN SHIPMENTS
He would have been better satisfied 

if the Government had declared its 
intention of going ahead and using the 
present facility to a greater extent 
while waiting the completion of the 
work.

There had been a steady decrease of 
grain shipments through Saint John in 
the last three years, he said, and the 
port could handle three or four times 
the amount. All the Canadian Na­
tional Railways had to do was to 
ask that the grain be shipped this 
way and the porT would be working 
to capacity.

OPPOSED TO PORTLAND.
Mr. Meighen had been blamed for the 

taking over of the Portland terminals, 
he said. He had been forced to do so 
when the former Conservative Gov­
ernment took over the Grand Trunk 
rather than have it go bankrupt dur­
ing war times when it was greatly 
needed. The Liberals had had control 
of It for foûr years, he said, and they 
had not done anything. They could 
have shuit it off absolutely.

He was absolutely opposed to the 
Dominion Government doing business 
in competition with the Maritime Prov­
inces through a foreign port. Mr. 
Meighen had said he would dry up this 
line but he was not satisfied with this. 
If the business went farther south it 
would not benefit the Maritimes any. 
They should not only stop the busi­
ness through Portland but should see 
that It came throûgh the Maritimes.

EXPORTS THROUGH U. S.
He must not forget Sir Henry Thorn­

ton’s gesture, he said. Sir Henry had 
offered to sell the Portland terminals. 
He thought this might be a good idea 
but that the time to suggest it was not 
right on the eve of an election.
